Wasnmxorox,July 28 —Representative Btamp
of Marvlund, from the Committed on lmmigra-
tion and Naturallzation, submitted to the
House to-day the report of the majority on the
Ellls Islnnd Investigation, conducted under &
resnlution of the Housa, The report anys that
the committee have arrived at thess counclu-
slouk:

That tbere has bren great wasts of public money In

That ail the bulldings, except twa bosplinis, ars badly
constructed, of Loferior wiateris and poor workman:
