Strikers Keep l'p Their Jlold Front War-
fare on Mchool Teacher.

Homestead. July 30. The Carneglo Company
received 104 now men nlnoty of whom
came by rail and landed at Pittsburgh. The
others were brought from Pittsburgh on the
Tide. Superintendent Pottor Bald this after-
noon: " By we will have more than
1,000 mon in the works. We have no longor
any anxiety as to the outcome ot this Btrlko.
Our omployoos are doing tho work every bit as
well as the old mon did."

The Rollet Committee of the Amalgamated
Association, in responso to the clamorous de-

mands of the mochantcs and laborers, is issu-
ing orders on tho storekeepers for food and
provisions of all kinds. These ordors aro sup-

posed to bo ns good as money, tho association
pledging itself to redeem them. This Is a
sign of weakness in tho treasury, and the
storekeepers know It Tbey also know that
they must recognize these ordors or elso be
forever boycotted.- It may moan bankruptcy to
thorn, but they cannot help themsolves. The
committee havo Issued 300 orders every day,
and half a dozen stores are already closed.

Tho loaders ot the striko persist In hopeful
declarations. Thomas Crawford, the acting
Chairman of tho AdvUory Committee, sold

"Wo aro not weakening and there will
bo no compromise. The only terms on which
we will return towork ore these: Tho compa-
ny must recognlzo tho Amalgamated Associa-
tion, must agree to have tho houlo expire as
heretofore, on tho labt day of June ot each
year, and Mr. Frlok must resign tho Chair-
manship. When these torms are agreed to
and the company signs tho scale, then, und not
until then, will tho Amalgamated mon return
towork. We uro just as llrm and hopeful as
over."

The tenants of tho company s cottages upon
whom dispossess notices had boen served
moved to other quarters this morning. The
rain was pouring. There woro twenty-flv- o

families in all, and they insisted op walking
beside tho loads of thoir household goods.
There waB no necessity lor tills foolishness,
as the company would have allowed them to
remain In the houses until had
they so desired. It had a strong effect, how-
ever, upon many ot the strikers, for it turned
their thoughts to the future ot thoir own
families

It leaked out this afternoon that the strlkors
were going to try to punish ono of the men
who returned to work by demanding of the
School Board the dismissal of his daughters,
who arohchonl teachers. Tho mun Is Ullliim
Bailey, chief engiueorof tho steel works. As
soon os tho company had obtained enough
men to start up the mills, Mr. Bailey returned
to work, ills Is a very important place, nnd
tho strikers attempted In every way they
could to Induce him to join them. Ho always
refused, suylng that tho company was a hotter
master thun the Amalgamated Association.
This morning a committee was appointed to
wait on the members of the School Board und
ask thorn to discharge Mr. Bailey's dauchters.
Up to the present moment tho committee has
not started on its mission. Several members

the School Board are also members of theXImalgamated Association, and they think
their request will be granted.

One of the School Board, a physlolin. who Is
not at all In sympathy with Uie strike, said;
"I would rather out my hand off than raise It
In assent to this proposition. It Is the most
Infamous suggestion that I havo ever heard
of. I can hardly find words to express my
feelings." .

Issued the following proclamation:
" Whereas. By reason ot unlawful obstruc-

tions, combinations, and assemblages of per-

sons It has become Impracticable. In my judg-
ment to enforce by tho ordinary course of
judicial proceedings tho laws of the Unltod
States within tho Stats and distrlot of Wyo-

ming, the United States Marshal, after re-

peated efforts, being unable by his ordinary
deputies, or by any civil posse which he Is
able to obtain, to execute the procoss of tho
Unltod States courts.

" Now. therefore, be It known that I. Bon-jam- ln

Harrison. President of the United
States, do hereby command all persons en-

gaged In such resistance to the laws and the
procesvof the courts oft tho United Statosto
coaso such opposition and resistance and to
disperse and retire peacebly to their resuoctivo
abodes on or before Wednesday, the 3d day ot
August next '

"In witness whereof . I have hereunto sot my
hand and caused the seal ot the United States
to be afUxod."

