The protests of seafaring men against hav-

ing the proving grounds at Bandy Hook were
soloud at ono time that they were heard In
Washington, and a Board was appointed by
tho War Department to look for suitable
grounds at some Interior point. .The board
visited a traot ot wooded land In the southern
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part of Monmouth county. New Jersey. They
found n stretch ot land thero twelvo miles long
nnd throe miles wide and nowhere noar tho
sea. Tho Board decided, howovor. that this
spot was not available for a proving ground
and so reported. As a result tho Government
still clings to Sandy Hnok. It says it has no
hotter place. Ueafaring men say that any
placo would bo better than Snndy Hook.

Thoy think tho possibility ot even
one sorlnux accident ought to have weight
with the Oovornment But Gen. Flagler, Chief
of Ordnance of tho armv. says that tho Gov-
ernment is likely to continue to test Its guns
at the Hook until a better placo can be pro-
vided: and that place, he adds, has not yet
been discovered.

boat out of homlock boards, had
It carried to tho head of tho doad wators. two
mllos distant, nnd ono humid, ovorcast Juno
day I started In tho rather unstondy nnd not
ontlroly wator-tlg- ht craft to fish through that

lrgln trout ground. Tho cnnaclty of tho dead
wators was ovon groator than I had anttcl-pato- d,

nnd boforo I had llsliod ono qunttor of
tho way through tho dark strotch ot stream I
had landod a scoio or moro of tho biggest
trout I had ovor soon como from any brook-- nil

of thorn of a dark color, with tho crimson
spots almost as brilliant ns Bparks of lire.
" My boat had drifted, nidod by an occnslon-n- l

movomont ol tho paddle. Into a part of tho
crcok whoro tho nldor borders woro at least
fifty foet apart. This big pool glow vory nar-
row at Its lowor end, a hundred foot from its
bend, nnd thoro tho thick nldors intorlookod
tholr branches o or and In tho water, and tho
creek disappeared from vlow as completely as
If Ithnd boon swallowed up by tho earth. On
tho right sldo of this broad ottont of wator
was ono ot tho door openings In tho thicket,
and tho soft dirt nt tho top of tho crcok
showod by myriad track-- , that dcor wero

visitors thoro. Justabovo thntoponlng
n hemlock treo roarod its big somo of
the lower branches on tho uppor sldo extend-
ing sovcral foot out oor tho water.

" I had drilled along bunenth thoso brnncho",
and twontr foot bolow tho treo. Thnro I stood
up in my boatto makoacait attho o.lgo ot n
bunch of aiders, somo ot whose limbs wero
stretched out on the surfacoof tho water. As
I throw my rod forward my hook stopped sud-don- ly

In the air behind me. and my reol hum-
med nt tho resistance. Simultaneously with
tho stopping of tho hook a blood-curdlin- g

screech rant the air. I turned quickly about
I was lust in time to seon big wildcat leap
from tho lowor limb or tho hemlock, and ho
was pointed straight for me. nltbough thoro
was u watery space between us. and all wood-
men havo always held that an Intervening
stretch of wator Is a suro barrier against tho
attacksot allHercoanimnlsof tho cat kind. My
hook had eaught somewhere In a tendor spot
on t lie wildcat. Which had been crouching on
tho lower limb unknown to me. and tho pain
of tho puncture had wakod him Instantly Into
uncontrollable, fury.

"I was standing near the bow of tho boat,
but movod quickly to tho other end. and nono
too quickly, for tho wildcat pounced into the
honton tho spot whoro I had stood, before I'd
had time to steady my-e- lt in my now position.
Then I saw that tho hook was fast in one of
the nnlmal'H ears, nnd a rat's o.irs aro th
most sensltlMi part of its body. The hook had

clear through tho tender membrane, andSono was trickling don In iuito a stream.
Fortunately the paddlo was in tho stern nf the
boat. As the blc cat struck tho boat It nlmost
upset tho dunr-- v craft. Tho enraged beast
camo for mo again without an delay.
1 mat it Willi a blow from the paddle. Tho

flew into it dozen pieces. Tho
In tho boat was too much for the

boat's equilibrium, and oer it wont, tumbling
the wildcat and mo Intu tho water. Wo lloun-dore- d

there closo togethoi, and instead of thn
batli cooling down tho wildcat's temper, it
seemed to mako it hotter, and tho ugly boast
renewed tho light in tho wator.

