O.topprozad tho adoption
of tha tesolution at the prosent tims and inata
presont shany, This mattor had siready uns
dergono, investigation by an fmpnrtinl com-
mittoo of the Hous o 1T invastigatod wt nll, the
Investigntion, e thouglit, should be made by
ona of tha standing committess of the Sonnts,
and not hya special committon, This nvesti-
gation should not be entered Into in n spirit of
oontroversy, espocinlly where what wis ealled
the “wovere|gnly of a Stale” was invelved,
although e himselt dld not balieva thers wis
any “sovarcign' Stutes, Ho loped the Inves-
tigation would go over until the next session,
and in saying thia he doclared himaoclt in full

"1 hope,” eaid Mr. Palmer, rnizing his voles
to its full eapacity,  that the Senate will not
adjourn without dolng something In this con-
naptlon.

THE ANTI-OPTION BILT.

Atthough the 2ting Wan Reen Taken Out of
Xt it May Fall at the Noxt Menslon,

Wasminoton, Ang. 2=When the Hennte
agreed last weok to the postponement of the
Antl-Option blll, ander the Impresalon that
the day of adiournment was at hand, they
ordered It to be reprinted, with the varlous
amendments made by the Sonnte.

Coples of the repert were recelved from the
printor and distributed among the Sonatora
to-dny. Under the motion of Henntor Wash-
burn, the sponsor of the Lill In the Benate, it
has boen formally sgroed thut (6 shsll Lo the
unflnished business for the Nrat Monday In
Docomber next, and thatthe roprintod act, na
passed by the House and smended in the Sen-
ate. shall be considered na the original act,

Accordingly at the noxt sesslon tho bill will
come up for action overy day after the expira-
tion of the morning hour until disposed of, or
until the Noal pdjournment of the Filty-second
Congress. It seoms hardly possible that the
opponents of the measure can postpone actlon
upon it for three months, but they are deter-
mined and persistonty, and may Le ableto
kecp the appropristion billa and others enti-
tied to the right of way before the Benate so

continuously ns to prevent a vole upon the
Anti-Option bill. They ut lenst proposs to nt-
tempt to do so.

Thero |8 one amendment to the bill now
pending, and whieh will be tho first one de-
tatod noxt winter. It was offored by Senator
Duniel, nnd proposos to strike out seetion 10
intho reprint. This 1s the section requicing
thie makor of any contract for futura dnlivery
to prove hisnownership lu the article contranted
to Eu sold, in case his right to dispose of thom
ghinll he questioned Ly the Internal Hlevenuy
Colleetor or othor persen authorized to oxam-
inn as to the logality of cuntracta.
