The report urging its adoption was
antagonized br a strong minority report,
made by the Hon. Joseph J. Little ot Now
York. Apparently no effort wus mndo by the
Chairman of tho committee to secure tlio con-
sideration ot the bill. It rebtod upon the
calendar, like a grub In a cocoon, abiding Its
time. It could not bo reached In tho rooming
hour. F.ven If It bad obtained this right of
way. It could easily have been boatcn by fili-

bustering.
Hut this was not all. Tho Chairman of the

committee had learned from tho fateot tho
Dland bill that a special order allowing two or
three days for its consideration would beofno avail unless an hour was specified at which
the voto must be taken.

Tho loading newspaper In Washington
openod fire upon those who wore oposod to
tho appropriation. of Congress
from Chicago nnd elsewhere were dally socn
upon tlio lloor. Tho Dlrcclor-Gencrn- l of the
World's Fair, with his stair of subordinate
offlcors, nil drawing salaries from the coffers
of tho Government, wero on hnnd.

With tho nctlon of tho Sennto and theso
figures In mind, tho reader can readily undor-ttun- d

the filibustering that followed. Judge
Dolman. Gov. Snyros. Mr. Dockery. Benton
MeMillin. and othors assorted that the appro-
priation was fastened uron tlio Sundry GUI
1 ill In doflanco of the rules ot tho Sonate. In
doin this tho Senate exorted nn unjust press-
ure upon the House. In standing by its action
it maintained tills pressure. It virtually said to
the Houso. " You shall hnvo nono of tho appro-
priation in tlio Sundry Civil bill unless you
give theso $.".000.000 to Chlcngo." The ap-

propriations wero spread In nenrly every Con-
gressional district in tho Union.

ThlSjPre-sur- o nroused an indignation that
awoke filibustering. Tho londor of tho fil-

ibusters felt that thn bill should be considered
upon Its own merits, without prejudicing
other appropriations. Thore wero others In
the rank of the filibusters who believed that
Congress hnd no Constitutional authority to
make such an appropriation, or to loan tho
money of tho peoploto nny corporation what-
ever. Thoy belloved that as long as a ma-

jority of tho Democrats wore opposed to such
monsures they wore justified in defeating tho
appropriation by ovory parliamentary means
within their powor.

To bo sure, the House had voted to recede
from its disagreement to tho Senato amend-
ment. Judgo Holmnn had moved to recon-
sider tho vote and Gon. Illnghnm had moved
to tnblo his motion. Tho filibusters simply
jumped In with a motion to adjourn, and.
pending that motion, with a motion that when
the Houso adjourn it adjourn till such a time.
Tho latter motion was amonded so as to
specify a tlmo further on. Neither of the Inst
two motions could be passed without a quo-

rum it ono wns domnnded, Each day tho
House was tied up by those motions. When-
ever tho lllibusters demanded the yeas and
nays tl)? had enough sympathizers among
tho mnjoilty ot tho Democrats to procure
them. It only requires ono-llft- h ot those pres-
ent to get the yens anil nays.

Allthla wa vory lino. Watchdog nolman,
while not actlvoly nidlng tho filibusters, was
undoubtedly oncouraglng them, with n low
ot defeating tho appropriation. Through his
influence the appropriations of Inst yoar's
Sundry Civil bill hr.d boon extended to 12
o'clock Saturday night On Saturday after-
noon ho brought before the Houso a motion
to still further oxtend' thorn till Aug. 4, and
askod unanimous consent for Its pnssago. To
the surprise of all. tho Hon, A. J, Hojiklns, a
Republican loader from Illinois, objected.

This objection did tho business. At 12
o'clock on Saturday night the Government
Printing Ofllco, and various other bureaus

It Is
fortunately only occasionally that tho plague
leaps its natural boundaries and penetratos
Europe. When it does there Is just reason for
alarm from the clvlllrod world, for Itraroly
stays Its course until It has encircled tho
globe.

