NTEAMSHIP HITS FERLYBOAT.
A Litile More Menm Wenld Rave Cut the
Shnckumunxon Ngquare In Two,

Tha Ellis Island ferryboat Bhackamaxon, on
hier U:20 trip to tho Barge Oflce lnst evening,
was run ioto by the Old Dominion steamship
Clty of Columbla and badly smashed. There
wero only twenty passengers on the ferryboat
and none of thom was hurt, Four ware wo-
men, and the rest were nll employed on Ellis
Island. When the ferryboat was hialf way to
the Barge Oftlco Capt. David Yeen saw the
City of Columbla coming toward him on the
starboard bow, headed up the river, He says
that she hind her wheel to port, Then he heard
o whistle and saw the City of Columbla shoer
off to starboard, The ferryboat kept ahioad,

without signalling, right across the bows of
the City of Columbin.

Capt. Frank Stevens of the sleamship
stopprd his englnes nnd ealled his erew to the
foreeastle deck., The ferryboat was struck
ombilships on her starboarid sldi. The wooden
stom of the Columbla erushed (n hor paddle
Lox. ‘the iron buckets of the wheel wors hent
aut of shinpe, the shalt was delven in and bent
Lhe erank in, anil the engines were stopped.
Enginver Dennis Delany of the ferrvboat sRys
that hie rocolved vo signal of any Kind, hut that
as woon as the collision eceurred and his one
gines wors stopped o shat off steasm and ran
1o the upper deck, The stnrboard wheel mades
hult n revolution wfter the stem of the Colum-
bia stenek (6 und its bent Nlanges cipped up
the wondwork nnid nlmost elosed tho pussage-
\i‘n}‘r om that sideof the bont,

ha asengers on the feceyhont had mada
for the upper deek when thoy saw the Uity of
Colum!in bearing down on them, nnd the
pande atter the two bhoots camo together Was
soon over. The stem ol the City of Columbin
was bghtly wedged in the ferrvhoat's side
and her creow were hanging over tho gide with
ropes ready to take the passsngers off. The
atlun-k :-m-nm!. the senms of the lerryboat, but
her hull wars not struek.

The City of Columbin backod out, and the
tugboat W. i, Cheney towel the ferrybout up
to hor |1I|‘r at the Linrge OMce. The ¢ ity ot
Columtin was hound in from West Polut, Va.,
and enrcied no passengers, Her stem wos
broken in below the waler line for several teet
nnd for six feat nhava the water line. Othoer-
wiso she was uniniored, and she steamed up
tu hor pier at the foot of Heach s roet,

The Shackamaxon (s an old ferrynont that
ran latwean Phitndelphias and Camiden until
John H. starin brought her hure for émnsenger
eorvico between Dllis Island and the Parge
OMee. Ehewlll be towed to Btarin's yurds to-
day for repualira.

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FINANCIAL NOTESR OF THE WEEK.

Pusinesa at the Stoek Exohange continues to
fmprove, the totel dealings In listed stooks for
the wenk agaln showing a eonslderable In-
erease over thoso of the week previous, while
those In the unlisted atooks have but slightly
diminished. Thesallent feature of the market
Ia the firmnens of high-priced shares, such as
those of companles like Consolldated Gas,
Lake Shore, Long Island, Manhattan Ele-
vated, and the conlars, the domand for which
s suMeclently explained by the pressure of
fdle money and thelr own lavorable prospseln
In addition, anumber of stimulating rumora in
regard to the companies are in eiroulation,
somo of which may possibly be true, but none
of which, il true, Is Important.

