qualities.

" hatover irregularities the now apportion-
ment lias were not desired by tho trainers of
tlio hill, but wero made neccssaiy In order to
insure the passage of any sort of a bill. In 11

mutter of that sort there are nlwnys conllb't-In- g

Interests to adjust, and I do not hesitate
to express my opinion Hint tlin new apportion-
ment is ns fnir ns any which the statu hns over
hail. Judge Itutnuey's decision luminds
us of tlin old nppnrtljniuuiit of 1870.
which is manifestly more unfair than tho
present one. While the m.t of last winter
apportlonliiB tlio Senate and Assembly dis-
tricts did not. in all its features, commend it-
self to me. yet that was duo largely to what
might bo termed an uccident. The bill as
originally framed was. as 1 bavo said. aB fair
as any bill could bo made, but In its llnal pas-
sage tlueu members of the Legislature, acting
from motives of local pride und local interest,
refused to vote for it until It was changed so
ns to give their respective counties n larger
representation. t which It mn bo conceded
they nre not entitled upon the principle Hint
entered Into the formntlon of the original bill.

"Tho legislation was thus confronted with
tho question whether to pass tho bill in its
present shape or leave the Mnto apportioned
under tho net of 1870. which overy fnli mlndod
man knows was nniih more Inequltnblo than
the present ono. In passing this bill
tho Legislature acted upon principles
of necessity and publlo expediency,
nnd wliile I am no lawyer. 1 doubt
Hint the view which the powor
entertained with respect to IIb duty is subject
to review in the court. Thoro is plenty of
room within tho pale of tho Constitution for
nets of legislation that nre not in nil respects
just nnd equitable. I'o such acts the Legisla-
ture Is responsible to the people, and tho
judiciary, which is a coilrdlnnto branch of tho
(lovernmeut. cannot control all legislative
action.

If the Loglslaturo acts without power tho
Court tan declare such action void, but they
have no light, it -- wins to me. to lev lew legis-
lative eieiclsBuf discretion, or even legislative
nbuse of it. and this seems to be what Judge
ltutnsoi's judgment attempts to do.
