HOW AN EXPERT OAN TELL A OENUINE
SIGNATURE FROM A COPY.

Ho anys David N. Carvalhio, the handwriting
expert, who has glven a gront many oljsot
losnona in penmanship in Now York court
rooms with the ald of the atersoptioon. ™ No
maen doos or ean write Lis signaturo twice
nlike. Thia i the apinfon of all compotant
experts, and {t has bosn 8o elparly domon-
strated that the New York Court of Appenls
has acooptod it ns an established faer. Two
slgnaturos by thoe samae porson may be and
ofteh nre ao nearly nliko that In & casunl ex-
amination hy a Inyman no diferonen hotwoan
thom ean boe dofectad; but lel pn axport take
thom and axamine tham undortha microsnobe,
and the difaroncs will lustantly Lo seen.”

Whon an oxport is tostifying or operating
bafore n jury—tor qnastions of Jdiaputed signn-
tures involving lnvge sums of money frequant-
1y comn hofors the courta—it (s not snough
that ho should geo the strong or weak pointa
himsolf; o must be able to make them plain
to the Court and jury. It isnotsuMelent for
Iim merely to tostify that tho signafure s
gonuine or isa forgery: he must, If he oan.
sliow the jury the pointa npon which he bases
lis opinfon. Aftar becoming familinr with s
man's handwriting 'an export onn quickly de-
¢lda for himsell ' whether n nlgnature Ia
genulne or & forgery: bhut it is not
ro  cnsy, without anpllances, to dem-
onstrato this to a jury. Ono of the early
mathods wna to put a disputed signalure un-

* der the microscope, nnd let the Court and jury

expmine it; but this was alwayn unsatisfne-
tory, becnuso in the largest mioroscopmes only
ono or two lolters can be examined at a time,
and tho nppearance of the eompleto signature
must bo to some extont imagined from the
appearance of the lettors soon separately and
In succession. A The oxport can do this satis-
fnotorlly, but not the average juror, unaecus-
tomed to straining his oye at the tiny porthole
of & nilarodcope,

It was this diMenlty that lod Mr. Carvalho to
bring the storeopticon into use in the court
room, and ho has glven o number of judieial
cxhibitions in this city that nstonished the
eourts and the publie. The stereopticon in
court wans purely for purposcs of demonstra-
tion. The expert had In every enso studied

 the slgnature, and was famillar with every

curve of ovary letter.  But with the stercopti-
con he could mako plain to the jury what he
hnd previously dlscovored In his own way.
Wheon such an exhibition was to be given the
plan wos to secure o number of signatures of
tho person that woere admitted to be genuine
ogd put them by the elde of the sigoaturs in
question. Dlankets wers then hung over the
eourt room windows till the room was dark as
nieght;: & large allvot was hung agoainst the
wall, and, with the stersopticon at the other
slde of the room operatod with a powerful
calelum light, the genulne nnd the disputed
glgnatures wern thrown upon the sheet in
juxtaposition, all so greatly enlargod that
sven uear-sighted jurors could not help sve-
ing the cxpert's polots.

The usie of tho stercoptioon for this purpose,
it will bo noticed, 15 spoken of here Inthe ppst
tense. This ls boenuse [t hns beon superseded
hy another and much simpler process, and is
now vory seldum used, Thestersopticon does
1ts wark well, but thers are severnl strong ob-
aeetions to its frequent fse. Itis sn exponsive
procoss, und only easos involving very large
wume ol money warrant its employment. The
instrument (ts«lf, the lime light. the nsslstants
necenninry. nll cort money: and the export doea
not work for nothing. Tho darkening of tha
court room takes time and trouble, and In hot

.very min who is in the habit of writing haa
his owp perulinrities, nno matter what writing
anler ho hns had, oriwhat system of
ship he hus undertaken to follow. Thess po-
euliaritivs nre most marked In the elgnaturoe,
hecause the signature is oftenesat written, an
bocomos, In a sense, o part of the man, Homo
men can when they tey so change the appoar-
anae of thelr signnature that the ordinary per-
son would not recornize {t but the oxpert will
find 1n it poeuliscities that mark its nuthor.
The use of diffuront pens does not at all alter
the charneter of o slgnature. Muny men who
ary sccustomed to writing with o stub pen
write su Jdifferently when they take up o
pointed pen that, at 1Irnlf§lunvo. the slgnaturs
sovms to be onticely different. But it ia stii]
the samo; all the chirneteristies are the same,
ani they are so plain that after exawination
evon o luyman woulid recognizo thom,

the writing that the expert rendily recognizes.

When he has finished his study of tho hand-
writing, the expert davotos his uttgntlun to
the tnk and paper. Vapor and Ink have sent
many a forgar to thy penitentinry, through his
uRing the wrong r‘ulllit!uf papsrand the wrong
Kind of ink.

