Bhe Bald that HMes Onght Not te be Hamiil.
ated, and Montionsd ths Namens of Thesa
whe Had Ynterested Themsaives In ¥ia
Bahalf~Ths Colonel's Bwaggering Talk~
Mpr, Cloveland’s Latter to the Frivensr's
Nisee—Gov, Hoshanan's Btatement.

Nasuvirem, Aug. 11.—Col. H. Olay Klng, who
shot and killed David H, Poston In Momphis
over a year ago, and who was saved from the
gallows by a commutation granted by Gow.
Buochannan, Is now an (nmate of the Tennesace
penitontiary. Takea from Mamphis Inat night
to asoape mob violencs. he arrived here at7
o'elook this morning. In eustody of Bherifl Me-
Lendon of Bhelby county, and was at onoce
conveyed to the Btate prison, Col. King was
fmmediately ivlaced bohind the bars and a
receipt for the prisoner was handed to the
Bheril. When he reached the oity Col.
King was attired In & neat suit of
black. He mot Mrs. King and his son
and daughter at the depot, having come to
tha eoity by anothar rallrond. Col. EKing
and Sherif MeLendan came on the Chesa-
peake and Ohlo Nallrond aa far as Mortona-
vills, Ky.. and taking the Loulsvllle and Nash-
villo Rallroad there came to tho elty, the train
reachihg hern afew minutea after the one on
which Mre. King, her son, and dnughter were
passengors. Mre. King and son accompaniod
t'ol, King and Sherif MeLendon to the penl-
tentinry, and Mi=s King want up town.

While on the way to the prison Col. King sig-
nifled his desire for m drink of whiskay, and
the carrlago was atopped long enough for the
prinoner to satlsfy his thirst for liquor. YWhen
he had leen turned over to the custody of
Warden Dlovins, Mra. King asked the wardon
to allow lier to speak toler husband lo private.

Permission Lulng given, Col King and his
wife retired to nan adioinlng room. After the
husband and wite had had & long talk thoy re-
turnod to the warden's oMes, and Col. King
asked Mr, Dlevins for i drink of whiskey. The
vearden replisd that his request could not be
granted, Mre, King then asked whether her
husbiand would have to wear stripes. She
ploadod earnestly with the warden, citing the
high position ot the family, the number of
prominent people who had asked the Governor
to commuto the sontonce Impo=ed upon her
husband, and the age of the priscner. She
finally sald that Grover Clevelnnd had written
a letter to one of King's relatives favoring
executiveclemency. lerplending waslnvaln,
Wardaen Blevins saying: *“Madame, If Grover
Cleveland should come with you In person. or
if any other man should come, I should still
put the stripes upon Col. King a8 upon any

other _ prieoner.” Mrs. King then sald:
I Gov. Buchanan snys you may lenve them
off, will you " The reply was:
“No, madam. It Is my Jduty as Warden of
tho penitontiary to trest him as other pris-

Mra. King, who was dnal:"ljy moved, asked if
her husband’s face and head must be shaved,
nd sho rocelved a negative renly. Warden
levins nlso informed Mra King that she
might call npon her husband under the rules
overning the prison. To avold seelng her
gunblm! in a eonvlctn{nrb Mra. King then
loft. After her doparturs Col. King was takun
foto the elothing room, where ho was meas-
ured and his description entered In the raf-
ordse. Hg then put on the stripesand at 10
o'clock the great gate at the loner entrance
wis opsned und 8 moment later it elosed upon
iim. He was conducted to wing No. i, whare
o will remnin until death elosss his remarka-
ble eareer or & pardon s granted by some
Governor. Heing old and unused to manual
lubor he will have llsht‘?mnln!msnt
Sherllf MeLendon said that yestsrday after-
noon he received information that a move-
ment was on foot to mob Col. King that night
While belleving that with & dozen men he
oould defend the jail against all Memphis, he
wat averse to uglll e if It could posulhlr be
avoided.

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THE OLD THERMOMETR .

Tagliabue wns n warm personnl friend of
Potoer Coopor. He was n native of Como, Italy.
Ho served his apprentdcoship as nselentifo in-
strumont makor in London in 1828, Thon ho
wont to Brazil. Tlecameto Amerion in 1833
with n two.and-n-hall-dolinr gold piece ne his
canitnl. e started a little shop at 240 Water
stroot. Petor Coopor hegan the manufneture
of gluo just around the eornor, and the two
ambitions young men erow up in business
togoether, Ench man beeamn famous. Tig-
Habue mada all the motorologient instrnments
used in the Arctio explorntlons uudor Dr,
Kano, Dr, Hayes, and Capt, 1Tall,. . Ho becamo
anmembher of the Mechanies' Institute, Amer-
loan Instituto, and the Polytechnie.

THE JUDGES DISAGREED.

