Beforethe Prealdentisl nominations
woro made and the campaign olubs which
spring into existence evary Presidential year
ware organized, n census of the noclal politioal
organieations of the BSixth district shows

that thare wers twonty-three of them
with full wsste of officera, rooms, and
lists of members ranging from forty

to slx hundred. This {sa largor number of
olubs than thore wers (n the old Twanty-third
or Ninatesnth distrista, with throa times as
many volers in each of them as In the Bixth.
The number of thess clubs shows what a job
ftia to be a loador on the east side, for all ot
thess clubs declare themsslvea bofors every
elaction, and thoy mustall ba consulted and
arrangements made with them for the vots of
thelir mambers, whousually pledge themanlives
to vote In a body, though not all of the mem-
bera keep tha pledge.

Thesse clubs make up & great part of the

* goolal life of the distriot. Here ars about 50,-

000 people of all nationalities, and speaking
every woll-known tonguo, and thess clubs ar-
range agreat part of thele diversions for them.
It Is the auatom of svory olub to give an ax-
euralon or n chowder party of some kind dur-
ing the pummer, and o ball In the winter. Thia
makes twenty-three excursions and twenty-
thres balls, ull open to evarybody in the dis-
friot. The memboers ol the savernl elubs gen-
erally know ons another, and unite to make
their entortalnments well-attended and Nnan-
clnlly sucoeanful,

Thess clubs are to the people along Grand
street what tho Unlon, Knlckerbocker, Unlon
League. Manhattan, and Caliumet clitbs are to
the resldonts of Murray Hill and the brown-
ptone fronta. Grand streéet Is the Nroadway

and Fifth avenua promannde of tho snst slds,
nnd the clubw with the largest momborahip
and the strongest treasuries have their elub

THE PONAPE TROUBLES.

A Prospect thai ths Amerionn Missioaariva
Will Return and Be Indemaified for
Thelr Losses In the Carolias Ininnds,

Wasmmvorox, Aug. 10.—~From time to time
Impationns has besn sxpressad In some quAr-
ters at what was supposed to be Mr. Blaine's
fallure to obtaln from the Epanish CGovern-
ment sultable reparation for the {ll-treatment
of the Ameriann misalonaries In Ponape

Vary soon after Bpaln took possession of the
Caroline Inlands, under the declslon of Pope
Leo. an arblter o the dlspute betwaen Ger-
many and hersell over their ownership, the
American missionaries began to suffer. The
Govarnor aent out by the eoloninl authoritios
of the I'hilippines, in whoss jurisdletion the
Carolines aro Included, took lands coouplad or
clalmad by the misslonaries ns baing needod
for the purposes of the Government. When the
Rev. Mr. Doano rosisted, he was earried off
for trial. but only to be sont hack without »
eass being made against him, Then came
hostilities batwesn the natives and the Bpan-
Iards, In the courss of whish the mimsion
hounea at Oua were destroyed, holng bombard-
od aftar due notlae by a Bpanish veassl In con-
peguence of the natives having Intrenched
themnaelves thore. An appeal for help fol-
lowed from the misslonarios, which resulted
In having the corvetta Alliancs oall and take
them off to Strong's Island, thore to remaln
until psaca should be restored betwesn the
Spaniards and the natives,

From a speech made by Gen, E. Burd Grubb,
our formor Minliater to Bpain. at Asbury Park
last Sunday, it appears that the Department
o!f Btate, Instend of being Indifforent to the
loasen of our misslonaries, has taken up thelr
oauss and presented It so vigorously that
Bpain has agraod to indemnify them. *The
enne paesod under my chnarge,"” says ex-Min-
{ster Grubb, “and it s my idea that the Epan-
{sh Government never intended todoless than
justice. It has now agread to pay whatever
damagoes are ncbitrated, and the misslonaries
will rosume tholr labors on the islands. This
sottlemont {5 not generally known, but it is
folr to all parties.”

Probably it will not he nssumed by arbl-
trators that thoro was any wrong on the part
of the Guvernor-General's forees In slelling
and aftorward burning tho misslon houses at
Oun. Our Government cannot go Into the
morits of the controversy Letweon the Manlla
authorities and the natives. 1t will he pre-
sumed that the former wers entitled to sup-
press the outbrenk among the Ponape 1sland-
vra.  The Intter doubtless had, what appeared
to thom. n grievaneo against thonuthoritles in
belng compelled tolfurnish lnbors or supplies
by woy ol taxes under the new Governmont.
But that (san affair in which the United States
eannot interfere, nnd the admitted fact ia thut
the nutives whotook up arms, belng nulur&li\r
[rlends of the misslonaries,under whose benel
cont friendehip they hud so long prospored,
gathered around the mission huildings, situ=-
ated soveral miles distant from the Governuont
station. Whon the suanish troops were moved
out against tham by vessel, the isinndoers
throw up entronchments elosy tu the inlssion
huilllim.'n. and the destruetion of tho bulldings
was therefors a legitimate actof war, while it
apponra that plenty of notlee was givon tothe
missionarios, who rewoved In season Lo escaps
porsopal injury.

