TRIED TO DITCH TIIE TRAIN.

8110,000 'Worth of Itallroad Property
llurned In diet IinBalo Three Fire
Jin ret Out Stmultaneonaly In Tarda
Ilnir n. Mile Apart FlEhteen Freight
and Itefrlcerator Can, Tnro Fallen.
Ber Conchei. and Two Small Ilnlld.
Inn Itnrnrd BlrlkUK HwKohmen Sah
peeled or Ilelng the Incendlnrle.

Burnixj, Aug. 14. Tho swltohmon's strlko
here has assumed alarming proportions. At 2
o'clock this morning the Lehigh Valloy yards.
In East Buffalo, wero the sceno of a series ot
Incendiary tiros, and tho striking swltohmon
aro suspected ot being tlio Incendiaries, but so
far no arrests havo beon made.

Throe fires woro discovered at various
points half n mllo apart Eighteen freight
cars loaded with cotton, wool, merchandise,
nnd hay. two passongor conohes, and two
watchmon's houses, wore burnod.

A trnln of ton coal oars, which woro stand-
ing on tho trostlos. wero turned looso and
started down tho track. Thoy crashed into
tho water tank, smashing It and wrocklng an
cngino which was taking wntor.

Thoro is no definite knowlodge of how tho
flros started, but thero is no doubt that thoy
wero of Incondinry origin, bocauso they all
broko out at tho snmo timo at throe points.

Tho fire first discovered wns In what Is
known as tho enst-boun- d yards. Here tho
watchman saw Damns burst from the llttlo
ofllco building, and rnn to giro tho alarm.
This spot Is fully hnlt a mllo from tho west
yards.

Ho had not gono half the dlstancowhon he
turnod around nnd saw that the flames had
but st out nmong tho 500 or moro cars. In the
menn ttmo Yardinastor Mead, at tho wost end
of tho yards, had dUcovorod flames In the two
passonger coacheB whlohwero usod to enrry
workmen up nnd down tho road, and an alarm
had been turnod In from William and DIngons
Btreets.

The llromen were delayed, owing to the bad
condition ot DIngons street, and when thoy
cot on tho tracks tho two cars and tho little
building had been destroyed.

Tho conches woro not particularly valuable,
but they woro snid to contain a quantity of
workmon's tools.

Tho firemen were astonished by tho throe
separnto conflagrations, and unanimously de-

cided that Incondirirles had caused them all
Superintendent of Police Morgonstorn sent a
force of twenty-fiv- e mon Into tho yards at
onco.

They scoured the neighborhood, but could
find no eusnlcicus characters. In the mean
tlmo grent difficulty was experienced in set-
ting n Una othoso to tho burning cars In the
wost-boun- d yard. It took tho entire stock of
hoso of three companies to run one line from
tho nearost hydrnnt to tho flro.

This savod mnny cars from total destruc-
tion. Boforo tho flnmos were undor control,
howevor. eighteen freight and refrigerator
cars had beon dostroyod. Theso care woro In
the midst of a great bunch of cars extending
over flvo tracks.

Tho spot selocted for the firing of the yards
waB where there wore no hydrants
from which water could bo obtain-
ed. The firemen cut several trains
In two nnd pulled the cars apart As they
coupled up to the hydrants on Dlngens stroet
nnd unrolled tho hose, tlioy were approached
by sovoral strangers who said to them:

"Tnko your tlmo, boys; tako a rest and
don't hurry."

Those men disappeared just beforo tho ar-

rival of tlio police, and tho could not bo found
nitorward.

Everything was poncoful in tho yards up to
midnight Tho first Intimation of trouble Was
when, without warning, tho brakes on a train
ofconl cars on tho trestle were loosenod. and
tho trnln rolled down and crashed Into tho
water tank, smashing It and nn engine which
wns taking vvuter.

Then enmo tho fires, bo suddonly that grent
dnmago was dono beforo they could bo reached.
Light froight cars were thrown from the Le-

high tracks and six from the Erie, on account
of svvltchos. Tho dnmago by flro Is
ofllcinllynstimatod nt $175,000.

Chief of Polioo Morgonstorn has a force of
detectives working on the case. Ho is satis-
fied that tho cars were fired, and naturally
suspocts tho striking switchmen.

Threo cars In tho Western Now York nnd
Pittsburgh yards wero burned this morning
between G and 0 o'clock. Thoy woro sotonflrc.

During nn Incipient riot at the Erie yards
this nfternoon John Schnefor struck James
Barrott on tho head with a coupling pin. Ho
was tnkon to tlio hospital, where he will

Schaofcr wns arrested. No further
disturbances have been reported.

