Ubjuwjl, 0.. Aug. 13. For twenty-fiv- e yours
or mors an association composed ot Iny mem-
bers ot the Methodist churches of tlilscltv,
Bprlnguold. and other surrounding towns has
held an annual religious revlTnl In tho sum-

mer months, known as n camp meeting, which
usually lasts about ten days. Tlio roeotlngs
aro held In a large erove covering soeral
acros. Tlio peoplo who attend tlioso gather-
ings reside on the grounds during thoenmp
meeting In cottages Hovorul hundred ot
those residences huve boon built, many ot
them In One architectural style. affording all
the conveniences and comforts of a

city homo. Tliero Is also a lino hotel
on tho grounds for the accommodiitlon of
those who are not otherwise prolded for.
Vino springs, elcgnnt walks and drives, bonii- -

, tlfulscenory. and follueoadd tothontlrncttvo- -

, neasotlho placo.
Those inoollngs havo the Individual favor of

many ot tho Bishops, ininlstors. nnd other
dlgnltarlos of tho Methodist Church, who

9 usually attend then In larco numbora. This
Is particularly true of tho rnombera of thu
Cincinnati Conference. In nrtdltlon to sccur- -
Ing the presence of several Illshoi a nnd many
prominent clergymen to conduct the annual
meetings, tho association has mndn It ti rule
to socure tho service, of soinu prominent
evangelist to "stir up tho enthusiasm" nnd
Incre.iso tho attendance nnd likewise the catn
rocoipts. Tho association this yc.ir securid
tho Ilo. Sam Jones, the widely known (loorghi
evangelist and oxhorter. He arrived last Bun-da- y

and will remain until the cloboot tho
nicotine, next Sunday ovenlug. llo prnchus
nm nurinon a day for tho olght dnsi.
and for this sorvlee the association piys
him 51,000. Mr. Jones has boon preaching
with all his nld-tlm- o earnestness and en-

thusiasm, nnd has drawn great crowds to
hear him. Ho tells the people, "Quit your
jiioinnoss," nnd does so In langungo more

.1 foniblo tlinn polished; in fact, tbo lll:o
of It is seldom heard from n pulpit Tho fol-

low log sermon, pronotied on Thursday oven-
lug lust, and reported verbatim, in n trlllo
lungor than most of his sermons, but, as ho
becntno aroused at tho sound of his own volco
and the applause of nn audience revelling in
his course and blasphemous harangue, ho
oerstopped his usual limit of length.

Tlio evening services wore held In the large
tabernacle, and every one of the 5,000 seats
was tilled. The choir sang "There is a Foun-
tain l'illeil witli Blood." after which tho llov. J.
Verylty of Dayton offered a fervont prayer.
The choir again sang and tho large congrega-
tion joined In. When they had finished sing-
ing thu Itev. Sam Jones took his place at tho
pulpit and preached as follows:

havo this application of tha sermon that
preach I charge theeT"I before God. and the Lord Jesus Christ,

shall judge of the quick and the dead at
appearing in his kingdom;

"' Preach tho word; be instant In season and
out of season: reprove, rebuke, exhort, with
nil and doctrino.

" ' For the time will come when thoy will not
endure sound doctrino; but after their own
luuts shall they heap to themselves teachers,
having Itching ears:

" 'And they shall turn away their ears from
the truth and shall be turned unto fables:

"'But watch thou in all things, enduro afflic-
tions, do the work of an evangelist, make full
proof of thy ministry.'

"These wore the wordsof the world's greatest
preacher to His own Son in tha gospel Timo-
thy. I read these words as an apology to the
sermon which we shall preach To-

morrow at 10 o'clock, the Lord willing, I want
to preach from the text, 'Alexander the Cop-
persmith.' In this sermon I want to talk about
obstacles and how to get over them.
