Buyrarto, Augs 10.—=A: midnight vvorytliing
fa nuiet, and not aatriker has hoon roen nbout
tho Enat Baffalo yards sines early in the even-
Tug. Two bunlred poileemon wnider Capt.
Tatriek Kilroy wro kesplnga vigilant watah,
and the SIxty-fifth Regiment, uniler commnnd
ol Drig.-Gien, Doyle, is gquarterad at the Ar-
senal on Brondway, rondy to move at a mo-
ment's notico. Its sorvices will probably not
boe roaulrod.

A party of strikors sot fira to twanly ampty
ears on the Frie tracks at Chooktownga, a
mila beyohd the eity line, nt 11:30 to-night.
Inatll about 250 cara have hesn burned, The
strikers held a meoting In Gamlel's Hall to.
plght behind elosol doora, No Informution
was given out. Grand Master Sweenoy was
prosont, and it Ia reported that he censurod
the men for thielr recklessnoss In destroying
proparty,

Bherlff Dack mot with poor sucress In
answar to his call for daputioa at ®i aday.
They dosortad as faxt as thay renchiod East
Buffalo, and the Sherifl docided to eall out thes
militin. At midnigh* to.night the Sixty-fifth
and Beventloth RMogimerts wers at their ar-
mories awalting ordera. The Eherlf and
Chlof of Poliee Morgenstern wisltod the seens
of tha strike lato to-night and geve instrie-
tions to thelr moen.

There Is no poseibla doubt now that the
strike s a serlous one, and that the strikers
will stop ot mnothing to compass thoir
ends. The polley ¢ tha strikers meoms to
be to stall traizs by midstenrking them. do-
jay them by vulling pina, und wreek them, I
posalble, by iotting {hem sn into opon
switohes. The strikers aro said to he ready
to mdopt any moethods of attack ealeulated to
delay or stop tralns and Llock the trafle
of the road. 1Last night the strlk-
ers went even further In their lawlsssness
when an attempt wns mado to wreck an Frie
passengor train. The Hornellaville aceommo-
dation train, No. 17, reached the Willinm
strect station at 8:40 o'clock, where it wna to
back up to take the west-bound track tomake
the romninder of the run to tho elty. Delore
the traln conld be Lirought to astop, and while
runniog ot the rate of three or four miles an
hour, the switoch epposite the operating sta-
tion was thrown Lack and the traln gent side-

wise over tho tracke, Little damage was done,
however, anil no one was hurt,

The exeltement aver the wreeking of the
train had not yet died down when £he stelkers
had a now rensation ready. At midnight the
heavens were suddoenly Hghted Ly the flames
of afire slartod among s number of Lehigh
Valley ampty frelelit cirs standing just poross
from the Erle trurks, and wlmost hall a mile
from tho city Hmits, A lurge crowd of strikers
@athered around the fire and watched the
progrens of the Mames with evident satisfac-
tion. At 2o'clock mn Frlo freight car, lomded
with lumber, was fired, hut little damagoe was
done. At thoeame time all the switeh lights
on the Frlo tracke hetweon Fmith street and
the Weatorn New York and FPenosyivania tar-
kot wers atolen, so that it wns Imposaibile to
tell how the switches were plnced. At this
time, also, it wos diseovercd that an Frie
froight train of forty-two cars, loaded with
valuable merchandise, which wos sldetracked
n milo enst of the Willlam street erossing, wan
ablaze. Ovor OD enra Nllod with iorehandlse
wore dostroyed. entailing a loss of not losa
than $1560,000,

Tho situation at the Frie yards tosnight Ia
worse il anything than yesterday and the day
before. All thy mssistant yardmastors have
gono out, and only Mr. Uarrett, the general
yardmanster, remaine on duty.,  “Thore In
not a wheol moving In any of the yards”
oald one man. DBut this can hardly be takon
literally, an many passenger trains are mov-
Ing. Whot was meant by tho exprossion
Is that no freight traius wore Leing moved,
and that ull the switeh englnes wore tied up.
That seems to be the faet, for thers are at
least (wently-Nive awitch engines (o the

yards that ecapoot Le tirsred. Dvery now
now and then ono of them is moved back
and forth oalong the track to show that

the awitehmen do not hold complote sway, At
lopst SO0 men, s®itchman, assintant yurdmos.
ters, und othors wre out. These ure conlined
sntirely to the three roads on whileh the strike
orlginated, Lut it Is more than likely that mon
on the other roads will join in the strike,

