As goon na the Scoretary of Bilate Is
satisfled thal his caso (e properfy rovised nnd
printad, it will bo forwardod to Great Britain
and in return tho Unltod Btatos will recolve
the contentions of Mr. Gindstone, who ste-
coeds Lord Ballshury in the managoment of
England's sldo of the ease.  Ench oountry will
have thres months to consider the ofnims set
\ip by tho other, and in the samo manner sub-
mit n eounter caso with additionni documents
nnd aorrespontdence Inreply to the cnee pro-
rontod by tho othor varty,

It is understood that the United Stales hns
presonted its ense in the straightforward, but
determined atyle, which has charagterized all
of the diplomntio correspondenes with Eng-
laud during the prasent Administeation. Ktate
Dapartment ofMelals are not permitted to dis-
cuss the subject in the nhsenco o tho Heoro-
1?r9 and hi1 nasistants, and the nroparation
uf the cnse has been conductad with the ut-
most onutlon, The United Stales, It s upder-
ntood, tonowsdts elalm to oxeluaive jurisdle-
tion ln Behring Men ang the exelusive rights
o the seal fluheries tharein, In aceordanen
with the treaty batween tho Lnlted Btales and
Russia of March 30, 1807,
