EMPEROR WILLYAM SAYS N PREFERS
4 LONG-TERM ARNT,

The Pesple Not Pleased with This An.
nbuncement — Dismal  Fallare of the
Waorid'a Falr Project In Berlla-A Race

Benuiy, Aug. 21.—-The return of Fmpoeror
Willlam to Borlin has given now Impulse to
social and politienl lite. The Dismarck feud
and the campalgn ngalost Coprivli now exclto
only secondary interest, whils the main toplo
of discuasion: the coming Military UL las
bean mado the political storm eentro.

The Emperor has thrown pronle into n fover
honat by deviaring nt tho Franz Josel banaust
that he preforrad a amallor long-wervices nrmy
to n larger short-service army. 'Ths boginning
and end of the new bill wis supposed to be
the reduction of the thres-yonr term, and the
Ewmperor, as well as his Chancellor, wors bLe-
lioved to have approved thoroughly the pro-
posed poform. Ro surprising was the Em-
poror' s apparent chimnge of front toward this
fasuo that many parsons refuse to crodit the
announcaments of unoMeial newspapors con-
earnlng his uttoeranees at the banquet. It s
reasnnably earinin, howavor, that tho Emporor
has hecome suddenly apprehensive of making
n radlcal reform In tho nrmy while Hussla und
Frauvco wmaintuin theie present threatoning
mttitude. He belleves thot twn yonrs would
not stufMes to make atrustworthy soldier.

1t the army is to remnin the groat oducating
and olvilizing fores which Moltke intended It
should be, the Emperor thinks thres years are
not too long for inapiring n soldier with its
traditions of logalty to the crown. The stam-
Ina of the army would bo Injured by the cur-
tailment of the wresent expericnce In tha
ranks, and the whole organization would La
le#® capabla of withstanding the straln of n
war under the exacting conditiuns of to-day.

If the Emperor remnlns obstinate in his
present detormination, the meeting of Parlin-
ment will be tho beginning of new disorders
in German polities, Tho Emperor's long-
chorished plan of extansive military reform
bas been supposed to inelude the reduction of
the service tarm. This supposititious project
was probably received by the people, who
long for rellet [rom the burdeon of sacriflelng
three of the best years In thelrsons' lives to
barrack discipline. The Emporor's sum-
mary rejevtion of thelr pet scheme is a
sad blow to the hopes of the lower and
middle classes especinlly, and probably
will lead their representatives (n Par-
llament to opposs any mllitary bill
of importance. Another notahle consequence
of the Emperor's actlon Is its effect upon the
relations between lim and Count Caprivl
The Chaneellor lavors the two-yoar torm amd
the Military blll propesing it was prepared
under his close supervision. The Emperor's
resent action Is, therelore, a reproof almost as
bitter as the Emperor's abandonment of the
Boheol blll

The Emperor’s careless flouting of his Chan-
osllor is belloved to Indicate his doslire to
make room for another adviser, and perhapsa
to fmcllitate a total reorganization of the Cabl-
met. Liberals and Radicals rejolce in these
new symptoms of heavy weather in the high
altitudes, and are serving rather arrogant
potios upon the Government that they are
preparing to deféat any mllitary bill not in-
corporating ths two-year service princinle

The obsenqules over the stillborn exhibition
in Berlin offer opportunity for the enemies of
Caprivito count hisdays In office. When the
exhibition plam was first mentioned, the Em-
peror favored It. Caprivi damned It with faint
praise, and sventually emothered It {n official
“buts” and “ifs."” He also persuaded the Em-
perortoaid him in his work of killing the
project.

The Norddeutsche Allgemeine says that the
Chanosellor was right in all this, and that the
utter lack of snthuslasm for the falr among
the big manutacturars showed that he had
felt the pulse of the country belore opposing
the fair boomers. The Inquiries made by the
Government among the industrial magnates
proved, says the Norddeulsche, that hardly ona
representative firm or company In all the fed-
srated Btates belleved that the fair could be
made a success, and that all refused to plodge
themselves to nny sacrifice to keep it from fall-
ure. Itis known that Count Caprivl also told
the Emperorthat the antertainment of crowned
heads at the opening of a Berlin exhibition
would necessitate an enormous expenditure
of money—such as the Emperor's overworkail
olvil list eould not posalbly bear. This llat
has been found too small, despite the fact that
it has been incrensed from 12,000,000 marks
annually to 15,750,000 marks annually sineo
the Emperor Frederick's time. The Emperor
suggested a still further increase to meet the
exigancles of the exhibition, but Count Caprivi
deolined to submit another bill of the kind to
FParliament.

