Plaglarism, like murder, will out, The piraey
of plays Is common enough in thess daya,
mora's'the pity, but the detection of the thelt
{8 generally sasy, This week our own east
#lde haa been Imposed upon LY an old play In
n masquernding title, Usually the lower Bow-
ory doesn't concern f{tsell much with the
ethies of dramatio authorship. so long as the
entertainment for which It payas fulfils the
promises made in ita behall, But when there
s a bitter disappointment combinoed with an
utter lack of arigioality, the offence Is grave
enough to eall for exposure. The stage of the
Windsor Theatre has been occugiod this woek
by n small company of actors who have ap-
peared fn a fIarcleal comedy called ** The
Colonel" The programmes assert that it (s
the joint work of Osear I Blsson and
Harry Bt. Maur, and there Is no word of an-
nouncemont which wonld Indieate that the
ploce is oven In part based upon any other
plny. Noevertholess, it I8 & barefaced and in-
excusable plracy. It Is not even justified vy
good taste or shrewdnoss on tho part of those
who plaglarized it, becauns it is a réclaufd of
o pluy which had thrice falled in as many
versions. and has fafled sgain in its disguised
and warmod-over form. “The Colonel" was
originally designed to exploit the hitherto un-
diseovered talent of Josaphlne Florence 8hep-
hord, the daughter of Mra. W. J, Florence Ly
hor first husband, the erratle “Joe" Little. 1t
was doubtloss helfeved that Miss Shepherd's
name would be of value inthe venture, thongh
it was very well known that her work bsfore
this had bieen of minor eonsenquence, Bo ' The
Colonel,” after o long perlod of preparation,
was put forward, and Mr. Bisson and Mr. St
Maur, who had advertised themselves s the
authors, aleo appeared in the east.

As far back ns 1870 Guetay von Moser, the
CGerman  draumatist, produced In Derlin &
comeily ecalled " Haroun Alraschid." Ita
theme waa tlio much-abused mother-in-law,
but she was mades to do duty in several new
waya All the vloments of the Gorman story
wers farcelnl and brisk. In the fall of the sama
yeur Augustin Daly turned Yon Mosor's play
into Eoglish, transterring ita scenes to New
York, repressing the somoewhnt suggestive
humor of soma of the complications, and ro-
christening It * An Arablan Night."
