The authorities of sovernl of the eltlos of
Germany perpeteated o grent public wrong
in trying to conceal the facts about the
cholara when it fiest appeared in them, In
the citles of Hamburg and Altona the dis-
enso got A foothold between the 14th nnd
the 18th of August, but the muanlelpal ofl-
cinla prevented the publication of any news
of its existence until it had Lecome opl-
demie, and even then strove to coneeal the
facts. The health offlcinls appenr to linve
acted In connlvanee with them, as they
failed to publish bulleting of the progross
of the pest, or to give any public warning.
Bhips were permitted to leave Hamburg
under eloan bills of health for nt least a
week aftor the tith of August. When the
truth could no longer ba concoalid, the
Hamburg papers printed sensatlonal and
exaggorated accounts of the cholern's ros-
e, and came very near raising o panie,
Our Berlin despateh of Monday Inst snid
that there also the public oficidls were
trying Lo coneenl the facts, and that eon-
sequently there were  appreliension and
misapprehension, mistrust and distrust, on
all hands,

This kind of thing, about which we have
had many details by cabile, & disgraceful,
cruel, and eriminnl,

There will bo nothing of the kind in this
city of New York. The quarantine anuthor-
ties are on the goard, and will mnke no
eoncealment of a single fact that coneerns
the community, The health nuthorities
of the ecity are on  the olert, and
will give publicity to the f(rst cases
that make thelr appearance, If there shall
unhappily be such cases. There will e no
foolery here.

The Germans in East Afelen are also bear-

To-dny, our maps show it teeming
with many millions of prople, doplet its
mighty water systems, s mountains,
lakes, plains, and foreata: and the forees of
elvilization are pushing in evorywhero and
are getting a foothold too,

Muy not the work on the Congo Rallronil
be tairly typieal of the present and future
of clvillzation in Afrien? For two years
the engineers have boen binsting, Inch by
inch, o roadway out of the seolld rock.
Nuture hns not helped them to a rod of
onsy grading. To«lny, they can son before
them the end of this terriblo Inbor, and
now conditions that will make their prog-
ress ensy Lo the upper Congo,

Noroverses or dlssonrageimonts will de-
font the purpose of the clvilized worlil to
help Afriea to attain the full measure of
development of which she Is eapable.

The Grand Army.

The {wenty-lifth national encampment of
the Grand Army of the Republie, held lost
gummer at Dotroit, was of unusual interest,
as colobrating the Arst quarter of o contury
of the orgaoization.  Such an ovension
it certalnly was, and aecordingly it would
not now e gurprigsing to fnd the reunion
of 1812 a little overshadowed by comparison.
From present appearances, however, thero
I8 to be nosuch contrast, nnd the twenty-
slxth encampment at the national capital
will probably be very large and enthusiastie,

The selection of Washington for this

yenr's  meeling  was  made  at  De-
troit. by n  plurality of twenty-seven
votes  over Lineoln, Neb, 1t was the
turn of the Enst to get the encamp-

ment, and indeed prior to the rewnlon at
Bioston In 1800, it had gone west of the Alle-
ghaujes four years In succession. It may
nlgo be presumed that next year it will e
given to Chleago or some place not far
distant, in  order that thoe membors
mny tonke in the World's Falr on the samao
Journey. Washington has not had a un-
tional encampment sinee 1870, and the Dis-
trict of Columbia may perhaps bo regarded
ar neutral ground In the Presidentinl year,
A large open epace sonth of the White
Honse will be glven up to the tents of the
Grand Armgy. There will bo the (iRANT tent,
the SurnMAN teot, the MEeane tent, the
Trosmas tent, and soon.  The GRANT tent
will hold, it is sald, 4,000 people,

There must be now about half a million
members In this organization. One of its
marked features is (18 stendy growth year
aufter year, the additlons of new eomrndes
surpassing the deaths, nutil o these doys
it seems to be more Nourishing thay ever,
although twenty-seven years have passed
sinee the close of the war, When, on the
tth of Aprll, 1806, D, B, F, STEPHENSON,
who had been surgeon of the Fourteenth
inois, founded the first Grand Army post
of a dozen members al Deeatur,.

The gpeciul provision medo by the leagus I8
thut all the money it collects alinll be used ox-
clusively for the woman’s branch of the unf-
versity, nnd with the distinet ullf]-_-rltmul{nli
that men nnd women shall be recognized in (8
on precisely the same footing, either us pro=
lussors or atudents, where women shall be
