The Ontensible Canse the King's Fallore to
Fusish the Theft of B0 Worth of Liguor
and Tobaceo from & Nubjeet afthe YQueen
~The Heal Canne wns the King's Deslrs
for an Ameriean FProtesinrate,

Bax Fraxcmsco, Rapt, 2. —TFollowing hard upon
the soizure of Johnson Island and the pur.
elinse of Niihau Island by Graat ritain, comes
the woll wuthenticatod story of her #eizure ln
June of tho Gllbert islands, onoof the most
important groups In the South Soas. Private
lettors brought to-day by tho Australian
steamur fron  Dutaritarl. on the Gllbert
Isiands, under dato of Juno 20, contain full
dotails of the selzors of the islands by the
Dirltlsh ship Royallst on June 12, tho rending
of tho proelamation of nnnexation, the pulling
down of the King's foag, and tho holsting of
the Eritish colors.

The King of Butaritarl has only recontly re-
turned from a trlp to San Franelseo, nudor-
taken, it was thought, to induce tho United
Btatea to extond a protociorito over the Uil
bert Islands. Wanile I San Franciseo the King
talkaed of golng to Washington, but he mesived
no encournvement, and I hoalth foreced him
to roturn home, llefore ho loft ho wont lettora
to Washington detalling the situation on his
Island, and warning the State Departmont
that Fogland would sovon goab the whole
Gilbert groun uuless the United Siates
futerfered. 1o ealled atlentlon to the fact that
pavernl Ban Franelsco commaeoreial houses had
fuvestod large sums in the islands and that
they contro!led the trade, but that this control
would be santehod from them should England
oftablish n protoctorato, he King declared
he preferced the Amerlenns, but he was pow-
orless to resist should England do wliat she
hail dopo inothor parts of tha Bouth BSeas.
The apathiy of tha State Departmont has ro-
sultad in the loss of a group of Islands and the
sure ruin of the Unlifornin firme,

Tho Dutaritarl corrospondent, who 18 an
Americnn and lias lived for yeara on the
{slnnils, witnessed the annexution ceremondes,
which were carried out with n high hand Ile
sends the following account:

The
Yeondom, Gallin, and Lahn woro still lying ns
anchor where they had boen the day before,
and the Veondam wus tho only one of this
group that was allowod Lo go up yestorday.

At 6:40 o'clock the Nirst of yesterday's flest
of soven ships arrived, It was tho Danish
steamslip 1siund of the Thingvalla line, from
Clirlstinnsand. Eho wuas closely followed by
tho Hoyal Prines, a Britleh tramp from Matans
ros, and at O o'elock the Inman boat City of
Derlin, from Liverpool, dropped unchor, The
City of Augusta, from Savannah, and the San-
tingo, from Clonfueyos, enme next, but they
woere Loth away by noon,
