CRIMINAL INEFFFICIENCY OF THE HAM-
BURG GOVERNMENT,

Cawardly Conduet of tha Pollce—A Fart of
Berlin In a Frightful Sanliary Condition
~The Empress Prederick Invites Frin-
eena Miamarak (s Dine with HWer—Em.
peror Willlam's Tour In West Germany
~The Peopic Don't Like the ides of Army
Munmovres in Thene Cholera Duys,

Berrry, Bopt. 4.~Sedan day, the annl-
versary of the surrender of Napoloon 11L. was
eelobratail throughout the empire, axcepting
Hamburg and Altona, with unobtrusive, but
farvid patriotism. In tho two eitios whioch are
undor the ahndaw of the plague the ohsery-
noce of tho day wus limited to ohurch servicea
atwhich praysrs waere oifored that the people
might Lo spared further sufferings from the
eholern. Fuch oity was like n great dead-
houss while the services wera in progresa
There was nou display of flags, no musie, and
no patriotio gatheringa

In most other cltion the strects were deco-
rated, and at night mestings were addreased
by oraturionl patriots. The meotings were
smallor and lesa domonstrative than usuul,
but the spesclies showad no nbatement of
loyalty to the Crown. All the principal dnilies
of the emplie contained Sedan lettors, which
exhorted tha people to stand fast in thelr de-
termination to relaln everr jou and tittlo of
the righta won Ly them twenty«two years ago.

The ssnsation of the last week has been the
revelation of the eriminal InaMelones of the
Hamliueg clty G ovornmont In fts treatment of
the plagus. Heports from the city nine or ten
days ag) ounveys! the Informiation that the
municipal authorities were neting with intel-
llgenoe and energy. nnd numerous details of
administration were cited [n corruboration.
I'hese reports wore inspirad by sity oflielaln
When the Imperial Hueulth UMece In Berlln
took charge of the cholern statlstics and es-
tablished communication with its own agents
in the strioken olty, the culpnbillty of the
Hamburg Covernment was revealed. Trol
Koch has told tha Emperor that cholora ap-
peared and was recognized in Hamburg two
weeks belore nny warning was given, and
thus the city was kept In condition to Infect
the world. 'I'he effect ot thia polley in Gor-
many, Prof. Kooh suld. would ba that hardiy a
elty or village in Giermany would escape a
more or less serions ontbreak of the disease.

1n oMelal cirelea the Fmperor 18 anld to have
basi 80 anraged by the reports of oMeinl in-
eapacity In Hamburg that he sent to the Sen-
ata s stinglog rescript which, when published,
will eause & shaking up of the dry municipal
bonea of the old freo port. By Implication the
resoript threatens the aucient privileges ot ths
eity, and showa the Intention of the ventral
Gavernmont to Incorporato the free town and
Etate of Hamburg in the Imperial municipal
system as means of protection ngainst the
stupidity of local oMeisldom.

This 15 not the Nrst timo that Hamburg has
shown Ita complate Incapneity for sell-govesrn-
ment. The municipul police. tor lnstance. aro
& standiog monument to the folly of Its ad-
ministrators. Thay have been for yeara the
most Incompetent force in Germany. They
havo traced hurdlya quarter of the burglaries,
murders, and assaults to thelr sources, and It
loog has beon common reportamoug the crim-
{nals of the emplre that io Hamburg they
might practice with impunity. The polies are
the laughing stcok of the orgnnlzed gangs
who infest Hamburg even more genernlly
4han they (nfest othor great scaports, and the
reapactable poowle of the elty have beon
obliged to turn to private watehmon for pro-
taotion, The average Hamburg policeman
is represented hero In Borlln as s bully
and blackmaller. Binee the outbresk of
the eopldemie the Hamlurg pollca have
shown the utmost cowardlce, relusing ofton to
handle cholera patients, and louviog the worst
inlected districts alniost entirely at the mnercy
of sneak thieves and highwaymen. In the
suburbs erimes are committed dally and
nlght!y with tmpunity, na the employers of the
police department will not Investigate cases
where theru is danger of infoction.

All thesn facts have heen sot forth In the re-
port to the Emperor from Hamburg during the
Iast wenk, nud hinve bieen farced more strongly
pechups on hils personul attention by the Incl-
dental rumor thut n case of cholern, traceabla
to lpfection at Haburg, bad been discovered
fn the oMelal resldenco of Prinee Menry In
Kie'. Th's rumor was clreulated yesterday.
Lt as vet has not been ver|fed, although it is
known that intho clby of Kinl severnl cases of
eholorn liavo heen discovered.

