OUTRAGEOUS ACTION,

Katiers and Fleces of Paper from the Nor
maanisn Brought Into the City.

Not eatisfled with ita unsucocsalul attempts
to put reporters aboard the plugue-stricken
Moravia nnid to send areporter to Hoffman
Island, the World at length suecesded on
Baturday in bringing matter from one of the
plaguo ships into New York clty. This was
done, of course, in the face of law and decency
and whils IHealth Officer Jenkins wus not
around. Dr. Jenkine has refused to let even &
sorapof paper leave thoe ship without proper
fumieation.

Wlhile Dr. Jenkins was saying on Baturday
that thers was one paper in New York which
was trying to make as much trouble for him
aa possille, meapning Pulitzer's ahest, tho clty
editor of thal puper und a party ol reporters
wero Ina tugat the Normnnnia's bows begging
the passengors to write out interviews on the
ship's puper, possibly Infected, andlower them
to the tug thut the Wourld might take them
aahore, Whe pussongers who, it appears from
the intorviews, had been decoived into baliey-
Ang that thiere was no choleraaboard, and who,
therefore, could give the reporiers no
news, ld as thoy wora requested, and the
Wurld mon setual'ly Lrought these pleces of
paper from the iufected ship Into the city
aod sent them in'o the composing room as
*oopy " to bo handlad by the printers. Twool
thoe interviews were photographied and printed
in fae simile. This pecsenitated the handling
of thess Lwy papers by still othor workmen.
Tlyeso workimen li~a in Now York and Drook-
1¥8 and the nelghhoriog citles, many of them
in crowded distriata,  The possibllities of
thin avidenre o d'sregard [or public sufety by
the World are appulliog.

Itinny be that the vapers which the passen-
gers aboard the Normannia gave to the World
reporters conta'ned no gyrms of cholera. But
thers Is very grave danger that they did:
otherwise th e would be no need of a strict
quarantine. il.alth Offeer Jookine has not
evon allowed e ofcors of the detained ships
to communi:ata with the agents of the lines.

DR, BYRON'S ISOLATION,

Gone to Mwinburne Isiand, for o Year I
Nreerasary, to Siudy Chelora.

Dr. Johin M, Byron, who has been making the
bactoriologival examinations for Dr. Jenkins,
went down to Bwinburne Island yesterday to
remain thero until the last cholern oaso is dis-
posed of, Dr. Byron helleves that he will not
have to remain nt Swinburne Island for more
than five or six weeks, but he Is ready to
remiin thore o yoar Il neoessary. Within &
few weeks, Dr. Byron argues, Ilmmigration
will havs boen practically stopped, and the ap-
proach of colld wonther will have a material
effoot in checking the scourge.

Iir, Byron has not completed his examina-
tion of the buoteriologloal specimens from the
Normsnuls and Rugis exceot in the case of
dischargos taken from & bed five hours after
the patient had been stricken. He was morally
sure, he sald, aithough he did mot wish to
make the statement as a selentifio faoct, that In
this cnse the patlent was sick with cholera
The symptoms of the patients removed from
the Normannis aad the Rugia to Bwinburne
Ialand, Dr. Byron sald, wers too severe for
anything but cholers. The bodies of the three
patinnts who died on the Normannia and the
Tugis on Baturday were examined by Dr.
Dyron. and showed, in his opinion, all the

 evidences of genulne Asistio eholera. The

T Dr, Byron explalced that the furnsces on
fwinburne Island used for cremation had
boen burning sinoe the arrival of the Moravin

‘s dis ol oholerss On Baturdsar night the bodies
w vitins who died thet sy were Poud celipus ARY pretius produc
crematory and peduced Lo ashes | o0 skill—dda
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in & few hours. Dr. Byron sald it was possible
to embalm the bodles in atoh a way that they
could bhe transported without dangor of infee-
tlon, and this will be done if the feiends of Any
of the vietima desire {t. This embalming Is
slmllar to the process usad by the Egyrtinns,
and loaves the bodies dry and brittle. ke
mummies.

Dr. Byron gave some Interesting facts about
the peocullnr symptoms of Asintic cholera In
his talk yesterday.

" Cholera I8 not accompaniad by grant pain,”
he sald. " There are alight cramps in the
ealven of the lege. caused by roflex astlon, but
thesonnection hetweon thess and the disoaso
has not beon determined. Doath Is caused
direetly by asphyxia Lrought about In a
eurlous way. In consequence of the almost
econstant vomiting and purging of the patients
the blood becomes vary thick and refuses to
clroulate.”

An Itallan phyalelan. Dr. Cantanl, has dis-
coverad what he considers n oure for cholera.
nod it is said to be used efectively at Ham-
burg. It has besn cabled to this country, and
Dr. Byron says that it will boe tried upon the
cholera patlents at Bwinburny Island. It ls
nothing but the injection of & weak solution
of salt and water into the voins in the propor-
tion of one part of aalt to 7.000 of water. Thae
water is heated to the tomporature of the hoe
man body and Injected Inw the veins in
small quantitivs, A solution of tannin Ia
also used as an enoma. This tends to atop
the diarrha's and produces coma in the baoe-
teria.whila salt and water thinathe blood ngain,

Enemas of brandy and water will be used to
stimnlate the pationta. No medicine ean bo
glven by the mouth, aa tho slmost constant
vomiting rendara this usoless.

