Tho defent of Tamplighter, the champion
thres-year-old of tho yeur, and the fall of Ban-
quet, the great handleap winner. at Bheops-
hend Bay on Baturday ware the hardest blows
that the hackars of favoritos bave faced since
the great round of racing began at Gravessnd
last spring.

lnme horses wers gent to the post thelr loga
wore awathed in woollen bandages, saturated
with ether. The horses were relleved of pain
for u time, and would start off like colts, but
alter the race was over they sulfored terrilly.
