Mieh Placors Opened ‘Throngh Hhafis th

Drinpwoon, Aug. 25.—The Harney Peak Tin
Mining and Milling Company have lssued a
mortgage to New York and London eapitalista
to secure the bonda {asied by the company to
the amount of 4 880,000, The mortgage in-
eludes all tin elaime, both plaser and quartz,
and all other property ownoed by the company.
The company, with the monsr thus obtnined,
will fully develop their property. They have
already expended & very large aum on the
property, and have sufllelontly developed it
to make sura of tha existence of tin in varing
quantities. Thay have bullt costly mills, which
will be " blown In" upon thoir eomplation,
about Ont 15. Thasp two mills have an ng-
gregate crushing caparcity of 350 tons avory
tweanty-four hours, Allowing but a very small
peroontage. say two par cont., oassiterite for
tin atone) to the ton, the rasult of each day'n
run would ba 14,000 pouruls of tin stone, worth
$1,000 at the prosont price, The monthly out-
put would be nt the rate of 420,080 pounds of
tin stone, worth E08,000. The erushed stons
will have to ba shipperd Enst to ba smoltad, ns
the company will not build smelting works for
the present, but the price for ahipment and
troatmont will bo losa than the increnss In
walue.
