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WORK OF TRAIN WRECKERS.

MANY KILEED AND WOUNDED AN 4
RESULT OF A FEARFUL CRIME.

The Mobhhars Hoped to St 61,000 000
Belonging ¢ the Mexlean Contral Rall.

Torxxa, Kan., Bapt. 21.—Ona of the most do-
struotive traln wrocks ever known in the his-
tory of the Atebison road took place two and a
half milas west of Opngs City at 3:15 o'clock
thils morning. It wasthe work of train wreck-
ears whoss object was robbary. The traln wan
the Missouri River night express from Donver
and Ban Franolsco. At least five lives were
lost and more than a scors ol pasnengers were
sorlounly Injured, In the exiwoss car thoere
waa about £1,000,000.which was being shipped
by tha Maxiean Central Hallrond Company
through to ita genernl oMeos in Boston. The
ohjsct of the wrockers was not accomplishad,
owing to the manner in which the express oar
was burled by the conches that were plled up-
onit. Ho high was the wreckuge hoaped that
1t was litarally imponsibls to find the locomo-
tive, to say nothing of the treasure box.

Tho place selected for the wreok is between
Barclny and Osage City. There Is n heavy
grado there sod frequont ourves mark the
ecourss of the track. East-bound trains pass
ovar this stretch with great speed, and thoe ill-
fatal night exnress was making fifty miles an
hour when it reunded » curve fitty yards waost
of the point whaea the wreckers had removed
the bolta from the enst end of a rall, swinging
it outward toward ths embankment, thus
awitohing the train off tharoadbed. Ed Mayoer
of this ity waa the enginoer In charge. Just
before reaching the wreckers' improvised
switoh hs notioed that the rall had been mis-
placed, and, seeing that thero was not time to
stop the traln, he threw the throttla open,
hoping that hs might be able to jump the
brenk In safsty und avert the impending ca-
lamity, The einbankment at this point Is
abhout olght fest high.

The engine plunged over Ii, following the
course prepared by the wrackers. The train
was composed of thirteon cars, and all except
thres sleepers were piled on top of the engino.
Most of them were overturned and broken
Into splintera. Fortunataly fire did not Lreak
out, and It waa with little diMloulty that opien-
Ings were made in the coachoes to permit the
paspongery to emorgo into the semi-darkness
of the nlght.

The sight that met the gawe of those who
escaped denth or Injury was horriblea, The
engine hod gone to tho bottom of the hill, and
on top was plled the wreekonge of flve cars,
covering it so completely that it was hiddon
from slght unleas one elambored down Into
the deuth pit. Engineer Mayor had been
thrown from his cali some istance away and
had boeon slmost cookod nlive by the stenm
from the bursted bofler fuos, He was per-
fectly eonsclous, hul died In n short time.
Hotore he'died he salid he suw the rail out, and
told brietly of his effort to prevent the derall-
mout of the traln

AR CHICAGO EXPRESSE CORASHESR
INIO A FREIGHT TRAIN.

KElaven Fersons Killed and Nine Injured—
The Frelight Trala CUrew Foll Out Tes
HMoen, and the Bionder Cantes a Tragedy.

Woonten, Ohlo, Bept. 2L.—~The Ohlongo ex-
presa crashed Into a fraight train on the Plttas
burgh and Fort Wayne road at SBhreve, Ohlo,
this morning. Nina persons were killed out-
right, three wseriously Injured. and others
alightly burt.

The express was approaching at full apsed
when the frelght, which had been lylng on s
slding, suddenly pullsd onto tha maln track
Infront of {t. Ealora either traln eould stop,
they ware in eollisfon. It Isthought that the
englneor of the frolght train did notunder-
stand his ordera

Hoth loromotives ware ditohed and _com-
pletely smashed. The passengers were trans-
ferrad to another traln,

The killed wero: Charles Bmith and W. B,
Hammond, firemen;: George B, Mann, H. B.
Allon, D, E. Rene, and J. T, Pattoraon, postal
clerks: A. L Glenn, brakeman;: two women
from Fapyville, I'a.; one woman and one ohild
from Allianes, Ohilo,

The Injured were: A. Bradlsy and Frank

The cars wrecked were five frelght cars, one
postal car, two expréss oars, one bagiage oar,
and two eonches. These cars were totally de-
stroyed by lire. One comch and tho slesping

he foree of the volllsion must have haon
torrifle, ne tha postal. sxpress, and smoking
onra wers complotely teleacoped. Thore ware
five olorks at work In the poatal oar. und four
worn lustaptly killed and the Nfth one was fa-
tally Injured. he fire communieated from
the firebox of the engine to the postil car, and
in n short time the car wasa blozing mass,
From there the flames swept tothe two ex-
srons oars, and before the fre was chacked th
nggage oar, the sinoker., and a day vcoan
wers reduced to nshes, The only ears that es-
capod the flames were “1?; thres Pulima
oconchies and s specinl oar which was attach
tothe rear. the Fort Wayne pay ear, which
was Lbeing brought back trom Chicago, Thers
woro two clerks in charge of the car, but “.1,

Rhrave Htation, the polnt near where the
disnster ocenrred, i6 & hamlet about 145 miles
waost of IMitsburgh. on the main line of Lhe
Pittsburgh, Fort Wayne and Chlcagn road,
The glare of the lames from the burning cars
alarmod the residents, and they hurried out
to resons the Imprisonad passsngers, Many
of the citizens secured buokets ani helped the
pnssengera to sxtinganish the flames. Atten-

A CRASH ON THE PENNSBYLVANIA

Oue Killod and Several Injured by ths Cole
Iding of Padsenmer Trains,

LANCASTER. Bept. 21L.—A eollision oconrred
on the Mountjoy branch of the Pennaylvania
Haitrond nenr Florin at 2:48 o'elock this morn-
Ing betweon the Philadelphla expross, enst
bound, and the Paclfle express, west bound,
resulting In the death of Fireman Willlam Col-
waoll, 33 yoars old, of Philadelphin, nnd lthe
injuring of several others. The two trains
wero ordered to pass at Kuhnz's siding, and
Englneer Jacob Minhael of the Thiladslphis
express mistook tho west-bound frelght train
on tho siding for the Paciflc express. He kept
on and erashed into the west-hound exprees.

Fireman Colwell had every hon?‘ in his body
broken. Engioeer Tilly jumped down a twen-
ty-foot embankment and was severely injured
in the lega. Engineer Jocob Michaeis and bis
firemnan, Harry Neal, of tho Philadelohin ox-
presy, both of whom wure in the recent Har-
risburg wreek, jumped and escaped rerious
Injury, nlthough budly brulsed und cut.
