owor of Bobert A. Greacen. the Chalrmun ol
the Commiltes on Naturalization, 4 has
under him four or five nssistunts, whoss duty
it i= to esenrt applicants for citizenship to the
courts with thelr witnesses and try to get
thei through tho mill.. Werk, whon there is

BHOT AT NHIS BON-IN-LAW,

And Then Wood Killed Wiwmselr-Me Fad
Lost His Monoy, and Was Mornae.

Genrms W. Heritage. & boss painter, who
keeps a ahop on Palisads avenue, and lives at
120 North strest, Jerser City Heights, wan
driving along Congress strest ahout 2 o'clock
vestarday, in his businesa wagon, accompa-
nied by hls son, & young man of about 21,
Near the corner of Webster avenue Heritage
taw his father-in-law. John Wood. Heritage
sunpacted that Wood was golpg to his (Her-
Itage's) houno to make trouble with the women
folks, and he turned his horss and drove
through nuothor street toward the house, with
the Intention of being thero when his father-
in-law reached |t

At North street and Summit avanue he over-
took Wood and the latter halled him. Herl-
tago pulled up his horse, and as his father-ln-
law approached him sald:

"1 don't want to have anrthing to do with
rou.and 1 don't want you to go ncar my
houge."

Wood, without saying a word, pulled a 32«
callbro  six-chambered rovolver from hils
pocket and fired threo shots at leritage, Ono
of the bullets struok him in the fleshiy part of
the thigh and he tumbled from the wugog Into
the strast. Tho noxt moment Wood put the
muzzis ul the rovolyoer to the baok of his own
right ear and lodged a Lullst in his head, A
erowd quickly gathared wround, and worl was
sent to the Wobster uvenuo pulles station.

Herltnee's son nnd some men eutried Harl-
tape Into Dr. Gilman's, noar h(. The police
sont foran nmlm‘mnfo and had Wood taken to
the City Hospital. Thers It was found that
the Lullet had papctrated his braib, und he
died in about twoe hours. Horltage remained
In Ly Gilman's oflice for n short time, but, ns
the Doctor did not return, he was tuken homa,
His wound Is sorious, but {a not consilered
dangerius unless blood poisoning aats in,

Wood was U7 years old, Untll o few months
Ao hie wwas a prosperous brush manalacturer
ond was thought to bs in very comfortublo
clreumstances, Ha failed, and lost his busi-
ne-sand his property.  His reverses affected
his brain, and hs became morose and melan-
eholy, Mis [amily trisd to cheer Lim v, but
their efforis were of no avail. On the Huth of
Inst April Wooll went down stairs Into the din-
ing room. Thersa wnd no one thera but his
wife. He hwnd o smull  22-callbro  re-
volver in one bhand and w  hammer
in the other. His wile saw that he Intended
mischief, nnd tried to minke her ascape, lle
caught her as she was golng out of the door,
and struck her on the heand with the hammer.
Khe broke away from hln-}luml "Ei sereaming,
to the upper purt of the house, Wood did not
follow her. He placed the platol to his hend
and fired. The weapon was so small thut the
bullet did not penetrate hin skull, but passed
arcund under the skio, inflleting nothing more
than n scalp wounil.

Heo was tnken to the hospital, and when it
was found that he was not dangerously iu-
jurad he was locked up on n charge of assauit
with Intent to kill. Hls wile refused to prosae-
cute tha charge, but she decided that shas
would not live with him agalu. The house-

olil offects wore divided, aud Mrs. Wood went
to live with her dnughter, Mre. Heritage, who
had offered her a home. Wooill has hesn liv-
ing in North Dergen since that tima. He has
called at his son-in-lnw's house occasionally
and snnored hls son and dauvghter. but never
threatened them with unr vivlence, Poalices-
man Holderer and Detective Hutton want to
Mr. Heritage's honse lnst night and found lim
in w very comfortable position, although nuite
weaks He was not informed of his father-ia-
law’s death,

THREE SANDBAGS IN HIS POCEEIS

One Found Where Mr, MeNary was Enocked
Out, PFrebably Helongs ts Eyan, Teo,

John G. McNary, vrincipal of the East 110th
street grammar school, lives at 150 Macon
street, Brooklyn. On Tuesday night a weok
ago Mr, MeXNary left the house to mall a letter.
He was walking slowly back home when two
men crept up beliind him. One hit him over
the back of the head with some heavy Instru-
moent, and as he fell to the ground uncon-
scious the t ed to rile his pookets.
They relle m of hiswatch and chalo and
then mnade their escape. When Mr. MoNary
recovered consclousness he staggered to his
feet and got home the beat he could. Mr. Me-
Nary was sure tha® the weapon used by his
anssnllaots was & sandbag, but the polics
scoffed this ldea until a detactive picked up »
sandbag A day or 60 later near the scensof
the arsault.

