GRAPES IN BRONX FPARK.

Why It Deen't Fay the Cliy to Malatnin
the Old Lorillard Grapery.

The graves which Park Commissioner Gal-
lup bas bought from the city and presented to
ths quarantined Immigrants on Bwinburne
Island grew in a glazed gnthio gravary only a
stongs throw from the wildest and lovellest
ppob in Bronx Park. When Peter Lorillard's
famlly llvad at the country seat now forming
part of the park this grapery was in prime
order, as were the large gardens and fne
orchards of this nobly situnted place. The
grapery, 70 feet long by 25 fect wide, contains
examples ol the flnest hot-house grapes
grown. There are the Black Hamburg, the
Muscatof Alexandria, the White Bweetwater,
the Eyrian. the Relne de Nice, and othoers of
like quality. When the grapery bore a full
erop, flve years ago, there must have been at
least 1,000 pounds of grapea. This year the
crop Is not above 200 poundsa,

The old man who tonds the grapery and
serves the city In o varlety of capacities lives
hard by in what was the porter's lodgs In the
days of the Lorillards. He has been twenty-

'wo years employed on the place, most of that
time “private.” as he says, to distinguish his
service with the Lorillards from Ilns oiticlal
function as sn employes of the city. l-lenpulu
with pride of l.he luce and the grapery.

THE GIOVANNI BAUBAN CONMES FOR
fHR CULUMBUS CELEBRAIION.

Met tn the May by the Phi'adelphia, Vern-
vias, and Delphin, Who Fire s Nattoanl
Baluie ta Mer Honer—She is to Ba Ta ke
Uig Nuval Parade of Tussday, Oet, 11,

The Italian erulser Glovanni Bausan, the
first modern war vessel of a forsign sountry to
visit New York Harbor, arrived yesterday from
Hovans and came to anchor in the North
River off Twenty-third strest. SBhe was re-
esived with afl the dignity and the honor that
the navy and the army of & great nation can
extend to another, and her commander, Capt.
De Libero Alborto, expressed himsell an
greatly pleassd. The Glovanni Bausan salled
from Havana Bept. 26, with orders to come to
New York and participate in the celebration of
the 400th anniversary of the discovery of
Amerloa.

The Navy Department was notified of her
ecoming, and the erulser Philadelphia, the
dynamits boat Vesuvius, and the despatoh
boat Dolphin were ordersd down the bayto
meet her and escort her to an anchorage
They wero lylng off Tompkinaville at® o'clock
yesterday morniog when the Itallan crulser
waa reported off Bandy Hook. Lieut, J. C.
I'romont of the Philadelphia went to Quaran-
tine as soon as she was reported, and when
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she came to anchor off the station he was put
aboard of her, and pnid to her commander
the rospects of the Navy Department.

The hiladalphia meantime weighed anchor
and went out to midstream, while the Vesu-

wius and the Dolphin dropped down below the
Qunrantine station. About 10 o'ecloek the

Itallan boat welghed anchor and started up
the river. The Philadelphia led the way and
ths other boats acted as escort.

One of the Philadelphia’s big guns Nred the
first of the potlonnl salute. The Glovanni
Bausan anawored with a gon. The firing con-
tinued up the bay to Governor's Island, where
the guns of the fort joined in the salute. The
wind was too strong to admit of & great dis-
play of bunting, snd only the national flags
were displayed. Just north of Governor's Isl-
and a steam launch shot out from the shore
and up nlongside the elowly moving Italinn
crulser.
