ural gas, furnish entirely mew flelds for
enterprise. The population of the country
i& Increasing. The profits and the savings
of the people find, almost exclusively, em-
ployment here, while & steady current of
foreign capital comes to American indus-
irial stock companles, breweries, mines,
ranches, and mercantilo establishments.
Under these circumstances, the increase of
failures and of llabilities resulting there-
from should naturally keep pace with the
growth of population, business, aod ma-
terial wealth. Buch does not appear o be
the case at present, as these figures sliow,
estimating the remalning thres months of
189 on the basis of the nine months for
which figures are at hand:

The Eplscopal Conventlon.

‘T'ha General Conventlon of the Eplacopal
Cliurch I8 to epen to-morrow at Baltimore.
It {8 the highest legislative body of the
Episcopaliang, and as It mects only once in
three vears Its assembling s of the more
immportance. 8o long an interval, however,
sorves to bring about the settlement of
many questions of difference by the healing
operation of time nlone, and this Conven-
tion, accordingly, is mot likely to be dis-
iurbed by nny heated controversies.

During the last three yoars a great theo-
logleal revolution has been occurring
{hronghout Protestantiam. The Presbyvte-
rian Church has not yet settled the prinel-
ples of Its falth eines they were attacked
by the large and aggressivo party to which
the Calvinistic doetrine of election to sal-
vation or damnation is repugnant. The
assanlt of Dr. Bricas and the Union Theo-
logical Seminary on the Infallluility of the
Bible has been continued with perslstency
and Increasing boldness. The Congrega-
tlonalists are without any fixed theology.
To-day they are muech nearer to the Unita-
rinna of Dr. CuHassivg's time than to
the eevere Turitan faith egalnet which
lie rehelled, President Hanrrer of
the Chirago TUniversity has lotro-
duced into Buaptist theological edueation
methods and prineiples of Billical Interpre-
tation not disslmilar to those proelaimed
and dofended by Dr. Brtaas. The Meth-
odlsts have been undergoing a transforma-
tion which separates them widely from the
original followers of WesLEY. In hiseyes
they would seem to have heen nffectod sadly
by a epiritof worldliness, Mr. MacQueany
brought ioto the Episcopal Church itself
themost rudical skepticizm, aud Dr, HEBER
NEw10% hns agitated It by propounding
from lis pulpit kindred views, which at onn
time induced a strong demand for hia depo-
gitlon as o hevetie,

o great question of dectrine, hnwever,
will come up for gettlement by this General
Convention at Baltimore. Even the con-
troversy over Dr, NEWTON soems to have
ceaged, Ife has dropped outl of slght and
out of thourht, Mr. MacQUEAnY has been
driven from the Church, and is forgotten.
1t may be that the subjeet of pravers for
the dead will coves up again during the dis-
ensslon of the proposed Uturgical changos,
whiel will be the most lmportant lmsiness
Letore the budy,  This question swquld ouce
hnve agitated the Episcopallans profound|y,
untl w1

e up bitter contreuersy aga Jio-
manizing suggestion; hut now it is lookeil
at very calmly on all hends, At the lnst
Gepegul Conventlon iL was made moulfest
that o lavge purt of the deputies longed to
Lreak down the wall of separation between
the lving and the dead, and tolnclude them
all Iy the prayers of the Clhiureh.

The old contreversies Lbetween the High
Clivreh, the Low Church, and the Broad
Chiyren purtivs are no longer aciive, The
partles themsolves have lost their distin-
gulshing mwarks to o great extent, The
Lowest parlsh in New York now would
hava been oocounted as dengerously High
Ly the Low Churchmen of o generation
a0, The service in all of them hns Leen
enclehod ptendily us thme has gona on,
Caopdlesticlks on the altar, onece denonneod
us nn odious Roman imitation, now attract
little nttention, They are no ore a noy-
clty. Burpliced chelrs are general, Blater-
hoods are encouraged Ly Blshop Porren
wud the clergy and laity. Confesslon is
n  [frequent practice. Bishop Puinvirs
Biooks of Magsachuselts had been accused
or guspected of distaste for these tenden.
cles before his elevation to the bishoprle,
but he geems now to be treating them as o
dosirnble expression and provocation of re-
liglous falth and zeal.

Thia Ceneral Convention will decide finally
the matter of liturgical revision, which has
been before the Eplscopal Church for many
venrs, These changes give to the minlster
o greater degren of discrotion In the con-
duct of publio worship under certain clr-
cumstanees, nnd they tend to tho enrich-
ment of the service In pecordanco with o
demand which hns grown strong among
both clergy and lally. A new hymnal will
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also be submitted for adoption. The rear-
rangemont of , dloceses and the Incrense of
the eplsoopate, and the election of a Blshop
for Japan will be other important subjects
for conslderation.

1t will be soen, then, that the Eplecopalian
Convention will not be disturbed by the
controversies over fundamental questions
of doetrine which have agitated the Pres-
byterians of late yaars, It will glve its at-
tention rather to matters pertaining purely
to worship or to the organization of the
machinery of the Church.

whoso walk Is alinoat done. Nor la he likely
to disturb It to-night, although it isin his
power tostir his aundlence with a truthful
tale of the punchings and kickings which
ho and the Hon, JAMES JEHOSHAPHAT BeL-
DEX aro wont to regale anch other with.

