FOUR OF THEM ARE KILLED AND ONE
FATALLY WOUNDED,

They Mide Tato Colfeaville, Kun,, to Ulenn
Out (he Twe Banks—The Ultlzens Mise
in Thelr Might, but Thres Ars Killed
mnd Twe Wounded Nefora They Lay the
Gang Low-Outlaw Oges Fscapes, but »
Posse Are After Mim—Money Tuken from
One Bank, but Every Cent of It Recov-
ered—A Famous Hund of Denperadors,

CorrprviLLg, Kan,, Oot. 5. —The Dalton gang
of outlaws, the most notorious In the Weat
was wiped off tho face of the earth here to-
day. but In the battle which resultod in thelr
extormination thrao gond cltizenn were kilied
and two fatally wonnded. The desperaduos,
who had grown Lulder s they thought they
waore above nll law and that the oMeers of the
eounty were poworless amgalnst thom, nt-
tomptod to raid the banka of this ety their
old liomp, and mot the fate which they so well
meritod.  This was thelr first nttemot at bank
rubbary and thelr lust plece of outlawrey.

The slx outlaws eatio into town together on
horsoback nbout ;30 o'cloeks and, leaviog
their horsos in an alley, walkod rapldly across
the square. Four entere:d Condon's Bank and
two the First National. At Condon's Bank the
desperadoes woroe told iy Cashler Dall that the
lock would nut bo open until 10 o'clock, Hold-
ing thelr Winclhiestera on Ball and Tellor Car-
poentor, they sald they would walt, taking,
moennwhile, the maney In the drawer.

Bob and Emmett Dalton were the two who
took In the ¥irst National, Here wero Cashler
Ayres, his non Dort, and Tuellor W. H Shep-
perd. They wore forced to glve up all the
monuy In tho anfe, which was hastily shoved
into bags. The Daltons thon forced the thiree
tnen out of the front door and followed right
aflter thom.

Tho alarin had in the mean timo been glven,
and as tho outlawa appeared George Cubine, &
marchant, and Express Agent Cox shot one of
them. badly wounding him. The outlaws
then returned the fire, killing Cubina. The
robbera in Condon’s Bunk shot out of the win.
dow, hitting Ayres apnd Drown: Both robbers
then ran baok through tho Lank. when they
met Baldwin and fatally wounded him.

The eltlzens being thoroughly aroused Ly
this time, wore hot and heavy after them, and,
aller s fight In which City Marshall Conncly
w.s killed, suecsoded In killing the four does-
poradoes pamed and mortally wounding
Emmett, who lies In n room hore, Tle will dio
bafore morning, If not In ono way then in an-
other. Jim Spears, a llvery stable koepor,
with his Winchoster rifto killed threo of the
vutlawas in a8 many esconds. This ereated
such s diversion that other cltizons wire on-
nbled to wet closo envagh to kil another of
the robbors.

The tw)» remnining robbers dropred thair
pinnder and mounted theie horses, but a posas
wat quickly in pursuit. and ons more of the
bandit gang foll frum his horse mortnlly
wonnded about two miles from town. The
sixth and Iust wns hejog pursued at last we-
counts. The man who got nway In Alllo Ogee,

Thins Is the old home of the Daltons, and it |s
paculinrly approprinte that the world should
be ridof the gang here. Great excitoment
prevails, and il the other man Ia found he will
be summarlly dealt with. The large rowards
for the capture of the outlaws, dead or alive,
will, if the oitlzens’ wishes are respocted. goto
the tumilles of tho murdered citizens

All ot the money was recovered to a cent
and turnad over to the bank that lost It. Ein-
mott Dalton has made a partial confession
that lis gang was the snmo that robbed the
Paciflo Express car on the Missouri, Knnsas
and Toxns Rallway, at Adair station In the In-
dian Territory,in July lunst, and committed
other daring robberies.

The news was telegraplied to Darsons
shortiy aftor 10 o'clnck, and General Buporin-
tendent Froy of tho Missouri, Kansas and
Texas Nailroad with his gpeclul car, in which
waere thirty or forty trusty eitizens with Win-
chesters and shotguns, came to Colteyville tv
asslsl fo ruuniog tho desperadoes 1o bay.
They found on their arrival that there was
but little work for thom to do, ns the plucky
inhabitants at Coffoyville had wound up the
carsers of 1the despuradoss. The dead are:

ILNNYSON DIYING,

It s Belleved Thnt Me ¥Mas Only a Few
More Mours of Life,

TLoxnoy, Oct, H.—The houschold at Aldworth
wero watching at the Ledside of Alfred Ten-
nyson at 7:30 o'elock to-nlght and walting for
his death. Sir Andrew Clark. Dr. Dahbs, Lady
Tennyaon, Hallam Tennyson, and an old
family sorvant are in tho sick chamber. Sir
Andrew Clark planned to return to London
onrly In the svoning, but he has dismissed his
earclage nnd will remain with his patient un-
til the lnst,

Slr Androw Clark and Dr. Dabbs sent word at
4:153 a’clock to the reporters waiting ontside
tha Aldworth gnte that Tennyson was dying
slowly, palolossly, and consciously, Messen-
gers  woere despatched hurrledly over the
Haslemere road to convey the news to the
ofMees of the London dallles. Then the crowd
ol raportors walted in silenes for tho noxt bul-
letin from the hedside of tho dying poet. At
{ifteen minutes after seven o'elock Lady Clark
left the house and took n earringe to bo driven
to London over tho Haslemere route, At the
entrance of the grounds she stopped to an-
swor the Inquiries of the reporters and the 1l
tio group of men and women from Haslemoera
who had gone to wateh outthe night hisfore
{he house of the dying mnn.  Bhe anid that all
hopy was gone. Tounyson's mind was un-
elouded, and he knew that his remuining
hours of lifa wers [ew. He had tulkol tran-
quilly of his death with his wife and his so

nilum. osoemed to be perfectly happy su
frea trom pain. Lady Clark spoke with teara
as sho told of the acene at the budside.

All hope of Tennyson's recovery was aban-
doned between 11 and 12 o'clock Inst night.
The bullatin at 5§ o'clook this morning sald
that no change in the patient's condition was
apparsnt. At n'clook the gardener cama ont
anil fustened with a stout rope thoe rustic guto
at the front entrance to the grounds around
the house, uni tied a basket to thu lateh,  He
expluinod that Tennysoy was very near death
and the fam|ly wishod to secure nerfect quie
by the oxclusion of all vigitors from the
grounds. The baskut was for eards of frlends
or admirers who might come for the last news
ol the poot’s condition.

At To'elock n bulletin eoncerning the course
of the disense during the nlul_lllt wns given to
the reporters wno wulted at the entrance. It
#ulid that Tenoyson's condition had shown no
marked change slnee Inst avening. Ho wis ex-
tremely weak., The bulletin was fastenod to
the rustic gute far the information of persons
who might come later,  As tho morning md-
vanced many men arrived at Aldworth from
London nnd &oinml the watehors. Hour uftor
honr passed without news from the sick
chamber, yut the pecple ut the gate walted

atiently. Kt 11 o'elock Bir Androw Clark and
