toan end, and «ponding it auite ns important
as goiting o I eannot flad fuult with them
for giving up aven a whole week 1o enjoving
themselvos in the way they nroposs Lo,

Dosides, no expanditure, however great,
whieh may be mado In eslslirating the dla-
cavery of Americn will boar any appruclable
proportion to the flnawpeinl valua of the
nehievement to the worlilk  Historlane, vesny.

Eratosthienes, two bundied and ity
yearas Lofore the Christinn era,  The area
of tho known wortlon of ity surface
ehowed eonclusivoly that a vast region re-
malned to be explored. The westward voyngs
feom the const nf Sprin was nomoare hazardous
thian the sorthward vovages whichthe anclent
Phaeolelans made continually Tron the Stealte
of Glbraltar to the Beitl<l lsivs withont even
the help of the mariner's ecmpiss, ANl this
was knawn to thoasands as well as to Colum-
Lk, and that nobndy Lefore Mim hind under-
taken to do what he 20L demonstrates the tors
pidity, in biw timoe, of tha human intelloct, 1o
wiis mercly among tho flest to eqteh tho Inppl-
rotion of the new era whieh had boon ushored
in by the invention of printing, nnd which has
sluee culminntod inthe numerous applicstions
of steam amd olectrisity ehnrneteristio of the
prosent cpoch.  Mow blundering!y i groned
hisn wav, and how Imioerfoctly e comprehonds
ed the Immoensity of Hls exploit (5 a matter of
record. Ile thoueht he had morcly found only
anew road to a familiar country, whereas has
had atumlded upon u litherto nnsuspected
econtinent. and Increased by cne-linll the ne-
cessible surfaece of the earth.

Conelidered In this nspect nlone, the financial
value of Ameriey defios campitation, Hore
werns prosented sunddenly to the eves of Furope,
a8 apon the liiting of n curtaln, millions, not of
neres, but ofequaramiles, of fertile nnd well wa-
tored lanid, rieh minos, and endisza quantitien
of gnme amd Nsh. At Arst, indead, the little
accumu'ations o! gold snd sllver which the
unskilful Iabor of the aborigines lind inthe
courss of ages extracted from the earth mo-
nopollzed the sttention of the new-comuers. It
was only niter these had all been gathiered up
and ecurcled away neross the ocean thatthe
more permunent nnd remunerativo riches of
the laid recelved the attention they deserved,
Nevortheless, even tho small supply of the
precions metuls thus proenred was linmense
in comparison with that which Europe nleeady
posarssed, and the aibsejuent additions to it
rosulting from a more thorough and eMelent
working of the mines Ly modern scionce and
mndernonterprise, have baon, as wo know, tlio
mokt extensive in the history of the world.

The exaggorated reports of the importance
of theso me'aliic treasures awaiting the grasp
of the nardy ndventurer, served, no doubd, to
stimulute the exploration of Amerlea much
mora powerfally than did its soberer and
mare lasting mecita Inthesenrch for gold und
silver the Spunlards detorred by no hard<hips,
pushed across to the Pacifle and down the
western coast of South Americn. They wero
followed on the water Ly the Lnglish, most of
whum. I wm sSorry (o say, were mols [Jll’lll‘!
than peaceful seamen, and who robbed iy
their turn the rotibers of 1he natives. Betwoan
the two the number of Furopesy ships mujii-
plied amaziogly. Columbus had difculty in
procuring from Spain three emall vessels with
which to prosocute his voyove of discovery,
A century Inter the fame country sent
out from [ts harbors the grest Armnda
of w hundred and sixty-tive nien-ol-war des-
tined for the eonquest of Englind,  The expe-
ditlon migeartiod, a4 we know, hut that it wns
mikde nt all decponatrates the naval strengih
of Spain, while thut of Lngland wus wqually
domonstrated by her suvevssiul rosl«tance.
The ships and sallors thus brought into ex-
stence found aecigation later in tho earrying
of emigrants and the planting on those stiores
of the Furopean «toek from whieh our present
population 18 desconded, and whoen we Jook at
the va=t wultitudes which eover Loth North
arnd Bouth Amerh a nnd refleet that four hun-
dred yeursag» the reglon they now vecupy
wis neatly an uniobabited wildernoss, the
magnitwle of the work of which the discovery
of the couatry was the commencement over-
whelme us.

While America Las thus been to Turopo a
treasuto hionse to Le plundered and u nursery
In which Lo tear w nunierous offspeing it has
returned nomillionfold the investments made
upon its territory, Mot to speak of the mnss
of golil and silver which it has In four eentu-
ries contribnted to the general stock, it hus In
the humble potuto alone sdded un artiole of
enurmous valuo te the supply of human fomd,
besides nnnunlly retsing milliona of Lushols
of Indlan eorn ool expurting them abiroad,
Tobuweoo, thougi it may be reckoneld 1w her 13
luxury than i neeessity. is another product
exclusively of American origin.and to It the
poople ot only of Burops Lut of the whole of
Asinare indetted for o nareotiec which, liow-
ever detrimontal it miny lw to their heoulth,
contributes hmmousely to their enjsyment.
Cotton, tow, which originotod in Asin. has bo-
comu o characteristically Amerlean  erop,
whilo our potrolotm has abundanutly gupplled
the market with o new and vhenp ssterial for
the producstion of wrtilelal Light,

Theso things, however, aro ratiier the work
of nature st of wrte They were but fruits of
tha earth, which demanded only vpportunity
tocoma Inte use, and i Amerlea brd oone
tributed nothing el=o to the world's woaltls irs
direovery would be volitled to Le ealled unly
a lucky necidont. Hut to thin patural wealth
its peuple, particuinrly those of the United
Brates, have wdded that erented Ly aninvens
uvoness unpmialivled o previous time-. Ihe
cotten gin hay made the etaple availallo
for use dnd given o unnumbered willions
cheup and comfortable elothing, An Amerl-
can fiest wpplied steam to the propulsivn of
vessola and started the series of Improve-
ments in water transportation of which the
mongler stopmurs now triversing the Atlan.

numerous lees Lnportant foventions distine-
tively Amerlcan whieh Inorease the produe-
tiveuows of labor und the comfort of dully life
it would be a waste of time to speak., The
whole world recog thelr value and glves
us thie eredit of them. 1t would bo toe mueh,
perhupe, to cluim that these schievements of
bhuman Ingenuity could not have beon accoms
piished if America had remaiped undiscoy-
ered, and yot it {s certuln that the conditions
arising from the entirely new mode of life
which i{s possiblv only In & pewly settled
country bave been more favoratle to them
than those of the Old World.

Howover this may be, It is & lact too plain
for disputo that the financial power of Ameri-
ca has been sleadily growing, until it is now
a formidable rival to thut of Europe, and may
soon Le i successful one.
