At thio lnst sosslon of the Michigan Logisla.
turo w Intw was passed dividing the Stats Into
two distelots, eieh of whiteh was to eleet o
Prestdentinl electors and each Congross din.
triet was alae 1o #loct one elegtor, thus mak-
jig up the quotn of the State. The plalntiffa
in this onse aro the Nepublican nowinees for
elostors, They applied to Dlacker, nx Sacro.
tary of State, 1o Issuo s notlee of election
usual under the old Inw, alleging that ihe new
law was unconstitutional. He refusid and
they sued for o writ of mandamus, The Mich-
fgnn Supreme Court overruled the petition,
holding the law to be valid and eonstitintlonal,
I'hs caso then cano to the Bhpreme Court of
thas United States,

For the plaintifa [t was contanded that the
Ihw was vold and of no effect for tho rensons
that It contenvencd the second clause, section
1 of niticle 2ot the Conatitution; that it con-
truvoned and was repugnant to the Fourteenth
Armendment to the Constitution: that it was In
direct contradg tion to the act of Congress of
Fob. 3, 1847, Sn support of the Nrst reason It
was arguod thot tho whoele Ntate must

name tho electors, that a portion af

tha volara enilil not name one and pn-

other rtion another within the menning

of !hs ‘onstitution. The second repson was

based upon tho allegation that by the opera-

tion of the law the rights and tlfh‘ﬂprnno tha

votars of Michigun wers abridged, in thint
heretofore, they huwd had the privilege and
right of voting for all the elvotors of the State,
but now they could vote for Lut two, which
abridgment waa forbidden by the Fourteonth
Amoendment.
