On Wednesday nlght he
achieved a real trinmph in golting togother a
Inrpe number of tramway and omnibus mon
to hoar him spenk. Thesa men had heen so
terrorized and spled upon by thelr employetra
that they had feared previoualy to have any
connoction with tendes unionlsm or soclallam,
Infaot, uny mun cavelit rondiog n soelnlistio
notler, pamphlet, or newspaper had hoen sum-
marlly discharged. Two thousand of the eon-
ductors and drivers were assembled in & hall
botween 11 and 12 o'clock on last Wednesday
night at the solleltation ot Rebel's nmissarien
Iefore a word was spoken from the platlorm
evary facointhe house was scrutinized, Inorder
that any informer might be discovered and
ejectod. None was found, the doors were
locked, and Hebel then began along speech
roncerning the wrongs of tramway and omnl-
bua smployees In particular and the abuse of
laborera by oaplitalists In general. He told the
men it rested with them to obtaln hours and
wages which would be conslatent with a da.
eont mode of lifo. Men working when thoy
ent and slogp could not b wald to have any
benefits from the civilization of the day.
Drivers anid conductors on omnibuses wero on
duty sixteen or sightesn hours every dar.
They had butafew minutes to enat, and but
five or aix hours tor sleop, For their famlilles
they had no time at all. On the tramways the
man worked thirteen houra daily. Thelr
wages for this lilo of slavery wers between
sixty and clghty cents a day, and with sueh
suma they wero expected to bring up families
and dress and feed them docently. lebel was
frequently applauded during his spesch, and
atthe close was cheered loudly.

Then thero was dend silenca for cevaral
minutes hefore any of the men could pluck up
courage to follow him. A driver finally told a
long story of the abuses to%hich all the tram-
wny men wera subjocted. Their wages were
decreased by excessive flnes for trivinl of-
fenses, such as being slightly behind time on
a trip. not having their bhogta properly elaan.
or having & hole in theq:. uniforms. This
statement was followed by a dozen other
stories of arbitrary dismissuls and eorruption
among the inspectors who blnckmalled em-
ployess out of part of thelr wages. The result
of all theso abuses was that a man getting
nraventy rents for lifteen hours’ work often
was able only to take Mty or fifty-five cents
home to his family.

A proposal to appoint a committeo of nina
on the organization ol a unlon was receivod
with the ery. “ Then we will all be dismissed."
Bobel answerad that the whole working popu-
lation of Derlin would boyeott and otherwise
punish any company or private employer who
attempted such athing. The committes was
nppointed, but the work of organization will
be long and difficule. Nevertheless, the fact
that the men have besn rousad to action Is re-
gurded as n accinlistie triuvmph.

All talk of the meating of the three Emperors
hns ceased.
