Tiiaca, Now, 11.—Tneobh Gould Behurman
waa tosday Innugurated as the third Fresi-
dent of Cornall University. Tho exercisen
wore hold In the armory and were attendad
by nvery large audience of university men,
cut-of-town visitors, and townapeopla. The
exorelses began with a prayer by tha Ilev.
Etephon H. Binnott, followed by adidresses (n
Lelialf of the students by Prosident Harlnn
Moore of tha senlor class, in belalf of the
alumni by Frank Hisoook. and In behalf of tie
faoulty by Prof. George B. Caldwell The
Vresident made a reply, nnd an address in be-
half of the trustees was delivered by the Hon,
Blewart L. Woodford. The presentation of
tho eharter and sonl was made by the Hon.
Henry W. Bage, and thoy wers accepted LY
the Presidont. Prosident Sohurman then de-

liverad hia Innugurnl ndilress.

In his address 1'residont Schurman traced

the origin of the unlversity. going Lsek tothn
Land Grant bill, originuted by Senator Morrill
and slgned by Linvoln on the n!u_u! the an-
pouncement of the emanelpation Tho Mor-
il bill provided for a donation of publie land
to the various States to bo loeated and sold for
eduentlonal purposes. Mr. Behurman t.-nlcl L)
tribute to Andrew In White and Exra Cornell
for thefr Nghit in the State Sonate, whersby the
tund wase not frittered away amoni several
Institutions, but kept intact and. through the
personal generosity of Mr Cornell, mads the
Lasla of the institution that bears his name.

““IMin institution wis designed for the ben-
efltof the penple af this conmuonwonlth, It
hus now reachod apoint in its development at
whicl, 1 it is to furnish lberal and practical
education torhe largest numbersin all the
parsults and professions of life, it must have
support from the public troasury ns well ss
from the bounty of private individusls. Thus
only can the university fullll its vocation of
furnishilng  all the highest eduecntion of
cinsses at the lowest cost. Its ends are
the vnds of Ihe Hiate. It is  dedicnted
to truth and to utility: and betweun these
there ix no incmpatibilty, for. as Plito has
well suld, tho divinest things are the most
survicenble,  We are at once realistie and
filgiwlistie. And while wa chorlsh the old we
ere nbwoys In gquest of somotking better, has
genius of Cornell University standa on the
wolid earth: apd wille his eyen [ront the dawn
the ancient heaven®  are about him; and
through all fts re-ounding spaces he heurs the
noble mother eall, Excoisior!

STARVED Ils> DAUGHTER A LITTLE

Maltby @, Lone Leost Her Mome Meney
Ounce on Pledge of Her Jewels,

The trial of an action of Eugens H. Pomeroy
(as trustes under an agreement In settlement
of the contest over tha will of Maltby G. Lane),
to recover $10,000 insurance on Lnane's life
from the New York Life Insurance Company,
was begun belore Justics Ingraham of the
Bupreme Court yesterday.

The insurnnce company has pald $5.000 of
this money to Malvinn A, De Mete, only living
child of Lane, who dled July 1, 1880, leaving
hall o million dollars. The will gave Mrs. De
Metz the income of £10,000 a year altor the
deiith of her husband, who Isstill living, but
was declared viuid in the Court of Common
Ileas. An appeal was taken, but belore it was

argued tho compromise was reasched. The
company had pald the $5,000 after the will
wns derlared vold.

ADMNIRABLY ENACTED BY CNARLES
FROAMAN'S BT0CK CUMPANY.

A Fins Plees of Literary Work for ths
Bisge, In “'The Connelllor's Wire,"
Trented With Comnummnte Mkill in the
Reprearnintion—A Veory Artintie Mnilnes,

It 1a vory raraly that a single afternoon dras
matic performanan affords anything liko the
genuinoly artlatlo satisfaction which, at the
Madison Square Theatre yesterday, was sn-
jored by nsomewhat astonialiod and grently
delighted audionce. It was sxpoctod that the
new play, “Thoe Counelllor's Wife," would
posses’ orlginal merit ana litarary composi-
tion, for ita nuthor was Jerome K. Joroma It
was anticlpated, ton, that tha plece would be
elaverly acted, for it had a enst [rom
Charles  Frohman's stock compnny. Dt
that Mr. Jerome lnd written almost
o masterplece of trues comady. or that
& band of players accustomed to foreeful
dramos would treat sneh n comady brilliantly,
was more than thers had been reason to liope,
It may be that this quite Noherteonlan play
could not make n long-continued suecors of
ths popular kind, which s the same as saving
that probably it would not bring in monay
snongh to meot the oxpen=es of Its proper
represontation for any coneiderabls period,
But it was worth while, for the sake of Jerome
and thoe Charles Frohman company, to put
them both forth as was done yesterday. and it
will be a pity If ot least a few othar New York
nudiences donot getthe opportunity toseethis
play thus playsd.

