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itis gaturally entltlod es the most beautl-
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ivmay be assumed, therefore, that in the
couree of the text ten or ifteen years this
st he gite, overhnking the Iudson Tiver
feom s commandhye elevatlon, will con-
tiln soms of Lhe noblast spectinens of arehi-
teettire to be fourndd ie Ameriea. Near by
wlso will arise the Episcopal Cathedral of
St Johin the Divine, though the process of
it«erection mny be slower. Simultaneously

S othor luportant publie stractures will be

eoveted on the same helghts, and the marveh
of private iprovoment will b rapid untit
thyo i shout Ita whole length the Riverside
Iwivo will Lo tined withsteuetures belitting
enzrund n botlevand, an avenue which sur-
pastes any other steeat in the wrlid o its
tulurnd advantngoes.

Meantime the general hnprovewent of
the town will go on according to a scheme
of development which has been outlined by
Mr. Ginnoy, ond which hns Leen npproved
by a majority of more thun 75,000 of the
vitizens, The election of Lot Tuesday has
made the tusk of the mnnicipal adininis-
tration much easier thun before, T'he su-
premacy of the Demociacy In the govorn-
mept of the town has been made complote,
and tha preparatory lubors of improvement
to whivh the municipul authorities have
addressed themeelves in repaving the
atrools and bottering the methods of
vleansing  them, bave recelved o em-
phstle 8 vote of commoendntion that My,
Ginxoy and all those assocluted with him
cun now proceed with thelr plans of im-
provemont with the nore courage and the
Lreater certainty of accomplishing suocess-
ful results, The clean swoep by the Demoe-
racy Io vity and State assures the munlel-
pal authiorities of all needed support at Al-
bany, and the disorganlzation of the lle-
publican opposition Indicates n long con-
tluuance of the complete Democratic dond-
nance now secured.

Every citizen desirous of the best devel-
opment of New York has good reason for

My, Gladstone on English Universities,

Wo have bafore ua the full text of the re-
markable address on medimeval universities
which Mr, GLapsTONE recently delivered at
Oxford, Tbe most interesting feature of
the oratlon wons the extended and candid
comparison of the two great English uni-
varsities In respect of the distinetlon of
their graduates. Mr. GLADSTONE acknowl-
edgod that, while In medimval times Oxford
had decldedly eclipsed her slstor seat of
learning, yet slnco the Reforration theo
relative position of the two (nstitutions hus
been reversed, and consequently tha meed
of honor must be awarded ou the whols to
Cambridge.

As early as the begioning of the thir-
tesnth century, and for two centuries after
ward, Oxford, considered as a centre of

sctivity, was alinost on a pur
with the great university of Parle. Among
the Oxouian luminaries of this epoch Mr,
GriveToNE npames ALEXANDER of Halus,
ApaN Mamsy, Duns Beorus, WILLIAM of
Ockbam, the celebrated wowdnclist, and
lastly, Roars BacoN, perbaps the highest
Liritlsh Intellect of the mlddlo ages. To
thaluttar half of the fourteenth century
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belonge another Oxford names, that of
Wrenirre, the earlieat English reformer
and the precursor of Hrsa and Jenovs of
Prague. The fifteenth cantury was at both
wniveraities a period of obsowrlty: the dark
four that precedes {he dawn. It I8 note-
worthiv, however, thut Oxtond possessed
Lo fleet printing press as early as the year
1478, while Cambridgs had to walt for a
clinilar instrument of knowledgo untll 1514,
We thoull add that when the lirgt rays of
the renalsgates fell on England, Oxford
gtill retained her superlority over Cam-
byidge, which has no pnmes to compete
with those of Groceyy, Coner, and Sir
Tuosas Moni,

