The Hunting of the Deer.

In tho new Gnmo law passed by tho Legis-

lature of 1892 thero Is a Bpcclal article relat-

ing to Kings. Queens, and Suffolk counties
nnd Long Island Sound. Thlsnrtlclo provides
that deer shall not bo shot at, hunted with
dogs or othorwiso. or killed on Long Island,
except from tho 10th to tho 10th day of No-

vember inclusive A violation ot this pro-

hibition, or nn attompt to vlolato It, is de-

clared to bo a misdemeanor, and Is there-

fore punishable under tho Penal Code by
impiisoniuont for not moro than ono year,
or by n lino of not moro than flvo hundred
dollars, or by both such lino and imprison-
ment. The offender Is nlso llnblo to a pen-nlt- y.

recovornblo In a civil suit, of ono hun-

dred dollars for each deer shot nt or killed
out of season.

In commenting upon tho Long Island
Game law a few days ago tho New York

Times remarks:
"If any hunter la so fartunate as to meet a deer on

Long island on publlo ground! betwaeu the loth and
leth of this month ho Is at liberty to bag the game, it
he can. Six data are glen the sporlsmeu It is not
generally bellevtd that there are six deer on Long
Island, hut the fact is that once In a wl lie one of the
animals escapes from some private encloaure, and that
a few remain In a m il slate In the middle and eastern
portions of the island."

The Time is misinformed as to tho
number of tleer still to bo found on Long
Island. Only a few weeks since, a farmer
who lives in tho neighborhood of Lnko
Ronkoukomn piesented a claim to tho
B 'ard of Supcrvisois ot Suffolk county, at
Rlvorhead, for lelmbuiseiiient on nciount
of tho damago which ho alleged had been
done to his ci ops by tho incursions of deer
into his Holds. Ho thought thnt, Inasmuch
as tho law prohibited him from killing MiPbO

nnimnls in the biinimer, it ought at least to
afford him somo icdress for tho injury
which they did. According to his account,
tho deer which thus visited his lands weio
quite numerous: nnd wo aro assured by a
gentleman who was out deer hunting Inst
weel; noithof Cent! nllsllp and west of Lako
Itonkoukoina, that thero wero ceitainly
as many lib ono hundred deer in thnt wood-
ed distiict. Tweuty-liv- o yenrs ago door
wero also plenty much further east, be-

tween Manor Station on tho Long Island
Railroad aud tlio village of Wading River
on the Sound, which is to bo tho terminus
of tho new extension of tlio north sldo
bianch. From this legion, however, tlio
animals havo now almost entirely disap-
peared: but the protection afforded by tho
law has .sufilecd topiovont their extermina-
tion lu the lako dlstiiit futther west, nud
the number of deer which lnuo their rnngo
thero is variously estimated by thoso best
informed nt fiom forty to ono hundred.

It seoms somewhat remarkablo that any
deer at all stanuld still elst In a wild stato
ina part of tho couutry which has been so
long settled as Long Island: but wo are in-

formed that even in Plymouth county,
Massachusetts, tlio earliest inhabited por-
tion of Now England, considerable numbers
of deet nro still to bo mot with.

In Pennsylvania, a few days ago, a 6now-whlt- o

deer was killed nt a plnco called
Baker's Run, in Clinton county, nortliw est
of Harribburg. Wo havo never lieaid of a
white deer being killed or ovon being seen
on Long Island. Pennsylvania seems to
hnvo a monopoly of deer of this color,

halng been killed about twenty
years ago in Schuylkill county. It seoms
tons that a whilo deer, llko a whlto now,
ought to bo allowed to go fieo even by tho
most enthusiastic sportsman, tiulci--s ho bo
a man with tlio instincts of tho Rev.
Thomas Dixon, tho Richmond county tobiii
slayer and Mich a pet son cannot bo digni-llc- d

with tho title of sportsman at all.

is greater. I for my part cannot see It. On thoeontrai), I bollove that war cannot bioakout
for tho next tvyu or three veni-- . Prance la In-
comparably moro jieiiceful and less loady
to strike out than she was lu 1HMH, ThenP.oulai'ger had but to press the button,
and his dynasty was foundod. Now any
form of monarchy in Franco Is moro dan-
gerous to tho maintenance of pence with
tiermany thnn thu lepublie. A monarchy
would llml it much easier to conclude alli-
ances with monarchical Statos. especially
with Itussin. That thu present rulers on tho
banks of the Soinoaro pot thinking of war is
shown by thn l'lipal blesing they havo asked
and obtained for the llepubllc. The Pope has
tlono us no harm by granting it, for its eftei't
was to lay tho spirit of internal strife lu
Fiance, to satisfy tho great and universal and
sincere desire of tho 1 rench people lor peace,
and to make things smoother mid easier for
thoo in power. The latter, moreover, know
quito vvMl that the flit thing a victorious
iiencn tieneini wouiu aovvouiii lu to sweep
them nwity with a dictator's broom.

"As for ltu6sia. it Is the fnbion to describe
her as panting for war with Oerninn). put
wlio want-w- ir In Itussj.i n the'jsar. Ho
Is n cautious gentleman, w ho asks for u ithlng
beyond peace nnd iiuiot.it home sn long as be
can get It. Tin-vas- t minority of the llusslm
peopln du not want win. 'J lie only warlike ele-
ments In llushla aio tho pro's, the Poles, and
the Jew j.

"Jtussin. at nny rate, cannot go townrtlll
slin has got her new rliles and her smokeless
powder, and that means two or three years
more. So It is absuitl to talk of any imme-
diate danger of war cither with 1 ranee or
Pussin."
