1 should sav here that, on a lato visit to the
cave, 1 iceovereil there Honcon Andross's pa-
pers, u lot of silverware that hail been stolen
from the house of Mr. lllnck.a Tollnnd citizen.
We recoxercil from the prisoners : worth of
tobacco and stoien watches. A lot of stolen
liquor In bottles was also found In tho cave.
All the prisoners had a preliminary hearing
heloie a Justice, wore hound over to the Supe-
rior t'oiirt for trial, and lodcedintho little
county jail. With the exception of tho local
offender, all the robbers nre unknown
in Tolland county, and the presumption
js that they hail leathered Into their

cave cane from various pnrts
of the country. Bomo of them, no doubt, wero
previously orofesslonni linmits. AMth tho
threoor four local robbers, the hand numbered
ten or eleven hardy, touch, determined out-
laws. How deeply the former wero concerned
In the depiedat Ions it is. of course. !mpositdo
to sny dellnitely as yet. Tho cavo robbers nre
taciturn and secretive, and oxhlently Intend to
say nothlne that will incriminate each other."

soon alter tho prisoners wero locked up In
t li k Tolland jail a frail and ramshackle struc-
ture thov iiiiule a durlne attempt to break
prison. In making his usual mornlne round
in tlio jail the other day, Jailor Klbhe saw that
the back wall of the prison, near an addition
that is lteliie mntle. had been partly broken.
His further Investlentlon reiealed that one of
the prisoners, with an old shoe knife, hud cut
out several bricks nt tho back of his cell and
pierced tlio wall. The first (inner) layer of
bricks tie hud carefully replaced, but the In-

terior material of the waif, which he bnd re-
moved, was under tho prisoner's mattresses.
Hut for the jailor's discovery the whole bnnd
would have escnpod easily on the ensulne
uivlit.

1 here Is llttlo limestone In Connecticut, nnd
deep and commodious caves are rare. The
den of tho robbers Is a seamless chamber,
much hewn bv elemental forces in some con-
vulsion ot nature In a prehistoric ueo of the
world. It is curious and wonderful In tho

symmetry of its architectural con-s- ti

action. It is n liueo. solid stone sarcopha-ens- .
Its walls, ami floor are tho mas-bl-

pillars of the mountain.
Its floor Is smooth, even rock. Its shapoly

doorwui. with struleht frnino of crunlte, cleft
in the face of thu hill in a freakish mood of
nature, Is like thn portal ton stone palace, as
described by travellois In the dead city of
I'etru. In the stono chamber the human voice
has a subterranean tone thut rout borates
struneeiy but not loudly.

In this cavern the robbers spent the rtny.
whence they set out alter nightfall on their
inuraudinc forays. 'I hey slept and ate thero
und drunk stolen whiskey. They smoked nnd
Played cnnls and told stories. When th'y
wished to oierlook the world, they steppod to
the shelf In front of tho cnve. and from theirlotyevrlo looked down on uuilulatlnc moun-
