Her bodily bohavlor must hnvo boon, wo think,
precisely what Mr. Fawcctt believes his own
literary doportmont to bo. riatnty enough,
"Tho Adoptod Dntlglitor" is tho work ot an
author profoundly conscious of "nOlrmlngln
cvory motion. In every phaso of posture tho
choicest and oaslost elegance." Wo do not
know why Mr. Fawcott calls n momborof the
Albany Legislature n Congressman, any moro
than wo know why ho repeatedly says Infer,
when, apparently, ho ought to say Imply. We
presume it is n phase of posture, without
which tho cholcost nnd easiest eleganco could
not bo roachod. "Sho cougliod fluttoredly"
(pagoi):i)svemstoboof n piece with It It is
the stylo of this novelist tho choico nnd
onslly elegant, stylo Which Is chlolly calcu-lato- d

tocxcltotho lntorcstof tho reador. Ills
plots nro ot no particular conseauonce.
The plotof this story Is btlellythnt F.ustnce
Amory learns that tho girl ho loves
Is really thedauglttor. not of the "charming.
It slightly faded." Mrs. llouncovalle (soo page
lT.'t). butot a millionaire .saloon keeper whom
A in oi y has attacked In the "AlbnnyCongtcss"
(see pngo HI): tlmt the girl also loarns ns
much, nnd that the discovery makos no differ-
ence alter all. It is a mere trifle ot a plot, but
theto Is nothing In "Monte Clirlsto" or "Tho
Moonstone" to npproaeh tho diction which
Mr. Tawcott has pouted out upon his slmplo
themo. It Is very remarkable diction. For
postuto and imposture thoro is nothing to
compare.

Alculn wns a distinguished and Interesting
schoolmaster. His Latin was not perfect but
ho llvod at a tlmo whon defoctlvo Latin was
common, nnd for that mnttor thoro nro plenty
of scholars, oven in this ago of voryraro op-

portunities, who can write it no better. Ho
had takon notice of the seven planots nnd ot
tho countloss stnrry host nnd If ho know
nothing of tho moons of Mars or ot Jupiter's
fifth satellite tho fact Is hardly to bo reckoned
up against him. Ho wroto couplets which
mny not be very fine poetry, but thoy contain
useful Information nnd proper sentiment It
is curious how ho sot about to convoy knowl-
edge to tho Lraporor Chnrlomngno. Taking
a leaf from l'l&to, and engaging the monarch
with quebtlon and answer, thero Is no doubt
that he astonished his Majesty on fre-
quent occasions, and did him no llttlo
good. He was always telling pooplo things
that thoy did not know, from the tlmo when ho
becamo master of Archbishop Clhorf s school
nt York. In the yonr 700, to tho time when ho
dlod at Tours. In the year 804. A good deal
has been written concerning Alculn, but thoro
is no good reason why tho latest book about
him should not be tho best and certainly tho
account ot him from the pen ot I'rof. Andrew
Flomlng West ot I'rinceton College (Charles
Scribner's Sons) is well prepared, well written,
and ot great interest Its scopo is indicated in
Its title. "Alculcnnd tholtisof tho Christian
Schools." It contains a chapter on "The
Seven Liberal Arts." reviews tho work of
Alculn and his pupils, nnd considers tlioir
Inter Influence. It is supplied with map and
tables.

"Formation ot tho Union. 1750-18'JO- ." by Dr.
Albert Bushnell Hart. Assistant Frofessorot
History in Harvard University (Longmans,
Grocn & Co.). is an excellently arranged his-
torical outline, interesting in Itself, nnd well
adapted for reference and for tho htlmulation
of Interest In the thomes treated. It takos n
good grasp of salient points, and it is less
abrupt and presents a moro ample picture,
than ono would belieo to bo possible in tho
space afforded. It subordinates opinion very
skilfully, nnd seems to bo frco of nnything in
thenaturoof dogmatic utterance. It is tho
second volume In tho sorles entitled "F.pochs
of Amoricnn History." It contains flvo maps
Illustrating the growth ot tho colonics and ot
tho republic.

Mr. David A. Curtis tells a curious story In
" Beyond Hypnotism" (Literary Casket Pub-
lishing Company). It is concornod with tho
thoft of $1,500,000 by nn export in tho mes-
meric art who Is able by tho powor of will to
control the actions of a Wall stroet bankor and
of ono of Mr. Byrnos's dotoctlvos. Such genius
far surpasses, ot course, anything that science
ns yet rocognlzes in tho way of hypnotic pos-
sibilities. It Indicates, indeed, such a pitch ot
efficiency In this mysterious nnd terrible art
os Cagliostro himself would have deemed ab-
surd, and little. If anything, is add od to the
amazing quality by tho ciicumstanco that the
operator can. by a mere mental operation,
shrivel the banker up to halt his normal slzo.
Mr. Curtis tolls tho story with a restraint and
with an attention to directness and simplicity
to which It Is a pleasure to bear wltnoss. If
tho plot of tho tale Is fantastical the treatment
Is not, and we even suspect that, in his in-

stinct against sensationalism of style, tho
missed an exceptionally good oppor-

tunity for reasonnblo dramatio effect In put-
ting an end to tho machinations of his villain
so torsoly, so suddonly as he doos. But this Is
an error arising from an admirable tendency,
if It Is an error at all. Tho 6tory Is notably
well dono.

Mr. Jacob Jills has boenn most patient and
painstaking investigator in tho poor and
squalid quarters of Now York, and he has re-

corded perhaps a greater numbor of facts per-
taining to tlieso places than anybody had done
betoro him. His book, published some time
ago, "How tho Other Half Lives," was ample
wurrant forfurthor work which he undertook
In the same line, and the results of which nro
now ot forth In a volume entitled "Tho
Chlldron of the I'oor" (Charles Scribner's
Sons). The now book deals largely with tho
city's charities, but It Is In part, like tho other,
a story of the slump. It Is full of facts clearly
nnd Interestingly narrated, nnd uffords o
valuable record and picture ot tho ground II
covers. Mr. Wis works with pencil and
camera both, and tho complete results of his
labors are hero Included.

"The Buttles of Frederick theOrest." edited
hyC'yill llunsomo (Charles Bcrlbnor's Sons),
is o desirable abstract from Carlylo's biogra-
phy of Frederick. Carlylo's text Is scrupulous-
ly presorved. nnd has the spelling, punctua-
tion, und capitals that he bostowed upon It.
It may well be. as tho editor hopes, that Die

olumo will woo readors who huvo boon
by tlie formidable ten volumes of the

complete biography. Tho book Is Illustrated
with rejections from tho drawings ot Adolf
MenroJ in tho (lormnn Impotlul State edition
of Frederick's works.

To those who like to rend about kings nnd
qiit'ons about tholr costly belongings nnd
their nugust and oilier doings, wo recommend
"Within ltoynl l'nlucos," by tho Maraulso do
Fontenoy (Huhbnrd Publishing Company,
Philadelphia). We oro told on the title pngo

that this book is written " from a persotinl
knowledge ot scenes behind the thrones," and
tho narrative certainly scorns to be tho work
of ono well Informed upon tho line points of
hor theme, upon its complexities, Its subtle-tie- s,

and its mysteries. Attention is given
here to most It uot all, ot tho oxlstlng royal
and imperial families of Kurope. All sorts of
things are told about them, from pure history
to pure gossip. The story ot the surprising
equanimity of the Prince ot Wales on the oc-
