Tho speculators paid
from 111 to ill each tor them, the higher prloo
only going for exceptionally line seats.

Ueloro poon this entire lot wns sold out nt a
grout advance. The speculators boldly asked

and could not supply the demand. At 'J o'clock
In the atternoon tlio ruling price was $10 each
for all grand stand seats.
