The Rine in the Lower Nile Truaced Direcily
1o Vietoria Nyanza,

Loxpox, Nov., 25,-In  Beptember last
unusual  flonds oeceurred in the lower
Nile. tna  hundred thousand men en-
gagad  in pressrvative  works, but  the

onormous voluma of water was wholly un-
lovked for and inflletad much damaga. Capt.
Lugard, who has returned to England from
Victoria Nyanza, tho main head waters of the
Nile, hus somn facts which throw light upon
the floods that overwhelmed the farms of
Yevpt.

He says that usually in the Victoria Nyanza
region the lesser roins begin early in October
and ceaso in the middle of December. From
that time the heat and drought Increase and
the grass dries up and Is burned. In the
oarly paurt of March the greater raina set In
wnid a tropical downfull eontinues with few
Lirenka till the and of Muy.

In October wnd Novembor Inst yoar the
losser ruing wore unusually hoavy, and eon-
tinued witn lHttle intormission till'the time of
thw reguliy radng in March, There was o little
vhack in the rainfall, and then the downpuur
reeommeanced and was still in progress whan
I loft Ugnnda in the middle of June last. The
rivoers, which should have been falling after
the saason of heavy riuin, wors all sbnormally
liigh. lake Victorla was six feet abiove ita
orilinary level when ho laft the country, and
perhaps rosse still higher.

OTHER TROOPS THAN TROOP A BEING
FORMED IN NEW YORK BTATE.

The Favor In Which This Branch of Milltia
1 Meld Floewhere—New York Hehind
Peanaylvaula and Home Honthern
Ntates-Riding Clabs Want Bwords,

A great denl of Interest Is taken In the
riling sehools and among horsemen In the
propoaed shiargement of the cavalry of the
Natlonal Guard. Naw York Is behind many
other Btates in its mounted militia. Pennsyl-
vania has several troops, and msome of the
Routhern States have anough militin cavalry
to form'a regiment, whilotho only fully formed
troop In the whole State of New York Is Troop
A, which Capt. llos commands.

Until Capt. Ros organized Troop Athers was
not asingie tralned mounted body of men in
the Natlonal Guard. There wore, In fact, so
few skilled horsemen in the Guard that tha
horsomanship of the oflcers In parados was
frequently o matter of ridiculs. Btafl officers
ware seen at times holding on to the pommels
of thalr anddles, and the orderliss wors nlmost
always Instrnoted to keep careful watch of tho
horses of cortaln of the ofMcers who would
much rather have hoen on foot did not mili-
tary custom requirs them to parads mountod.
Capt. Roe of Troop A is an old West Polntor
and regular army ofMosr, who has had a groat
denal of practioal military experience. He
enme to New York to live, and he took up the
iden of the troop boenuse he found Ita ploas-
ant divaralon for him, and he becamo ro much
Interested In it that he hass been giving up
almost all of his time to it sines. He has felt
the nld fascination of army life and military
affalrs which elinga to so many men who leave
the army to go Into clvil life, who do not
fes! at iomo without something martial to oc-
cupy thoir minds.

Mninly na the result of Cnpt. Roe's Individunl
efforts, Troop A was organized, It becamo ko
popular that (ta ranks wers fled, leayving men
on the walting 11st. as at an exclusive elub,
The troop aleo becams popular with the eit-
izenA, and the Armory Board and Sinking Fund
Commiasloners have made provision for it In
oneof the now armories with the proviso that
tha troop shall furnish {ts own stables.

The troop, In urganization and smount of
dues, Is comparnble to a Filth avenue rlub,
and the candidates for adm!sslon are In-
veatigatod and passod on much In the same

membara’ expontes. The Btute might with-
draw ita financial support altogethor, so far ns
somo of the men are concerned, If It would
only stop fining them for absence from In-
spection and deills. The troop is practically a
sell-supporting body. ‘The men buy their
own boots and a part of their uniformis. ‘T'le
honts are thy quality known as offlesrs’ bhoots
ir the rogular army, and cost about threo
times as much as regulnr army privates’ |
hoota. Many of thoe men wear riding breeches
made out of uniform eloth, and in all respecty |
they will compure fnvorably with any riding
club in the rity,

The populurity of the troop and the number
of applicants for admissien to It have In-
spired the idea of n cuvalry regiment nnd ulti-
mataly a cavalry hrigade, to he organized out
of the various riding elubs and Infnotry rogi-
ments. The {dea hins proved to be very popu-
lar, nnd two additional troops are orginizing
> York city, in ndditfon to a troon in
Brooklyn, anid otlior troops in Albany, BulTalo,
unl lochestor, 1Theso troops will be suMelent
to form a cavalry regiment, and if that branch
of the service be extended to thes country
;mima there will suon bo materinl for & cuvalry
