¢OLDLY RECEIVED BY TRE MONETARY
CONFERENCE.

Delegnten of Other Natlons Refuse to Con.
sliter Thin Soheme of Bimetalliom Until
They Minve Connnited Thelr Governments,

Brusskrs, Nov. 20.—At the maeoting of the

Internationa! Monetary C‘onference to-day,

gonator William 1. Allison and Ssnator John

1" Jonea sot forth tha American proposals, and

rrviowed the monatary situation in the Unitad

#tates and other countries representad in th

conferance. ‘The proposals follow: E:

“It s generally admitted that the vere large
depreciation of silvor, as comparad with gold,
fi: the last twonly yoars, and tha frenuent and
viodent fluctuations of sllver ineldsntal there.

t o have beon Injurlous to the commereial and

otlier aconomic fnterests of all eivilized coun-

toes, nnd havo causod and are cAusing sarious
evils and inconvenlences to teade, the full ex-
tont of which cunnot yot be nionsured. It 1s
the opinion of the paopies of the United Kintes,
with singular unanimity, that the reistablish-
went of some Axity of valus Letween gold
und ellver, and the full usa of silver

ms 0 coin moetal upon a ratio to gold,
to bt Nxed by agrosment Lietwoen the
greal  commercial niations of the world,

would vury greatly promote the prosperity of
il clusses of the people. They aro not un-
nware, however, of tha fuct that public opinion
in some other countries, whose cofiperation In
i succesaful movemoeunt for such an sgreement
{s mest doslrable, may not fully accord with
tho views éntertaineil in the United Btates as
to the practicability of such an ngreement.
They Lelleve, however, that the sentiment for
the lnrger vae of silver us n money metal hns
Leon steadily growing throughout the world,
and that the present time Is propitious for
nolding wn international ecrnference tu con-
bllh‘l' the =ulgeet,

SThe Government of the Unlted States,
while trankly alsclosing its own views as to
the romedy 1o be npphied, has not wishad to
Tmposs any conditions that woiullid smbirrass
any overnment 1ot might be willing to con-
for upon the most savantageous telation of
pilver 1o the colnage of the worlil,  1'or thess
runsons the Government of the United Stutes
proposed n convention of the powers for the
purposo of conferring tipon whnl measures, if
anvy, can be tnken to incrense the use of silver
as monny. In l'uhl'urmltr with tha purposs o
this conferenco, the delogatos of the Unite
Btates offor the following resolution

can plan will be reieeted, The tierinnn and
Austrian delegatean nra strongly nguinst any
meastre which would necessitiute any chunﬁe
of niomnent in exinting legislation on the
maney (usstion,

Alired o Rothsehild of the British delega-
tion nnnounced that he would propose to-
morrow to ereato an intornntional sﬁv_ndlehte to
purchoss silver, with tho view of efTecting an
apprecintion in the value of the metal.

Luglish influences are evidently busy in op-
position to the American plana. The Engiish
dalegitos hardly ninke any concoalment uf
the faet that they mean, Il possible, to make
tho Uanlersnes abortive. They privately hint
that tho otyect of England'a representation in
tho Conference Is to enable the British Gov-
erumant to tell tho Giovernment of lodia that
they Luve done all thut (s possible, and that it
nu agrecment can be arrivod at it 1s because
the problem Is an insaluble une,

FPREMIFER ABBOTT RESIGNS,
And Sir Joha Thompson TUndertakes the
Formation of a New Cnnndinn Cabinet,

O1TAWA, Nov, 25.—8|r John Abbott's resigna-
tion as Premicr of Canada has at last been ne-
cepted by Lord Stanley, and to-day the Gov-
ernor-General called on Sir Jolin Thompson
to form & Cabinet, For several hours 8ir John
was aloseted with the Governor-General, nfter
which [t was announced that he had sccepted
Lord Btanley's offer and would at once enter
upon the task of forming a Ministry.

It Is generally understood that of the old
Cabinet, Bowell, Haggart, Patterson, Tupper,
Fastor, Dally, and Ouimet will remaln, while
Carling. Chaplean, Caron, and Costigan will
be sent adrift. It Ia believed that Chaplenu
will take the Lisutenant-Giovernorship of ue-
Leo and Costlgan tha Governorship of New
Brunawick, while for the other two thoers ap-
pear no places in which to shelve them. [tis
understood that Curran of Montreal, Ives of
the sastern townships, and Angers of Duehee
and Tasse or Girourard of Montreal will enter
the new Cubinel.

It is probable that in view of the prospactiva
hanges 1n the United States tarlff the new
wnadinn Governmeoent will considernbly mod-

iy the customs lnws during the coming soa-
sjon of Parliament, It ie genorally lLolleved
that a more libaral measure of resinrovity will
Lo offered to the United states thup any pro-
{-unl yot made, It wiil probably Le two or
!Iroodnrl bafore the personnel of the new
Cabinet {s definitely knawn.

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HE SIDED WITH DR. BRIGGS.

TIIE REV., W. F. FABER LEAYES THE
PRESRYTERIAN CHURCH.

