I believe, is sharod In by a large
majority of our ceople. It Is not possible for
the United States of America alone to fix and
maintain the ratio between gold and silver
tor all the world, and. from present indicat-
ions, the mints of the United States will
not only not be oponed for tho free coinage of
silver, but a lesser rather than a greater use of
the white metal as money will occur In our
ronntry unless some reasonable International
ssreement can be made in tho near future. If
cold monometallism Is to prevail anions tha
principal commercial nations tho United
Mates, with Its enormous and Increasing for-
eign commerce, with its high credit, with its
Urce stock of gold, and its rich mines of the
same metal, will to compelled not only to
eeaso purchasing silver for currency purposes,
but to tako such rfteps as may tie necessary to
Increase and maintain IM stock of cold."

NY lion he was safely in prison his
wife took their two children and wont to lUe
with a colored man namod Bowles. Bowles
has a wife and threo children, one of whom.
Georgo. is about 'JO years old.

Bowles gave his wife and two small children
the upper floor of the house, and he nud Mrs.
Van Brunt, with his son and tho Van Brunt
children, lived down stairs. Thcro was moro
or loss quarrelling, but they got along with-
out xerious difficulty until yesterday morning,
llowteb and his wife had both left the house.
Mrs. Van Brunt and her children and George
Bowles were at the breakfast table, and. ac-
cording to Mrs. Van Brunt, ynung Howies went
to the corner and took un n cheap single
breech-loadln- e shotgun und said.

" I am going to shoot you."
Ho pulled the trigger and Mrs. 'V an Brunt

threw up her hande, receUiusa load of bird
Hhot In tho right hand and in the right side of
tjjt"fn Jiowl"! put rtmrn th(rnn and 'ntout. Mrs. van Brunt fell to the floor. and the
children ran out and told me of tho neigh-
bors. Dr Bcoeh of iatontown came soon alter
and did what ho could for Mrs. Van Brunt.

Mrs. Bowles in the mean time had been
home and harnessed up an old hori-- of her
husband's and drove her son to Eutontown,
whore she left him and went homo. Coroner
Van Dyke of Long Branch was sent for, and
Prosecutor Ivlns and Bed Bank officers woro
notified, Whilo the Coroner took the woman's
statement tho officers went about the country
looking for Goorge Bowles. Bowles ivas met
on tho road by an officer. He was near home,
and not making any efTort topscapt. He told
tha officer that he did not Intend to shoot Mr.
Van Brunt, not thinking that the gun was
loaded. He was taken to jail at Freehold. Di.
Beach says Mrs. San Brunt will live only a
short time.

SERTOrS TIMES IN MADRID.

A .vnn 10,000 stiioxo filt.s the city
n iru al tit.v.

Their Wriith Aronird by Corrunllon In ll.e
tlOTrrnment They Iumnae Property nnd
ItesUt the Pollee-VTeiilt- liy Peottln Pnnlo
StHrken More Trouble Fenred To-dn-

Mjidrid. Doc. 1. This has been a day of un-
interrupted tumult and apprehension through-ou- t

the city. Thousands uf men did not go to
work at the usual hour, but waited tn groups
nt street corners near tho centre of tha city.
Thoy wore JolnoJ by f) o'clock by crowds ot
loafers. Anarchists, nnd rowdies. Thousands
gathered at tho Tuertn dol Sol and began
shouting against the Ministry and the mu-
nicipal authorities.

1 ho police tried to disperse them, but were
ropulsod. Bed and black flags wore wavad as
the police retreated, and cheers tor anarchy
and tho revolution were clvon. UeCnforca-ment- s

were cnllod. but before thoy arrived
most of tho crowd hnd drifted Into side streets.

At -' o'clock the crowd gathered again. It.000
or 12.000 strong. Black Hags Were more nu-
merous, and many ot the men were armed
with clubs. The crowd surged ud to the steps
of the Homo Office, snouting. "Down with the
Govornmcntl" "Down with the city thieves!"
"Crush the upper tea thoujandl" "Give ua
our rights'" Ac.

The bulldltu was closed and a call was sent
out for morn military and police protection.
Before troops arthed the cry "To the ralaco"
wnj raised, and tho mob stattod down tho
falls del Arvnat, shouting, singing, aud wav-
ing flags.

."tone, clubs, nnd plees of metal from
workshop" Were thrown through the windows
on loth sides of the street, resectable citi-
zens were thro-s- down and trampled or com-
pelled to join tha mob. and several sheps in
sld streets were forced opan nnd plundered.

