Great interest In tho religious world
to tho publication In Paris of a trans-

lation of tho roeently discovered manuscript
of tho Apocryphal Gospel of Potor. It Is a
documont ofthooarly hnltot tho second cen-
tury, and tho copy dlscovorod In nn Kayptlan
tomb Is judged to hnvo been 111 ado in tho
eighth century. This now account of tho
resurrection Is slven: " There was n Brent
voice from heavon. nnd tho soldiers Haw tho
heavens oonn nnd two men descending thenco
with 11 great light and approaching tho tomb,
and the stone which was put at tho door rolled
nway of Itself, and dopnrtod on ono side, nnd
thu tomb was oponod and Loth tho young rnon
entered it. Whon. therefore, the soldiers saw It
they awakened tho centurion and tho elders,
for thoy, too. woro hard by Keep-
ing watch, nnd ns they declnrod what
things thoy had soon, niratn thoysoo coming
forth from tho tomb throe men. and tho two
supporting tho ono. nnd n cross following
tlie.ii. And of tho two tho heads reached unto
tho henvens, hut tho bond of him Mint was led
oorpnFed tho heaxons, and thoy hentd n
voleo from the heavens saying. ' Hast thou
preached to them that sleep.'' and nn answer
was heard from tho cross. ' Yen.' " There was
also found n copy of tho lost Apocnlypso of
Peter. This Is n most vnlunblu discovery, for,
ns tho translator Indicates. It furnlshos thu
origin of mostot tho early Christian idens ot
hell. Much of tho later llternturo on tho sub-

ject Is traceable to this now rostored docu-
ment. A Rlnglo quotation shows Its nnturo:
"Anil I saw also another placo over against
that other, nnd It wos a placo of chastisement,
nnd thoso that were 1 elng chastised, and
tho nngels. that woio chastising, had
their raiment dnik according to tho
utmosphoio ot that place, and thero
were some thero hanging by their toncuos
and these wero they that blaspheino the way
of righteousness. And 1 saw tho inurdeiers
ond thorn that had conspired with them enst
iuton certain nnrrow place, full of oII reptiles,
und behiB smitten by thoso beasts nnd wal-

lowing thoio thus lu thnt tormcnt.11t.il there
woiohct upon them, as It were, clouds'of'dark-lies- a,
