Hermann Stera Turned na the Gas and

nermann Btern. foreign exchange clerk In
the banking house of Lndenburg. Thalnfann
t Co.. nt 40 Wall street und correspondent for
a Hamburg paper, committed suicldo yester-
day at his lodging at l.O.'U Lexington avoutie.
No reason is asslgn.od for tho act

When nwakened for breakfast Stern re-

sponded cheerfully from his bed. tolling the
maid who had called him that he would bo
down directly. He did not keep his word, and
presontly nn odor or gas coming from his
room diffused itself through tho house. His
door wns tried and tound to lis locked. A lock-
smith wus sent for and Dr. D. L. Bauch and
another physician wero summonod. When
Stern's door was forced his yet warm body
was found hnnuing to his closet door, whllogns was pouring into tho room from the open
burners of the gas fixture and ot a gas stove.
The physicians did all thoy could to resusci-
tate, the suicide, but failed.

Stern was born in Germany thirty-thro- e

years ago. ami hud beon in this country about
live years. He was n bachelor. Ills rela-
tives are all In Germany, nnd he lived with a
Irieutl in the house wliere ho killed himself.
His accounts uro bolicvod to be correct, his
habits wore good, and he had no known cause
for unhappiness. An onvclope addressed to
tho Coroner was found In his room, containing
the following.

All
of them went to this hotel, nnd its proprietor
was accustomed to say that if a Welsh or
Cornish miner wero found nnywhero else he
know tho man must be lost. Morris was born
fifty-tw- o years ago In Wolverhampton. Staf-
fordshire, and the greater part of his life was
passed In Manchester. Kngland. Ten years
ago ho came to this countiy and bought the
hotel in Wust street which wns then known as
tho Cornwall Arms. He conducted thn
house 'Hi tho stvle of nn Luglish Inn,
nnd always declined to receive any-
one speaking another languugo than
I'ngllsh. Tho entrance to tho house Isthrotigli
a bar hung with pewter mugs and with a care-
fully sanded Hour. Hack of this is a dining
room with dark wooden walls and a heavy
oaken tablo shining In its polished cleanli-
ness, lu tho rear of the houso Is the kitchen,
which was nlwuys tho particular object of
Morris's uttention. Tho bright tins and spot-
less tables were never so clean that ho was
content to let the Encllsh servants he always
employed cease working ut thom. Through
ht generosity lo his patrons and his liberul
manner of conducting the hotel he failed to
accumulate any foitune. The Irish Kmigrant
Society was accustomed to dlnu nn Christmas
and Thanksgiving at the Cornish Arms.
Morris leaves a widow and one son. The
funeral will bo held on Monday and the body
will be Interred at Woodlawn.
