MAKE YO FORTUNE

The Vesssl thnt Saves Another from Great
Feril May Win One-ithird the Valoe of
Mulling Vessel and Cargo, and Mores In
Proporilaon In the Cane of o Steamship,

In theee lnst six weoks of misadventure at
sen. there have been many Instancos of
ahins rosculng othor ships met in imminent
danger on the highways of thies Atlaatie, and
tha rescuing shipa Ijave in evory eass gol a
rioh reaward of salvage. While the payiog of
salvame In not an unusual thing, it has bosn
many a year since shilpowners and eealaring
men have lost go much or profited 8o much,
ascording to tho point of view, theough this
Inw of ealvagze which {8 recognized |nevery
country of the civilized world.  In some conn-
tries the amount Is settled definitely nt & cer-
tain poreantage of the value of the ship and
ecargo, In Eng'and nod Amerioa the nmount
of ealvage rests with the Judge ol the ad-
miralty eourt, who determinas it aller hearing
the avidencs which shows the valus of tha
sorvice renderad.  The rales which govern the
proceadings of ndmiralty courta nrs axplleit.

Tu the first nlace. thers is no nbligation upon
tho master of any vessel to heol signals ol dis-
tress, He may go upcn his way as il noeall
for aid had Leru made and the law eanoot
tonch him.  Dut thers are few Instancos of
masters having dons this without somes ex-
curs, And the unwritten lnw which says that
n call for holp at sea musl be obeyed Is most
powarful, heing enforced by publie opinlon,
Every master knows that danzer may como tn
him and his vessel, and that it wonld not ba
well lfor him I he bad ever disobeyad this une
wrillen law,

The lawa of enlvage are in existencs to an-
entirage endeavors to save life nnd property at
son. Al the rame time, the laws have in mind
the danger of exciting the nvarice of mnsiera
and owners, and have made strict provialon for
jurtice to both sides. For Instance, undar all
but the most extraordinary cireumstances, a
master and his craw cannot get ealvage for
saving their own vessal. It is supposed that
they must do everything intheir power to save
it and to keep It f[rom dangar under thelir con-
tract with the owners, snd the law has been
careful not to glve them a chianco to put the
ship In peril, so that they may profit by iin
rescue.

Amain, any sxorbltant bargnin made by the
mauster of u ship with the master of & ship in
sore distress will not hold in court. Nor will
an unruccassful attempt at snlvage form the
Lasis of aolaim. The snlvage must Le com-
plate, or it is not at all, It must Le shown also
that the paril was netual. and that the nssfat-
ance wan given in good faith,

While some of thess ¢inims amount to only
few hundreds or a few Lhousanids of dollurs, a
few, anid the slorms of the [ast six weeks
brought several of this kinl result In the
award of from $25,000 to $100.000, or even
vr.n.uuo.

When a vessel In the groatest stralte givea
the'signal fer help on the high seas and an-
other vesssl answers it, there are three warvs
of getting o line uboard her that she may be
taken in tow. The firat is by floating a line
dewn to her. Tho rescuing vessel gets to the
windward of the veasal she is goieg to take in
tow. Then aline is fastened tu n buoy and
the buoy floats down toward the helnless vas-
nrel. If they manage to cateh the buoy the line
is snfe nboard.

The second way is by shooting the line, All
versels have a cannon aboard for this purpose,
und also for signalling. Either vessol may try
to shoot the liue to the other, but usually the
vessal in need of assislance makes the first
triala ‘The third way, and the aurest, is by tho
lifeboat. If the helpless vessal still has her
lifehouls, she gots one of them away. If not,
then the mnster of the resculng vossol ealls
for volunteers. If there is any chaneo for a
bout to live, ususlly thereis ne lack of men
willicg te take the rlsk. The mwaete and half a
dozen men maon the lfebout. and, takiog the
line, try to reach the other vessel. If tha men
in the lifshoat aucresd, thelr share of the sal-
vago will be u small fortune.
