Foster maid to THE BUN correnpondont to-day
that he was not surpriiesd at the actlon of the
Canadion frovernment in announeing that the
dlseriminating eanal tolla agninst Ameriean
yesavls wouid not be malntained during the
comite venson.  The Heerotary had not ro-
eolvedd the official notifieatlon of the new or-
Jar, but ho had beon n communiontion with
tha Deitian Minlator on the subject for some
titne, and reccivod notice informally on Batur-
day last of what had taken place. Becretary
Foster ndded that of courss the new order, {f
oMeinlly promulgated, would result In a re-
yoeution of President Harrison’s proclamation
of laat summer, lmposing & retalintory toll up-
on Canadinn veasels passing through the ship
eannint Sault Ste, Marle, The proclamation
gpociticnlly states that it ahall not romain in
effect ufter the Canadian diserlminating tolls
ghall hve heen removed,

secrotary Foster made publie this evening
tho corresponidenco that hos passed betwoon
tho state Department and Sir Julian Paunce-
fote, tho Dritlah Miniater, which led to the
concilintory action of tha Canudian Govern-
ment. In this correspondence the Dominion
ofticials endeavor to make it appear that they
wero on the point of ngrocing to the Ameorican
tiovernment’a domand lor fulr trentment to
the cnunl commerco when the President (s
suid his rotalintory proclamation. and that
the State Dopartment was fully aware of this
fatontion. Secrotary loster, in tho corgos
gpondence, defunds himsell from thia ehinrge
of tidd Tuith, and givea n detallad history of tho
Qiplomatic litigation with regard to tho use nf
Amerienn and Canadian eanals, and makes it
vory plain to the Hritish Ministor that the ne-
tion of the Canadian Giovernment in removing
thelr diseriminating tolls was brought ahout
by the knowledgo that the President intonded
following up hils proclamation with recom-
wendations for furthor retallation,

5o finr us enn ba learned here. the question
of whether the Canadinn Government would
o would not remove Its diseriminating canal
to 18 ling not been taken Into consideration by
tho 'resldent in conneetion with thoe question
of recommending to Congress nellon looking
to the curtalling of the privilege of Canmdian
railroads in the United Statea. The Prosident
Iias about eompleted tha preparation of lis
moessage, which, it is foared, will not be so
strong In torms as was orlginally intended.
When the President first took up the fguestion
he wiua very much Improssed with the de-
slrability of radical mensures azainst the
Cnnadian roads, The abolisliment of the pres-
entsystem of consular sealing was the first
thing thought of, But Attornoy-General Mitler,
having deeided that this eoulil not_be done
without action by Congress, thoe President
abanduned bisidenof having this orderissued,
and decldsd to recommend that Congress do
what Lo himsell had not tho anutliority tg do.
The friends of the vanadian roads began to
phow 1he L'rosident their wlde of the cnse,
They pointedl out to him that In  several
Etates deelded ud\'nntn:fnn nre galned Ly the
presenco of the Unnadinn linax, and that it
would bo unfsdr and unwise to rob them of
thoss advantages, simply for the purpose of
siriking nt a forelgn corvoration.

Ono Senutor eallud the attention of the Presi-
ilonl to the faet that the United States would
ose mueh more than It would gain by the
aholishment of the avstem of lrnnnpurllnfl

vodns in bond. Ho told the P'resident that Ir
rlln obiect was to honelll the American poople
1e would do well to go slow and study the
question in all its ramifieations befure he
adopted m course that might hit the pockst.

KILLED BY FELECTRICITY.

Kornel Loth, the Murderer of Mra, Demnas.
wek, In the Denth Chatr,

Daxxesrons, Jan, 104 —Kornel Toth, a Hun:
anrian, 20 years of ame, met death by electrie-
Ity In Clinton prison at 11:57 +his morhing
Loth had bean an examplary prisoner, and his
last day and night were passed as quistly as
any ainoo his imprisonmeont. He retlred eaily
and alopt fairly well, but was awake when his
guarida went to arouss him, and auletly
drossod himsell In the now bLlack eont and
trousers provided for him to die in. Father
Belanger. a Fronch prlest of the villnge. ne-
rived a little Iator and found the prisoner
awaiting hlm. For hall an hour the coh-
demnoed man was closated with his confessor
and tonk part devoutly In the prayvers. When
his breakinst was served ho partnok rather
sparingly of oges, coffee, moat, nnd bread, and
ahowed signs of nervousness.  About an hour
after his breakiant his confossor wins agaln nd-
mitted to hia cell, thia timoe bringing with him
Father Beaudrr, & French priest of Nedford,
whom Loth deslred to be presont. They re-
malned with lilim until the summons to come
to the denth ehnmber was dellvered,

When the little proceasion—the warden and
hin deputy fiest, and the vietlm hetween thoe
two prieasta—entersd the death ehnmber, Loth
tonk n wwilt glance about him and saw & room
about 25 Ly 15 feet: at one end the electrieal
ehair surrounded by thres guadra and threo
physicinos, and at tho other end thetwenty
witnesses allowed by law. For an instant only
hls eyes rested on the ehnir and Its ominvus
hanglngs, and then he dropped them to the
floor. Mo Kknelt down, facing the chalr, and
murmuted a fow broken words of praver, the
priest raisicg him and kissing him.  The
priests spoke u fow words ol eonsolation as
Loth entavwn, and then the guards adjusted
the straps, and ons minute from the time the
man had entored tho room he was ready lor
the fatul stroko.

Iie, Ransom, with lis wateh in hisleft hand,
