THE ALBANY LEGISLATURE.

NEW

ASSEMBILYMAN FARQUHAR'S
RAPID TRANSIT BILI.

It Abolishes the Fresent Commission and
Establishes n New One—Many of the Re
strictions of the Old Act Removed-The
Elevated Excluded from thse Nonlevard
and From the Avenuss Not Now Ocenpled,

Atnaxy, Jan, 31.—Mr, Parolval Farquhar in-
troduced In the Assembly to-day the Tlapid
Transit Lill which is the result of the eonfer-
oneon with the committeo of the Ieal Esiate
Lxehinge and other organizations in New
York city., The bill was referred to the Com-
mitten on Clties after s ahort speech by Mr
Farquhar, in whieh ho explained the hill and
the proposad elinnges in the prosent Dapid
Transit net.

Mr, Farquhiar'a bill provides for the aboll-
tion of the prosent Mapld Transit Commission
nnd the appointment of five now Commissions
ora hy thoe Mayor of New York, The new Com-
misdioneranrs (o bo loft freo without the re-
strieiions imposed Ly the wark of the presont
Comniisefon. They may grant to tho elsvated
rallrond pormisgion to bulld a third truek or
spurs tg the ferries or nn exterior elevated
road. Thut thore are to Le no additional ele-
vited romds between the present ennt slilo
vievated on Third avenue and the woest side
olevatod on Bixth avenus betwoon Dowling
Green nnd 120th street.  This s Intondoed
tn provent an elavated road on Drondsay
or the etlevard snd alko the orossing
of Fitth avenuo et  Forty-second stroet
or the eonnootion between Lhe present
olavated ronds at Canal strect.  The
new Commisslon may Iay out a vinduet or un=
derground ronid noywhors within the eity.
Tha elevated may extend itself north of
120th stroot, ns tho now Commission may des
tarming, Tho rend iste b built without the
econntunt aupotyision ¢f the Cummission that
s provided ut prosont. The vew euvrporation
15 not to bo taxed until part of Ita rond is In
opnratlon, The restrictions on granting the
chinrtor are grently diminished, alihough o
providion ig mnde that the road to bo eon-
steticted Ly the now corporation shall become
the property of the ity at the end of a ilxed
term. Inother respecta the bill Is slinilar to
tiia present Rapld Transit act, to which it ia
roally an amendment,

In Introducing the il Me, Farquhar eald in
gilatanca: “This bill creates o new lapld
Tranalt Commission and wives out tlm_:'r_ol—
ent onn,  Tho plan of the present Commission
will not gathroneh berauso of tho restrietions
provided for in the pre<ent act and lall down
Ly the Comniission on the franchize and tho
minner of condueting the work. Under this
Lill many of these reatelietions aro abollshed.
Yraedom Is granted to noy company that gota
the franchise.  Relianes on low fares from the
new company §s buscd on the competition of
the elovateld remd and on the snme reasons
which imducel the slevated rond voluntarily
ta rovlues its fare rom fen o five rents,
