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What 1s a Protectorate’?

Wo hoar a good deal of vague talk about
an Amorican * protectorate’ over the Ha-
wallan 1slunds. What Is a protectorate ?
Weo kpow what a 8tate is, and whnt a Ter-
ritory Is, but protectorate Is n strange
word In the 'political nomenclature of the
United States.

As far as wo can make out, it means that
the United Btates shall take the responsai-
billty without the power of governing tho
Bandwich Islande, If the Hawalians get
{nto a rumpus with England or Germany or
France or Japan or among themselves, the
United Btates will do the fighting and pay
the piper. The protectorate seems to be
somewhat too one-sided.

Or s the United States Government to
pull the strings of an Hawallan puppet
show, sotting up and pulling down Minis-
tries and regulating them with an eye to
the maln chance? Is Washington to press
the button on Honolulu just as Downing
Btreet does for Calro ?

Let us either take Hawail or leave It
alone. The protectorate ldea [s bosh. Car-
ried out, it would involve us lo difliculties
without dignity. It would not give Hawall
the Government she needs, and, worst of
all, it would give to the United States un
impossible rdle. The protectorate is not e
form of government practicable for us,

Cowardly Counsels.

Very unturally the Evening Poat argurs
egainst tho annexation of the Hawalian
Inlands. That Mugwump organ Is always
opposed to any poelicy or procedure which
expresses the Amerlean national sentiment
and tends Lo strengthen it.

The maln ground of thisa Mugwump's
opposition 18 that by listening to the
Hawallans and taking the SBandwich Islands
fnto our political pystem we should provoko
forelgn discontent and jealousy. It is
not llkely that any power would de more
than protest ngainst our annexing the Igl-
ands,’ says tho Erening Post. ** Yet the good
‘will of foreign powers ia iteelf a valuable
poussession, nnd should be taken into ac-
count lo every Lransaction of magnitude.”

1f the American poople had listened to
puch cownrdly counsols in the pnsat, the
Unlted Statos would now bo a dependency
of Great Britaln, From tho foundation of
this republic until now we lave had
to get along without the good will
of Eopgland. Because of FEngland's (il
will we have had to fight two wars with
thut forelign power. Wo had to contend
agalnst it during our clvil war, and tho
whole history of the United States has beon
marketd by diplomatie controversics to
which it gave riso.

The respect rather than the good will of
forelgn powars I8 what we want. Whethor
thay like our way of proceeding in the de-
velopment of the strength and dominance
of this republlo In Amerlea 8 a matter of
no account. We must pursue our natural
carcer as it seoms DLest to us; and the
greater our courage and determination in
the pursnlt tie less probanlo is it thot they
will undertake to intorfere with us.

Tho question of the anncxution of tho
Hawallan Islands s purely an Amerlean
question, and the sentiment of foreign
powers regarding I, whother of good will
or ill will, does not coneern us, and eaunot
influence the decision to which we shall
come. Ouly an exhibltion of such timidity
83 the Evening Poat displnys could induen
them to run the risk of serions opposition.

Eritish War Ships In the Paclfle.

Although for years the Britlsh havo kapt
& vigilaut wateh on the Bandwich lslands,
and bave mande Honolulu s port of eall and
of prolonged stay, It chanced that not a
#logle war vessel of theirs was In that har-
bor, or, o far ns I known, within a thou-
sand miles of it, when Queen Liniuoxa-
LANI was overthrown, The Daphne had
been thero In December, but only on her
way tu tho Fijis, for which she had started
before Christmns,

It ls safo to assume, however, that the
British squadron in the Pacifle has alresdy
recelved orders Lo hurry a force to Hono-
lulu. The Adwmirally some tlme ago re-
solved to strengthon thut squadion. To-
ward the middle of November, Hear Admiral
HENRY FREDEBICK STEPHENSOX wud ap-
pointed to succoed Rear Admirn! HorHaM
in Its command, and fully & fortnight ago
it was decided to send to Esquimault
the bLattle ship Temeraire as o sengo-
{2 guard ship, and it wns said that the

. Blake or the Royal Arthur would relleve
 she Warspite, Admiral HoTaAM's Hlugship,
. The orders to the Temeraire weomed to
‘show a forecast of trouble, though whether

from the Rusainns, {u view of their recont
eaptures of Victoria sealers in Bohring Sea,
or 'rom Howellan aflairs did pol appear.

