#at lant raachea o point when she falls 1o recog-
mige the socloety woman and scorns her pro-
tection.

Mrs. Margaret lavenhill anid that the pre-
teetion businens, Iko that of the Ivy nnd onk
tmdustry. has quictly shut up sliop nnd taken
fnthe elgn. It s only amone men of inferior
intellect that ndvocates of woman's feoblenoss
and need of protection are found, To-duy
women stand soll-polval, self-protecting, nnd
sak noodds of the worlil save honoest wagos
for honesat work. Hoolety would not presume
tooffer them proloction, yet sho would fiin
recelve the quoens of literature and journnl-
fem and do them honor. The liour hias struck
for woman's Independenco.

SHE REACHES SAN FRANCISCO UNDIR
SAIL WITH A DROKEN- SHFT,

Disabled Seventeen Daye Age and Sioce
Then Making Slow Progress~The Mteam.
ship Man Junm Is Now Sconting the

stenmer 8nn Juan, sent out only yesterday on
a soarch oxpedition, passed her during the
night, but early this morning the tnie Vigliant,
forty miles out, sighted the Peking amd soon
had hor in tow. As it was very rough just
outslle the Golden Gate, the steamer war not
brought in untll this afternoon. Then Tele-
graph 1L and the entire waler front was
black with people who switnessed her arrival,
Fatly 20,000 yvolees cheered when sho ehmo
abrenst of tha eity front,

A visitto the vossol showed that the ahaft
wnu Lroken In the sleove very uear the pro-
puller In n position that could not be reaclied.
The aecldont oscurreil at 7 o'elock on tho
morning of Jan, 21, when ten davs out from
Yokohama, &he st once procesdell tomake
this port undoer sail. It was imposaible to ro-
rair the shintt, und the propeller was nearly
lost, hanging somewhat loosely beliind and
acting ns nalrag.

The entire distance to within sight of port
was mndo under sail. Tho hest day's reeorid
was 110 miles. She was sovonteen days under
snil. ‘Tho northern courso was taken, in the
hope that she might meet the Chilnn, but no
vessol was slhted until off this port. Asa
romewhat zigeag course had to be taken un-
der sail. the entire distance traversed was
longer than that taken by u vesscl under
steam, heing L340 inlles,
