In this he wus
backed Ly Honry Keaap, the frqnt«st operator
of his time.

KANSAS AND HER STATESMEN

THE FPOPULISTS DEEPLY IMMERSED
IN LAW MAKING,

CUriticised on the Grommd
t Wounld Mankrupt Every Rond In
the Minte—A Deciston In the Cass Before
the Supreme Court Expected To-morrow.

Torexa, Fob, 20—The ltepublican House
was in session a short time this morning, hut
adjourned to await the result of the ponding
procoedings In the Supreme Court regarding
thn legal status of tho two Houses, ‘The reso-
lution to unaeat Populist members who do not
come inand recognize the Dooglass House was
made the specinl order for to-morrowat 11
o'elock.

The Populist House hias eonsiderad and ro-
ported for passage the following measures:
To prohibit the coliection of exoess rallroad
fure on mocount of fallure to purchase tickots
amendini the bribery Inw a0 that any person
shall be punished in tho same manner asthe
person who offers |t, with the provision that
either of the two partics necessary to tha com-
mission of such olTences mar rolleva himsaall
from any lability by belng the flrat to muke
complaint thereundoer ngainst the other: es-
tabllshing rates for leca! advortising at one-
half tho presant pricos; and a joint resolution
for submittineg a conntitutional amendment
giving women the right tovote at allelections,

The rallroad LIl as Nnally ndopted to-day
by the Mopulist Ilouse, establishes rates cor-
rosponding with the lowa bLill and makes a
reduction of from MNfteen to thirty-five per
cent. under present rates. It further provides
that at the goneral alection to be held In 183,
there shall be elected thres Commissioners,
who after the Nrat Monday In Junuary, 1804,
shall constitute the State Board of Rallroad
Commissloners.

Benator Senn says that the blll will reduce
the lncome of Kansas rallronds about $2,000,-
UM, Benator Bterne protested agalnst
tho opassage of the bill for the roason
that *it will throw out of employment
15,000 rallrond men and will bankrupt every
raliroad in the State. The passage of this bill
means in fact, if not law, highway robbery.
The furmers of this Htate only ask fof falrness,
and they will repudiate your netions upon this
Lill for the reason that it will defeat the ob-
ject they want. and that s the lowering of
froichta, Aoy court in the land will deslure
this bill unconstitutionnl becauso It cuts the
riste below the amountihe rallroads must earn
to pay oxpenses.’

Tl tost case rogarding the legallty of the
Hopublican House was argued anid =ubmiltted
tosday In the Supreme Court, and u decislon s
expected on Baturday, 1t is conceded that the
Itepublicans made w strong case for the Doug-
lass House, nnd that if the coyrt goes mo far
us to deeids hotween the two Houses, the ad-
vantage will rest with the llopublicans. he
Populista, in their svidenca and arguments,
have undertnken not only to break 5¢-wn the
Louglnss organbation but to establish the
legality of the Dunsmore organization.

Thelr princlpal_rellaucs, however. Is upon
showing that the Suprome Court has no juris-
diction In n ense involving the organization of
the Legislinture, for the reason that the ton-
stitutivn provides tnat eagh House shall be
the judga of the qualifieations of ita members,
and that whero n Houso hns been duly organ-
ized and recoguized by the denate wnd Gov-
ernor It {s not within the provinece of tlie court
to pass upon the guestion of the maoner In
which sueh Houuke or Nenusto was organized,
This {8 admitted to be tho strongest point on
the I'opulist glde of the contlroversy, and the
attorneysn ngree that the decision will hinge
on tha questing of jurisdiction,

f the Court shill hold that (t has juriadin-
tion nnd power to investigate the facts rogard-
ing the organization, there 18 very littlo douht
that the secision will be favorable to the le-
publican House,

In the argument before the Court to-day the
Populists' nttorneya presented all the authori-
ties that eould lLefound in support of their
clinim,  Cages wern cited from the Courts of
Ohio, Mennsylvanin. Georgia, Colorado, and
Rhoda Isiand, showing that in those States in
simiinr enses it hid been held that the Legis-
Iature was a law unto itself because it was the
fountain of law. and that Ite composition us i
luw-making powar eould not ba ln?ulred into
vayond the point of pussing upon tho electlon
returns by the Btate Canvassing Donard.

AMr. (lemens, one of the attorneys, contended
that the Douglass or Hepubllean House, had
done nnthing to establish |ise!l ns & part of
the Legislature and could do nothing. On the
contrary, the Dunsmoro House had been rac-
ognized by the eodrdinate branches of the
btate Government and had accomplished the
enactment of varfous |lawe. Sald he: " If you
undertake to declare the Douglass House to
he the legul body, what Is to become of tha
Dunsmore House? You canunt wipa it out of
exintenoe and vstablish another in its place.

"“The Court eannot compel the tiovernnr and
Benate to recognize tha Douglass House,
which appears here as & lons spinster asking
for w marriage licenss to unite with an un-
known partner. 'The overthiruw of the Duns-
more House wonld mean thul the Btate insti-
tutions would suffar, There could beno l.rgis-
Inture, and the interesta of the whole pecple
would be lmperilled.”

A Crowd Attrnrvied by the Sight of Twe
Burials There Yeuterday.

Two burlals were mado in Trinity chureh«
yard yesterdey. It was at tho luncheon hour,
and a crowd gatherad around the outaide of
the Iron fence and gazed curlously intothe
graveyard at the barcheaded mourners and
the surpliced clérgyman reading the burial
service over an exposed coflin,

The first funeral wns that of Willlam B.
Bache. an cld-tUmo resident of that rart of the
elty which used to be c¢alled Bloomingdale.
Ho was 70 yoars old when he died. The Rev.
Dr. Peters ot 8. Michael's Chureh officlated
nt the services, and at tho end led the proces-
slon from the chureh to the vault st the south
side of the yard. The gravediggors had dug
awny the snowand lifted the hoeavy iron trap
from over the aliort flight of stens that leads
down to the vault undorground, and the dark,
low doorway stood open to racelvo tho coflin.