A. Fortentlooa J.tat or Mtrlkae Ordered by
the Walking- DeleBatea.

Tho Board ot Walking Dologates held a
special mooting yesterday morning, and be-

fore noon strikes directed against the Build-
ing Material Dealers' Association were order-
ed on sovoral more buildings. These strikes,
which woro at first directed against tho Jack-eo- n

Architectural Iron Works, woro switched
olt to. thp buildings on which J. B. A J. M.

Cornoll have contracts, bocauso J. M. Cornell,
bolng President of tho Iron Lcaguo. was sup-

posed to be tho principal supporter of the
Jackson works. Thoy are now directed alto-
gether against the Building Matorial Dealers'
Association, because tho mombors ot tho latter
insisted on fulfilling their contract and send-
ing materials to buildings which the Board
had decided should not bo supplied with
materials.

In this fight 15.000 men at least U is com-

puted, have been thrown out ot work, somo ot
them very unwillingly, although tho awful
weather ot the past week helped them to
resignation. Strikes havo been ordered on
more than 200 buildings In this city. The
trades Involved (including those that did not
strike, but wero forced out ot work through
tho strikes) are carpentors. framers, plaster-
ers, dorrickmon, engineers, olectrlo wire mon,
palnterB. masons and helpers, laborers, tilo
layers and helpers, marble outters and help-
ers, tin and sheet Iron workers, and In somo
cases the brlcklayors. as well at publlo cart-me-

ooment mon, and building material
handlers.

ALICE MITCHELL INSANE.

I1W JUBY DKCIDES TITAT BEI MIND
IS DEKANOKD NOV.

The Qnealtoa aa to Her Ranltr t the
Time of the Murder of Freda Ward Not
Paeeed TTpoa-TV- Ill So to aa Aejrlaaa,

Miurnis. July 30.-A- Hco Mitchell was de-

clared Insane this morning and next week shs
will be takon to the Insane asylum at Bolivar,
the verdict of the Jury bolng that It would
endanger tho publlo peaco for her to bo set at
liborty. She was on hand promptly at 8;30
o'clook this morning and remained ohattlng
with her father and brothers until court was
convened.

As soon as Judge Dubose asosnded ths
bench sho walked with her usual firm stop to
hor ohalr at tho bar and removed the Toll
which had entirely obscured her features.
Bho looked brighter and better aftor two days'
rest from attendance In court. Bhe wns
dressed In Uie same black dress and jaunty
whits hat, and there was a suggestion ot

i anxiety In hor face.
The Judgo chargod the jury, beginning with

tho language ot the code and an exposition of
the Issue boforo thorn as follows: "When tho
ploa ot present Insanity Is urgodln behalf of
anyporson charged with a criminal offonco,
punlshablo by imprisonment or doath, the
Court shall charge tho jury that If from
the ovldenco they bellore the dafondant to
be Insane, nnd that it would endangor tho
peace of the community to set hor at liberty,
they should so find. It Is further provided
that upon such finding the Court shall direct
and ordor tho superintendent of tho hospital
of tho inBano to receive and keep tho defend-
ant as others. When In tho opinion of ths
trustees and physician such patient has re-

covered from her insanity thoy shall causo
her to be delivered to tho jailer of David-
son county forsafo keeping, and immediately
transmit to the Cktk of tho county in which
tho patient was arraigned notloo ot the fact.
If, after this, the Attorney-Oener- wishes to
further prosecuto the defendant, sho shall bo
sent to the county In which she was arraigned
to bo thoro further dealt with. However. It he
shall not wish further to prosecuto the pris-ono- r,

thon she Bhall bo discharged.
"The issuo In this proeoedinjr Is entirely

distinct from that presented whon tho uuos-tlo- n

Is In regard to the responsibility of the
defendant at the tlmo of tho commission ot
tho not oharged In the lndlotmont. xouaro
not callod upon to decide whether the dofond-a- nt

haB sufficient understanding to know right
from wrong, as is the rule when tho Inquiry is
as to the responsibility ot the defendant nt the
tlmo when the net ot murder was committed,
but tho question Is whether the defendant has
mental capacity suniclont to make a rational
detonce to the charge In the lndictmont. In
other words, has the defendant mental capac-
ity to appreciate the peril In which She Is now
placed, or to act advisedly with her counsel In
suggesting to thorn in the oent of her trial
upon the lndictmont tor murder, such tacts as
would break the force of tho prosocution's
ovldence If possible, and In advising such ex-
culpatory proof as her caso will warrant?
You uro thon sworn to Inquire nnd determine
only whether tha defondant is nt present in-
sane, not that sho was insane, at ths time of
tho alleged killing of Freda Ward.