"Tho boat, when It upst, was within a few
foet of tho foot of tho pool, where tho water
disappeated behind the tangle of alders. I had
nothing to defend mjselt with against tho
wildcat but my lists, nnd 1 pounded it with
them, with vorv llttlo olTect. ocer.t to their
own dam ago. Tho wildcat lould swim llko a
duck, kept its brad well out of water, and
struck and bit nt me with such quickness ami
agility that my slcevos woro torn in strips in a
very short time, and tho blood began to How
from deop gashes on my hands and arms. I saw
thatln the ntrusrclo mv hook had torn lnosn
from the wildcat's oar. leaving a long and
bleeding slit Tim persistent animal kept up
an unearthly yelling as it fought Wo soon
worked our way down against tho wail ot
nldors, and, ns tho struggle wont on for a mo-
ment against It, I hoard anothor screech, and
presently anothor wildcat enmo tearing
through tho thickot to thnodgo of tho pool.
As this socond ugly customer crouched us If
to leap upon mo to tho aid of ita mate, tho
alders that barred tho channel gave way, nnd
my rat and I floundered through tho maze.
Below It tho crcok was ton feet wide between
tho aiders, which closed nhovo it in n regular
canopy of nutted branches, nowhoro more
than throo feet high, it was almost as dark
as night In that watery tunnel.
The channel was straight, and far below I
could see a small clrclo of light, where the
creek eiuorgod again into open water.

" As wedisappr ared thiougli tho dense ald-
ers tho otbor wildcat bounded Into the thicket
and nmcio toward the spot. I could hour him
crashing through, screeching ns ho camo, and
finally saw the tall bushes swaying before him
as hi drew neai or. Iliad changed mv tactics
In my struggle with my wildcat, ami was try-
ing to force It beneath the surface mid hold It
under long enough t. drown It, but tho cat
was too active and supple, and about all 1 suc-
ceeded In doing was to les-o- ii tho quantity of
myctotliing and add t thosln-dilugsii- i my
llcsh.

My
breath was short, owing to the long and
hard struggle In the water. hut I
had good lungs. I put nil my strongth
In that clutch on tho wildcat's throat.

lenders left his home In Toronto to run
for an Irish constituency, has beon trium-
phantly eloctod member for South Longford.
In Mlchnol Davltt and Edward Blako the Na-

tionalists may fairly claim to possess tho two
most distinguished men among the now
mombers of the Houso of Commons. Tho
famo of the d momber for North
Meath Is worldwide. If that of theCanndlan
statesman has not spread so far. It is because
ho has beon contont with tho sphore afforded
hlra by his nntlvo Dominion nnd has not
hlthortodoslrod to enter the wider arena In
which his commanding ability entitles him to
play a promlnont part

Edward Blako wns born nt Adolalde, Onta-
rio, on Oct 13. 1833. His patornnl ancestors
belonging to Galway and thoso of his mothor
to WIcklow. tho strong Intorost In nnd sympa-
thy for Iroland that havo marked his caroor
nro easily accounted for. His father, William
Hume Blake, was a stanch Boformer. and
plnyod a prominent part In Canadian politics,
nttctwnrd bocoming Chancollor of Upper Can-

ada. Young Blako's scholastlo career was
brilliant, and n distinguished future was early
proohoslod for him. Ho cntorod political Ufa
at tho ago ot 34. whon ho was elected a mom-b- or

of tlie Ontario Legislature. With tho late
Alexander Mackonzlo ho waged In that body
a vigorous light agnlnst tho Santfleld-Mao-donal- d

Ministry. On tho fall of that Ministry
In 1871, Mr. Blako becamo Premier of tna
province; but with Mackenzie he soon

provincial politics for the larger field at
Ottawa. Elected to the Dominion House of
Commons, he was soon reeognlzod as ono of
the most brilliant men Canada had produced.