Thapresontopldemlolsoneof these excep-
tions. Late in May the cholera, after having
ravaged the filthy and orowdod cltlos of India,
l'ersla. Afghanistan, and the shores of the Rod
Ben. leaped tho mountains and Inland seas,
which aro Its natural northorn boundaries,
and plunged Into the very heart of European
Russia. The plague took this oourso In iatO,
and spread over Europe and, America with
frightful results. Several tlmos since. It has
burst Its boundaries, and the end has always

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been the somo. The Westorn Continent has
never escaped. In 1840. In 1800. and in Sn
tho scourge of Europe becatno tho Bcourgo
ot America. Thero Is no reason to supposo that
cholera will not knock at our doors now. Our
hope lies In tho Immense cnin In ofllciency In
our quarantine sorvico since tho last visita-
tion, and in tho Increased oftlolency of our lo-

cal health authorities.
The danger has been recognized both In

England und tho United States. Tho Inst
numbers of the great British medical journals,
whoso conservatism Is universally recognlzod.
have containod considerable discussions of
tho subject and hnvo advlsod the adoption of
prompt and efficient defensive measures. Tlio
medical journals on this side of the Atlantic
have followed in the same vein.

Very lately Supervising Surgoon-flonor-

Wyman of tho Marino Hospital sorvico sent a
communication to tho Secretary of tho Treas-
ury, asking that the Govcrnmont mako spe-

cial preparations to meet the plague In case
appears. In his letter ho said:

"A serious matter for consideration Is tho
baggage ot immigrants arriving at tho port of
New York coming directly from tho infected
districts from districts contiguous thereto.
Under the present arrangoment thu baggago
of all immigrants passes without dotontlon
through Now York to points of destination,
the health authorities ot some ot the States
being notified whon this baggage comos from
suspected localities. hnvo now to urge thnt
the baggage of tho kind just mentioned bo
thoroughly disinfected on Kills Island boforo
being permitted to be sont forward. For thla
purposo there should bo two three largo
steam disinfecting chambers established, for
which there Is ample room on the Island, and
I would respectfully urce that stops be Imme-
diately taken for the establishment ot sucli a
plant."

Ho also sent out a circular to surgeons In
charge of quarantine stations on tlio Atlantic
and Gulf coasts ordering thnt no vessel from
ports through which cholera can roach us bo
pascd without special dWnfoctlon aftor pre-

scribed methods. Meantlmo he has askod tho
Secretary of Stato to bio Consuls In tho

districts directing thorn to publish the
fact that rigid disinfection will be enforced ut
our ports, nnd to discourage shlpmonts by nil
lawful mothodo. Tho local Board of Health of
this olty is also mnklns preparations.

Such precautions ugnlnst a plaguo which is
as yet scarcoly nearer to us than tho opposite
side of tho globo may seem noodloss to many
whoso Information Is cathored from the dis-

connected cable reports In tho dally porers.
That they aro warranto! by tho situation,
howover. is fully shown by tho history of tho
prosont and of past epldomlcsof cholorn.

Tho oltlos nnd towns of the In-

dian hlllsareundrnlned.unwntered. and filthy.
The people llveln stuto of degradation which
nppoals moro strongly to the nose ovon than to
the eye. Under such conditions the plaguo
thrives and fattens upon unnumbered victims.

Travelling Is dono by caravans, which. In
thomaolvos, are hotbeds of disease and spread
It far and wldo. The hordes of pilgrims which
yearly soek tho sacred cities, marching In
straggling arralos of thousands upon thou-Band- s,

serve to propagate and spread
It Lnstly. tlio great fairs and festivals,
which occur at frequent Intervals, attracting
visitors from tho uttermost pnrtaof India, nnd
from Persia. Afghanistan, and neighboring
principalities, ore a prollflo source of con-
tagion. In pnrtloular. tho Brent festivals of
Juggernuueand Hurdwnr. which occur at In-

tervals of twelvo years, and uro

covered with the tents of thousands a huge
undrnlnud and slinking camp ot migratory
Asiatics, locking with lllth nnd dlsonse. Rut
there are more horrifying features yot On
tho outskirts nro smnllor camps where thou-
sands of mules nro tethered. For each mulo
there Is n pair of rough cofllns. nnd in each
cotllnthe body of a dend pilgrim ofton dead
for months. Thoy nro tho bodies of thoso who
drop by the way. aud they are going for burialto tho holy city.

In this city nnd Its cholera-rlddo- n camp the
caravans of the Provlndnhs gather up tho
P I coo and carry it wostward to the Caspian.