The industrinl stocks were not quite so ae-
tively dealt in as they werv the week before.
but a noticeablo ahsorption of thein by Invests
ors has eommenced, which tands to maintain
them at thoir presont advanoed quotations,
The surplus income, hath of this country and
ol Europe, has not gono into naw enlerprisas
to any great extent since the Daring collapsgs,
a your amnd half ago, nn the aceumulation of
curraney ot the great finuvclal contres demon-
strates. Consequently, the Loet old securities
aro nenrly out of the market, and whon they
aro to be bought at all they bring high prices.
This turns the attention of capitalists to
newor nnid less approved enterprises, and
mnkes them look longingly at the large
dividends promilsed by the {odustrials.
Btill, they ware deterred  from buying
these as freoly ns they would olherwise, by
tho secrecy which veils the affalrs of the com-
panies, and I do not very well geo lintw the vo!l
enn safoly bo lifted. Industrinl operntions are
of sueh a nature that the details of them have
to b kept from the knowledgo of (Tio world,
and Information about them olitnined from
privato sourecs is nlwnya more or losa imper-
foct, The only thing that an outsidor ean do
In to rely upon the porsonal eharncter of the
manngera of the various entorprises, and if he
Is not willing to teusttliem with his money, he
had better do somathing eclsa with i, They
aro liko the general partners in o buslnoss
firm of which hie is only a speelnl partner.
Evorything depends upon their honesty and
ability, and a specinl partner has nothing
elzo to look to,

Mennwhile, the process of combining snd
consulidnting numorour amull Industrial con-
corns into aingle groat ones goom on apace,
the latest example belng the formation of the
Nationnl Wall Paper Compnany out of about
twonty little corporations and firms engnged
In the manufacture of wall papers. The capl-
tal of tho new company s $20.000.000, and iis
promoters assoert that (hey have the control of
U0 per cont, of tho antire wall paper product of
the vountry. Aa In other similar cases, It |s
alno asserted that with little or no Increars of
the selling prices of the goods, great profits
enn be made by reducing the expenses of
manufacturing and management. Thie seems
to bo lounded In reason, and is probably true.

While capital Is thus becomlng every day
conecntrated in fewer hands, the movement
for the organization ol labor |s. on the con-
trary. nanythlng but prosperous. As I re-
marked, week before last, the chlel obatacle
to a perfoct union of workingmen Is their
want of diseipline and leacership, Leaders
especiully, suMeiently educated and intelll-
gent so to order and manage strikes as to en-
sure success, saon fow and far botwesn. The
Homestead workmen evidently wore (ll-in-
formed about the number of men able and
willing to take their places, and they likewiss
underestimuted the publio dotestation of
rioting and lawlessness in enforcing thele
demands.  Agalnst tho blunders which they
liave made competont honds would have
warned them in season. and would have
advised them to nccept tho torms of-
ferad by their employersa, blding a more
favornble time for demanding  bottor
ones, Tho bullding trades strikes in this
city have been moro skillully managed,
Lut still thelr result, so far as any result has
beon reached, indicates that they were not
justifled, and will prove frultloss of good,

Nevertheless, I ndhere to my opinlon thata
complote or nearly completo unlon of work-
Ingmon Is the result toward whioh soclety is
tending, and though it Is yet n long way off, it
will be reached ot last. Imparfect and often
mischievous as nre the labor unions in their
present eondition, they are better for the work-
ingmon than the old chaos of individualism
whizhsomeemployersidly talk of restoring. As
Benjamin Franklin said to his fellow patriois
after signing tho Declarstion of Independence,
8o the workingman ean say to all other
workingmen, “My friends, we must hang
together, for il we do not we shall ne
hanged  separately.” While, tao, llke
all other good citizens, I abhor porsonal ns-
saultsans n means of enforcing united aetion,
I muke great allowaneo for the habits and
muannoers of men ongaged In mechanioal ooeu-
potions. Lvery anlmnl fights with the weapons
which come readiest to it. Cats use their
elnws, dogs their toeth, women thelr wiles and
biandishments, edueated men argument and
renson, and uneducated men their fista. Bu-
sldns, to rough muscular artisans a beating is
by no means so sarlous no outrage as it 1s to
moro delleate creatures, and it doos not ex-
press the same maoligalty, Time apd expe-
riunce will eorrect the evil, and by ita disup-
fenrance the ceuse of united labor will galn
immensely In publio estimatlon,