The kinda he distinguishes not by their
pames, but by thelr natures. There aro ehem-
feal [nks, in which tho Ingrodients may be of
any color, but make a bluck or dark fluld when
vombined: and thera arn what may h?cnlimi
“natural’” loke, mude of substances that nre
themselvas blanck. The expert hrings out his
1ittlo bottlos of nclds, among which sulphurio
and muriatic occupy prominent plaoss, and
takean tiny 1-1'-]?l from one of them upon the
tip of 8 enmel's hale brush and tonches ono of
tho lattera of the disputed signature. Tha
letter Instantly turns o pale yallow, and
ha knows tha wna writton with
“natural’” ink, becanse the acid he used
would not affest n chomieal Ink In thht way.

Vith that queation settied, the next step is
to determine what natural ink if is—for thers
ars many makes of such inks. For this pur-
pose he produces wnother hottle, but what
theso bottles of chomicnls contain the expart
s not Inclined to tell, for his compounds are
his trade seorets, Ho knows, howsver, what
Hrown & Jones'sink In made of, and what are
the Ingredionts of Johnson & Thompson'

these two representing the natural Inks mos
anommunly used. 1 this signature was writ-
ton with the Brown & Jonesink, n drop from

o eortain hinttle will rt\-e a pooullar eolor to
the ink: if it is the other Ink.s different color
will le indieated.

When it {s thus established that a natural
Ink was ugod, and Broker Smiith shows that he
never usod in his oflics any Ink but Arnold’s,
which lan ehemieal Nuid, nnothaer !irnnz polnt
fs made in the prool. Oveaslonally an ink-
maker produces somo naw ink that ho ingists
is uttorly Inerndlenblo. Noseid enn touch it, no
combination of aclds nffects . Mr. Carvalho
was experimenting with one of the latest of
these " ineradicable” Inks whon tho reportor
en?lml upon him. He had ashoust of paper that
had heon written upon with the ink some
days helore. :

"'When they talk of Ineradieable inks,'" he
raid, “they do not kngw what wo experts keep
in our littls bhottlea, K'will show you how In-

Elght Peopla Mhot by Noldiers in Freventing
the Escnpe of Quarantined Persons,

CoxsTaNTINOILR Aug. 11.—The cholera Ia
rmging In Asla Minor, having been brought
there by teavellors from Porsla, At Trebi-
rond, the eapital of the vilayet of that name,
not lesa than 1,500 parsons are sonfined in tha
lagaratto, n rude analosurs outslds the walls
of the town. Mnany of thess are sufering
with oholora. but tha greater number nre por-
sons detained booause thay have been ox-
posed to infectlon. These are restless under
detention, and yesterday they made an effort
to break through the cordon established
around the laznretto, and to galn tholr froe-
dom. The Turkish troops were summonod,
and sent a volley stralght Into the struggling

ann, who wors fllling the alr with orles and
shouts of deflance.

A number of parsons fell, killed and wound-
ed. This terrifiod the rioters, and the sur-
vivora returned, without further demonstra-
tion, to the lagaretto.  The number of killod
was clght, and of wounded thirty-four. The
populace of Trobirond are groatly oexaoited,
ond they atrongly resent the stape takon by
the puthoritios lntrnwant. by snnitary ore.
oautions, the apread of the disoane.

CHOLERA BCAILR AT HELMETTA.

Ounthreak of a Contaglons Nerans Which
Repemblen the Seonrge, but Is Not Nt

New Bnuxswicr, Aug. 11.—There I8 much
sxoitement in the little manufacturing vilinga
of Helmetta, near here, over the nutbreak of a
diponsoe rosembling Russlan cholera, and ft
shows no signs of disappearing, desplte the
assurancen of the physioiana that the disense
{# not the cholera. The residouts of the town
aro thoronghly frightened, and some of thoem
are moving away, though as most of thom are
luboring people fow ean do that.

There have been 150 enses of tha diseass and
twenty dentha, The eases have bieon about
equilly distributed betweon adults and ehil-
dren, but the deaths have been prinelpally
among the Intter, There were thros funorals
to-doy.nnd soveral more will occur to-morrow,
The dlssase has spread to tho neighboring
villages of Spotewood and Jamesburg, and

H:am bave been a large number of victims
fre.

Th sonfa firat appeared among snme
Poles and Rusaian Jows who arc amployed in
the o snull milla ut Helmetts, and It
BD as boen prinelpally among thoss
fleo&la. It bogins with sovere dysentery, and
nits s toma I8 vory similar to the eholera.
Dr. F, iva, the county physietan of Mididla-
sox county, who has treatod o number of the