SENTENCE ON THE BALLOT-ROX STUF-
FERX I'OSTPONED,

A Memarkahle Meons In the Madson Connty
Conrt Mouse—JIndgs Lippinceit and Judge
Renny Unable to Fix the Pualshment,

Baventeasn Jorany City ballot-box stuffers,
some of whom had beon convicted and some
who had pleaded gullty, were arralgnod in the
Gonernl Seaslons Court yeatarday for aentence.
They wors not sentenced, howaver, as the law
Judge and the lIay Judge ware unable to ngreo
upon ths punishment that should be moted
out to tham. No such soens was ever Liafore
witnessed 1n ths old Court Houss. Judmes
Lippineott nnd Kenny took their seats on the
benoh at 10 o'elock. At that tims every seat
in the court room, excapt thossin front re-
sorved for tho defendants, was filled and the
ainien wars orowded back to the doora.

Judge Lippineott asked Clerk Honny for the
st of the prisoners. The elork handed it to
him, and the Judge ealled out the namaos, di-
rooting ench man as he answersd totaka a
seat in tho front row of benchoes. The lst
comprised John 8. Daly, ¥. J. Mahoney, Na-
thantel Fowlor, James H. Jordan, Willlam K
Iteen, Theodors Behultze, John Farrant.
Thomas Nelson, Charles Scott, George Holler,
Charlea Carr, William Bweetingham. I de
Hurvbetor. Lawrence Costigan, Michael
Hughos, James Seanlan, and Michael Casaldy.
Hughea and Seanlan dld not answer, and
Judge Lippineott directed constables to go
after thom, but belfore the constables got out
of tho court room the men appenred.

Judgoe Liprincott asked DMstrict Attorney
Winfleld if he had anything to say In relation
to the cazo of the election oMeers of the
Fourth precinet, Firat district, who had
pleaded guilty. Mr. Winflold ssld there was
the same evidance of conaplracy In that cnse
as in the others. but the frauds wera not so
sxtensive. Judge Lippincott then asked it
any eitlzoen had anything to say in behalf of
the dofendants. Tha Court, he sald, had re«
eolved numerons lotters and petitlons and
had been epoken to by n anumber of peoplo, but
he preferrod to hear such nppeals In open
court, John Cagnoy madoe a voluble appeal
for Tawrenee Costlgan. He Is Costlgnn's
bondsiran, The defendants were ealled In
tiurn and nsked if they had anything to say.
Bannlan was the only one who responded.
When hisnome was ealled he stood up and

That zeal nnd warmth weras found-
ed on the faet that many of the defendants
whu were ccnnected or who plended gullty
were innocont.”

At the end of an hour the two
Judges returned and took thelr seals upon
the beneh. It was evident from their jooks
that thore had beon a disagreemoent, and the
spirits of the defendants rose an they renlized
that they wore to hnve another lease of Hberty,

Juidga Lippineott looked annoyed and disap-
pointed. He snid: It Is now s part of the
duty of the Court to pass sentenco on the con-
vietad eloction ofllcers.

AUTOMATIC RAILWAY GATE

That Wil Prevent Aceldentn
nt Crosaings,

Umica, Aug. 11.—An invention which must
revolutionize one phase of rallroading waa
tested horo this evening befors a party of
newspaper men. It will be known as the Hey-
nolds standard automatle rallway gate. and
Is certainly remarkable for {ts simplicity and
wonderful utility, as well as the fact that it
does not cost a cent for operation. Aboutthrre
years ago Col. Georgn A. Heynolds, a wealthy
shna manufacturer, was nearly run down by a
train at a crosslng and the ldea of an nuto-
matic gate suggested (tsell to hilm. Ha drow
up epough plans to obtain a patent, and thon
for lnck of time did nothieg further until o few
months ago.

In tho mean time he showed a modol to the
raliroad magnntoa of the New York Centrul,
the Southern I'acifle, the Pennsylvanin Hall-
road, and others, and all assured him of the
value of his invention. He, a short time ngo,
ongnged W. I'. Morse, a Rochester mechinnical
englnear, to put the plans in shape for the
manufaeture of the apparatus for the test, It
was ﬁ-nt upat a Weat SBhore erossing in this
elty, hins boen In successful oparation for thres
weveks, and has not missad a train,

The Invention conslats of the ordinary gatea
or bars, which aro st all lmportant raliway
crogslngs. Fiftern hundred feot each side of
the crossing 13 o little levor or button, which
is under the "'I'"" on the outer side of the rall.
An engine pressing this down w sixteanth of
an loeh cnuses o prassure at the othor end of
tho button of Hive-sixteonths of an inch. This
{s etoctrically connected. and the pressure
torms n contaet, nnd instantly a gong at the
erossing nnnouness the approach of a train,
The engins then presses another button aund
the gates ars lowered neross the highway, As
the engino gets neross the street thore 1s o
devico eansing the welght to rire.

Thoe mechanical apparatus is in a little eabin
nbout faur fect squure. Thoro are six eliemi-
cnl batteries of two volts eaeh, wnid when the
button i« pressed by the coming engine
mngnot sllilos over nnd relensos a weight of
M pounsds. This causes n shaft under the
trncks to turn and the gates ore lowsred.
There are alr eushions which cause an oas
motion, and there is no harsh aetion which
woitld soon wenr out the ln&-nrnum. As the
w--iflu fnlis the mugnet goes haek to lta former
position and then (s ready for the next traln.
Tl whole apparstas is o conatrueted (hnt no
esitendant t= nemled, except that the batteries
must he fllled nbout three times 0 year,  All
that tho hattories are used for s to release the
magnet, ol the welghts do the rest.