But the Spanish authorities apparently sus-
pected that the missionaries conniyed ntthe
revolt, and perhaps secretly alded i1, sl the
influenca of such i belial is said to have boon
obvious in their trentment by tho authoritios
throughout the troubles. Their position be-
eamo so uncomfortablo as to reduce them to
lenvo Fonape in an American ship of war,
But thelr testimony is that there was no
ground whatover for ussuming that Lthey en-
cournged the nutives to revoll, and. on the
eontrary., they cun show that their influonce
was exerted in favor of peace amd order, and
thnt they furnished some valuable protection
to Spaniards after defeat.

as been suggested that Spain might, even
should she grant indamnity for past lorses, ra-
fuse to readinit the niissionaries on the gruugd
thit their return would be unfavorabila to t
malntenance of pesce and order. Possibly
sha might support such a deolelon by elting
the fact that the withdrawal of the mission-
aries was voluntary, and by arguing that, while
they never would huve beon expelled, It Ia
quite another mutter to allow their redéntry,
except under the existing luws of the islanid.
Thess laws and regulations could meanwlhile
boa mnade such as to render the return of the
missionnries ussless. Howoever, according to
Gon. Grubb, nothing of this kind is to bo at-
tempted. The missionaries aro not only to ba
lmlemnllled. but to return, to open thoir
church and school, and to resume thelr work.

Thin {s as it shoull be. For more than s
goneration the work of the American mission-
nriusln the Caroline Islnnds has been going

To them is Inrgely due the advance that
lhl}lllll‘lll.rl have vmade in civilizution; and
while Spain snd Gormuany were disputing ovar
the ownership of the archipolago, the Amaeri-
can missionaries had been ot work for many
yvears. It was understomnd nt the time that our
Government had received nsgurances from
Spain that the religious and benevolent afforia

Ameriean citizens would not be inferfered
with undor the new order of control. At all
ovents, we muny now presume that the little
Ameriean colony st Ponnpe will be restored,
and will be protected In its laburs,

NEW

I‘ORK 1730 YEARS AGO,

As It Appenred te n Mwedish Boianist Sent
to Hee What He Conld Mee,

Potor Kalm, the Bwedish botanist, and the
favorito pupll of Linomus, was sent by tho
Bwedleh Governmentto the American colonlea
a century and & half ngo to find what they
wers like, who lnhabited the country, what
grew there, how the budding cities compared
with those in Bwedon, and whether it would
be o good place for the subjects of King Fred-
oriek to come to or to slay awny from. His
expenses pald by the Swedish Government,
Kalm landod In Philadelphia, and from that
town eamo by post ahaise te New York, and,
putting up overnight at Elizabeth, was rowed
over to New York a little after sunriseona
cold morning in October.

The first thing which Impressed him about
Now York wns the frogs. These were eo
clamorous and created such n disturbance
that ho declared they drowned tho singing of
tho birds and made it diMcult fur a person in
old New York to make himsclt heard. Tho
streots, ha ohserved, did not run eo stralght
as thoso of Philadelphin and had conalderable
pendings; however, they were very spaclous
and well built, anid most of them were pavod,
excopt in high places whers paving had
been found useless. Most of the houses
were bullt of brick, and were generally
strong and neat; some had turned the
gable ends toward the strest. but the newer
houses were altarad in thisrespact. Manyhad
& balecony on tho roof, on which ths people
usod tositin the evenings In the summer sea-
son, and from thence they had a plensantview.
Kalm's Investigation led him to the concluaion
that thore was no good water to be met with In
the town itself, but at aiittle distance thers

was a small spring of good water, from which
the inhabitants used to maketea. The wine
drank in New York was hrought, Ealin de-
o!‘.lrnd lro{nuth- lsles of Madeira, and was very
slrong ans ar

Thero wore ’l’:ut two printers In the town,
anid avery woek somas gnzettes in Eoglish wore

ublished by them which contalnad news
fum all parta of the world.