Tho troublo really dates back to tho tlmo
whon tlio Lohigh Vnlley road posted a bul-

letin to the offoct thnt. In order to comply with
tho State lnw. It would bo necossnry to pay
the men by the hour, instend of by the month.

The men woro then getting SCO nnd $05 n
month for dny work, nnd $0! and $70 for
uhslit work. Thoy wero satisfied with this
pay. nudwuro working at the rate ot olovon
hours a dny. Theso mon aro not switchmen
propor, but those who handle the switch en-

gines In tlio yard and move the freight
'1 his nfternoon tho work of switching In the

yards was dono by such omployeos ot tho roads
ns could bo spnrod from othor work, but thoy
wore green hands, nnd, in consequence, the
usual amount of froight was not handled.

Ab tho Buffalo Creek is a terminal road only,
tho strlko Is more keenly foltthere than In any
of the other yards, und If continued tho grain
intorosts particularly will be llkoly to suffer
during the next few days.

Passongor traffic lias not been Interferod
with. Uhe freight yards are badly blooked,
und tho blockade la becoming worse every
hour.

The excitement caused by last night's fires
and wreck had nearly calmed down whon it
wus stnrtod nnow by tho boarding ot tho Krlo
train duo at 11:10 A. M. by the strikers. Tho
afTairhnpponcd at tho William stroet crossing,
whero thero Is a junction.

As the train ttojiped a number ot men got
aboard and drovo something ovor a carload of
men from the cars. Tho supposed "scabs"
ran or woro driven In every direction. Ono at
least was bndly hurt tind removed to tho hos-
pital. Ills name Is Henry Shrader.

When tlio incomers had been scattered, tho
strikers lot tlio train go on its way. The mon
who wcro driven out wero bollovod to boa
imrli ot mon who woro bolng brought hero to
tuko the Htrlkors' placos.

Thoro wore four coaches on the accommo-
dation, nnd nil wore orowdod with passengers,
many ot them standing on tho platforms at
tho tlmo. Tho cngino stuck to tho track, but
the baggago car w&b thrown diagonally across
the space betwoen tho main trnck and thosido
track. Into whloh tho switch oponed. Tho last
three conches did not leave tho track, and
nftor n delny i,( about half an hour tlioy wero
backed on to the wost-boun- d track and
brought Into tho elty.

Tho excltoment over tho wrecking of tho
train had not yot died down when the strikers
had a new sensation ready. At about 10
o'clock a flro was started among a number ot
standing Lehigh Valloy empty froight cars,
about a half a mile from tho city limits. Aftor
the destruction ot about twenty-fiv- e cars tho
flames wero subdued. Thn whole police

has been ordered on duty, and tho situa-
tion is hourly growing worse

During tho nfternoon a train of perishnblo
goods on tho Buffalo und Southwestern divi-

sion of tho Erio wns boarded by mon botwoon
Sonecu stroot and the Wostorn Now York nnd
Pennsylvania crossing and tho pins pulled
from every car, stalling tho train. It was
something over nn hour beforo tho train
could bo moved into tho yards.

The roads which wilt probably bo tied up
noxt are the New York Central nnd We6t
Bhoro. Action on tho quostlon ot striko on
thoso roads may possibly bo tnken
morning.

Ths strike on the Erlo and Lehigh Valloy
linos has extondod to Wavorly and Sayre on
the Lohtgh, and freight trafllo on that line Is
at n standstill. A train of boot stands on nn
Erie siding there, tho switchmen refusing to
allow it to bo switched to the Lohlzh tracks lo
proceed to Its destination.

The division superintendent of tho Lehigh
has telegraphed to Oswego for tho Sheriff to
como to his aid. although the mon are making
no demonstration. It Is expected
that tho Erie men will also go out and the
trafllo all through those towns wilt he at a
standstill. Tho mon are
and tliolr future movoments are unknown.

Tho position of the other railroad orders
toward the strikers Is a subject of consider-
able lntorest The Switchmen's Mutual Aid
Association, the Brothorhood of Locomotive
Men. the Brotherhood of Hallway Trainmen,
and the Brotherhood of Hallway Conductors
up to a year ago were In a body known as the
Federation of Railways Employees. On account
of the action ot tho trainmen In taking place
ot switchmon on tho Burlington road this body
was practically dlssolvod. This leaves tho
switchmen practically acting nlone. but as the
Brotherhood of Conductors and Brotherhood
of Trainmen also have grievances, thoy have
promised to join the switchmen tntheir fight