A quarter of a million dollurs worth of prop-
prty ls spolilng in tho thousand or more ears
which eannot Lo moved. The cutting of the
wires and poles Inst night hasgeriously nffoet-
#d the train dospatelior's busineas, and ho now
has lnemen at work repaliing the work dono
by the strikeis. All the wirvs which ran fnto
the Erio devot, of which thero were at least o
dozen, are down, und it will Lo several hours
before communloation can bLe established
agaln betwern the dissonnected polnta,

Thoro are {Ifty frelght cars now ablaze ho-
twecn Luncaster and Checktowagn, and noth-
ing can Lo done to savoe them or stup the
progress of the flamon in any way, Delng out-
aldo of the ¢lty limita the Flre Departinent
eannot go there, and the Uies rage unfought,
It was thought that the englnos might remain
Inside tho city and run out long linva of hose
for the railroad men to handle, but that was
found to be lmpracticsble after water had
bLeea turned on A fuw cars thiat wore near the
line. Over 4,000 feet of howso were run out in
one cnbi.

There are probably 1,5%) cars Letween Buf.
falo and Luncaster, and unless somothiug s
douo to stay the progress of the Hames they
will be destroyed. 8o far the absence of high
wind has prevented the rapid spread of fres
Which Luve lbeen started.

Initt on othier poople.

T thirty-thrss non-unlon men who cnme
from Philadclphin 1p-1|n¥ to o switeh diity
are stopning at the United Statos Hotel, They
were token thore on thele acrivil in this
elty nnd kopt an elose as I-nnnil.lu. This man
who hud them in chnrgo lins dono lis bost to
keop unlon men and strikors nway from them,
butin this he hns uttorly fuiled. A party of
about twonty striking switchmoen called nt
the hotel this nfternoon and suceesded In Linv-
Ing & long oonfab with the mon. The strikera
have promised nll the men quarters und will
keop them while In the elty, providing they
will not go to work.

At B0 this morning the rogulnr early traln
over the Bufuio and Southwoestern areived ot
the Frio vards and could not erossthe tracks of
that rond owing to the turget which Superin-
tendont lirunn had set aweainet them, The
whols tealn load of passengers disombarkol,
nnd mont uf thom rodo in on tho street cars,
Othors walted till the target was changald
about hail nn howr later. Uhe BofMalo and
Houthwestorn waa not the only train that was
delayed, for soon ancthor ono eamo up on the
muln track ond did nut dare to suter the elty
Tor some time.

The yards were then awarming with peopla
who had left the truln to look over the seons of
the trouble. Many went out to the flre ba-
tweon Willlam streot and Chesktowagn, and
for hulf an hour after the train stopped thers,
men. women., and ehildren walkod around
among the cars to koo for thomeelvens the oxaet
tionrliﬁnn of llllnﬁ'\. tpecinl No. 201 on the

Lrle wis deluyaal three hours, nnd reached the
stalinn at 1 o elock,

The Innguisitorial and mors!l suasion oom-
mittes of tho strikers har looatod ita heal-
guarters within s fow steps of the elty Hne on

1liam strest, whora they use thoe poreh of
John Hanalln's saloon as s mesting plues,
Horo the venturesomo non-unfon man s pat
under the influenco of organized lnbor Imfiv.
At this place, at about noon to-day, fully 100
strikers wore congregotedl, hon o var was
run up from the passongor depot with nhout
twenty nou-unlon moen_on hoard, and an at-
tompt was made to langd in the yard lLetweon
Halley avenue and WilTlam street, the atrikors
went nfter the men, and. insido of Lall an
huour, thoso who returned said that all the new
m{'p had left work.