Pertaps the most powerful of the Chanesl-
Jor’s arguments referred to the shaky atate of
affairs In the Balkans. 'The publiostion by
Stambuloff {n Bulgaria ol the secret doou-
ments of Russlan diplomaey. and tho revela-
tion of the Eussian plots to murder Bulgarian
statesmen. have excited great unrest in Bt
Petersburg, and have caused the bitterest
kind of & feud betweesn the Austrian and the
Russlan press. Russin {s In an ugly mood,
snd Bulgarin will aggravate her still more by
pressing for recognition among the central
European powers. While this cloud hangs
over Germany's forelgn relations, Count Ca-
privl argued, prepurations for a world's fair
would be hampered, or porhaps frustrated.
Bince the Emperor ylelded to these reprosen-
tatlons he has been gonded to anger and ro-
grot by the taunts of the Frenoh press that
Berlin foars comparison with Parls as an exhi-
bition eity.

The renl estate owners, spoculators, ultra-
patriots, and minor manufacturers, however,
declipe to give up the ides of having m fair
here. 1f there cannot be an internationnl ex-
hibition, thare can bo a nutional one, and that,
too, Independent of the Governmont's moral
snd materinl support. The Exhibitlon Com-
Mmitlee have sent out elreulars expressing
their determinution not to forego the enter-
prise and ealling upon the publio to como to
thelraid. They ask the people to petition the
Government and the Helohstag to take the
matter up ngalp, and, n case this requost
should mnot be granted, to help the committes
organize the exhivition independently of both,

Army officers and sportlog men uwre much
interssted in an International long-distance
moe which will be hold the first week in Oc-
tober, The race course will be the highways
between Berlin and Vienna, the riders will be
200 Austrlen and German ofcers, and the
prizes, aggrogating 50,000 marks, will ba dis-
tributed by Emperors Willlam and Franz
Jose! among the slx men who covor the dis-
tance In tho shortest time. The two parties
of oontestants will start simultaneously,
the Germsans from Berlin and the Austrians
from Vienna. All officers will ride in full unl-
form, and will be unattended by carriages or
grooms, Among the men now traluing down
thelr welght in antiolpation of the ride kro
Prince Frederick Loopold of Prussls and Duke
Eroet Guenther of Behleswig-Holstein, The
distance to be covered |s 380 milos, Although
propossd st first as a test of sticngth and on-
duranco of cavalrymen, about Nity oMears of
sach party are from the infantry.

Thes general fall parade on the Tempelholar

Feld on Thureday was, &8 usual the Onest

military epectacla of tha yoaronthe Continent.
The heat was overpowosring. At {1 o'clock,
when the parade bhogan, tha thermomntar
reglelored 92° In the shade, and at 10:80
o'clock, whon tho roview was eut short In
merey to the soldlers, 1t was four do-
gress hotter.  Tho spectacle wan witnessed

by fomo 15,000  Berliners nnd  tourf<ts,
Tho only disturbing ovent of tho day
wns an  aceldont to the won of the

Grand Duke of Daden, who, whila trying to
maount, was tumbled to the ground by his roa-
tive horse. Ho was not hurt, and his horso
was caught by a private when it started to
bolt, A feature of the parada was the priv.
ence of the new Inspector-General, Prince
Leopold of Davaria. 1t wns signifieant of the
oxlsting relations betweon Davaria and T'rue-
sin that the Emperor and Prince met for tho
first thmo during the latter's visit to Berlin on
the parado ground, and that they did notride
back to tho city together.