The appearance of the epidemio in Berlin Is
rogurded by Boelnl Democrats and Tndl-
eals as only s mixed ovil from thelr polnt of
view. The cholern fright lias Jone much good
In dirccting general atteution to the nestl-
lential wretehedoess of the workingmen's teno-
mments In the eastarn and northern distriets
The sanitary conditions In these districts are
sppalling—alleys flowing with stuff that
should be In the sewers, auaspools where they
pollute the alr for thousands, and bulldings
with hardly n single sunitary lmproveinent
during the lnst generation, The Boelal Demo-
erats laugh ot the boast that Berlin is one of
thie clean clties of the world, and say that only
the streots [rorjuented by eourt officinle are in
proper condition. In other parts of the elly,
they say, the Nith axceeds anything of the
kind In London or New York,  After allowing
for Boclallst exsggeration, there can be little
doubt that the inecreased strictness of sanl-
tary fuspention In the lust week has rovealed a
stale of affuirs quite beyond the knowledgo
of pruperous Berlinors.

o precautivng of thehenlth ofMelals hardly
aflect tha evils in the worst districts. All of-
forts at lmurovement are huudicappod, more-
over, Ly the indolent stubbornness of the tene-
ment lodgers. ‘I'hese poople not only ne-
gleet 1o obssrve the most suporflclal
measurss recommonded by the health offl-
clals, but they also hamper Investigation by
all the means in thoir power. Btreet rlots in
tho lower neighborhoods nre so common that
the vewspapers bardly notice them. Dally
henlth oMeinls are stonad In the streets, sjeot-
o4 from houses, or beaten for trying to enter
apirtinonts whileh tunants have locked agalnst
them., This deplorable obstinucy, which has
become a standing menace to the whole eity.
is largely attributable to the Hoclal Demo-
ornte. They regard tho presont situation as
enpecinlly favorable to the growth of their
kospol of rovelution, wnd are paporing walls
and pavements of the dirtiest districts with
plaonrds which revilo the health oMcinia for
urging the people to take precautions too ex-
ponalve for the workingmau's pocket. Ono of
the placards says:

How can the proletariat of Berlin, living ss they do
frem band Lo mouth, obey theoMoial orderat How
can Lbay sab mouriabing faodt How can they boll

waler! Vood and fuel cost wmoney. The workinguwen
are already on the verge of staryativn and bave nol the
money Lo ppare.

The Radloal and Liberal nowspapers sug-
gost that the Government establish free res-
taurants to feed the hall-starved, and thus got
them in econdition to withstand the disense.
One daily quotes the words of the late Crown
Prines Rudoll of Austria, that a man is the
most precious kind of eapital, sud adds: " The
FPrusslan Government avident!y does not share
this opinlon, us it nllows n process of social
putrefaction to procecd steadily beneath the
surface."

The heat s aballng. The thermometer to-
day reglsters but slxty dogrees. This chunge
inapires some expectation thutthe culdemic

lanear {ts end.  Bullotins as to the progresa of
the disonsa hero and In Hamburg are pra-
acntad to the Emperor twico dally.

Heavy artillery firing on Thursday led the
paoplo of the oity to think that the acconchos
ment of the Empross had ocourred. Later it
wns learned that the Nring merely aceoms-
panled n sham fight on the outakirts of the
eity. The necouchement of the Empress has
been expootod dally for the last two waeks,
aud now mny take place at any moment. Both
parents are ongor thatthe child ahall ha aglrl
Tho Emperor Is espeelally anxlous, as the po-
cullar prophecy on the subject by o Catholla
monk was brought recently to his attention.
Tho rovord of the propheoy was found In the
Prussian archives, It was made centurins
ago, and runs substantially as follows:

After receiving a mortal blow from a con-
quoror who shall come from the west (anp-
posed to be Napoleon 1.), the German emplre
shull be crected agnin two gonerations later
by & monarch of n new dynasty (Emperor
Willlam L), who will livae to a great age, rule
long, and, owing to tho wisdom ol his govern-
ment, be baloved hy all his subjects. He will
bo followed Ly a monarch who will have but a
short relgn (Emperor Frederlck), anid the Iat-
ter will be followed Lya third monarch who
will have seven sons, none of whom will na-
cond the throne.