Dr. Byron'e frinnds will not ba ahle to ses
him again until his work at Bwinhurne Island
isovar. Helins glvon up his practico to devote
himaelf to the haeterivlogienl work aand the
treatment of patiants on the lsland.

FOSTER ONQIHE FEDERAL I'OWER:

The Presideat's Right to Act Independently
of the Biate Anthorities.

Ascratary of the Trensury Foster eame over
from Washington last night nnd registered at
the Fifth Avanue Hotel. He was necompaniod
by ex-Burgeon-Cienornl Frank M. Hamilton of
the United Btates navy, who is now connected
with the Marine Hoapital service,

Mr. Fostar told tho reporters that he had
come primarily to meet his wife and daughter,
who ars panesangers on the Inmanlins steamer
City of New York, which is due at this port to-
morrow. He had brought Dr. Hamilion along
to assist hini In n survey of the eltuntion ns
regards the cholera. He also expeets to ex-
smine the condition of Ellis Island.

Mr. Foster sanid that he did not expeet any
osonfliet with the Btate authorities about the
quarantine of vessala, hut he quoted this act
of Congress to show that he had suthority to
sot on his owe responsibility:

"Whenevor it slinll be made to appear to the
satisfaction of the President that cholera, yeol-
low tever, small-pox, or the plngueexistsin
nny State or Tarritory. or tha Distriot of Ce-
lumbin, and that there is danger of a sprend
ot the diseasa into other States or Territorles.
or the Distriet of Columbin, he is herchy au-
thorized to eause the Hecretary of the Troas-
ury to promulgats such rules or regulations
a8 may be nocessary to prevent the sprend of
tho disease.”

This would ssam to apply only in case chol-
ers notually Is present in this State, but Mr,
Foster Intimated that it applied equally in re-
gard to ships coming to this port. Mr. Foster
#nld that he had no eriticlsm to make of Dr
Jenkins's econduct ns Health OMeer. Ho
thought that Dr. Jenkins had acted wisely in
evory respect except ns to the spreading of

the Impression thut a cholora epidemic was
imminent.

He thought that Dr. Jenkins was unwise in
that. He did not belleva that thers was anr
justifleation for n cholera scare. In 18H7, he
sald, thers wore more cases of cholern on shipa
In the bay than thers are now. There wore
then over thirty cases on two ships, the Alesin
and Britannla, but the disease did not spread.

Mr. Foster said that if cholers should de-
volop on the City of New York he would ex-
pect to have her detalned ns long as any other
ship, and would not expect to havs liis rela-
tives releared until the danger of contagion
was over. He said that there was nosignifi-

cance in the fact that the President’s procla-
matlon regardiog o twenty daye' quarantine
wos not issued until tho day after the City of
New York had sniled.

He addued that he had no donht of his author-
ity to detaln a veswul alter the Stato authorl-
ties had released her. Dr. Hamilton, he said,
had framed tho law which was quoted above
after observing the yollow fever opldemic In
Florida in 18840, The luw was passed on Mareh
27,1800, Dr. Hamilton husd framed all our
existing pationul quarantine laws since 1H77.

Dr. Hamilton told the reporter that while
here he expected to mest the committoos of
the Btate Boards of Health. He flrst mot them
in Indlanapolls & week ago, when thoy desid-
ed to Investigate the quurantino atations of
the country, Thuy are now In Quobes, and are
coming here. He liad not yet consldersd any
other plan of action. Nelther he nor Mr, Fos-
tor had decided when they would returnm to
Washlogton.

THE PLAGUE-STRICKEN CITY.

DURKE'S EXPLANATION OF THE MO-
RAVIA'S CLEAN PILL OF HEALTH.

The Mambunre Auihoriiies Isoning (lean
Bills Two Days Afier Cholera Mad
Brem Prociaimed—The Neandin and Moo
hemin Now Coming with Lends of Rus.
slan Immigranis—No Oas Mok when They
Malled-The Death Mate In Wamburg
Toeremning In Splte of Cooler Wenther.

Hamnung, Sent. 4.—Acting Consul Charles
H. Burkesays he (& not to blama for giving the
Moravia n clean bill of health whon she sallod
from Hamburg on Aug. 17. He explained the
mattor to Tue Bus reporter to-day.

“The Moravia," he said, *received her biil
of health on the afterncon of Aug. 14, and
salled on the morning of the17th. According
to the rules of the State Department I granted
this bill upon hor agents presenting the regu-
Iar certificate, which [a made out In French,
Gorman, and English, and is issuod by the
Benato of Hamburg, asserting that in Hame-
burg, its port. and among it# shipning good
hoalth provailed and no contagions disenro
whatover exiated in form of an epldemie. This
certificate is invariably authonticated by Cone
eula simply as a notarlal guarantas for the
seal and signature of tho Seoretary of the Ben-

te.