The Brooklyn authorities called on Inspector
Steers to help them {ind the highwaymen. In-
speclor Steers detalled Detactive Sergeants
Henp and Holland on the case. They hung
nronnd Macon strest for & day or so and met a
man who had seen a susplelous looking
strungorin the vieinity on the afternoon of the
aasnult. The description of the stranger tal-
lled with that of A notorlous Western erook
known to have been mixed up fn severnl
serupes of A similar character in Chleago. In-
Bpoeinr Stovrs knaw that this man had besn in
New York for several weeks, ana since Fat-
urday night the detectives have been louk-
{ing for the man,

At 10' o'elock yesterday rnoru!ui_. they ran
across iim on the Powery botween Primes and
Houston straute, and took liim to Polico Head.
quariers. The man sald he was George Kynn.
that he was 25 yenrs old and a resident of Chi-
engo, He had with hiim a small hand satehal,
He told the 1I.'Ilﬂlt'l!flﬂ' that it held a chinnga of
clothing. but when it was opened It was luund
to contain threesaws, two nairsof niopers, two
files, n luﬁa bunch of skeleton keys, and [wo
Jimmlies. Thers wero alko & pair of thickly
B-dded rubber-soled shoes, such as are used

¥ snenk thioves.

Hran wald nothing while the detective
brought all these things to Hght, but ho turned
]-m.ln when they began a search of his persar,

1 his ride pockets were three sandbngs. Two
wers unusunlly large. and had handles of
waxed ropo. In s walsteoat pockat was nsmall
bottle ol " knocker-out.” Chemist Martin of
the Healt Jepartment aunlyzed this, and
found that it was made of chloral and oplum,
Ono drop of the mixture Is sufficient to rander
o man upconselous, Ten pawn tiekots for
watches and jewelry, a plstol, and two dozen
cartridges were also found on_the prisoner.
He was taken to the lesox Murket Dolive
Court, nnd thars reamanded by Justice Hogun
until to-day, when he will buy turned over to

CHASING MAYOR WANSER.

JERSEY CII1Y PRUCESS BERVERS IRT
FERY ITARD TO FIND RIM,

The Lehigh Valley Rallrand and the Na-
tlonal Docks Compnnles Want to Con-
dema Brown DPlace—=IF the Mayor Uan
Keep Out of AUght Unitl Thuraday Brown
Flace May Foaslhly be Made a Streat.

Mayor Wansor of Jorsay City 1s just now
actively engaged in dodeing legal process
sorvera, The Nght of which this dodging is
an ineident (s ofa lively charncter. It bogan
reveral montha ngo and approached fts culmi-
nating slage on Monday.

Brown place is a narrow strip ot Innd run-
ning from tho main thoroughfares of tha
Greenville district to Now York Bay. As abit
of real eatate it is of no ereat consequence, but
o8 o railrond artery. leading to tho water front,
and the only publio outlst to the Ly, {la pros.
pective value ia incaloulable. Among the first
to perceive this were the Lehigh Valley
Latlroad Company and the Naloral Docks
Company., They Legan a struggle for the
nequiaition of the property soveral months

ngo. ‘I'hey unitertook to bulld Lridees acrons
the rowmlway, but were stopped by the
atthorities.

T'ho resiidents of Greenville, who contonded
that Brown place was really o publie thorough-
fure, though nover dedicated In legal form,
patitionod thaStract and WatorCommissioners
to completo the work by adopting tho necess
sary resolution.  This the Doard did, but
Mayor Claveland wetosd [ta mction en the
ground that it was unnceessary, sud, in any
event, premature.