It Is from another and less dreamy orator,
the Hon, Caannes AppisoN BouTernm of
Baugor, that something about the Force
bill, the centro and clrcumference of this
eampalgn, may be looked for. Mr. Bou-
TELLE was a gnllant sallor during the war,
nnd ho has been o gallant Republican fighter
gince, Whetliernseditorof our esteemed con-
temporary, the Bangor Whig and Courier, or
as the representative of the Fourth Malne
Congress diatrict, he has never concealed
his opinlon about the wlcledness of the
Routhern Democerats and the propriety of
holding them down. At varlous times In
tho last eloven years Lie hus spoken upon
this subject with flery vehemence and evi-
dent convietion, He has hisown views as to
this matter, and we hiave not supposed that
he was the man Lo conceal them this year or
ony other year, Mr. BLATSE has long been
known us au opponent of or a disbellever in
the Forea Wil and its princlples, but Mr,
DovTELLE doesn't depentd for his oploions
upon Mr. BLaINE,

On the other hand, we cannot think that
Mr, BouTRLLE {8 ous of that class of Re-
publicans who believe iu the Force bill, but
are afrald to say so. BSeonntor Hoanr of
Maseachusetls, Jouy DAvVENPont's pupll,
comes out squarely for the Force LI, al-
though he misrepresents itd character. But
Hexry Casor Lopar, another Force bill
elatesman, goes up and down his Congress
disuiet In a sheeplsh way, pretendiog or
secining to pretend that there mever was
nny Force bill, or that If there was he never
hod aoything to do with {t, Gen. HARRISON
In hls message shuffled and erawled and
pultered, o sorry exhibitlon for a man of
dignity. Will Capt. BouTELLE, contrary to
lils habit and record, jufn the skulkera who
don’t dare to make an open fight for that
great Republican principle, the Force bill,
or will he admit falrly and openly that the
fight is about that and nothing else? The
latter s the wiser as well as the manller
course, The ostrich Is not an intelleetual
bird, and we should be sorry to sc2¢ a man
like Capt. BorTonue imltating its waell-
known efforts at concealment, But, denled
or admitted by Republicen leaders accord-
ing to their cowardice or thelr courage, the
fact remains that the Foree billia the gist
and essence of Republicanism this vear.

Asthe purple slindows fall st marfing or at cvenine
lite = warth Living for lts own eake Tiisnot s pale
reminiscencs of & lime of roses and summer jnys that
has been buried cut of sight ander the AUtumD lsdves.'

This Is very poetical and beautiful, with
something of THOREAU In the thought,
gomething of the gorgeousness of RusgiN
and of tho soberer splendor of WALTER
Parrnin the style. Partsof the passage,
howsver, seem to us to betray a different
though not less distlngulshed authorshlp,
In October a candidate seea sverything bril-
llant in sky and wood and garden, A joyous
purple haze colora the atmosphere, aod
under the enchanted mirage of politics
overy State appeors in the right line.

An Expeviencell Mintesman and Polltielan
Shows Many Very Sirong Reasous for
Cenfitenes 1n Cleveland's Elsotion,

To tar Eotron or The Bux—Sir: According
ta the eonsun of 1880 thes voting population of
that year in the States of the Union numbaered
12,661,085, If we assume that this population
inoreased only 10 por ecent. up to 1888, the
numbor of voters in that year should have
beon 13,807,183, Thero were cast at tho Pros-
fdential eloction 11,371,860 votes. Therelors,
at least 2,415,327 voters remalned away from
the polla four yenrs ngo.

It inremnrkablo to what extent this fallfog
off was earried in those Statas which contaln
the Inrgeat population, in whioch are found the
Iargest citlos, whoro nocess to the polls Is
enslest, wlora party organization Is most
eomplets, where the manipulation of the ma-
ohinery of eloctiona is well underatood, where
public meotings are most numerous, where
the streetn are ofton crowded with political
processions by day and night.

Take New York, for Instance: According to
the cengus of 1850 the voting ponulation of the
Btate was 1,408,751, If wo inecrease this by
ten por cent. up to 1888, wa would get a total
number of votors of 1,540,023, There voted
1,320108,  Consequontly 220,317 remalned
awAy from the polla. In Illinols, adopting the
samo mncthod of computation, the vote should
have renclied B70,600: only 747,080 wvotos
were east, a falling off of 128823, In Massn-
chusetls it ehonld have been BH2N0L: It was
J44. 448, n [nlling off of 208434 In Connectl-
cut the number of voters should have reached
T65,018; tho vote polled was 153,978, conse-
auently 41,038 voters refralned from voting
Those who ehooso to do so may verily thess
figures Ly cansulting the census and electlon
returne,  They will find that I liave under-
sinted the percontage of the Increasa of tha
vole botween 18480 and 1888, They will Nind
that the vote for P'rosident In 1484 was 10,-
048,081, while In 18858 [t was 11,302,882, an
Increase exceeding ten per cent. in fonr years,
whila I have anly computed tlie same In-
erease In elght years,