Judging “The Counelllor's Wife" for Ita
poseibilitien of Interest with Indiseriminnte
asgemblages, it has the serions fault of lack-
Ing central intarest. The weakest portion of
the plot s that which directly concerns the
nominnl hero and heroine. and nalther in
charactsrization nor In scenes wera thoee two
personnges helped into high regard. Theyare
n Lrother und sister, spscimens ef Impover-
fahed gentility. and the wars in which their {11
fortune affects their love afTalrs are not grently
to thelr credit, although the author mnr have
meant otherwise. Bo It happened yesterday
thut Willlam Morrls and Bldney Armstrong,
tho lenders of the company, were not the lead-
ors In tha performance, although they gave
very careful attention to the scant matter at
their eommand. The two whom elroum-
stancena placed foremost were James O, Bar-
rows and Odelte Tyler. The prime mover
in the evil of the play Is n hypoerite,
who covers liis business swindlas for o while
with a pretenca of philanthropy. He s a
Dickens charncter, well written and adroltly
managed, and he was played by Mr. Burrowa
with so much breadth and depth of satirfeal
humor as to win the first honors of the ocra-
slon. Miss Tyler waa able to distingulsh her-
self almost as emphatically, for her dash of
strie ennbled her Lo be just right ns a concert
hall actreas who had marrled tho mock
religlonlst *to got Into respectability,”
and who wuas at length Instrumental
fn exposing him. She was llke an
amnlgnmation of Lady Teas'e and Polly Ecoles.
COyril Beott, a felleltous light eomedian, and
Orrln Jonnson, with his sincerity of manner,
had baen nsalgned to congenial riles. Well

placed, too, waa that embodiment of natural-
ness, Agnes Miller, o most sympathetic of
the characters. full of ?Illhns incidantal to the
unrequited, salf-sacrificing love of a middlo-
aged manfor a gitl, was portrayed with rare
fesling by W. H. Crompton. An eccentrie old
womun was made n veritable study In deline-
ation by Kate Denin Wilson.

Mr. Jerome hatl made his Indlviduals, ex-
orpting in the two Important cases mentioned,
clenr and distinct types. They figured in rea-
sonuble and natarnl scones, whether tearful or
laughable. They talked with eaually sauitable
pathos and humor, The actors rendered thess
good qualities with ns much preeision and
certainty as though the play had besn o stage
clasale, with [lxad usages fur guldance, Instead
of o new work, unacted save by themsalves,
This reward of applause wis for merit only, an
few handa werse clapped at the first enirances
of tho performers, Lt they wore heartily re-
called after tholr exits from successful scenes

The Manhattan Opera Mouse In West Bith
Bitreet to be Opencd on Monday,

The Monhattan Opsra Houss is to be opened
on Monday evening., The electrle llght plant
has beon finished, and yesterduy alternoon,
when the new place of amussment was lightad
brillinntly for the first time, It became ap-
parent that it waa ene of the handsomest
thisatres in the city. It 18 on the north side
of Thirty-fourth street. between Sixth and
HBeventh avenuea. It will be openod by Mra,
Bernard-Beere in ** Lena Despard.”

The building hasn frontage of 100 feet and
a depth of 200 feet, running through to Thirty-
fitth street. Its frontis of Indiana limestona,
reliaved with ochrs brickwork and granite
pillars. The lobby is very handsomoe with its
pillurs and white and gold decorations. En-
tering the body of the house, ths eys immaedi-
utely seeks the second Hoor, whero n prome-
nade gallery.appronched by grosct marble stair-
ways, lends to the rear Jdoors of the {irat row of
boxas Passing down the aislo into the centre
of the house, a novel construetion is soon.
Thers are two rows of boxes, arranged in a
semicirele and roised above the orchestrn on
plllars. Above the sacond row the dress elrele
oxtends far bnok, nmid above that ngsin 1e the
gnilary. Each box holds six persons. The
uphimstering throughout the house is dark
bine plush.

The proseanium arch, measuriog 42 faet In
width wnd 50 fest in haifhl.. is surrounded by
coinmns and arches, with seroll nod tiuted ro-
Hef work., 'The prevailing tints in the decorn-
tlon nre blue and gold, shaded and blended
with orhre.

Up tho mnarble stalrways at the door you
enter the forer, which Is of large size., un-