When the Reformatlon had set In, the
glory ol Osford geamed to pnsa away, and
sieh fendemiend activity ns remalned was
wiinly vistble in Cambridie, ns 8 shown by
the names of Ascras, Croek TROMAR
At and Ceetn, Lord Brerrien, who (8
rememborad exelusively aa a klotesman,
bt who for i thne waes 4 lecturer in Grook,
In Camtnlidge, too, rather than in Oxford,
the Reforination found ite roots and props,
The Ellabethan Rishops generally were
Combridge man, nd 8o wers the three pral-
aton,  Cnasmen, Larmsen, and RioLer,
wliien dleathis for the Yrotostant faith
ander Many are commemoratod at Ox-
ford, Tysiany, tnwhose Inbora the English
bl 14 =0 greatly indebted, found refuge
forr el dn Cianbridio when he hind heen
Grlven from the slster seat of learning.
Ieery Avohbtishop of Cantorbury between
Warnias atl Lavn, exeopting 1'oLy, was o
Capihirldes man, Feom Cambridge, also,
taeund st of the ehamplons of Puritan-
jem, Yor esample, Brows, the leader of
Ui Dpowvniets s Witimaree, the advooate of
o tempetate views, and Travers and
CaniwrIGHT, who ptosld botween the two.
Agalnst these names Ozford onn ogly et In
U eistoonth vcontusye those of Hooven, the
ettt of ull Puritans: of JTEwern and Now-
a1, who eontibated to the reforming
v nent, vl of Keenann Hooren, Wheso
pervat work Isstil o Beltish elassie,

Tn the peviod that foltowed the Restora-
ton Coasihrideo retained Ler intellectunl
preintaenes,  The sehool of philogophy
which grow up thers was adorned by tho
vivmes of WHICHGUTR, Cubwort, Jois
satrri, wed HEsuy Mone, Of jpcompara-
ply gereator welphitIne tho ecale s the trind
gf Ilaeos:, Minvox, nml NEWToN - RAmMes
vl Okl s eptirelys dncompetent to
dich Apropes of ALinYoxs it s polnted
ot b M Grapstoss that until the close
Wt e luet o eontury Osford had made
coaresly an appreciable contribution to the
catalogie of Euglish poeta, oo ehortcoming
the more eurprising Lecauso durlng thie
panctoputh century she hag produced many
genuiue poets and sume who have a title to
sredtaess, Among these may bo mention-
ol SprLLey, MatTHDW AUNOLD, SWIN-
pruse, avd Winniax Monruis, The great
Oxonfan uames of the lnst century In Eng-
lish Hteratnre were those of Dr. JOANSON,
Giomos, Apay Swmrri, Bishop BERHELEY,
nnid Bishop BUrLek,

Wao have seen that Oxford had compara-
tlvely little todo with the English Reformn-
tion., she hos exercised, novertheless, ut
other epochs a powerful influence on the
movement of roligious thought In England,
This will be clear when wo recall that
Wyontere, Latp, WrsLey, and NEWMAN
woere nll Osoninns. Of WYCLIUFE, the pic-
neer In protest  ageinst the abnses of
Catholicism, wo hiaye already gpoken, As
regards Lavn, Mr, Guaostone does not
thinl it possible to exaggerate the breadth
and depth of the imprint which he made on
the Chuareh of England. 1ils schemo of
cliurel polity took efféct in law at tho Ros-
toratlon, nnd subsists to this day in all its
paeential features, Joiuay WESLEY was, of
courge, Lo founder of Methodlsm, asystem
el rellgious Lellef which has been adopted
by froan ten to twenty millions of the Eng-
lish-#peaking ruco.  As for NEWMAX, he lins
sot o mark upon the mind and inner spirit
of the Anglican Church whieh, {n Mr. Grap-
4roxL's opinlon, 1t will carry through many
geucrations,

1 we pass to the eantributlons of the two
universities to political life, we find honora
protey equully divided, It is deemed
worthy of remark by Mr. GLapsToN: that
from 1772 to the present day, from the elec-
tien of Lord Norta to the election of Lord
SALISBURY, every ond of the Chancellors of
Oxford, six in number, has also been or
hius become Prime Minlster of the country.
Vo may add thet other and greater Oxoe
niane, who have never become Chancellors
of their university, have been, neverthe-
loss, I'rimo Ministers, To this list belong
GronaE CasNINg, Sir Rosent Pren, and
AMr. GLansToNE himsell,

The Chlef Rabbl,

A question of Interest to at least a por-
tion of the Jewish community of this clty
has been ralsed by the venerable, yet bel-
Hgerent, Rabbl Wimse, in challenging the
right o Chief Rubbl Jacon JoBEru to bear
the title which lhns for some years been
assovinted with his name. We are not sur-
prised to learn that the Chiet Rabbl is pre-
paring for defence agalpst the essnult
whieh has been made upon him with that
audacity which 18 the main characteristle
of hils powerful assallant.