He Menigne His Pantorats In Westfield, N,
Yo and Annonnces His Intention of Enters
Ing the Minisiry of the Epincopnl Chureh,

Westriern, N. Y., Nov, 25,~Tha Rev, W. F.
Faber created n declded eensation on Buniay
inthe First Peaabytecian Chureh by reading
his rosignntion to the congregntion, and also
nnnotuncing his Intention of leaving the Pres-
byterian Chureli and sntering the Eniseopal
ministry. 1lla intentlons hinve besn known to
Rishop Coxe of Buffalo and a few of Lils moat
Intimata (rlpnds for several weeks, but m ma=
jority of the large congregation that habitu-
ally attend his nervices were totally unpre-
pared to licar his resignation. 1'he slders of
the churel had only Leen notiflod by leiter
the Thuraday bafore. s congregnation wans
slmply dumfoundsd, In the nine years of his
pasturite here thern has never hoan A clash
between him and his peopls, and he had
never beon hald in higher esteem and his in-
Muenca wns nover grontar than at thia time.
His influence was particularly strong among
the young people, and his reputation ns an
eloquent preacher and an earnest, consciens
tious Christian worker extended far beyond
the county.

The First Presbyterian Church Is the oldest
church In Chautaugua county, having bheen es-
tablished in 1803 ns a Congregational ehureh.
In IB17 it was reorganized ns n Presbyterion
chureh, Of the thirtoen postora who have
presided over it sinea 1817, none of them has
stnyeid na long a8 Mr. Faber except one, and
lie ginysd no longer. Under Mr Iaber's
ehinrge the churclhi has prosporeil ns it never
lind prospatred before. e has added 213
mombers, until It outnumbers wil the other
four churelies combined, and {ts mnaterinl
prosperity hns beon ns grent. At the last rent-
Ieg of paws, which occurred only n week ago,
nearly 000 mora was realized than on any
provious voar.  Undar such eirenmstances his
wetlon was ciloulated 1o oreute sirprise,

As a preadtior Mr. Falor has aiwinys been
vory lteril, and In the coutroversiss now
goine on in the 'resbyterian Chureh he has
slilod with the Briggs people, and hins lreely
expressed himsolf, not oniy feom tho pulpit,
but in publie print,  For that rea=on his nnme,
with those of four othors, somotime ngo was
“hlacklsted " by the ultes orthodox memboers
of the Bufalo Preabytery, und the preliminary
f\rn--a-n-ih:u- ware sturted  Tor his telad tor
lerosy, bul wore never pushed,

For the pist year hie his conalderod that his
work horo had been accomplished, apd that a
chingo wius desitable, both borhimsell nod the
Chureh, Hers was the dilemmu: Whers vonld
he go inthe Presbyterlon Churel 2 With his
vinws thers was no place open to him. At the
last Gianeral Assembly that body liand pussed
u “pencral delivoraneo’” resolution ot its
moeting in Oregon, whish said, in eiTect, that
time woulil be allowed all preachors of tha
D Priggsway of thinkiog to retire, otherwiss
they woundlsd bee denit with.  The rosolution also
onjolnad all oMesrs of churches 1o see thint
s proviston was earriod out. Under the vire
erinstntees Lie fotnd himself nearer the Epls-
copnl falth than any other.

When thotross are bars and stand in clenr
outline against the sky the graves nre plainly
visible, but In thosaseasonsthe Mark is nlmost
denortod. Faweven of the oldost residents of
Tirooklyn are aware such n cometary exista,

A now grava wns oponed In this apot yestor-
day.and n Quaker wonian was burled in It
Khe was Mre, Eliza Chadwick Dowron, wife of
Pr. J. P Bowron, n wealthy physician ot Ports
cliestar.  Formerly she lived in Brooklyn.
wliore sha belonged to the eirelo of Frienda.
In Tortchester she joined the Lplecopal
Churel and died in that Taith, but her last
wish was to ha buried in the quiet Quaker
eometery (n I'rospect Park.

A honras and two enrringes anterod the park
through tha Fifteenth strast gate at noon.
Tha litle funeral procession entarad the
burial ground and slowly monntod the bare
knoll whieh tho eematery eovers, Reattersd
about without order wera the mounds on
whioh the grass hnd withered, A small, sim-
plo headstons, wenther-worn and dimmod,
atood, hal! hidden, In dead loaves at thie hospid
of each mound,  Almost at the top of the
knoll wns the open grave.

Tha_husband of tha dead woman and the
Rev. Dr. Charlas E Nruglar, rector of the
FEplsenpal ehureh In  Portehester, stepped
from the fest earvinge and two men and two
women, mamhoers of thoQuakor cirele of 'orts
ehaster, nifglhited from tho other, They gath-
ercid around the open frn\'l'. nnd, whils the
eofMn was loweroad, bowed thole hends to listen
nr the clergyman read the burial servies,
Then the griava was Nlled and the mournera
dopartod. In & fow days a healstons will ba
placod nt the head of the newest mound.

This pemetery Wit Inid aut in the wood=that
akirted the old Coney Island rona in 1840, Los
fore peopis dreamod of Prospect 'ark,. When
thie prek sehems was originated the wonlthy
l{m\lmm potitioned the Leglsluturs to proteet
the cometery, and a0on wlorwurd an net was
passad which prevonted the eity from en-
eronching upon this property.  So Prospect
'ark wos huilt and trimmed and Iunultnmrun
around this spot, but munieipal yurlsidiotinn
erds ot the wire fonee which surrounds the
anmetary., The burial ground covers about
twanty neres, [tis now owned by the ™ Montli-
Iy Mosting of New York," as tho loeal Quaker