When half way to tho plura Lefuro the oal-ac- o

the lear end of the mob was intercepted
and disrjaied by police, who broko In from a
side stroot with drawn sabres. The struggle
between police lasted about ten minutes, as
tho man fought tack stubbornly with what-
ever weapons they could find.

lwo policemen were knockedlsenseless with
stones, and two market women vslio had joined
the mob were cut down with eabres. Mean-
while tho foromost part of the mob reached
tlio open space before tho palace.

They shouted for "Justice to the noor." the
dismissal of the Ministry, and the punishment
ot the municipal officials who were stealing
the people s money. A codyof mounted police
charged upon them down the Culledel Aronal.
and, after another struggle, dispersed them.

hevernl persons were injured in tha tleht.
and twelve the rioteis were captured. After
tight thu linters gathered in grouiis on street
corners, and a thousand or more shouted uud
sang nt the 1'uerta del hoi.

During this desultory demonstration Seller
Saeauta. the rode by. He was
groeted with cheers from all sides, and many
followed him calling out tneir approval of Ills
course in advocating the prosecution of tha
municipal authorities.

Crowds continued to gather In the open
spaces until 11 o'clock. Mounted police moved
in squads through tho citv. and dispersed
them as fast as they assembled. All the troops
in ttrccity were held in readiness to responu
to the first call for assistance.

the guards at tho Government
buildings nnd the palace have been doubled.
The uneasiness feltbi the wealthier classos
is little less than a panic. Tne police nnd
military uro preparing for moro trounle to-
morrow, as nobody belloves that the demon-
stration hns spent itself.

The bitterness against the Government Is
intciioo among the laboring and urttsuu
classes. The change In the Ministry of the In-
terior apparently will accomplish nothing to-
ward averting a Cabinet crUis. as popular
fooling against the whole present Government
is so thoroughly aroused that it can be allayed
only by the retirement of the Cabinet in a body.

Cnllfbrnl.VM Kuprcmr. Court Decide. In Favor
of the Ilauicliter, Florence.

SixFuxtscibCO. Deo. 1. Tho California
Court y affirmed the lower court's

decision giving the wholo of the Blytho estate,
valued at Si.000,000. to rioreuce Blythe. the Il-

legitimate daughter ot tho old milllonulre.
Thu Court held that she had been legitimized
cy her father's provisions for her support and
hU Acknowledgment of his paternity. Cali-
fornia law thus changed tho status of a child
who had never been in tho htato until brought
hereafter her father'e death. In thoubsenco
of utber direct heirs the estate goes to tho
daughter, whom Blytho recognized.

This docUlon settles fur over one ot the
most famous cases in lallfornla annals.
Blytho died noarly ten j cat a ago. Claimants
for his big estate numbered over one hun-dro-

street nnd Hfth avenue. His disease. It
is believed, is pulmonary consumption. 'Plie
latest Information gtvert at his house is that.lio
is unconscious and sinking rapidly. His phy-

sicians will not say definitely what tho
naturo of this last attack Is. It is
learned, however, that Mr. Gould has
had not one but several hemorrhages from the
lungs, tho first of them on the day before
Thanksgiving. Thero was another hemor-
rhage two days latoi. and still another last
Wednesday. Whether or not'lho pulmonary
disease has appeared only recently cannot yet
be learned. But Its advanoe ot'lato appears to
have beon very rapid.

It ts said that Mr. Gould's lungs have been
weak for a number of yenrs, though ho has
never let even his most Intimate friends know
it. The hemorrhage on Nov. -- 3 was accom-
panied by fits of coughing. It left him weak.
He has never rallied.

He has been gradually wasting and sinking.
His death, it Is said, has from the moment ot
the hemorrbago bean but a question of a little
time. Every known medical devlco has been
resorted to, but tha doctors could not bring
about any permanent rally. Each ot the later
hemorrhages, it is said, was accompanied by a
vary painful coughing Epoll that helped great-
ly to weaken Mr. Gould.

Thre was no nttumpt made last night to
conceal tho fact that Mr. Gould was vary seri-
ously sick. Tha members of his family wore
nil tn tha house and at times by his bedstdo-Dr- .