The Tomeraire is abattle shipof 8,58 tona
displacement, with engines of 7,620 horse
power, glving her 14! kuoots. ller belt
armor is eloven fuches thiok, and sbe car-
ries elglht heavy breech-loading rifles and
aix four-luch guns In hor melo bottery,
with a good secondary armmment, while
ber complement I8 (30 men, Iut asshe
18 now, or was lately, in the doekyurd, and
her orders only contempluted belug ready
fur the @8th of February, ghe Is practically
oul of copalderation et this time.

The Bluke is a fast crulser of 9,000
tons, 90,000 horse power, iwelve guns,
aud 376 men; but being the flagship of the
Britlsh North Amerlean station, under the
flag of Admiral Horking, she would hardly
be detached to the Pacifio squadron. In-
deed, it 18 now known that the Royal Ar-
thur is to go leosteed vs Admiral STEPHEN-
BON's  flagship. Sho is8 & Aua sod fast
erulser, varrylug twelve Goch rifles,
with rupid flio monnts, besides ope 9.2-inch
vitke forward, and o good secondiry battery,
Per complewent 18 50 wmen. Her speed
1ecord (s 1808 knots, 6o thut she would be
of gront velue, not ooly o the Pacifie, Lut
im hurrylog thithor. Full, as she I8 wvow
ab Portsinouth, end hes yet to fit out, she

' eould hapdly reach Honolulu befors the

.

intter part of March, by which time the fate
of Hawall may be deelded,

Turning now to Admiral Hormam's
wquadron, actually on the Pacifio station,
we find that at the latest acoounts the
greator part of 1t was still off the coasts of
Chili and Peru, the Warspite, Melpomena,
Champion, and 'hensant belng In South
Amorloan waters between Callao and Val-
parniso, The Warepito Is an armored ves-
gl  of M40 fons displacement and
10,000 horse power, which glves her 167
knots at the maximum, earrying fourteon
gurs nnd 470 mon,  Bhe is the only armor-
elad on the slation, and tho only vessel
equnl to our Boston.  The Melpomene is of
2,055 tons displacemeont, and carriea slx 6-
{oeh guna,  The Champlon (8 of 2,980 tons,
hns o battory of four G-inch and eight 5
lneh guns, and her complement is 298
meu.  Tho Phensant l8 a gunboat of 755
tons, #maller than our Petrel, and bas a
speed of 18 konots or more, carrying half &
dozoen 4-inch guns and 756 mon.

On the const of Mexico, at Aeapuleo, at
Inat accounts, was the Garnet, of 2,12 tons
and fourteon guns, but of no greatspead. At
Esquimault were the Nymphe, of 1,140 tons
and elght G-Inch gune, having about four-
teen knots speed and a complement of 151
men: and with her was the Hyacluth, of
1,420 tons, 1,180 horse power, and cight guns.
The Daphne, as hes beon enid, was Inst
heard from as having gone to the Fijis,
Sho 1s & slater ship of the Nymphe.

This, then, makes up Admiral HoTHAM'A
actual foree, and It will bo seen that, with
the oxception of the Warspite, it is not a
very formidable array, Dritish ships may
be summoned from Chinese waters to Hon-
olulu, as it Is also possible to call wpon
our own Aslatio squadron; or vossocls
might be sent from Atlantic waters to Ad-
miral Hormay, just as GHERARDI'S squad-
ron, on arriving at Barbadoes, wherae It s
oxpocted n week hence, could be turned
back to reénforee Admiral SKERRETT. But
thero is no likellhood that any of these
movements will be made. The ecourse
probably to be chosen as most judiclous
{s that of using only existing forcea in the
Pacific nt the present stage of affairs, and
simply as fleets of observation. From the
facts just statad it will be seen that there
is nothing to create unensiness in the
strength of the available British squadron.

The Opening of Parllament.