" it mattors not to you. o far ns It may rer-tal- n

to your duties in this respeot.whether she
be guilty of that crime, unloss It bo In viewing
the enormity of tho act you may discover from
the circumstances attending It proof of n now
present state ot defondant's mind as to her In-

sanity."
In treating of the oxpert medical evidence,

tho Judge said : " It Is said by an eminent au-
thority on criminal evidonco that In matters
psychological there'ls no hypothesis bo mon-
strous that an export cannot bo found to swear
to It on the stand, and to dofend It with vehe-
mence whon off tho stand. Ho. also, an emi-
nent Federal Judge Judge oodruff-sa- id to
a jury in 1871 that whore tho opinion of ex-

perts Is speculative, theoretical, nnd stato only
tho belief of a wltneai. while yet somo
other opinion is consistont with the facts
stated, it Is entitled to llttlo weight In tho
minds of tho jury. This condemnation Is not
always applicable: often it would be unjust.
Where an oxport of integrity and skill states
conclusions which are tho necessary or oven
tho ububI results of the facts upon which his
opinion Is based the evidence should not be
lightly estimated or hastily discredited."

Thoro was ono clauso ol tho ohnrgo which
would havo ghen tho jury alooohole by which
It could havo returned a verdict of present
sanity had it desired to do so. Tho section ran
ns follows:

"You will romombor that, although tho
mind of defendant may be disordered, or in
somo respects unsound, and upon somo sub-
jects, yet, if she Is capable ot rightly compre-
hending her own condition in roferenco to her
trial and ot conducting or directing hor de-
fence in a rational manner, sho is not to bo
considered lnsano within the menning of tho
rule heretofore statod and explained to you.

While tho jury was out deliberating Alice
Mitchell engaged in animated conversation
with Col. Ciantt, ono of hor counsel, bhe
smllod and laughed as though the rosult of
tho jury's deliberations was a matter of no
concern to her whatever. Her face brlghtonod
up as she talked, and a stranger would never
hne suspected that an inquiry Into hor sanity
was necessary.

The jury wore out just twenty minutes. At
0:50 o'clock they returned Into court, nnd the
foreman. Col. M. C. Callaway, tho veteran edi-
tor, handed in the following verdict: We. tho
jury, llnd tho defendant. Alice Mitchell, in-

sane, and that it would ondangor the peace ot
the community to set her at llberty.,r There
was a momentary pause, and then Judgo Du-
bose said:" Let the clork Issue the necessary order
committing tho defondant to tho insano osy- -

porsons presont Thoy wero the fathorand two
brothers of Llllio Johnson, who stands jointly
Indicted with Alice for murdor.

Burgess Hill, Bonaparte's
suit for nullity is nn answer to this suit, and

GERMANY'S FUTURE.

Bismarck: Bays Parliament an the Free
Preae Meet be Mtreagthened,

Beblin, July 30. Prince Bismarck was
groetod by an Immense throng at Jons, where
ho arrived this evening. Replying to an ad-

dress of wolcome delivered bv tho rector of the
university, ho said: " I am the only Inheritor
of the merits of my colleagues. William L
vas not brought up for tho German national
Idea. I had to convince him slowly. My dlplo-matl- o

work nt homo and behind the soenes
was Incomparably more difficult than that
with foreign powors. The German empire
would have been Impossible without the van-
quishing of France. Diplomacy required the
ability to soloct the leant harmful mothod.

"Our duty to the future is to strengthen
Parliament nnd the free press. In mr absorb-
ing desire to strengthen tho empire, possibly
Isank paillamantary authority to too low a
level. This it is necessary to redress. I will
proclaim my opinion, no matter what con-
sequences onBuo."

MOORS FIRE ON A GUNBOAT.

A. Spanish War.Teeeel Attache, en the
Coaat of Morocco,

Madrid. July 30. Tho Spanish gunboat
Pilar, while passing along tho northern coast
of Morocco, was repeatedly fired upon by a
considerable body ot Moors. The Spaniards
hoisted tho standard of Spain, and answered
tho Moors with 'rifles.