Except for tho ile years of Mr. Mackenzie's

on tho Pacific scandal Issuo in 1873.
returned to power with an lmmenso majority
in 187H. In lW) Blako succooded Mackenzie
ns leador of tho Liberal party. Twice in the
general eloctions of IBS'.! and 1887 ho led his
party against tho Conservative forces, but un-
successfully. In 18811 ho roslgnod tho leader-
ship, and was succeoiled liy his Quebec lieu-
tenant, the eloquent Wilfrid Lnurlor, On tho
dissolution of i'urllnment lust year Mr. Blake
declined a renomlnatlon. announcing his In-

tention to retiro from publio life.
Sir. illnko's failure to oust his Tory oppo-

nents from olllcoisoftencitodas proof that he
hicks the requisite qualities ot leadership.
Certainly he never intpired the enthusiasm
that was aroused among widely different
eliissfw livtbe Into Cnnseriatlvn chieftain. Sir
John Macdonald. norattalnod ovor the Liberal
party anything resembling tho aseendnnoy
hlr.Iohn enjoyed among the Tories. Few lead-
ers, however, havo had greater odds against
them. A man of straightforward methods and
Incorruptible honesty, be had as his opponent
one of tho shrewdest and most unscrupulous
politicians of modern times. He had to fight
without funds a rich party Intrenched in
power by n systom of partisan legislation nnd
corrupt expenditure almost wlthoutaparalleL
Nothing Is moro clearly established than that
with u fair trial of strength nt tho polls the
splendid onslaught that Blako made against
the Government lu 1887 would have carried
him triumphantly to power. Mr. Blake, who
sacriliced the large Income ho might have
mado in his profession In ordor to serve his
countn men. must feel Unit ho has been poorly
rewarded. But Canada Is suffering
and for years to come will suffor. the ovlls
that her inability to freo herself from tho
shackles of Tori ism havo entailed upon hor.

At Ottawa Mr. Illako towered Intellectually
bead and shoulders above his follow members.
In acquaintance with jiarllamentary tactics,
in grasp of ronstltutlon.il law. In breadth of

lew and profundity of knowledge, and in all
tlio higher arts of statesmanship, ho was as
much the superior of Sir John Macdonald as Sir
John wns his in political ilnesso and the man-
agement of men. As a debator Blako nover had
nn ooual In tho Canadian Parliament, though
that body has contained many good debators
and several of the first rank. Ills opponents
were generally charv of crossing swords with
hlra. and Infowof them could he have found
foomon worthy of his steel. With the redoubt- -
nblo Tuppor. now Canada's HlghCommlsloner
in England, ho had. In the days when they sat
facing onch other at Ottawa, many a tilt

Blako lias the two fundamental requisites of
the orator- -a commanding presonco nnd a
magnificent volco. Of moro than average size,
with masslvo head, striking features, and face
cleanshaven save for a, straggling fringe of
whlskeis on his cheoks. ho would attract at-
tention in any surroundings. Though he doos
not cultivate tlie orts of tho stump spoakor.
and seldom attempts any sustninod night of
eloquence, lie hns the power of awaking

in his hearers, and is said to have
found no difficulty In carrying his Irish audi-
tors In Longford with him. Hut it is In Parlia-
ment thnt Blnko is at his best. His speeches at
Ottawa In opposition toConsorvatlvopollcyare
masterpieces of destructive criticism. Thoy
are characterized hy a wealth of sarcasm and
show an absolute acquaintance with his sub-
ject in its remotest nspects. In fact. If they
have a fault It Is that they abound too much In
dotalled criticism. Mr. Blako's lawyer's habit
and Indefatigable Industry Inclining him to
rover tho entire ground himself Instead of
leaving minor points to his lieutenants. His
dellveiy Is rapid and unhesitating, and he
llnds his way through mares of Involved con-
struction. lusortlngparontlicsoR within paren-
theses, with a facility bcarcely second to that
of Mr. Gladstone,