Tt Is dlmcult to follow the present epldemlo

In tho tast with anything like particularity,
I owing to tho sennty reports sent us by the

cable. There was an outbreak of moro than
usual vlolonco In Byrla last summer. It de- -
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vnstatod ninny small villages. The reports
mndo bv Hplrndon C. Zavitzlano. tho Govern-
ment corresDoudent nt Constantinople, show
thnt from June. IKil. to February. lellJ. thore
wero l.4tll do.itlo. in four provinces. This in-
duced tho Tut klsh Government to erect new
lazarettos, nnd tho llussluu Goiornment es-
tablished sttlct quarantines ou tho ports of
tho lllaek Sea.

Meanwhile tho plnguonpponred with unus-
ual violence In the villages of not thorn India,
and. with tholmptilso of the Iluidwar festival,
soon becamo a raging epidemic The pil-
grims and the Provlndahs scattered it broad-
cast. Wo began to hear of It in May. At that
time tho district of hrinncnr, in tho extreme
north of Iiulin. was tlio centre of the plaguo.
Thero wore 1.000 deaths thero In ono week.
All work In tho country districts was sus-
pended. The ignorant and superstitious peo-
ple felt that a judgment was on thorn and
made no attonijit to stay Its image. Hun-
dreds worn taken sick dally and lay down by
the roadshlo ot In the Ileitis to die. Tho dead
were left unbtiried in tho blaziug "tin, and the
stonch became horrible, 'the capital of the
district thn city of Srin-tgar- . took ilro nnd
burned to tho ground. Tlio inhabitants, with-
out food or clothing, took to the country to in-
crease the awful misery there. An attempt
was mndo to help them from Lahore, but It
resulted in carrying the cholorn there, with
hundreds of deaths, hrinttgar was ono of the
filthiest cities of India. Itetwoen MavO ami
Juno 11 fi.tHlO of Its population ol 124.0011 died
of cholera. Thero were 2t)8doaths on May
2.r. Tho dead wero seldom burled.

Meautlmo tho cholera in Turkey was In-
creasing. The Government report nf May 27
said that "a frightful outbreak of the plague,
nccompanloj by groat loss of life. wns repotted
from Mesopotamia." the country Ijing be-
tween tho Tigris and tho Euphrates. Thus
tho present epidemic hns two sources for re-
moved, one oast ot Peisia in India, ami tho
other wost of l'ersla In Turkey, hut both tend-
ing north to tho Caspian Sea. and thence Into
litirope.

It Is tho groat petroleum jiort ot
tho Caspian, and Illlliy beyond description.
Sewerage and a proper water supply were
cover providod, notwithstanding tho largo
slzoof the city, and tlpiro was novor nn at-
tempt at sanitation. Tim ravages ot tho
disoasein tills town have been frightful fioiu
tho beginning. Day alter day the cable
has sont us reports of the deaths,
whloh frequently exceeded 100 dally. It
is still unabated. From Baku It spread
rapidly all ovor tho oountry soutli ot
the Caucasus Mountains. Tlllis, i.llzabetapol,
Mhamachl, Errlvnn. and Khurlia, all largo nnd
important cities, yielded largo death crops
daily, and the villages and oountry districts
suffered and still continue to sulTor greatly.
Thai cholera was cow In kurope, aud it spread
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rapidly. The authorities, much alarmed, bent
all tholr energies toward keeping it front As-
trakhan, the port at the mouth ot the-- Vole.But they wore unsuccessful. The ship from
llaku and Astornbad and Usun-Ad- a carried Itto l'otrovsk. half way botwoen Baku and As-
trakhan, and from thore It reached Astrakhan

alarmod, not only Russia but all Eu-rope, It meant that every Europeanoountry would soon be visited. Germany Im-
mediately established quarantine stations allalong tho Russian frontlor, nnd England,
1 ranee, and Spain ordered thnt overy vesselfrom Russian ports bo detained nnd fumigated.
Tho alnrm in Russia wns very goneral and
nmountod almost to consternation. Theprovince of Samara, where tho plague Bret
showod Itself with particular violence, hadbeon tlio centre of tho great famine ot tho year
before. Its, people wore vvenkoned and de-
moralized by slckncfis nnd privation. Theworst fears wore realized. Tho oholera wentthrough tho district llkoflro. Tho doath rollwas tremendous. From there It spread along
railroad Hues In all directions. Tlio Russiansworo easy proy. The famine had loft them nospirit to resist the postllenco.