The smallness «f the gold exporta Inst
weok anid the prospect of thele early cossation
Is pretty gencrally viewad with satisfaction by
our finaneiors, hut for what reason I do not
underatand, Thoe total amount of esin and
paper money In the enuntry, necording to the
litest Trenanry sintement, in ovor $2,200,000,-
OO0, of wihich $1,000,000,000 15 in the hands
of the people and in the vaults of the banke,
leaving SG00000 lockod up in the Troas-
ury. To this enormous mass we nre adding
every munth about 84,000,000 iu logal ten-
dor notes, lssuod sgalnst purchases of silver
bullion under the act of July, 1800, so that in
ayearfram this date our currency will bo
further Inerensod by about $60,000,000, Why,
In viow of thess figures, anybady should fear
a full In the pricos of socuritios and merchan-
diso whenevor a fow millions of dolinrs in gold
are sent to Europe in liquidation of our debts,
1o more than I ean explain. Il every dollar of
&old in tho Treasury and In the banks were
thus exparted, It would not in the least dimin-
Iuh the amount of money In elreulation, and
i the entire stock of it in use in the country
wero withdrawn the loss would be only about
F200,000,000, leaving us still $1,000,000,000
to go on with,

Thu fict is that we have too much curraney.
antl the export of gold 1s thenatural earrective
of the redundaney. Wern it not so, thg luss of
golil we hevo nlready sustained would have
produced o rise In the provalling rates of inter-
est, whervas, ns wo see, nothing of the kind
has taken place.  Indeod. so difiicult is it to
lend woney at any rute whatever, that one of
the largest trust companies in the eity has cut
its depositors down to 1 per cent. per annun,
and is raluctant to take (resh daposits syenon
those terms. It Is signifieant, too, that the
Weat is calling this year for much less money
than usunl to movoe the ceops, showling thnt its
locul sBupply Is lurger.

The friends of sliver have been o little
cheorod during the week by a cahle despatel
from Vienps aonouncing that the famous
statistician, Prof. Adolph Boetbeor, has de-
vised a scheme for promoting an Ineroase of
the use of silver money, the principal feature
of which s the restrictlon of gold colnage to
plecos of the value of not less than $2. Con-
sldering that In practiee this restrietion long
ago took effuct, und that the smallest gold
colns in circulation anywhere In Europe are
the Uritish half sovervikn, the Freneh 10
frupues, and the German 10 marks, all of which
are worth $2 and more, 1 do not see what the
lenrned professor is slmiog at. Nobody in
this eountry could be persuaded on any terms
tocarry around In bis pocket more silver than
he does now, and there Is ne reason for be-
lieving that Europosns differ greatly from us
In this respect.

The appronching International Bimetallle
Coufergnce which has been called ot the res

quest of Presldent Harrlson will probably re-
sult, like its predocessors, in & wearisome and
fruitiess threshing over of old straw and noth-
ing more. The new Ministrs In Great Britain
will be more hostile to silyor than that which
is about to gooutof ofMes. Gormnany certninly
will not undo the reform In her currénoy
which ahe accomplished at so great an ex-
pense In 1875, and Austrin-Hungary lhas
within s tew woeks formally resolved to sub-
stitute the gold for the sllver standard nnd
has bogun to mint her now gold colns. With-
out the concurronce of thess thres great na-
tlons nothing In faver of sliver can be done,
80 that the conlorence Is foredoomed to fail-
ure, Dr. Chauncey M. Dopow's opinlon to the
eonlrary notwithstanding.

Congress has adjourned without nassing any
of the miachievous financlal mensures fearod
from it. so that the business community will
have a reapite from Its anxiety In this respect
untll noxt winter. The crops promise well,
and ought to furnish luerative ocenpation for
the rallroads, bosldos swalling our exports to
Europe In paymont for imported goods.  Alto-
gother, I think our people have reason for
looking eheerfully, it not with enthusiasm, at
the immedinte future.