AT TIIE JEUSEr COT TKD.
Reports differ ns to tho probability that the

strike will extend from Buffalo to the Jorsey
City terminals of tho Erio and the Lehigh Val-
ley railroads 1 ho organization of the men is
the samo In Jersey City as In Buffalo. The
switchmen on the roads at Jor-se-y

City aro members ot Lodges US and 115 of
the Switchmen's Mutual Aid Association ot
North America. Tho approximate numbers
nro: Jersey Centrtl, cCO mon: Erie. 71 K);
Pennsylvania. 700: D.. L, and W..500: Lehigh
Valley. 000. Yestorday afternoon a Sun re-
porter found the Jersey City switchmen some-wh-

excited over the strike, which they say
they did not tnink would nccursosoon.nl-thoug- h

they expectod a strlko In tho near
future. They said that thoy wcro In the same
raBo ns the Buffalo men. some of them work-
ing from twelve tu fifteen hours a day. and
thnt the strlko might extend to Jersey City.

In tho Lehigh vnlloy nrds ths men wore
unwilling to talk on the strike, hut said thoy
believed It wns right Tho freight superin-
tendent was not present but his assistant
said- -

" Wo have not hnd much lnronvonlenee to-
day hero. Tho yards In Buffalo are probably
about the largest In the Lehigh Valley divi-
sion. Freight comes to these yards from hU
paitsof the West for New lork and all East-
ern points. I hopo thoro will be no further
trouble."

In thn Erio yards one of tho switchmen sold:
"If tho domand of tho mon In Buffalo Is not
granted tho strlko will reach here, nnd tako
nliout 3.0011 mon out. Wo nro thoroughly or-
ganized. Only six men hero knew that tho
btrlko was gulng to tako place."

The Trncy City Mlnera Unve l'lcketed Their
Town and urn lieady tor VVnr.

NAsnvnj.E. Aug. 14. Tho prison stockado at
Tracy City having fallen at tho hands of thn
free minors yostorday. all eyes are now turnod
upon Coal Crook, Inman. und Oliver Springs,
whero thoro nro several hundrod convicts nt
work. Coal Is minod at Coal Crcok andOlivor
Springs and iron nt Inman.

The miners at tho two former placos have
boon strongly opposed to tho uso of convict
labor ever since it was first cmployod, but as
iron oro Is minod at Inman the few free minors
employed thero have novor made any serious
objection to tho prosonce of the convicts. Freo
miners do not like thu v cry heav y work noses-ear- y

in getting out tho oro.
Coal Creek Is heavily guarded. Thoro are

probably forty gunrds at Oliver Springs, nnd a
similar number nt Inman. Within a fowdavs
fifty or moro militiamen hnvo beon sont to
Coal Creek, and thu forcos thoro aro now d

to defend thu blockade against any
attack that may bo made.

The Tracy City affair will result In tho
strengthening of tho forces nt all the

branch prison. Tho excitement at Tracy
City has bubslded. but the minors havo been
on tlio lookout thinking Guv. Buchanan would
order troops to th.it town.

As tho stockatlu Is in nshos nnd tho onnvlcln
nro In this city, no soldiers nre necessary. In-
formation received horo Is to tho of-
foct that pickets have beon placed on duty by
tho Trncy City initios ut various points
near the town, and nil porsons who
aro rogardod with suspicion and urx
unable to satisfy the miners that thoy nro ull
right are informed they must lose no time In
leaving.

OVERBOARD J.Y TJTB DARK TO BATE
A DROWNING AMI XR11Z.

The German Cam Near Drowning; nim,
Too TheI.lt"HnYerat"aalrjrainnonl-ei- .
Howard' H(anr- -.l TVeai Iolnter of 'HU.

Lieut. Godfroy H. Mnodonald. p

on Gen. Howard's staff, rosoued n nun from
drowning on Snturday night and In doing so
nonrly lost his own lite. The Lloutonant with
Cnpt Van Nobs nnd LInut. Patterson ot tho
First Artillery, wero roturntng to Governor's
Island on the last trip ot tho propsllor Atlan-
tic nt midnight. Thoy wero In tho cabin, and
whon tho boat got about midstream thoy
heard cries of "Man overboard." They rushod
on dock, and saw tho Hamilton ferryboat
Montatik near by, with the people on hor cry-

ing out and throwing ohairs and life rs

Into tho water.
The Atlantio roduced her speod and steamed

slowly aroundthe spot It was very dark, and
flftoon minutes elapsed before thoy caught
sight of tho man In tho water. Cnpt. Van Ness,
who was In tho bow, wns first to seo htm. Ho
was about to throw a lino to him whon Mno-

donald. who had stripped off his outer cloth-
ing, sprang Into tho water. Macdonald got
alongsldo of tho man, who was swimming, nnd
encouraged htm to kcop it up until tho bont
came, but tho man had been In tho water
somo time and was fast losing strength. Ho
cried out In very Gorman English to tho Lieu-
tenant to savo him, saying thnt ho didn't want
todlo.