While all thin was znlnqon. howevor. n gang
ol men were busy making upntruin In the
lower yard, and at a lew minutes past 12 ft
wias ready to move. At 12:10 tho whistls
sounded and It started onst, possing the Wil-
lnm street ernesing ot a lively galt. The train
was composed of eloven ears nnd n eanboose,
Namao ofanity was Indulged in when |t
puned‘“ﬂnnrln 8 place, and tha men on top of
the cars wers hooted and eallod " seabs.” Thao
strikera say thnt this Isthe st frelght traln
the Erie hoas succreded In running ont enst
?inmnl %;turdny. It was londed with perishable
relgh

l‘r‘!mk Bwocney, Grand Master of the Bwitoh-
mon's Unfon, wns poen to-night, and In reply
to nuestlonn he walil:

1 hellave in fghting fnir. 1 do not belicve
in injuring property, nor In assaulting men,
nor in any Inwless act, iean do the rands
harm enough Ly withdrawing our men.  The
satnliing of frelght cars dovs o grent deal moro
fnjury than the borndng of n fow ears. Tliose
lawless aets nre not countenancad by me nor
by the logul leaders of the strikers,

AL the moating of the stelkers ot Gummoal'a
Hali on Satorday I ndvised the mon to Lo
penesnlilo ond to win the ght on (14 merits.
'l‘huy promised to do s This morning
they assura min  that  they  have takon
no hand in tho nwloss acts, but that ollinrs
whom they voulil not control are respousibio
forswhat hins beon done'” .

IROUBLE AT XIYRE,
Sirikers Ilefu=e to Allnw Cnrs to he Moved
=000 Carn Tied Up,

Eryea, Aug. 15.—Lohligh switehmen eaused
n good deal of troulile ol Bayre, ', to-day. by
rofusing to all wtralns to be moved, nml it is
ostimated that 3,000 cars are tied up In the
yarda. Shorllf Powell of Bradford county, ac-
enmpanlied by Sherlf Foler and a posso of
soventy men. arrived In Hayro at 11 o'clock
and sald that an effort would be mado to run
tealns, At 1:40 an effort was mado to sturt nn
ongine and caboose up the new rond. It was
immedintely surrounded by stritors. The
Sherlf distributod his mon or ench slily of the
track. and domanded that tha moen allow the
engine to pass,  Tho Sherilf attempted toturn
aswiteh right In front of tho Sayre depot, nnd
finally sucecoded, desnite violent abjiections
by the men. The atrlkers soon suecesdea in
turning it bnok. and the engine remained mo-
tionlesson the track, Supsrintendont Stoven-
son appearcd on the seene, but his prosence
on the engine hinl no effect.  Lator the lovo-
motiva trainmen held . meeting and resolvedl
that the trainmen would not do switehmen's
work., At present the strikersare in complote
porresslon. A determined effort will bo mnide
to move traing to-morrow, and serious trouble
is fuared.

State Guards Stopped En Route
and Sent Back Quickly.

Three Hundred Miners Murch lito the
Littie Town Where There Was no Cone
vielt Competlilon with Free Lnhor, Seles
thn Migeknde, nnd Hustle 292 Conviets
nnd Thelr Guords Out of the Reglon-

Nasnvinne Ang. 15.—Tho State of Tenneasos
was siartled to-day, for the socsnd time in
thioo duys, by the announcomont thal mn
armed body of mindrs had, In open doflanen of
lnw, eaptured noprisen stookndoe and econviets
omploved In mines and returned the latter to
Nushvllle,  On Ssturduy last the miners at
Travy Cliy selzod the storkndo at that plycs
il sent $0 convicts back to tho maln prison
liera,