The enthusinam which greated the Emperor
wns oxceptionnl. When he rode into the pity
at the head of the Life Guards the poople
alonit the route chearod as {f they lind lost
thoir senses, The unusual henrtinoss of the
demonstration pleased tho Fmperor, and sove
eral timos tha storn linea of his face rolnxed
in smiles. A tradesman on the Unter-lon-
Linden sent up, while the Emperor was pass-
Ing. a sorlos of balloons deeorated with the
colors of Germnany. Austrin-Hungary. and
Italy. This lttle show excited chenrra for
Emperor Franz Jose! and King Humbert as
well as from Emperor William, At tho impoerinl
eastls the regiments deposited their colors in
the Dmuperor's earo and then marched away to
mnko ready to leave for the fnll manmuvres,

Considerable [rritation is folt among the
military men on nccount of the Emperor's
sudiden bronking of his engagoment todine
with tho Firat Dragoon leglment on Thurs-
diay, Tho reglmont was entertnining the sur-
vivors of Gravelotte and the Emperor was to
dellver o speech. His reason fur staying away
was tho diseovery at tho last moment that
Count Horbert and Count Willinm Bismarck
woro to he present. Despito the disappoints
mont, the dinner was a complete success ns
n demonstration of loyally to the crown.
Evary mentlon of the Fmperor was cliserad
and applauded and no reference was mauade to
the fallon Chancellor, Bince the dinner, how-
ever, the Emperor has been severely eriticlsod
by army men boeause he allowed personnl
spite to interfere with his relatlons to hia
suldiers: especlally In view of the fact that
both lHamarcks had served with honor inthe
Tirst Dragoons. It is expected that Father
Blamarek will this week Indleate his oplnion
of tho Incident through the medium of the
IHamburger Nachrichlen,

Fmperor Willlam still adheres to his deter-
mination to mee the World's Falr in Chicago,
if the European sltuation be clear enough to
permit of his absence for slx woeks. This
prospect has had a beneflcial affeet upon Ger-
man lirms who will exhibit. They arve straln-
ing every nerve to make Germany's exhibits
represent the highest achisvemeoents of Ger-
man induetry, und the semi-ofMelal dailies do
not weary in tolllng them that they must im-
prove Germany's * cheap and uasty' reputa-
tion acqulired in I'hiladelphin.

On Friday a Lieutenant in the Cassel regi-
ment rode for n wager from Cassel to Holgels-
mar in a raoe with & local rallway triin, The
distance Is fifteon milos, and the train made
no atops. The Lisutennnt covered the dis-
tance in forty-two minutes and reached the
Holgelsmar station twe minutes ahend of the
train.

In consnguence of numerous complainta by
nen-smokers that they recelve no consldera-
tion on the Prusslan Btate rallways, the
Minister of DPublle Works hus ordered
that in hall the second-class compart-
ments, exclusive of Lthose reserved for
women, smoking shall be prohiblted. As
the non-smoker hus already eaptured lall
the third-cluss ears, the teavellsr who amokes
must elther forego his cigar or ride (o &
erowd. A movement has been started also to
seoure an order against pipo smoking on rall-
wuy trains. Some time ago the Government
ordered that only vipes with ocovers ou the
bowls should be allowed, but this concession
to non-smokers has not satlslled them, and
they are now overwhelming the Department
of Publiec Works with potltious against the
toleration of any pipe smoking at all.

During the munauvres between I'luglelden
and Stammheim on Sept. 20, Emperor Willinm
will live at the linyal Palace in Ntuttgart. He
has not beon in Wirttemberg sluce the deuth
of the late King, and will tako this oppurtunity
to remove somw of the anti-Prussian feoling
which bas alwaye prevailed at the Waorttem-
berg court.

The Baden dallies positivoly say thut Herr
Minuel, Prussinn Minister of Finance, con-
templates introdueing the English system of
collenting the tobacco tax; that is, ho pro-
puses toprohlbit tobneco oulturs (n the In-
terfor nnd raiso the tax as a customs Jduty.
The Dadische Correspondenz says thut such o
tax would produce a disnstrous result. "Tho
prohibition of home-grown tolbaceo,” it says,
" and the raising of duty on imported tolsevo
would do more harm to economle intorests nt
home than anyother fnanclul device wo can
think ot. The Baden Govornment will oppose
strenuously any such plan of tuxation."