This prophecy Is sald to have takon a poou-
Har holil upnn the Emperor’s vivid imagine-
tion, and he fenra that by beconiing the father
of tho seventh son he will fulfil its conditions,

Thoe report has besn ciroulated tudustrionsaly
throughout Garmaony that the Fupress Fred-
erick, now In Homburg, has Invited Yrincoss
Bismarcek angd the Count and Countess Willlam
to dine with har. In viow of Dismarck's recent
attocks upon tha Goverament, this report has
seamed inoredible, vat eareful Inqulry In high
official eireles ollcited only assurances that it
wis corroct,

A Captaln {n tho Prussian savalry who s en-
tered for the Internationhl race, botweon
Vienona and Horlin, tho Nirst wook in Octobor,
has mado u trial trip over the route to inspect
the ronds. He was almost axactly soven davs
on the way. Prinee Froderick Leopold, Master
of the Horae, who will also compete, has just
mado the journey in six days, and probably
when tho race comes off the record will be
lowered to five days and twelve hours. Tho
race was reportad to have been postponed on
aceount of the cholerm epldemio, but the
report was pramature. Unlesa Emperor Wil-
Ham interferes. it will ha hold as planned.

I'resldent Harrlson's proclamation as regarda
the cholers quarantine lias aggravated the
embarrnssment of the North Gorman Lloydl
The company recently petitioned the Govern-
mant to boallowsd toabandon the unremu-
nerntive services whioh that company were
bound to continue in conslderation of the sub-
sidy of 4,400,000 marks snnually. It lsunder-
stood that the request refors primarily to the
Moditerranean and Bamoan lines, in whioh
tha net losa in flve years has Leon 4,400,000
markd. To this sum ahould be added the an-
nual writing off on account of deprecintion
of the value ol stenmships, which brings the
total for the llve years up to approximately
0,300,000 marks. Nobody questions, however,
the soundness of the company’s manngement.
It has heen suggestad that nn ofMelal Inquiry
be made Into the conduct of the company be-
fore the putition In question be acceded to,

The Emperor's nrogramme for his tour In
the western part of the emplre has been com-
pleted. Forseveral days preceding Sept. 10
ho will have his h rters at Cobl On
next Saturduy he will witness the parade of
the Eighth Army Corps and a selected division
of cavalry near Treves, Aftor the parade the
Ewpervr will ride into Treves at the head of
his own cempany bearing the standnrds, will
accepl a loving cup at the entrance, and Lthen
wlll procoed to tho raflrond station on the
right bank of the Mosella. AL Metz, ope week
from to-day, divine services on the esplanade
will be attonded by the Emperor and army,
und the equestrian atatue of Emperor Wil-
liam L. will be unvellod at noen, The LXmperor
luid the corner stone of the pedestal for thls
atatue in 1800, From Metz the Emperor will
procesd by rallway to Castle Urville, where he
will keep his headquarters untll Sept. 17, On
Bopt. 10 ho will witness the parados of the
army corps and cavalry on the outsklrts

of Metz. On Hept. 12 there will he
s mess dinner, and In the even-
ing there will bea grand tattoo. On the fol-

lowing day the opposing divisionsof the Tenth
Army Corps will manouvre north of Mete, and
inthe ovenivg the Emperor will be the guest
at nelvie banguet Dally manmvres will con-
tinue untll the final parade on Bapt, 1¢L. On
Rept. 17 tho Emperor will move his hendquac-
tersto Carlsruhe, where, two days later, the
Fourteenth Army Corps will parade, On Sept.
20 the Emperor will move his headquarters to
Btuttgart, nnd for four days there wlil be pa-
railes and reviews aud manmuvrss around
thut elty. Aslde from the general decoration
uf Btuttgart and Carlsruhe, the Emperor's
prosonce will not be noticed with any speocinl
demnonstration, a4 the Emperor's vislt {s in-
tended ostensibly for purely military pur-
poses, although his appearance ot manmuvres
on o grand scale 50 near the frontier undoubt-
edly has considerable political slgnificance.

Among the men of royal blood who will he
with hlin at Metz aro the King of Haxony, the
Regont of Brunswivk, and soveral Bavarian
princes, The Ministers of War for Prussis,
Bavaria, and Baxony wlll alio be present.
Thoe prospect of the manwuvres 18 not re-
garded with favor by the people at large. The
gathering of troops from towne whers cholera
hns appeared aond thelrexposure to thefatigue
of sliam battle and the impuritios of loeal
wator supnlios are helieved (o be full of peril
ns long as the ecountry is threatened with a
cholers epidemlie. Thoe course of Fmperor
Franz Josel, in cowntermanding orders for
manwuvres, would bo followed, It was hoped,
by the Gorman Emperor. Numerous repro-
sentitions to this eToot are sald to have heon
muode to Emperor Willlam, but as his tour in
tho annexaed proviness lins boen one of hls pot
pluns of the year, he was unwllling to glve it
une His arrangements, howsver, are undor-
utood to ba held subject to change in case the
plugue should developrapldly during the nest
two or thros daya.