“Late in the aftsrnoon of Aum 22 I heard
the vaguest rumor that a care of Asiatic chol-
ora had been discovered In Hamburg, and I
ntoncs went to Benator Iachmann, who lo
Chiof of Tolice, and naked him it this rumor
was trus. He replied that it was not. The
next moon ho was not at the restaurant where
we usually lunch togother,and [ was Informed
that he was ineonference with the Bonrd of
Henlth. I went there and waltod until he
came out, when he informed me that Medical
Inspector Kraus had just {nformad the Board
that thers was Aslaito eholera in tho port.

“I nt once cabled to the State Department in
Washington:

* Cholers ofclally reported lo Hamburg.

*1 then went to the consulate and found
bills of henlth for three steamahips one of
them the Amaift of the Unlon line, bound for
Now York, nwaiting my slgnnture. Idestroyad
them and gave orders that no further bilia
should be issued, Thers wore four more ap-
plications that day, nll of which I refused.

*0On Aug. 25 tha Honate of Hamburg, two
days aftec the officlal announcement of chol-
era, granted the usual certificate [ have re-
ferred to, saring that in Hamburg, its port,
and shipping. good henlth prevailed, and that
no contagloun disease whatever existed ba
tho form of an epldemiec to the Normannin
This wans presented to me for suthentication.
which, of course, 1 refused.

My only moans of knowing whether or not
thero is disease in the port is through this
certifleate f[rom the Senate, to which body tha
medical oMeer of the port makes his reports.
Bevernl other foreign Consula have told ma
that they issued clean bills of health upto
Aug. 24 The Portuguese Consul told me that
he gave the first dirty bill on the altornoon of
tha 23d. and the Mexiean Consul gave his last
clear bill to the Galacis of tho llamburg lina
on the 22d.

“ It in ofcially declared that the first enze of
Asiatie eholern oceurred on Aug. 18, the day
after the Moravia ealled.”

Mr. Burke hias been Vice-Consul of the United
Stutes in Homburg for seven years, and his
record ig one of the best Io the sorviee. Con-
sul Charles T, Johnson has beon absent on
Isavo for a fow wooks, but 18 expected back to-
morrow. Mr. TIlurke savs that the Wieland,
Benndia, and Boliemla, of the Homburg Packnt
Compnny.are now onthe way to New York with-
out bills of health, the two latter earrylug im-
migrants, These immigrants urs all Russinns.
They were. howevar, for four or flve days In
the packet company’s burracks bofora they
wera shipped, and every one of them was ex-
amined In the presence of secting (onsul
Purke by the physleian of the Board of Health
and tha physician ol the company belforo lislng
allowed to go on board. Only two canes ol {ll-
ness wers found smong several hundrad, hoth
belng ehildron, one sufferlng from eclilekon-
pox and the other from a skin disense. UDoth
theso childron wers sent back.

Aslde from these precautions, nll the bag-
gago of tho pnssengers was opened and fuml-
guted for slx hours with sulphur in the hoid of
ona of the packet company's tenders, und ull
the holds and steersge apartments of the ves-
sels ware washed with bi-chloride of meroury
undaer tho supervision of offieers of the Board
of Health.

There nre 200 or 300 Russinns confinsd now
inthe Hamburg Incket Company's barracks
on the other side of tha Elbe whose destina-
tion is the Unlted States,

The Elbsen and Fraser Mysteries Likaly te

Bepax, Kan,, Sopt. 4,~0n the last day of Feb-
ruary, 1800, W, H. Glbson of SBedan and John
B. Fraser and the Ames brothers of Elk eonnty
unioaded at Coffeyville, Montgomery county.
2,000 head of Toxas eattle, and drove them at
ones acroas the country to (iibson's ranch in
Centratownship, this eounty.

The Intention was to keop thom thers In
pasture. It soon Leecame evident that the
Texan enttln wore likely to enume troubls

Committess waited on Mr. Gibson, and
throuts of bodily harm hecame loud and fre-
quent. Mr. Gibson kept eaol,

One night some parsons cut several hundrad
panels of wire fones around his pasturs, hut
Gibron hind the tencoe ropaired. He recelved
Anonymoun letters throatoning his life; hut
he raid ho had violated no law. and had offered
to pay lor losses of ecattle, though he knew
thero would be no lossea to pny. Ho did not
propose to b bullidozed.

The fover did break out, however, and a
groeat many natlve enttle died.

On the morning of May 23 the news cama to
this eity that W, H. Gibson had been found
dend (n s bed at the hotel in Moline, Elk
county. On every hand thers was but one
opinion, and that was that Glbson hud boen
murdorod. &

On his relurn n few minutes Inter ho was
horifled to find the cork to the jug gone anid
the jugempty. During his nbsence the ele-
phant hnd evidently pulled the cork out and
drank the whiskoey. Buch {8 the story and thoe
conjeetura,

Iivan, fearing that hio would bin discharged
for his caralessness, did not report the matter
nt once but took the jug and hurrled away to
the nearest snloon to have it relllled, hoping
in thia way to eover wup his mistake. Inthe
meantime the whiskey was getting in its work
and Habe hegan to dovelop soms of the
symptoms of an elephantine drnnk.