S0 the matter stood, until a few weoks ago,
when nnumber of Gresnville property ownera
ronewed the application to the SBtreot and
Water Commissioners lo dodiente Braown placa

as o publie strenl, They sald that unleas this
wits dhoho the ral road vampanies woillil soon
reiew the striggles to secdrs the roadwar, but
the dedieation of the strest to nublille usa
woulid secure the city in possession of the
nroperty lnrever,

Lust weck the Natlonal Docka and the Le-
high Valloy companies did ronew the flght in
an unexpeeted way, Loch company asked the
eity for the right to eross Lrown place with its
travks and bridges, ngroelng to build the abut-
ments twenty feet apart, In orlder not to inter-
fera with pullle tralle, nnid to pay the city
2000 for the privilege, The area required for
euch company is only about 4.0 square feot,
or less thian two elty lota. Thuurfea offared
bears about the same proportion to the value
of the aren asked for that that area does to the
;u-tl.unl’ value wnd extentof the property in-
rolved,

The real purposs nf the eompanies, as al-
leged, Ia not so mueh to recure the right of
woy neross Hrown place ns to prevent other
econipanies from going through it hereafter,
and so securing n right of wuy to the shore
front on New York Bay and ensy communicn-
ton with New York eity. ‘I'he Btreet and
Water Comaulssionsrs Inid the proposal of
ench company on Lhe tnble, beeauss It wus not
consfdered wlvisable, in the state of the pitllia
temper, to undertake to convey n priviloge of
fuch contingent vilue for so small o sum of
WUney.

In the mean times rumors began to cirnulars
as to the real object the companies bhad in
view. Under (ho luw a streot thut has been
legally dedieated can never be devoted to any
but publle uses, sxeept by voluntary eonsont
of the munleipality through which It runas.
Dut so long as this has not heen dons any cor-
runtlon muoy institute condemnation proesed-

nugs undor cartain circvmstances. The neecs-
eiury prelimioary i8 1o make an offer to tho
municipality lor the property desired by the
corporation. Should surl offer be rofused,the
compny ia then at liberty to iostitute the
nerl-asnrr legal proceedings.

It is held by the eompanics, ga it is snid, that
the wction of the Street and Water Commis-
sioners in lnying the offorn of the Lehigh Val-
ley nnd National Docks companies upon the
table was tintamount to a refusal. It has
trinepdrad that proliminary atapa {or the con-
demnution of Brown place have already beon
taken. In the nature of the case this cannot
be offielally known uatil the papera linve bean
sorved npon the Mayor and Aldermen of Jorsey
City, which is the corporate and legal name of
Jersay City, notwithstanding the many Boards
and Commissioners by which the city is wae-
tually governed.

No far gs can ba learned the first staps were
taken on Bnturday, but thoe stlempt to serve
the papors did not begin until Monday. Binece
thon Mayor Wansor, who ling savera! times
asked the Street and Water Hoard to publioly
dodicate Brown pluce, hins been karplng out of
the way, and he hus been doiug it vigurcusly
and netively,

On the riternoon of that dny n nrocess sarvar
met Muyor Wansar on Moutgomery slrest
noer Police Headquarters, nnd undertook to
BUrYe some pupers upon him.

1 donot wllow any ooe to serve legnl papara
upon ma intha publie strects. said Mayor
Wanser, " without lnrmlrhuf the nuture or
purposs of the service. I have an offles at
which I recaive nll such eommunications. Tt
Is tntho City Hall. 1 shall Le there lu a few
mements,”

The court officer nt once wont to the Mayor's
ofleo and waited for Mr. Wanser. His vigll
wus vain, Mayor Wanser, Inatead of going to
the City Hall, went to tho renl estate offlee of
Love & Wanser. of which tirm le Is 0 mem-
ber, and there transicte:] soma private busl-
ness in the rear office. When he was ready to
lenve Lo saw the process sarver at the [ront
dor, Ho then pas=wil out thrnul.;h the rear
door, hunted up n lndgder, scaled the fenos,
ollnibed over the reols of eeveral woodsheds,
and escaprd into Gregory straet,

Where he went thun lhas not been learned.
It iv known, hawever, that ho did not go to his
oMo in the Clty Hall, Nor was he there ye«-
terday. A number of lawyers wers thera
lwoking for lom, hut they went awny disap-
pointed, It is sald that mum:‘: them was n
goutleman who hind the papers Mayor Wanser
did not recvivo on Monday.

But while the Mayor lLas bean ahasnt his
dutles have not heen neglected. All noces-
gary papoers have recelved |his slgnature,
Tuose havo boon carried to hlm by As-istant
Bucrotury Novig, witer thedirection of 'rivate
Becrotury Svencer Weurt.