Who are the poople that stay at homs on
eloction day? First in order come the very
proaperous, those who have elther accumu-
lated or Inherited n sufMolent amount ot this
world's goods to snable them to live in eom-
fort: those who are not oMeshiolders or oflice
soekors; those who Imaglno that political
questiona do not much eoncern them;.thoss
wlio think they have nothing to loss and noth-
Ing to gain, no maiter which eandldate gnes
In or which etays out. A grave mistake
Every man hins a stake inthe country, and Is
thierafore intercstad In the elections which
determine [ts poliey. If he owns property, It s
hi2 interest to see thet only proper partles nre
intrusted with the rowertolegis!ate in respect
thereto, 1 he be poor, he expects to Lacome
prosperovs, amd it is s Interest to sce to it
that his puth In prosperity {s not impeded
by mischiovous leglslation. Our country ia
eqnally dear to usall. It s not well that we
should be Indifferent as to who are placod in
authority. We should not, by abstaining from
voting, run the risk of having men holsted
Into power who may have the will to bring no
matter what caliumities upon us by thelr igno-
rance, thair venality, or their ambition. Ours
is n governmont whieh is ecoutrolled by the
suffragea of the peoula. On election day,
therafore, thers slicnld be no stay-at-homen.

An examination of the new apportlonment
will show that if ot the coming clection Mr.
Harrison receives the clectoral votes of all the
new Btates, togothar with those of all the
Statos whieh voted for him in 1888, he will re-
celve 200 votes, or 40 more than aro noressary
to elect him. From these, howover, must be
acduected at least gix votes from Michigan,
which would leave him with a majority of 40.
Should New York vote agninst him (30 votos)
he would still havo a majority of four votes,
Should Indiana vote ngainst him (15 votes) he
would be defeated by eleven votes.

Thero are among the leadors of the Demo-
cratic party some who believe that several of
the Northwentern Stnies will vote for Mr.
Cieveland, just as there are Hepublicans who
endeavor to persuads the National lepublican
Committes that several Bouthern BStates cun
be earried for Mr. Herrlson il money in suf-
fleient quantity is supplied to tho managers of
tho party In those States. As for the lattar I
feol no coneern. There have been dis-
sensions In several of these States, bul the
dissen=lons have Loen among the Democrats,
Ae agalnst the Republican party they have al-
wuys bLeen united, IFor the prosent election
the Force hill has made them solld. It istrue
that at recent elections in many of the North-
western States Democruts have been elected
in tho place of Republieans, but an examina-
tion of the returns will ehow that in each
State n emall vote was polled, and that in not
one of them did the Democratio vote equal
the Hopublican vote at the last Presfdential
slection,

Btrong hepos ara enterta/nad that Koansas
will join tho Democratie column, boglng the
hopes on the fact that at the last election the
Itepublicans lost their Legislature, United
Btatea Benator, oud Congressmen: but it
should not tia fargotten that &t the same elee-
tion n Mepuliiean was elected Governor by s
plurality exveeding 8000, Fvon should Kan-
sas voto for Cloveland (10 votes), Il Indlana
votes for Harrigan, Harrison will be elected.

The battlo will ba decided by New York and
Indiana. There shoyld ba no doubt as to the
result in New York. The State I8 naturally
Demoeratie, The eanvass s under {ull head-
way. The party was never more united. The
machinery by which it is worked was never in
betler bands or in betler working order, Tam-
many {8 pulling as one man, and this mouna
everything for the city. where a full vote will
he polled. The only thing needud to insure
suvcoss I8 to gat out the latent vote In the
aountry, and this will be done, Fiurmers nre
particulnrly sensitive &s to their politienl
rights and privileges. They will not permit
thar to bo abridged or interfered with, The
mennce of a Foree bill will rally them to the
gupport of the party wilch ther know Is op-
posed to that proposed Infamy, an Infamy
which, il earried out, will bring about negro
supremacy and abaolute domination in the
south nnd exercisae n controlllog influence at
the North,

Indiann ean easlly ba earrled by Cleveland.
Tn 1640 the total voting pupulation of tho
State wivs 408,437, of whom 10,730 were of the
oolored roce.  1If we allow an [neresse of only
10 per cont. in this number between 18580 and
1884, this would give D4K 240 volers. The

His friends are friends for rovanus
only. He excites no enthuslasm whatever.
He is, what one ol his perfunctory supportera
calls him, an “Ice Wagon." When whirling
across thoe country on an elsotioneering tour
he makes " a few remarks " at atatod stopping
places from the rear platform of his ear; lo 1a
listened to with that reapeot which our poople
always give to thelr President, but befors the
tealn upon which he rides is out of slght hoe is
out of mind, having left behind him nothing
worth remembering.

Evarywhera ha has not only lost friends, but
hehas made enemies. Nowhore Is this more
true than In Indlupon. Among those who are
nis most bittor enemies thare are his colored
fellow citizons. And with every show ol rea-
son.