It {5 but falr that the observers of this
peeuliar rabbinieal confliet should under-
stand that Chief Rabbl Josewir, who hns
baen known in this city under that title for
about four years, does not assume {o ¢Xer-
cise any authority over the Awmerlcan rab-
binete at largo. Under his Jurisdletion are
the congregations worshipping in elghteen
of the most orthodox synngogues ol Now
York, by which he was chosen to fill the
offlce which he holds, and by which ke was
Invited to come here from Russia, whers he
had acquired renown as a Torahist, Ont-
slde of these clghteen eynagogues his clilef-
tuney s not recogunized by the rabbinate,
though it 18 known that he stands ready to
admit into the unlon any other congregu-
tions of unquestioned orthodoxy that may
desire to enter it. There aro probably fow,
if any, of the more promlnent rabbls of Now
York who could be Induced to acknowledlgo
his prerogative, or who would be acceptable
membera of his organization, or who would
be able to conform to the preseriptisns
whichi he sets up, Buch rabbls as Dr. Kon-
ren, Dr. Gorronn, and Dr. BILVERMAN
are not ln accord with the Chief Rabbl, as
was ascortoined o short time ago, when he
proposed to call a convention of the repre-
sentatives of Judnlsmn here, 1n the expecta-
tlon that it would result in tlie estension of
his authority,

The wvenerable and belligerent Rabli
Wise, In his attack upon the Chilef Rabbl,
fights o8 thie Maoccabees fought, and shows
no mercy to thoe adversary. He issues his
proclomation under the sanction of the *"Cen~
tral Conference of Amerlcan Rabbls," and
puta his name to it as the President of that
body. His language is both wrathful and
scornful, Ha toars the title of Chilef Rabbi
from the name of JaocoB JOSEFH, aud tram-
ples upon it. He declares that there Is no
Chief HebUl of the American Jews; that the
assumption of that title by this Russian is
ridigulous in Itself, an lmpertinence to other
rabibis, offensive to the American congregas

tions, end pot to be tolerated. The

words ho addresses to the Raf Hak-
olol give evidence that he does mnot
propose to Indulge in any tomporizing
on this suhjeet. He will not permit the
Ruesian-Jewish immigrants to assume that
they ars the only roprosentatives of orthos
doxy, or that American Judalsm ia to he
outlawed as lerctieal, e a]mlkuu con-
temptuously of the Chisf Rabbl as & “ rab-
binle-Kabhnligtie Individual,” whoee chief
business le to write ritual bills of divoree,
look aftor (he ceremmonial utensils, preach
rabbinism In o pecullar Jargon, and inspecl
the flesh of the butchers, the bread of the
bakers, and the intoxicanta of the llguor
gellern, Truly, Indeed, this is remarkoble
Innguage: and it must bo admitted that
Rabbi Wrse allows himself to go very far In
lis eeorification of the Chlet Rabbl, and in
Litg disdninful allusions to the functions per-
tormod by 1he holder of that office. Ho also
intimates very broadly that the Chief Rabbl
16 Incking In = Ameriean enlture,’” and can-
not be the compeet of American rabbls who
ronder judgment in religion.

This jpsirnordllmrv attack upon Chlef
Nabbl Josrei by the President of the
liulrrm\-I'ulnnCnllogp.umlorllmsnnetiunor
tha Rabbinieal Conferenes, lins very natu-
rally raisod the choler of themembersof the
elghtoen eynagogues which recognize the
Chlef abli's nuthority. The only reply to
the attack thnt has been mado thus far by
any defender of the Chiet labbl s to the
effeet that tho assallont 18 not orthodox,
hina diseredited the Abrahamic covenant,
does not comprehend the Torah or the
Jabbalnh, and is o disturber of Israel who
lina justdied the marriage of Juws with
Gentiles, Many of tha orthodox peaple,
however, are exeeedingly anxious that the
Chief Rabbl should vindieate his oflice by
the punishment of an adversnry who would
not seruple to pluck the beard of AAnox.
The action of the Chlel Rabbi 1s awaited
witli interest, and thero (8 o report that he
is proparing a ecotirgo for the back of Ll
belltgarent Rabbl Wise.