Munn, his family physician, called several
times during tha day on Mr. Gould, and was
with him all the evening. Dr. Janoway was in
consultation with Dr. Munn again yesterdny.
and this fact strengthened the report that Mr.
Gould's recent hemorrhages wero from the
lungs and not from tha stomach. Dr. Munn
refused to make any dellnlto statement about
Mr. Gould's illness.

A little crowd ot people stood on tho tour
corners opposite the houso until late at night
gazing up at the windows and remnrklncthe
movement of evory shadow thnt could bo Been
on tho drawn curtains. Every window in the
house was lighted up. Mr. Gould's room is at
the corner on the second floor, and figures
could be seen continually moving around in it.

Thero were many callers at th house. Not
ono In ten got by tha door. All tho day the at-
tendants bad given out encouraging reports,
but when night ctma they changed. At 0
o'clock the man at the door Bald:

"Mr. Gould is resting, but is slightly worse.
Ho Is not considered to be in great danger,
though. Tho doctors are not here."

A little while later a earriago drove up (to
tho door, and two ladles got out. .They wore
the first persons admitted to tho houso nfter 0
o'clock. It was said they were friends ot Miss
Helen Gould. A littlo later another carriage
was driven up. and a man got out He hur-
ried up the steps and into the liouso ao quickly
that in the dim light ot the corner lamp his
face uld not I Asia. Hi vrsi CJ.!d is Uu j.
friend ot George Gould.

At7o'cIook the report of "no Immediate
danger" was changed to "Mr. Gould is very
low." This report was not credited, because
the butler had almost lauchod ln tho face ot
the multitudo ot inquirers earlier in the even-
ing but half an hour later tha report was
repeated.

AtH o'clock allot Mr. Gould's family wero
gathered at his home. Thoy included Mr. and
Mrs. George Gould. Mr. and Mrs. Edwin Gould.
Miss Helen Gould. Mr. Howard Gould. Mr.
Harold Gould, and Miss Annie Gould. George.
Edwin, and Howard were at tho patient's bed-
side.

Mr. Gould, it was said, was conscious, but so
weak that ho could not speak. This was the
Information given by ono of the man who wero
admitted to tho house and remained within
tor a fow minutes. He would not tell his name,
and hurried away when tha newspapermen
began to question him closely.

About 8 o'clock It was said Dr. John R. Pax-to- n

of the Wost Presbyterian Church, which
Mr. Gould nttonds. called at the house. Ha
stayed but a littlo while.

It wus un hour later that the first official
news from the sick room was given out Tha
editor ot ono of the Wall street publications, a
frlond ot Mr. George Gould, called and sent in
a. noto asking tor authontio Information. A
fow minutes later the answer in Mr. Gould's
handwriting camo down: "My father Is very
low."

The two ladles who had called oarly in the
evening left the house about 10 o'clock.

As the evening wore on the little crowds on
the corner went home. The stream ot callers
lessened. The few In tho stroet who remalnod
could sea Increasing commotion in tho tick
room.

Shortly aftor 11 o'clock ono of the reporters,
who Inquired at tha door, was Informed that
the doctor had sent out word that Mr. Gould
would probably not live an hour. As this man
left thu house Mrs. Qoorge Gould was neon to
come to tho window In the sick room, raise
tlio curtain, and look out She stood thero
perhups llvo minutes, then pulled down tlio
shade again.

Notes Innumerable ware sent Into tho house
by various persons. Thoy were all returned
unanswered, or with tho information that Mr.
Gould was vory low and might not live tho
nishtout

At l'J:15 o'clock this morning it was re-

ported that Mr. Gould had been unconscious
for an hour, and was sinking rapidly.

At 1 o'clock the lights were turned out or
very low In the sick room, but It was said that
Mr. Gould was still alive.

The family bad rotlred. leaving Dr. Munn
nnd the nurses to natch the patient Miss
Helen Gould is herself ill, having been con-
fined to her bed with a severe cold for a day
or two.

Mr. Gould's Illness was discussed by the
brokers and Wall street men who gathor ev-

ery night at tha Windsor Hotel. When Mr.
Gould has suffered from bis periodical at-

tacks of nervous dyspepsia previously
tha members ot his family nave been
tloi to admit that ha was sick at ull.
Ho has suffered from these attacks ot dyspep-
sia followed by nervous prostration about
twice a year. Nona of them has really beon
considered to be dangerous by his family thy-tiicla-

Dr. Munn, und let. owing to Mr,
Gould's financial relations much has been
made of them.