The work that will occupy the sesslon of
Parliument which opened on Tuesday was
outliued In the Queen's apeech and the en-
puing debate. It Is expected that the Home
Rule bill will be Introduced next weok.
Until its provisions have beon discussed in
detall by Mr. GLADSTONE, it may be well to
reserve any expression of judgment, for
the unofiicial synopsis of them cabled on
Sunday may turn out not to have been ex-
linustive, Thia is the more probable, be-
cauee the advance report of the Queen's
speech proves to have been defectlve,

Lord SALISLURY, referring to the several
features of domestic legislation suggoestod
i the Queen's gpeech, scemed to think that
none of these, except home rule, deserved
consideration, because, as he assumed, the
Government had no intention of pressing
them. He will probably discover that this
assumption s ill founded, No doubt Mr.
GLADSTONE deems It due to himself and to
the Irlsh Nationalists that the first measure
put forward should” be n home rule bill for
Irveland. Nor is he likely to allow any
other legislation to delay the passage of
that blll through the Housa of Commons.
But In taking fur granted that the rejec-
tion of that measure by the House of Lords
will compel an immediate dissolution of
Parliament, Lord SArmspuny may bo reck-
onipg without his host,

There was a significant passnge st the
beginning of Mr. GLApsTONE's Bpoach. EHo
bhad noticed, ho sald, that with the con-
tioued growtih of legislative arrears tho
eagorness of the country for vigorous legis-
lation incrveased. He had., thercfore, he
enld, decliled to lozo no tme in satisfylng
this engerness. This wenns, I 1t means
anything, that ehould the Lords throw out
bowo rule, Mr, GLADSTONE Will notplay the
gama of his opponents by appeallng forth-
with to the electors on asingle question, but
will conslder it his duly to go on and Lry to
carry out the other substantive reforms
enumerated in the Newcastle programme
and in the Queen's speach. The truth s
that the Tories, while acknowledglng the
power of Mr. GLADSTONE'S oratory, ton-
tinually overlook his awazing parlinmen-
tary desterity. They suppose thet his
great age must impair his expertness and
sagnelty. The contrary is, In fact, the case,
as they may find to thelr discomfiture.

Among the reforms proposed in the
Queen's speech two are of capital lmpor-
{snce Lo the masses of the people, Wo re-
fer to the amendment of the ragistration
laws oud to the abolition of plural voting.
At presept the registration lists are com-
piled in July, and no one can be placed
upon them unlees he lhas resided for the
preceding twelvemonth ln oce place. If,
after he has been reglstored, » workman
changes his lodgings before a new list ls
complled, he loses his vote. Tha practical
effoct of these regulations is, when the gen-
eral election takes place lu Juue, as it did
last year, that every workman who has not
lived for the preceding twenty-three
months In the gamo place |a disfranchised,
By the working of this unjust system
scores, aud perhaps hundreds of thousands
of votes were lost last year by Mr. GLAp-
sToNE. He does not mean to suffer such a
loss ngaln from such o canse,

Plural voling, of course, maens that a rich
man ean vote in every district where he
possesses cortain epecifled kinds of real
property. ‘The numerical value of the in-
Jury suffored by the Gladstonlans from this
eause I8 not go great as that inflicted by the
registration provisions, But It is serious
enough W justify the outery which it has
proveiod, ‘Uhe Tories will not venture to
oppose openly the ubolltion of plural voting,
but they will insiat that the * one man, ona
vote * prinviple shall be enforced in com-
binution with that of ** one vote, one value,"
What they hove epeclally In miod is the
fuct that mavy Irish constituencles aro very
much less populous than muny Eoglish
electoral districts snd that cousequently s
man's vote counts for twuch more in the ono
caso thao in the other,

Addressed particulnrly to the Progros-
sives of tho Motropolitan Distriet Is the
promise Lo lutroduce a Uil giving larger
powers to the Loudon County Councll. On
the other hand, tho luterests of the agricul-
turnl voters are deeply concerned In the
projected measure for the creation of pay-
{8l councils, to which the diswibution of
sinnll allotinents of land will proLably bo
weslgned. Then, agaln, the wishes of M,
GLADSTONE'S supportors in Wales and
Scotland ere to Lo deferred Lo by certain
susprnsory bills, whose details aio ns yer
unkuown, but which ave intended Lo eut
short the growth of vestod Interests in the
| Chareh estanlishments in those two vonn-
| tries. This weaps, apperontly, that vius.at

rectorships will not be (llled. Wo obsesvo,
i finally, that Mr, Grapsrose will try to pro-
pitiate the tem Tnnu people, withont too

\

bitterly offending the liquor Interest, by
a system of local option. Here, too, he
shows himsolf an old parllamentary hand.

A Rotten Spot In Rapld Tranalt.