Two of thn leading characteristics of the
Canadian statesman nro his courage In

his convictions and his broad toler-
ance of vlow. A thorough-goin- g Protestant,
ho Is totally free from religious bigotry. Ho
was a Homo Bulor long before Gladstone was
converted to thnt policy, und spoko from Ilia
seat at Ottawa In support of Irish

as far back us 1880. In 1882 he mado an
oloquont spuech In support of tho motion for
nn address to the Imperial Government urg-
ing the pusBugo of a Home Utile measure, lie
peisistcntly opposed the bill to Incorporato
the Orango body in Canada, believing that
the Government should extend no recog-
nition to a society so forolgn in Its
spirit and mischievous In Its operation. He
took Ills Dolltlcal life In his band when ho cen-
sured tlie Government for oxecutlpg Louis
Biol, the French half-breo- d leader of the North-
west rebellion of 1885. and later when he

tho dlsallowanco of tho Josult Estates
act pnssod by the Quebec Legislature. Ills
avowed aim has been to meet the racial and
religious dlfllcultlos of Cuuada bv a broad po --

ley of conciliation and generosity to tho mi-

nority, and in Its iiursuniicti ho lias carod llttlo
lor tho maledictions that Koine-hate- und
Frnneo.pliobos have showered upon him.

Many of the forroor Liberal loader's coun-
trymen would bo glad to know his vlows on
tho future of Canada, but these aro shrouded
in mystery.

VU,,P. li
believed to have long since s e en the futility of
that project. Later Tie was Identified with the
abortive Canada First movement the log-
ical outcome of whloh would havo Tjeen
the erection ot tho Dominion luto an In-

dependent republic though that was not
ita avowed motive. In a famous let-
ter to bis late constituents, published
j ust nttor the general olections last year to ex-

plain why he dissented from tho new trade
policy of the Liberal party, ho drew a gloomy
picturo of the condition to which twolve years
of Tory mlsgoverumont had brought Canada,
and dolivered a somewhat oracular judgment
which was believed by many to mean that
Canada would llnd the remedy for her troubles
In political un on with the United States. But
in a subsequent letter Mr. Blake declared hU

At nny rate, his knowledgo
of the federal system and its workings In
Canada will hoof no small value to thootoran
Premier in frnmlng his Homo )tulo bill, ami
tho Canadian's advocacy ot that nioasure on
the floor of tho House may bo trusted to bo
forceful, and. coming from ono against whoso
Protestantism nothing can ho allegod. to
carry weight with tho peoplo of England.
It Is unlikely that Mr. Blake aspires to
or would accont tho leadership of a tciinltod
Irish party. Even woro leadership his forto,
hl comparative unfamllianty with tho politi-
cal conditions of tho Unltod Kingdom would
disqualify him for tho task. For the same rea-
son, joined with the natural jealousy ot a
"colonist" and outsider that ids too great
Erominonce would nrnuso In tho British mind,

to achievo tho brilliant futuro
prophesied for him bv somo enthusiastic ad-
mirers In Canada, as Gladstone's successor in
the leadership ot tho British Llborals. Ho has
stitod that his only nlm is to aid in securing
for the land of his ancestors tho measure of
justice that has been so long deferred. But
whother or not his Parliamentary career closes
with tho accomplishment of that onject. ho is
likely to play a moro Important part in Parlia-
ment than has beon played befoiebyaman
from beyond the British Isles.

THE VECALT. OF CAPT. BOItVP.

An Army Officer, Familiar With the Whole
Matter, Talka of It.

An officer who la familiar with thocasoot
Capt It D. Borup of tho army, who was

as military attache of tho American
Legation at Paris at tho request of tho French
Socretary of State, said yesterday that tho
WarDopartmont soomod to bo vory slow in
the official Investigation of this caso, which
has had so much publicity. Ho addod:

"The complaint against Capt Borup was ot
furnishing oontldontial information, received
or obtninod from tho French authorities, to
tho German and Italian governments. Capt.
Borup has doniod that ho did anything

his duty ns a military attach j. Ho
before ho loft France that while the

War Department had seon lit to recall him,
and that thoro was possibly no allornntivo
since tho Fronch Oovornment hnd requested
it. yet he did not ask to bo oxoncrnted. Ho
had dono nothing calling for dischargo from
blame, but ho did Intend to have equity before
tho law. He also says that ho doos not even
know the man Grnnlor. who accused him of a
violation of his legitimate duties as a military
attached ot tho United States Legation toward
a friendly power.