The Government now undortook the moatvigorous mousuros. Many towns and cltloswere so with sanitary plckots thatItwas almost Impossible to gnln admittanceto them. Othors wore thoroughly cleansed andfumlgnted. the officials showing a lino disre-gard of private rlshts In thobr measures toproparo thn town for the pestilence. The
ot foars wore for Nljul Novgorod, on

10 Volga, about 400 miles above Samara,
whom the great fair of tho lato summor was to
bo held. Many thousands from all parts ef
Russia visit this fair. Tho town was oleansed
and disinfected in thu most thorough
manner, but the cholera sot there late
In July. Schools ot Instruction In the use
of disinfectants were opened In the cities,
and schedules of obligatory sanitary meas-
ures wore sont to every factory In theempire. Tho cablo reports, howover, thnt
tho Russians aro too demoralized to carry out
thn requirements of theso schodulcK About
the middle of July a riot was occasioned In
Saratov by tho report that the doctors in tho
hospitals wero burying cholorn patients alive.
Tho mob sacked thn Govcrnmont housos and
tho cholera hospitals, dragging tho patients
nway. Disordor was suppressed by tho troops.
All tho way from Afghanistan the courso of
tho cholera has beon accented by riots. Those
at Astrakhan, occasioned by popular distrust
ot tho ofllcials and tholr sanitary measures,
resulted In largo loss of life and destruction
ot property. On July 10 tho Czar presided at
a council, at which was discussed a proposi-
tion to nppoint an offlelnl with dictatorial
powor to combat the epidemic. At tho samo
time tho Government is publicly belittling tho
epldomic. nnd lias prohibited tho sale ot a StPetersburg nowsp.tper which publlshod true
reports ot It During two days of the third
woek In July thooflloial record showed 1.1100
death in Russia, of which bl'Jwore in cities
on tho Volga. For the four days onding July
21. 2,r00 deaths are reported. Thoso reports
are probably far below tho truth.

During tho lattor part of July the plague has
been moving slowly westward, following rail-
road lines. This hns greatly alarmed Ger-
many. Spain hns been making extensive
preparations for tho reception ot the

during tho past three vvooks. All ves-
sels from Russian ports aro dotaluod at quar-
antine for long periods.

On July 21 four deaths from cholera oc-
curred In .Moscow, which, owing to strict quar-
antine, had held out till then. Tho cable an-
nounces that tho greatest apprehensions nro
felt at St Petersburg. On tho oeonsion of a
former epldemlo tho Cnrhad bt Petersburg
surrounded by troops, with cannon trained on
tho various highways to tho city to keep nut
plaguo-Btricke- n pooplo; but the cholera broko
out niuong the soldiers aud reached tho city
alter all. This year a quarantine, not so
vigotous but probnhly moro effective,
has beon established around tho city.
During the last week it hns been announced
that tlio cholera has mndo inroads upon tho
Crimean territory bordorlng upon the Black
Sea. This Is ominous, for not only doos tho
Danube, the highway Into Austria, empty into
tho Black Son near the I'll moan peninsula,
but nn enormous trade finds its way from tho
ports of this water out through tho Mediter-
ranean to Italy, Spain. Portugal, and Franco,
ns woll as to the northern ports of Africa.
Thus tho chol'-r- threatens to invndo tho
western countries of J'.uiopo by tho southern,
as well as the northern route. Thereisaro-por- t

that It lias appeared in Odessa, but so far
It lacks continuation. It is through theso
ports of tho Black Soa thnt tho products ot tho
East como to tho United States.

Meantlmo western Europe has been thrown
Into a stato of great excitement by tho epi-
demic in Paris. The Parisian authoiltios de-
clare that It is not Asiatic cholorn which bus
occasioned tho death of hundreds during the
past low weeks, but n local disease tormed
cholorlne, occasioned by tho uso of polluted
Seine water. The British medical journals
boldly attack this position nnd declare that
tho disease Is Aainlle cholera. Theyaecuso
tho Parisian authorities of ondoavorlng to
suppress tho real facts. The pestilence Is In-
creasing dally, nnd tho situation is bocomlng
grave. A special commission has been ap-
pointed to take measures for its suppression,
and Pasteur has Peon callod In consultation.
The same disease has latelv appeared at
Vienna ou the Danube, and hns occasioned
no small alarm. Distinguished French and
German phjsiclans aro reported to liavo ex-
pressed the opinion that it Is really Asiatic
cholera, which has icaHicd Paris from Russia
by ship, nnd has come up tho Danube out ot
the Black Sea to Vienna. Time alone will set-
tle this question.