Macdonald got tho man's arms on his shoul-
ders and struck out for tho Atlantic. Just
then tho Montauk began moving away and tho
swoll from her nearly drownod tho mon. The
Germnn lost his head, and clutched Macdonald
tightly around the throat and thoy both sank.
Macdonald shook off his burden, but tho man
grabbed him ngaln. and ngaln they snnk.

It was so dark that tho people on the Atlan-
tic did not see anything of Mncdonald uftor ho
jumped ovorbonrd until hocaimito thnsurfoco
the socond time. A Ufo buoy was then thrown
to him. whloh he caught Thon Macdunild
went nftor tho Gorman ngaln. nnd grabbed
him by thn hair jUBtas he was sinking once
more. Both men were thon fished out.

Macdonald was completoly exhaiibted, hut
ho told those about to leave him and nttond to
that "vioor devil of a Dutchman." The Oor-mn- n

didn't need muoh attention, and quickly
recoverod from the effects of his ducking.

Aftor Lieut. Macdonald had been lett at the
Inland tho Atlantio roturned to this city, and
the rescuod man was taken to the Old slip
police station. There ho said he was Fritz
Frltsch. 'Jt years old. a bartender of tho Mas-
cot Hotel. HO Bowery. He took off his wot
clothing and pnsppd thonlghtlnaaellwrappod
in n blanket Ho was released In the morning.
Frltsoh told n reporter vosterdny afternoon
that he started for Brooklyn last night to got
hlsdlsidmrgo papers from tho Gorman urmy,
that a frond wns keopiug tor him.

He got drunk before ho reached the ferry
nnd hud but an indistinct recollection of whnt
had happened until ho fell into tho water. He
thinks he wns aft on the boat nnd sat on tho
railing supporting himself by one of the
posts, and that he dropped asloep and tell
overboard

WASUED A WAT TUB STATION.

The UarlnB llanka of the MUelaalppI Hrlnc
Berlons Troablo So New Orleana,

New Orleans. Aug. 14. The caving In of the
banks ot the Mississippi River now going on
in consequence of the falling water resulted
this morning In tho loss ot tho handsome
station of the New Orleans. Fort Jackson and
Grande Isle Railway at Algiers, the western
district of Now Orleans. Tiie building was
probably tho most subbtantlal In Algiers, and
wns built In 1880. It was 100 feet from tho
river, on land that had beon built on
since 1852. and was considered safe
from dangor of a caving In. Lnst yenr,
howevor, thero was a bad caving in
near there. This morning tho brick landing, a
flno pioco of work, wont into the river at an
early hour. Soon aftor tho strong columns
nnd posts supporting the roof of the depot be-

gan to careon. followed by a crashing ot heavy
timbors about midway of tho building, nnd
making n noise thnt could bo hoard for a mile.
Thn woodwork and corrugated iron was twist-
ed Into many kinds of 6hapos. A great crowd
hastened to the scene. The earth continued
to split ofTln great chunks.

In re the envo started tho river has formed
an eddy and Is steadily eating away tho foun-
dation of tho depot and perhaps by
all of this costly building will pass out of
sight. J'ho cars nnd engines wero removed
from tho depot nt thu first alarm of danger nnd
ull wero savod. All othor vnluablo portable
tiroporty was removal. Algiers has boon a
bud sulTiiror from theso cavlngs und whero
solid brick buildings and cardons onco stood
thorlvorls now fifty feot doep.

Tho pilot ot tho Pognsus signalled tho
engineer to btop tho engines, nnd thou to
revorso them. The largo boat was almost at a
standstill when sho came in contact with the
pleasure boat

Tho prow ot tho Pegasus struck the small
cralt amidships and slowly drov o hor ahead In
tho wntor. Several of the crow throw rupos to
thoso on tho yacht who wero too badly light-
ened to grasp them.

Tho small yacht gradually swung to ono
sido, nnd, with boom pointed seaward, slowly
grazed tho starboard side ot tho iron steam-
boat. As she readied tho paddle box the
yacht drifted outwnrd.

While the crnfts were In contact the women
nnd children on the smaller ono continued
their scronming. nud caused great alarm on
bonrd the PegnBUs. Mnnv ot the passengers
believed that tho ploasuro party was drown-
ing.