At Ha'elock this morning a hody of miners
captured n spoaial traln which was boaring
fourtoon extra guarids sent to the defonco of
the Inminn stoskadse, and forecd them to re.
turn.  Than thoy visited the stockade, made
tho sixty-five regular guards prisonsrs, tonk
chinrge of tha 272 ponviets, londod thom on
coko eara, and took thom t Vietorln to awalt
triraportation to Nashyville. Ther did not
burn the stocknade heonuse of Its proximity to
s railrond bridge, but anpounced their Inten-
tion of tenring it down,

This net of lawlossness was reported to the
Tennessen Conl, Iron and Rallroad Company,
the lossecs of the conviets, and by the com-
puany to Gov, Buehanan, The (iovornor ra-
ceivel many telograms durlng tho day, and it
wns apparent that ho was greatly disturled
over the new developmonts. Telograms wero
sent to the Shorlf of Marion county, ordering
him to swoar in as many deputies as were ra-
quired, and to arrest s many of the members
of the mob as nosellile.

Ho was nlso roquested to state whethior he
needed nny assistanco and to report resulta.
Subsequently the Tenuesses (‘oal. Iron and
tailroad Company prepared and forwarded a
communieation to the Governor and the Btate
Roard of Velson Inapectors asking that tha
company bo proteetod in its righita. The
prison iuspectors mot immodiately upon ra-
celut of the eommunieation, but took no actiin,
adjourning to meet to-morrow morning.

The lugesos this ovening formally notifed
tho Governor that they would not feed the
Innian eonviets, as they had been forclbly re-
loased und sont back without the consent of
the company.

Beveral houra Inter n telegram eamo from
Victor, six miles from Inman, saying that the
guards had beeon eaptured and thoe eonviots
stnt back and that tho stockade had not been
burned. The miners had detorminad upon the
roturn of the convicis to Nashville and care-
fully Inid their plune. As wna tho case at
Tracy City, they reasonod that an attack
would bo expoetod at nightund that the guards
would be on the alert.

Iy deseending upon the stockado early in
the morning, whoen the night guards would be
asleep and the day gunrds and convicts In the
mine#, they would have n Letler opportunity
of muking a eapture. Hoving agreed upon
their programme, they eut tho wires to Inman
during tho nlght to prevent warning and culls
for nssistunue boing recelved,

Assembling in the vory early hours of the
worning, they placed pickets on the ronds
lowding to the mines to provent apy ono In-
terioring with thelr work.  After this hnd
Lwen done, the main budy of the miners moved
townrd the stockade, timing thelr movements
mo that they could imnke o suddon rush at the
projer thne,

City was not beeause of the cxistenca of any
strike or any eontention betwesn minera and
the compuny, for no demands hud Loen made
on thaeompnny. At Ininan, Mr, Daxtor saide
thers are no fres miners, knd nover have beon,
Hunes thero 15 no possllility of frictlon bee
tween the enmployens of the company at that
place. He snld thers had bien no reduetion in
wages ol miners nor any reduction in the
wages of employeos this year at any of the
plasos, notwithstanding the goneral deprasse
lon in the iron and conl trado, and no reason
for the autbirenk oxistod, therefore, that has
not existed in provious yoarn

Mr. Baxter snisd that upon learning of the
Alsaffoction nt Tracy City he told Wardon Bure
ton that if there was anything that the come=
pany coulil do that would allay tha disposition
to roloaso the convictw, his company would
@ludly coiperate, hut Mi. Burton was unable
to muggest anvihing. Mr Daxtor afllerward
rocolved Information that the plans of the mob
hnd becomo more public, and that their plam
undouhtedly wax to overnwe the guards at the
stocknade, 8o uu not to have to fira n gun, hut te
aobtain a slmple surrender of all the gusris
and prisoners, and that the terms of the sure
rendor werd to bo the promise of Wardon
Burton to take them to Nashville. He
snld he promptiy notifled  the Governor
on that day, sending him s oopy of
the letter which containad this
tlon, und sald to him that the company
hnd no other prison for these mon. and that
thers was no room for them in the main prison
at Nashvillo, and that 1f the State afMelnls
should agreo with tho moh and bring tham to
Nnashyille that it would o dona without the
consent of tho compuny and against (18 proe
test.