The Munich Allgemeine Zeitjiog, tormarly tho
Augsberg Allgomeine Zeitung, will be moved to
Berlin In October or November. Thils was
onece the lluest newspaper property In (ier-
muny. The Inst act of Its present fatuous
managemoent was toally it with the Bi<marck-
lan fnetion, and thus make it o second tiddle to
the Jambwrger Nachpichton, Sines the adops
tlon of this poliey the Allgeiieine hns rapldly
lost prestige and circulation, and now Is so
embarrassed thnt, were the publleation In
Munich to be continued, the end would be o
matter of only a fow months, Every lamous
man In Gerwan art and selence of the last
twenty years has writtun for the Allyemeine,
and among the present contributors to its spe-
oln) columns ares Ureitzschke, Holtzendorll,
Holst, Nasso, and Elers, It |s sald that with
the chango of pluco u change of policy will be
mado and tho expensive Lismarck fotorests
will be unloaded.

LUVEMAN WAS MURDERED,

At First It Wans Thought He Had Killed
Himself and Investigaiion Was Delayed,

TakNToN, Aug. 2L—Willlum Loveman, an
old soldler. was found dead In his home at
Cranberry Park, Burlington ecounty, on Fri-
dny. 1t was supposed that he had eoniitted
sulelde and the police made no investigution,
slmply notifying the Coroner that o sulelde
had been committed, As o consequence tho
Coroner did not go at once to the scene, and
the matter remalned uninvastigatod untll last

night.

Yesterdny afternoon Coroner De Worth
drove to the house, Impanelled u jury, and
procceeded to make a8 Turmeil post mortem ex-
amioation, He found that Lovoman b beon
shot and stabbed In sevoral places,  The shot
hud entered his abdonen. On his breast wosd
o deep stuh wound, There were tvwo sta
wounds in the neck and one in the back of tho
hend. The Coroner, after finlshing the post
wortem, adjourned the inguest until to-mor-
row ut Cookstown, when a rigld Investigation
will be mude,

Loveman was s vetaran of thoe late war, and
for ﬁl)lills yanrs lllu'i besn in recolpt of & -
slon,  He took ndvantage of the recent acts of
Cengross wnd n”ilunl for n bovk yun.iur.
Hotng weeks ago hls application was favorably
reportod upon and wlarge sum ol monoy wis
paid o i, A search of tha house fiulls to
reveal any trace of this umln-r. and it s
thought that Loveman was murdered for the
sake of it. It is not known that he deposited
I: h{ any tank, and he s supposed to have kept
t abiout him 1!! moeans of graater socurity.

As the train drew away from this Fourteanth
street atation Mins Brown felt a violent tugat
the aldo of her dress. Bhe looked around and
saw thut o woll-dressed man was noar her,
He Lstrayed no algna of huving dono the tug-
ging, The traln had pasaed the Twanty-third
strast station when Miss Brown's dress was
ngaln pulled, This time thers were three tugs.
Hho glanesd at the man agaln, but he was
looking In another direction. His left hand
was Inonsteap overhead, while lils rizht hand
was pirossed to his slde, Tho only other per-
gon who could possibly have done the tugging
was & fashlonably dressed young woman who
stood about three feet away from Miss Brown.
Bhe resolved to wateh the young woman.
While sho was kecplng an ayoe on her she falt
By tugk more vlolent than the others.

Turning qulekly Misa Drown looked the
man inthe faco. He didn't appear ths lenst
biv disconcertod. Nevertheleas, Mlss Brown
felt convinerd that ho was her tormentor, and
made up her mind to move to the other end of
thocar, Reachlng her hand back intending to
raise her skirts. sho folt o long rent In her
dresa. Hastlly pulllng up the skirt she looked
at it and discovered that it had been out Into
ribbons, The slde of the dress was ruined,
and the knile or whotever had baen used had
not only eut tho dross, but the young lady's
underclothing. Aiss Brown at first falt llke
fninting, but she didn't.

Mitehell grabbed the hand and pulled {t
around In fromnt of Brown, It was covered
with blood which was flowing from a long cut
on ono of his fingers.

Miss DBrown, who had been examing her
dress, exclulmed: " Why, look hare. I'm ecov-
erod with blood." Her dress and undereloth-