MATIER ONLY OF MHOURS

The Quaker Poet ¥s Siricken at Hamplon
Falls, N, H,, and Is Unnahle (o Taks

Quakor poct, John G. Whittier, (s thought to
be dying, His doctors sny there (s hardly any
hopo for bia recovoery, and do not think hewill
live moro than A faw hours. Thaslight illnesa
which attacked him early Inst wook has de-
velopoed Into serlons complientions, Hosank
rapidly to-day, nnd to-night he is so wedk that
ho ennnot uge hiy rleht arm, and eannot swal-
low of nrtienlate exeept with great difitealty.
He is unablato tako any nourishment, and thia
fuet, togothor with bowel trouble, which does
not yield to treatment, has enusod the gravoest
upprelienslons us to his ability to rally.

Mr. Whittier has apent the last soven waska
in this town, and han very often remuarked on
his Improved health and the enjoymont he
had from the pleasant surroundings in which
his found himseelf, He lins besn fres from all
Inbor and racelved only a fow callors, so that
he might derive ull the beneft poogible from
auiet and rest durlog his stay, Hia Inst
Htorary efMort was the poom for tha Atlantic In
honor of Dr. Holmos, nand the last vorse lie
wrote was for tho Boston Jowrnal, published
on the birthday of Dr, Holmes,

On Wednesday Inst thero was a rarious rom-
pleation In ths bowels. Medical axsistance
was Immediately ealled, but no apprehensions
were felt. Yesterdny morning. about 1§ o'elock,
an nlarming ehange was manifest in Mr. Whit-
tier's eondition, and thore has not Lheen any
improvement. Dr. Douglass, his regular medi-
cul advlsor, was summoned atonee. But the
putient did not show aoy favorable symptoma
during the day. In the evening Dr,
Douglaes ngain  ecames to Mr. Whittier
and remnlned through the entirs night,
This moerning Dr. Howe of Newburyport
met with Dr. Douglass. and they pronouncid
the condition of Mr. Whittier extremely eoritl-
eal and glve little hopa of his recovery. This
eveniug hoe recognizod those around him and
Indieated by movemenis of his head his recog-
nition of requests,

Cholera clnlmed new victims yosterday on
overy ono of the threo Hamburg steamships
now lying In lower Quarantlue, and fonr
moro names must be added to the death roll,
There wora two deaths on the Normannin.
Enma Horn, Hyoara olil, & steerage pnssen-
gor, sucoumbed to the digonse alftar an {liness
of five duys, and Helnrich Lammers, 47 yeirs
olil, one of the stosrage stowards, died while
being romoved Irom the ship to be takon to
HSwinburne lelanil. e had been ill ons duy.

Both bodles were eremated nt Bwinhurno
Island In the afternocon. On the Nugin Antonla
Harla, 17 years old, dled at U o'elock yosterday
morning*after an illness of a few houea,

Abraham Sehneidermann, the 8-year-old boy
who was taken slek on the Moravin on Friday,
e yesterday while belng transferrad to
Bwinburne Islnnd.  Tharo woers only two naw
cases of Iliness yesterday, and thesn were
abioard the lugla. The patlents are Chris-
tine Honsen, 10 years old, and her brothor
Yoter, 8 years old.

DIl JENKINE'S NMEPORT.

Health OMeor Jenklns, who wont down to
the lower bay at 11 o'eloek yesterday morn-
ing. returned to Quarantine at 9 o'clock last
night, and gave the irst nuthentle news of the
vvents of the day. He paid!

“The four doaths to-day make n total of
soven deaths in the harbor slnee the arrival
of the vessels. Tho woman named Horn, on
bLonrd the Normannla, has had o terriblo mis-
fortune,  All her ehlldron were strisken with
tho disense, and the lust one diod this morn-
ing. Twontdownthe bay at 11 o'cluck this
morning and boarded the Normannio.

“ While I wos there several members af tho
Roard of Health eame alongalde in o tug, I
went down the ladder and hncd o long talk with
them, I woulld like to have it underetood,
though, thut they nre simply looking out for
the health of the eltizens of New York eity, and
have no jurisdiction over tho steamships that
nwrrive here, Commissionsr Martin, who was
with them, said that 1 could have all the police
asslstance from New York that L wanted.

“1 returnad to the Normununla, and about
noon we began tranaferring the steerage pas-
sengers of the Normannla to Hoffman Lsland,
and started in disinfecting the steernge of the
vonsel by steam. ‘I'lie stelk of the Normannia
wors transforred to Swinburne Ialand on tho
bout Crrus Edson, During the transfer the
stovinge steward, whoss nume I8 Lammers,
die. He had heen nursing the slek on board,

“I'ne paspangers of the Noermannis, | want
to sny, ire making the best of their situation,
and do not teol at all alarmed.