Robll WisE possesses an advantage on
the battleflold, in tho fact that he is a mas-
ter of tho Epglish Iangunge, which is an
uokoown tongue to the Chief Rabbl, thongh
he hios lved for four years in New York.
For n controveray, especinlly upon re-
liglous mutters, thero is no langunge su-
perior to Ui Englisl, which is as rich in
words of loveetive ns In worda of pre-
clslon, nnd which s fmbued with the splirit
of the nineteenth century. Wo apprehend
that [t will be hard to turn the Chief Itabbl's
Hebrew into as etrong English as Rabbl
Wise writes with ense.

Thae battle {teelt Is one of which wo are
merely spectators, and in which we do not
take sides,

Great American Cavalry Rides,

Thereeent competitivareee of German and
Austrian officers Letwoen Vienna und Berlin
leads a writer in the Army and Navy Journal
tomakea note of smupeillustiious exploits of
our own troopers. ‘The facts accepted In
the European contest are that the digtance
covered {s variously estimated at 350 miles
ani a little more, but cerralniy short of 370
miles, and that Count STanreyMBenro, the
Austrian winner, rode 14 In some minutea
less than three days, Licut, REITZENSTREIN,
tho fustest German rider,in a little over
734 bours, and three Austriaus within threo
deye and three Lours each,

1t {s further noted that the roads were of
the best, the horses all prepared by weeks
of careful tralning, and probably picked for
endurance, carrying also thio least possi-
ble welghta, tho winner riding ounly 128
pounds, plus seddle and bridle,  With these
Lielps he made perhapa 120 milesa day for
three consecutive duys, and the others legs,
Many of the enimals were killed or foun-
dered in the attempt, the horses of
Stann¥MpERa  and RErrzessteiN  belog
among those thuat died.

‘Tha first ecomparison from Ametlean
sources offered Ly the writer Just gpolien
of, Is thnt of n professional express rider
who used to carry the mail from El 'nso to
Chihuanhun, Col. It I, Dobee Is authority
for the statement that, as tho country was
fnfested by Apaches, the man had to ride by
night and hide by day, nnd used to nceom-
plish the distance, which was 200 miivs, in
three conseeutive nights, This wes ubout
one-geventl leas than the dlstance Letween
Berlin and Vienna; but when it {5 added
that the 300 miles wero really made within
about sixty hours, or in three nights with
the intervening two duys, which is a highor
rate while polng than that of Sramury-
nena; that it was dono once a week for gix
months Jonger, and probally at night,
over a couutry having no roads deserving
the nnme, with only bunch grass for fodder,
and with the pony carrying at least 200
pounds, including the mail, it is justly con-
slderad o better performance than that of
the winner of the Berlin-Yienna race, whose
horse dled within a day or two after,

The fuet thut the ponies in the EFuropean
race como in less injured than the other
snimals will not, it is eaid, surprise our
army wen, sluce, while a thoroughlired
may outpace o pony, *a ride which will
kill him will not permanently disalde the
littlo runt of the prairie. Tho latter's nn-
cestry has had to struggle with too much
hardship to be eaelly killed, while the
thoroughbred’s, has been warmly loused
and artiticlnlly hnndled. His heritagns is to
do nud endure; the thoroughbred's, to
make pace."”

Turning to Individual riders in our cav-
alry, the writer notes that in 1870 several
courlers rude from Major TmouNpuna's
command, then besieged by Indians, to
Gen. MeEnrirr's eolumn, a distance of 170
miles, lu less than 24 hours. Only last yenr,
two troopers of the Eighth Cavalry rode
with despatches 110 miles In 20 hours, and
Capt. FOUNTAIN rode B4 miles In 8 hours,
and 110 miles In 23, Rides of Nom 120 to 160
miles havoe repeatedly been made within
thie duy and nlght by our ordinary troop
horses, without epeclal preparation and
generally without injury.