Wao respectfally Indieate to the Rapid
Transit Commission the Immediate expe-
diency of dispensing with the sorvices of
Mr. Joux M, Bowens, whom It has unfor-
tunately employed as counssl. In the dis-
graceful, If not absolutely infamous rald
which the World 1s making upon the rapld
trunsit Interests of this community. Mr.
Bowens I8 its active and industrious agent
within the Commissioa itaelf. Ho should
bo relleved from dnty at onco. The Com-
mission cannot afford to rotaln him any
longer. In fact, he should lLiave been dis-
charged long ngo.

Nelther the Infamous World nor any of
ita hirelloge should bn permitted within
nrm'a longth of the deliberations of the
Commission, Mr.Jonx M. Bowens [s the
pald employee and attorney of the World.
Put him whero ho can do the least harm.

The Next Harlem DBridge.

Wa believa that the Department of Publie
Works Is now having borings mnde In the
Harlom River proparatory to building a
bridge at 'I‘hk-d avenue, to clear tho river
by twenty-four feat. Here Is a splendid op-
portunity to establish tho far-seelng polley
proclaimed by Mayor Giuroy In his in-
augural message. Build the new bridge
with a permuauent epan, instead of with a
draw. It will save $200,000 to the municl-
pality in construction; it will avert the
regular chargo of $6,000 or $7,000 annually
for working the draw, and it will add mil-
lions to the value of property south or north
of Lthe rivor,

a cross track like the Harlem River Is
like n ligature that ehokes the clreulation
of the blood. When wo contrast what the
Harlem does toward Incroasing the value
of a certaln small aren of preperty and
what it does In the way of block-
ing the main pathway of traffle of
a community of five illiona ur more
ol people, the stream appears ns in-
finitely more of a cursa than a blessing.
Why shouldn’t the comparatively trivial
commeorco of the Hariom bo regulated with
the samo regard to the land travel as the
colosegal trafMo of the river Thames?
There I8 not a drawbridge over the Thames.

The Law of Libel.

We have Inclined somewhnt favorably in
the past to some of the changes that havo
been proposed in the existing libel laws of
this State. As we have continued, however,
to reflect upon the trauvsmutations that
Inte yvears have wrought in the conduct of
cortain newspapers in this town and else-
whore, we have reluctantly reached the
conviction that it will not do to relax the
severity of the law of libel,

8o long as nowspapers evinee a tendency
to construe liberty into license, to disre-
gard thosanctity of private life, to attack
the rights of property, to foster anarchy,
and to foment sedition and disorder, the law
of libel had better bo made more stern and
restriclive rather than less so.

Timn was when the monarch of England
bore the title of *Our Dread Boverelgn," but
thut time Is past, and Queen VicToura bears
no title that {s deslgnod to (nspire her subjects
with dread. There waa no reason, thersfors,
why Texxysox should loss his liead when he
went to Osborne. He might have paid all due
liomage to the majesty of England while yet
relalning his reason,

It is with dignity, it {s with zeal and gentle-
novs, With bravery, meoknaess, and sell-com-
mund, that Amerleans pay homage to woman-
hood, the glory of the world!

Thess
are surely peoplo who dase:ve to be welcomed
to this country in tho interest of art. sclenoce,
and the general wellfare. While we have some
room yet for earth diggers and othor horny-
handed Immigrants, wo have vacant spaces of
lucnleulahle mognitude for Arst-class arehi-
tects, and for muslolans (it they nve nok organ
grinders), for florists, for the hest cooks, and
for really skilled barbers from France.

A sanitary inspeetor learned thut a mon
had been taken Il In a jodging house, and
upon going to the place found that the man
was so atouid that he eould give no necount of
himsell and secmed to bo drunk, ¥t turned
out, when & dootor was brought in, that the
man was strickon with typhus fever. Every
physlelan s fawmlllar with the fact that. in
most cases of typhus, there Is marked stupor
throughout its courde. The sufforer often lies
in ppparent somnoleney, and when aroused has
n atupld, besotted expression of countenasoe,
with & low., muttering dolicium. An {pex-
periencad porson way endanger bis own life
Ly handliog the anilorer os i he wora drunk.