"Capt Borup wont to Europo doterminod to
accomplish everything in his power In tho di-
rection of obtaining military Intolllgonco for
the War Department, for which purposo
tho Oovornment allows an oxpendituro not to
exceod $50 a month. Tho roeords at the War
Department show that ho has boon an ofllciont
attached nnd has transmitted much vnluabloIntelligence to Washington. The military of-
ficers of European armles.who aro stntlonod atforolgn capitnls. am sont out to obtain nil tho
Information concerning military organizations
and tlie development of military ntTalrs of
othor nations which can bo obtained withoutresorting to offensive or dishonorable meth-
ods. But thoy uso evory opportunity to study
the military systems and preparations of thn
Government to which thoy aro assigned, nnd
so great is tho desire of tho loadors of coun-
tries, llko Germany nnd Franco, to obtain mil-
itary secrets, that any olllcor pr clork whomay have n vonal disposition can secure agood rewardforauyvaluablomap, plan, or rt

which he may secure possession of.
"All European governments havo muchlarger secret funds than that of the United

States, which arolntondod to boused for thopurchase ot such things, nnd tho rule Is thatall Is fair In love and war, and that this should
goyorn tho conduct of olllcers who nro do-
talled to the work of collecting military intoi-- 1

genco. as Capt. Borup opproarhod Very
likely. Was ho susceptible to tho offor of
bribes? As to tho lattor, ho married ndaugh-tero- fthe late Dr. Brandicth, tho pill manu-
facturer, nenco he has tho uso of a largo pri-
vate fortune. But theso questions should bo
thoroughly sifted, nnd proven or dlsnrovon, by
a oourt of inquiry. Until then public cousuro
should be suspended. If lie did sell secretsformonoy. he did It becnusotho divine law.
'Lead us not into temptation.' had been vio-
lated, nnd by his own Government, ton.

"But no ono will believe, until nbsoluto
proof is furnished, that Cajd, Borup either
offorod or accepted n bribe to betray his
official trust, and tho charge ngnlnst him ex-
poses to odium not only tho honor of nn Amor-lea- n

soldier, but also the honor of tint Amor-jea- n

nation. Capt. Borup has hlthortn enjoyed
an excellent reputation, notwithstanding that
he was onoe court martlalled at West Point
nnd sentenced to be dismissed from tho nrmy.
The charge against him was 'fighting with
another cadet,' but President Grant recog-
nized that a good soldier must also be a good
lighter, and ho mitigated tho sentence and
sent the young man hack to his class, lie lias
the reputation of sending moro Information to
the War Department than nny other o;)leer
who has been sent abroad, and It is said that
he spent much of his private means for thepurpose. If, as was reportod. Capt, Borup anld
thesocretsot the ironch Government to the
German Government, it soems Inconsistent
that Franco should not have requested tho re-
call of thn German attache also. Perhaps It is
because France loves Germany moro (at pres-
ent) and fears the United States loss."

AU3LX OFF1CKKS IS COLLhOES.

An Important Sienna nf Heenrlna; Popnlar
Military education.

WARntNQTON, July 30. A bill just Introduced
Into Congress lncroasos to 100 the number of
nrmy officers that may be dotalled as Instruc-
tors of military tuctlcs and drlllmasters In
schools nnd colloges. Tho navy dotall would
bring this maximum up to 110. excluslvo of
thoso that may bo asslgnod as instructors of
steam engineering nnd steel shipbuilding in
scientific schools, nnd of rotlrod army officers
who may voluntarily assurao such duties.

The prosont bill Indicates the Importance to
which this means of popular military instruc-
tion has grown. Tho reports made to the

during tho prosent summer,
by regular ofllcers detailed to tnsooct some of
thoso schools, show n high avorage degree of
efficiency In tho military dopartmonts. Ono
Institution Is declared to bo In Its drills " soc-

ond only to the corps of cadets at West Point;"
In anothor, "thoro was porfect steadiness In
ranks and a good soldierly sot up, while the
arms and accoutrements wero scrupulously
clean and no.it and would compare favorably
with thoso of roular companlos;" in n third,
thero was "excellent discipline and military
snlrit the cadets soldierly in appearance and

in lnfautry tactics:" in a
fourth, tho drill surpassed anything tho in- - I

spocting officer had over soon in a similar in-- I

stitutloii. So tho commonts run on. Indicat-
ing a high standard of efficiency, mostmarkod.
ot course. In tho military schools proper, but
by no means to bo dlsplsed in colleges and
academies not specifically mtlttnry.

Tlie last report ot Gen. Breckenridgo showod
thnt 48 institutions to which officers woro

hud lU.S'.'O male students, of whomtf,fD5
belongod to the military departments. Add
the llvo schools taught by retired officers, and
wo have a total of 11.3D1 raalo students and
7.002 In tho military departments. At least
ono other school lias beon added to the list
during tho past year. Thoso 7.000 students,
in all parts ot tho country, aro taught by sub-
alterns who aro considered specially fitted
for the work. In nil the schools oxcept two
the organisations wear uniforms. In more
than thirty practical Instruction is given in
nrtillery as well ns In Infantry, and In six thero
is artillery target practlco. Only halt a dozen
of them hold fewer than throe drills a week,
nnd from that tho numbor goos up to live and
six. nnd in ono iustanco to ton. A fow of the
Institutions nro expressly called military acad-
emies: but tho great majority aro general
schools, universities and collogus, particularly
agricultural colleges.

Tho Influenced this constant military train-
ing upon so largo a body of young men, ro-
il owed year after year witli new classes. Is por-haj- is

rarely If evor sot forth with adequato ap-
preciation. Somo ot thorn established tholr
nilllturv departments buck In the seventies,
nnd somo oiou still earlier. Somo teachers
aro educated in n partot theso BChools. so tnat
It can well he understood that the influonco of
tills systom goos out In widening circlos to
other institutions. Bosides drills thero are
military lectures in somo of the schools, nnd
the text books used last year included tho
Luited States Drill Regulations. Upton's and
Heed's Tactics, CalirTs Notes, Kennon's Man-
ual of Guard Duty, Wheolor's Field Formica-
tions mid Art and Science of War. Hamilton's
Art of Wnr. and so on. according to the choice
of tho Instructor.

It the now bill should becomo a law, Itwould
be possible to havo more than a hundrod
schools and oollogos under military Instruc-
tion. And even tho present systom must havo
a groat effect in imparting a knowledge of tho
rudiments of military scienco. and lu accus-
toming lads to tho drill regulations. Tills la
roally. to a great extent tho American substi-
tute for tho burdonsomo compulsory servlco
ot European nations. Started in an unpreton-tloii- s

and tentatlvo way. It has alroady become
an importnnt part of tho military system. Tho
organizod militia of thu various States forms a
much larger body of men, but In most cases
tholr drills are far less froqucnt than those of
thu schools taught hy these regular olllcers.
No doubt a portion of tho lads, after leaving
tlio schools and colleges, join militia organi-
zations, and thus bring to the latter a

of already drilled recruits. Others,
who do not join tho inllltla, must yet havoro-eolvc- d

instruction enough to lit them for mili-
tary service, should tho country need them. In
this way tho professional oducatfan furnished
at Wost Point to a fow hundred young men
wiionro to bo army officers Is supplemented
by a popular military training, given by com-
petent instructors to thousands of lads all
over tho country.

Tho Importance attached to this systom by
tho War Department may bo judged not only
from Its ruroful annual Inspections of the
schools, but from Its publishing each year in
the Aimy Register the iiainosof one, two. or
tin eo id tho most distinguished pupils in tho
military depirtment ot eneli school. Mill, it
may bo doubted whether tho ponding bill for
an lnerviiso of tho number of dotalled olllcers
to 100 is yet needed. Thoro should he great
euro not to assign olllcers to bcIiooIs that have
too few students, lly withdrawing officers
from somo schools that nro too small to justify
giving thom tlie services of u lino officer, there
might bo enough, at least for the present for
others that ilnwno such assignments. But
thu very fact that additional calls are made
shows the popularity of tho bystom.