In any event, it Is scarcely probable that
cholera will not cross the Atlantic.

Those who rcmotnbor visitations of cholera

tn this country tremble nt tho prospect of Its
return. Wo never saw the dlseaso until 1832,
when it rased here vtitn frightful v.olenee. It
came to us over precisely the courso followed
by the presont epidemic, except that tliero were
then no rnihoads to aid It. It rcuched Quebec
llrst by ship, mid travelled down Lake t'hnm-phii-

It broku out In Now York, and two
dnvs later was in Albany. Then It moved
wost, appearing within a few dais at Uticn,
Schenectady. Syracuse, und Bullalo. It rav-
aged Now York State, nppoaiing without
warulngln most of the towns and villages.

In New York city It created u panic. It cen-
tred nt tho Five Points, thon an oveicrowdod
locality, far more lllthy than nny section of
the city and spread Ilk" Ilro In overy
direction. For n long period the death ruto
averagoJ seventy a day. Tho physicians ot
that day did not understand Its nature, and
attributed Its spread to contagion in tho air.
Tho pooplo left town by thousands, and took
refuge III neighboring country villages. Dur-
ing that year 4.740 parsons died of cholorn
throughout the country, and the year follow-
ing 1,1100 more. Boston. Newark, Philadel-
phia, and New Orleans nlso suffered greitly.
In Philadelphia the panic was so great that
thu dead uere loft unbtiried by hundreds until
u committee of citizens volunteered tognthor
up tho ho lies nnd place thorn underground.
It also spread to Havana, where 111.000 of tho
100.000 inhabitants tlied ot it In a year.

In 1.H4S tho cholera came again. This tlmo
It ii'iichod tho countrv by ship from Europe
to Now Orleans. It reached New York, but did
not amount to much hero.

gating, and this Is particularly truo ot the
commltteo that has boon endeavoring durlnf
the past week to ascertain whether Congress-
man Tom Watson told tho truth whon ho said
that drunkonness was eommon among his r
colleagues, and that tho vioo of Intoxication
has been particularly noticeable In tho Fifty-secon- d

Congress.
Ot course it Is Impossible for any committee

to ascertain tho truth with regard to any such
wild charges as this. Congressmen will not
testify, elthor undor oath or othorwlse, that
tholr colleagues have beon drunk at any par
tloulartlmo. and tho report of the oommltte
ot which Mr. Boatner of Louisiana was Chair-
man condomna Mr. Watson, accuses htm ot
making charges without evldonoe. and. In a
general way, whitewashes all Congressmen ol
the eharge of taking a drop too muoh.

Mr. Watson was unfortunate beoause ha
was not at liberty to giro tho names ot tha .
partloular Congressmen whom he had ac-
cused ot being drunk at various times. Hafl
he done this ho would have found it easy to
discover wltncssos who oould give valuable it
testimony It they chose to. As it was, tha
only name dragged into tho Investigation
was that ot Judge Cobb of Alabama,
and the entire Investigation aeomed to
hinge on tho point whether the Judra
was or was not drunk on the day he de-
livered his speech In tho Noyes-Rookwe- eleo-tlo- n

case. Judgo Cobb himself testified that
ho was not drunk. He admitted that he aoted
quoorly, and that ho occasionally drank soma
whiskey to relieve his throat, and that subse-
quently ho became rather Incoherent In hi
utterances and gymnastic in his actions, and
the scores of members who said that tha
Judge was drunk at the time he delivered his
speech testified that thoy could not say
whether he was in that condition or not

Tho result ot tho Investigation simply show
that It is very easy to make charges, but very
difficult to prove thom. Anybody who has
knowlodgoof tho personnel of this nnd previous
Congresses knows very well that It Is not a
drunken Congress, and that tho habit ot ex-
cessive drinking, so ganoral In tho oldon time,
has become much less common in recent
years. Thoro aro nearly 400 members ot
the Fltty-secon- d Congress in both Houses,
and it Is within the bounds of accuracy to say
that there nro not ono dozen of them who ara
In the habit of using liquor to excess. No
better record thnn this can bo mado by any
body ot mon acting elthor In publlo or private VJ

capacity. All Congresses hnvo had tholr
quota ot men who. on occasion, tako mora
liquor than thoy are able to carry with com- -
posuro. and this Congress Is certainly no
worse than thoso In tho past

It would bo n display ot lgnornneo on the ,

part of any one to sny that there aro not mom-
bers of tho prosont Congress In both Houses
who have not occasionally boen seen golntr
about under tho Influence of liquor. Mr. Wat-
son's chargo that men liavo dubated publlo
questions while drunk and reeled about tha
Houso tn a statu of Intoxication Is absolutely
true, but tho tact cannot bo proved by an in-

vestigation commlttoe. Moreover, tho
Congressmen who thus conduct

thomsolves Is so very small that it is not worth
considering. It is perfectly truo that members
liavo routed about the Houso in n stato of In-

toxication, but such conduct as tills is tlio rare
exception and not tho rule, nnd Mr. Watson
know that perfectly well whon ho wrote his
scarecrow book that lias boun so oxteuslvoiy
and gratuitously advertised. ,

In the old days of the republlo drunken- - I
noss In Washington, as elsewhere, was muoh I

'more common than it Is A perusal ot
the nowspnpors of forty and fifty years ago
will show that mnny of tho men who wero
then and are now regarded as tho foremost
Etntesmen of their day and to whom the youth
of tho country nro polntod to ns examples of
Industry nnd virtue were men who indulged
in tho flowing bowl much oftoner than wni
good for tholr physical, moral, or mental wel-
fare. Drunkenness, gambling, licentiousness,
nnd general immorality wore muen moro
provalont in tho days before the wnr In Wash-
ington than thoy are Thoiu nro now
no licensed gambling houses In Washington. '

and tho public man who drinks to o.voess or
Indulges In nny vleo whatever is a rnro ex-
ception to tho general rule. Gambling lias
been entirely ubundonod. except us nn umuse-nie-

in private house'. There are no publlo -

gaming places In Washington and ono
might soour the publlo barrooms night afternight for u month without ever meeting a
publlo man of sulllcleiit linportuueu to cull at--
ientlon to him.

Hnd Tom Watson wrltton his sensational
book twenty, or even fifteen years ago. ha
would liavo had no trouble In junving tlio
truth or every chaige ho mndo. in the jearasucceeding tlio recent ruction in the South,
nud up to tlio tlmo ut tlio departure of tho
Grant Administration, drunkenness und Im-
morality wore mueli more common thnn they
nio Twenty yours utro tliuiuwerua
dozen ni"n In eanh Houo of Congress who
wero In the habit of appearing there In
n drunken condition. To-da- y there nro not
ten men In the entire Congress who aro over
seen In public in a statu of intoxication. It
wus common vears ago. on tho lust night of
t ho sessions of Congress, for secues of drunken-
ness anil wild disorder to take place, but noth-
ing of that kind exists In those days. Then, ut
night sesshu s.

tet ot eminont Senators so drunk that they
were thu laughing stuck of tho galleries and a
source of humiliation to their colleagues. It
Is perfectly truo that on that night there were,
ut least four Senators so drunk thut it wns
necusMiiri to escort thum out of the chamber
and send them to their homes. One Sonntor.
in particular, was so persistent In addressing
the Senalo with Incoherent remarks at unsea-
sonable moments that his wlfo vas sent for
and cnmpolled to entice him into n carrlago
to prevent bis maudlin condition from be-
coming a matter of public notoriety.

Senator Willard Salisbury of Delaware and
Henry II. Rlddlubeigerof Virginia are theonly
tnou who wero over carried bodily out of tho
Sonate chamber beeauso thoy wore in a statu
of Intoxication and obstructing the publlo
business, but thev are bv no means tho onlv
men who have offended tho publlo sense of
prnpilrty In tills regard. Thoy wero unfortu-
nate In having commlttod thu utip.irdonaliio
slu nt a tlmo when to do so was toobstitict tlio
publiu luisliiesf. Others liavo committed
eciinl orTencc-- nnd ebeni ed tho pi nully.