NO POLICE GUARD YET.

The patrol that Health OfMeor Jenkina sald

The excurslonlsta fished
until about 2;40 o'clock, when the Nantleoke
welghod anchor and steamoed slowly baak
toward Buandy Hook. When close upon the
bell buoy, near the place known to seamen as
the “8kinned Nigger,” the orank pin of the en«
glne broke, FEngloneoer Vreeland tried to fix (¢
without suecess. It was flood tide, and the
Nuanticoke drifted slowly north northwest.
At b o'olock aha lny about 800 faet enst southe
east of the Normanuia In the lower bay.

The World tug was steaming about near the
Nantleoke, Capt. Thomas Churchill ssw that
his boat would drift close by the Normannis
and among the cholera strickon ships unlesa
he could anchor, or unless o tug towed him
nway. He dropped his anchor, but it did not
hold. Then he signalled for help, The whistle
blew three times. The World tug stenmed
past within 600 feot, not heeding his signal
and went on up to tho Quarantine station.

When Capt. Churobill saw the World tug de-
sort him hongain tried to steer cloar of the
pest ships, but the Nantlcoke. slowly rising
and falilng with the swall of the sen, drifted
toward the Normannia. The pnssengers snd
oraw of the Normannin heard hor signalsof
distress and they swarmed on the decksand
watched hor as she rulled about. The Nantie
coke passed by the Normannia and drifted
north with the tide toward the Itugla. Asshe
paersed the Normaonia Capt Churchill agala
whistled for help.

When she was within 300 feot of ths Rugla
the Nantleoke's anchor held her for a moment
and she veered toward the Moravia. Dy this
time tho crews and passongers on all three of
the ships were on deck watchiug the helpless
boat. The exoursionists on the Nantiocoke
wore panlo stricken. Cmpt. Ohurchill quieted
them a8 best he oould and signalled ngain
thnt he wan disnbled and helpless, Meanwhile
the hoat drifted neurer to tha Moravin

When sho was about 100 fest from the Mo«
ravia she again whistled for help, Tarm Bun's
tug was steaming down the bay when she
henrd the Nanticoke's whistle, and Capt. Cas<
sldy at once, went to the disabled boat's as<
slstanece. Tho Nanticocke was thon drifting
stralght toward the Moravia. The offlcer’s of
the Moravia stood Iin the eyes of thoir ship,
beckoning to Capt. Cussidy o tow the
Nantlcoke away. Tha passengors of the
Ilugin and Normannin watched the scene,
somo through marine glasses. Tho Nantle
coke drifted nearer, uptil she was withe
in twonty-five fouet of the Moruvia. Bhe
was then slightly porth of the pest ship
and must strike her on the port bow. The
possengers on the ship hurrlod to the stern,
while the ofMcers guthivrod In the how bockon=
ing snd shouting, %1he deck hands on Tnm
Bux's tug bad made ready n hawsor, and when
the Nanticoke was less thiun twenty fect from
the atem of the Morvaviu thoey muado fast to the
helpless boat and storted up tho buy with her.

As the tug moved awuy, taking the Nantl«
coke with her,a Lig cheer went up from the
threo ships,  Hondkorchisls wero waved and
huts were thrown lu tho uir,  As the two boals
pagsed the lugis the psssengors choeered
agnin aud agaln,  Theso und the punssengers
on the othor sliips enught slght of THE Bun's
Nag Mowting frogn the fugstal and as Capt.
Cassidy loaded for the Quarantine station
thoy wll ehiversd Tio. Bus, too, The exeursions
It un bond thie Nantleoka took up the shous
and kept It up until the tug pussed Fort Wads-
wortl, Opposite the Quurantine station the
Fuldn, Lo Bonrgogne, and the Dormstadt were
pnehiored, Tuk Bus's tug pasasd elose by La
Ionrg ene, Tho excursionists on tho Nantl-
coke provossl thres olivers lor Tne Svx, and
the passcngers on La Bourgoyge echoed the
cheer with a big shout,

Tho tug steumed on to Communipaw. where
gho docked the disabled Nanticoke. The re-
porter went abourd ths Nanticoko as she
nearod Communipuw., Capt. Churchill apd
Englnoeor Vreoland sxplulued how they were
disabiled, ool thanked Tok Bus, The passen-
gers thunked Tue Buw, too, All the excur-
slonfets renched Newark lute lnst night. The
Naptlcoke will be repsired at the dock In
Communipaw to-day,