Indeed, It 18 in marching conslderable de-
tachments over great distances that our
eavalry officers have won their greatest sue-
eeasez, ginee the speed and endurance of thi
troop are that of the poorest horse, and the
more numerous the fudividuds tho slowep
the speed,  Our cavalry horse, too, is not of
the highest lineage, nid on the march usu-
olly carrles Httle less thau 250 pounds,
while lie cannot always be regularly and
woll fed and watered., Keeplog thesoe poluts
tu view, the wrlter ln question notes that in
1873 Col. Maokeszig, during n raid futo
Mexico aftor Indinnps, mnde J43 miles in
twenty-elght hours, und thoe nest year, in
purening horse thieves, he led his com-
mand eighty-five miles In fteon hours, In
1880, Capt. Wuop, whilo pureuieg o deserter
who bhad run off with the cotwpany's
funds, rods with eight men 140 mlles
in thirty-one hours, and not & horse
was injured, Durlog the previous yeur
Capt. Dopap, with his troop, rode 80
miles In 16 hours; Lleut. Woobp, with
lis troop, 70 mlles In 13 hours; Capt.
Frener, wilh two troope, B5 miles in 14
bours: Col. Hexny, with four troops, 108
miles In 83 hours, In this lust caso they
were in the eaddle 22 hours: and though
ope Lorse dled at the end of the march,

none of the othors lind sore backs, and after
94 hours thoy started ont agaln, Tho same
command madoe s night march of 50 miles
fn 10 hours. Gen. Menrrrr, in 187, with
his largn command, rode 170 milea to the
relief of PAYSE In 6614 hours, and arrived in
prime order, Col. HExny holds that a
cavalry eommand, after a montha drills
of from 13 to 20 miles at rapld gaits, should,
with nerensed feods, * make 50 to 60 miles
n day,ns long as required; and to such a
command 100 miles {n twenty-four hours
ought to Lo easy, Tho horse, lke the
athlete, naeds training, aud when this la
done his endurance {s Hmited enly by that
of his rider."”

The great polnt to ha noted in theso Ins
giances, which are declared to bo slmply
guch ns mauy of our cavalry oflicers can
duplicnte In thelr expoerience, fa that they
wers rides made Ly common-brad, native
troop lorses, not alwavs kept haed nnil
rendy for work, nnd made, too, generally
acrosa eountry on mere trallg, or 1o roals
at all, not seldom on ground Illly and badly
ent up, carrying heavy weights, with the
pace made that of the glowest horses, wiilio
for tho riders the incentive was $14 n month
and simple duty, instead of a €5,000 prizo
and groat reputation.

Admitting, then, that the erdinary work
of our cavalrymen will stand high In com-
parison with the Berlin and Vienna ride, sll
things considered, to what ehall the exeel-
lence of the former Le aseribed ? Tho writer
in the Army and Navy Journal troces it to
the high vitality of the American horso, and
algo to tho fact that all tho eavalry work
on tho plains tends to distance riding, while
this 18 true of no ollier regular army. Such
athing, he sayas, as Gon, Mines's *' raider
and pursuer' drills, in which groups of
twoenty men or moro rode between 120 and
140 milesin from forty to 1ty hours, weuld
never be dreamed of in Gormauy,  The gen-
eral conclusion which he renches, derived
from some familiarity with Europenn env-
alry, n8 well as with onr own, aided by a
study of tho Arnbinn horse Loth in the
Yrench army in Algiers anid on the Sytinu
deserts, isns follows:

= ATter all mald, the peim for Alstance riding must he
awirded to our own eava'ry ofcers. Taking allthe
conditlonn into acconnt, thers ara probably no civile
taed horpemen who can ride o far with & hody of men
and hiring them to the e of their Journey inoas clean
acondition ma the Lest of our ofticers on the plains,
Thn talent 1o do thie s bY no tneans nriverssl: but itls
wideapread, And thongh we may mATel Bt s recent
250 milen idden tn fra T2 to B0 hours by the moest
expert forelgn boswrmen on their pleled horaes, the
vecord of dead and foundered ateedslonds us tols-
leve thaz we could have done as well and saved vur
bursaw,'

At nll events, the statistles thus furnished
will show that for lonp-distanece riding with
cousiderablo bodles of tronps, which is tho
main point to Le noted for practival miii-
tary use, onr urmy can ot lenst hold its
own with any other In the world.