Thore are several dissases by which people
may be suddeuly prostrated. the aymptoms of
which may lead even pulicomen to suppaso

drunkenness. A very short time ago an ofil
cor made & aerfoun mistakna in & cnse of the
kind. He eaught sight of Ao man who was
ncting queorly in the strest. The man stag-
gored, rooled up against s lamp post, nod
then tumbled Into the gutter. The ofMcer
rushed nup to arrest the prostrate toper, who
looked llke n respectable eitizen. He ordered
him to get wp. tapped him with his billy,
aelzod him, ralsed him to his foot, maw that he
conld not stang. and after much trouble had
him in & statfon house. In a few momenta
the man spoke, looked aronnd, stood stralght.
and eamo to a realizing eenss of his sitnation
just in time to save himsaell from a night in a
eoll. The unfortunate man {s an oplleptie, of
rathor subject to occasional mitacks of an
eplleptold kind, and it wan one of theseat-
tacks that the officer had mistaken for drunk-
ennoAn

There ara yet other disensos with symptoms
rensmbliog thosa of Intoxieation. Every po-
lisoman ought to know something of them.

In dealing with it
they have been fully as enorgotic as they have
always beeon for years past in times of danger
from any contaglous disease. The search for
cnaos of It haa been thorough: the Isolation of
sufferers from it lins boon prompt, and other
precautionary measures have been applied
with favorable results. Of course there {s a
rroat deal yet to bo done for the improvement
of the sanitary condition of the eity.

The Preslaent of the Health Department.
who has all avallable knowledge of the dally
oxperlences of the doctors on sorvice, mives
nssurance that thelr raports are encouraging.
and that thera is excolient promiss of the
speedy disappoarance of the dlsoase.

Typhus fover Is n disenss the spread of
which ean nearlyalwarys, if not always, be pre-
vented by the Immediate [solation of thowre
who eateh it, and by tho sanitation of the
housens and quarters in whieh It breaks out, or
to which Its miasm has been convered. Peo-
pla who taka proper cars of thomselvas are
roasonably eafe from it. even whon cases of it
oxist In thelr vicinity. Fortunately, It has at
this time boen kept wilthin very narrow con-
fines In a very few parts of our city.

A very cocsiderable body of Toglish
ehureh people are preparing to set out upon a
pligrimago to Jerusalem. There are, ln these
tlnes, more pilgrims to Jeruealem from Rus-
sin thun from any other ecountry of Christen-
dom. The devoutness, the pnsslonate devo-
tion of these pligrims of the ancient Graesk

plous pligrims to the places that are hallowed
because JEsus CHRIST lived and suffared there:
and their faith and awoe while at theso places
#rem to be not lesa absorbing or intense than
the fuith und awe of the Loman Catholio pil-
grims who are always to bo seen there.

The iden of forming a federallon of the
ten reoublics of S8outh Amerlea, or of estub-
lishing a Federal Councll in which all of them
shiould be represented. does not seem unroa-
sonable or Impracticable. It hns been entor-
talaed by soveral of the ablest statesmen of
these republies, And A number of projects in
the interast of It have been drawn up. It was
favored by the Iate Mr. Braixe, though he
was, of course, unable to take any part lo pro-
moting It. Tho carrying out of it would be in
accord with the consolidating tendencles of
our times, and would surely Lo one of the
great politics! achievements of the aga.

Through the formation of & Federation or a
Fedoral Connell a groat deal might ba done to
put an endto thoss civil and international
wara in which the republics have so nften
heen involved ever since they won thelr Indo-
pendence. Through It mueh might be done
for the ndvancoment of those great publie ob-
jects in which the republics are foterested.

1t would mssuredly be difMeult to draw up
any scheme of federation that would be me-
ceptable to those of the republics which are
perpetually hostlle to each other, or that
would bo noreptable both to the Spanish-Amer-
fean republics and tothe great Fortuguese-
American republic = Brazil. But we should
think that It might be possibln to overcome
all diMeultios undor the loadership ol statos-
men of comprohoensive mind, such statesman
as hold powerat this time In sevoral South
Amorican republica, We think well of the
1den of & nonference betweun the Presidonts
of these respoected republics.

Wa will tell the California olive growers

Wo shall
look ot them when they sro lere, and
wo may try Lhewm Il they w»ult the eyae
It they mre tip-top, we ocan promise the
Ban Diego growari that there will be a big de-
mand for them hece, s steady demasod, It
they are first rate, we Lolleve Now York elty
alono will take ull of tep thousanl barrels of
them every year. Thuy must not be too dear for
common folka or for our Itallan, Spanish,
Germaun, French, and Iuraelitish fellow eit-
fzons, 'ne Israelites of anclont times ware
arsat olive ralsers, and Moses himasell sald:
