But the great question in the case has
not been asked by any politician or any
newapaper: aud no sage and no rockleas
Journalist has presented an answer,

Is GRESHAM an American? That is the
question. And no answer I8 of any use, ex-
copt'that which must be given before long
by the man himself. If he |s an American,
ha will show [t: and the people will forgive
every blunder and every fault that he may
have committed In any previous conditivn
of lite and labor: while if he is not an
Ameriean, they will not forgive anything
or forget anything: and then sooner or
later he will have to step down and out.

The crisls s serious, and tha man who s
fnot for his country muat run the risk of
being regarded as against {t.

To-Day at Washington,

Thers will bo two parndes In Washington
to-day, and while they continue, the broad
sideawalks of Pennsylvania avenua will be
crowded with cager and Interosted sight-
poers. At hall past ten President HARRIBON,
the outgolng Ropublican, accompanied hy
Mr. CLEVELAND, the incoming Democrat,
will leave the White House, eacorted by
the Grand Marshal and his staff, with troopa
comprising a battalion of regular artillery,
s dotachment of marines serving as lno-
fantry, a light battery, and a squadron of
cavalry, and the District of Columbia Nn-
tional Guard. The regulars will lend the
way; then will follow the Presldont and tho
Presldent clect, the Vice-Presldent and the
Benate Committes of Arrangements, the
members of the Cabinet, the Major-Genornl
commanding the army, and the senior Ad-
miral commanding the navy.

The minds of many Demoeratie sight-
seers along the line will recur, no doubt,
to another Democratic inauguration eight
years ago, when a long lease of restarod
political power seemed to be within the
grasp of the Democracy; and not a few
Republicans, we dare say, as thoy respect-
fully salute the estimable American gentle-
man whose Lerm of office ends to-day, will
feel themselves compelled to regard him as
the Inst Republican President, the last,
though nut the least, of thoso of whom
LmoorLw was the first and the greatest.

Such mournful musings, If they afliet
Democrats or Republicans, will not endure
long; for at the hour of noon, or as soon
thereafter as the Senate has got itanlf or-
ganized, the Presldent and Viee-President
(ADLAI will be there) will be sworn in, the
inaugural will be delivered, and President
CreveinaNp will ride back to the White
House, escorted by twenty-five or thirty
thousand enthusinstie nod exultant Demo-
erats. Thers will be Democrats from the
West, rejoleing for the first time as actual
participants in & Democratic national vle-
tory. Thero will be Demoerats from the
Bouth, who saved the day for the party,
without whose votes a very different
story would have remalned to be told to-
day. Not on thelr banners, perhaps, or
on thelv lips, but in their hearts,
welling up with old-time onthusiasm,
will be the victorfuus slogan, *No Force
Bill! No Negro Domination!" There will
be Demoerats from the castern Now Eng-
land States—though not mary of them;
some adventurous spirits from the Paclfle
ecoust; nnd probably not a few boisterous
and gleesome rejoleers from the new States
of the Northwest, New Jersey will have
her accustomed place of honor in the Dem-
ocratle parnde, and old Kentucky will be
the delighted escort of the eommissary
train. But eclipsing ali, In numbers, in dis-
cipline, In beauty of uniform, and vlgor of
lungs, will be the New York contingent.

The Tammany delegation, 5.000 strong,
will have four bands of musie, Every Tam-
many parader will wear u handsome silk
badgo with un American engle and the
words ** Tammany Hall” at the top. Just
below will be an American flag, with the
tiger's liend In the centre; undor it the in-
scription: *Inauguration of CLEVELAND
and STevENSox, March 4, 1803;" and at the
boltom a picture of the natlonal Capitol.
No flle will to legs than sixteon menabreast,
and there will be no gap of wore than six-
teen feel botween organizations,

FPresident CLeviELasp will review all the
paraders from a stand in front of the White
house, but be will look o vain forany other
representutives of the 175,000 New Yorlk elty
Democrats. A magnifying glass would not
reveal the existence of such a politleal curi-
osity us au orgenlzed foree of New York
Democracy not in fellowship with the State
Democraey, of which Tummany {8 an inte-
gral portion, This timely testimony to the
cordial and unbroken hurmony which per-
vades, strengthens, and distinguishes the
Democracy of Now York will be n most in-
spiring slght for the Demoecrats of other
Btates as well a8 for the 500,000 visitors In
Washiogton. It will put spirit into the
chears with which they will greet the first
American President to return to the White
House, as the official head of that establish.
ment, after haviog once felled of a redlection.

Undoubtediy, to-day's parade in Wasli-
ington will be an lmpressive and Interest-
log affelr. Itiwarks not only a change of
plsces in the Presidential barouche, Mr.
HannrsoN occupylog the seat which Mr.
OCuevELAND had on March 4, 1889, and Mr.
CLEVELAND occupying Mr, HARRISON'S, but
an absolute change in the economie poliey
of the Government after successful opera-
tion for thirty yvears.

Is the Supply Excessive?

There I8 a glut lo the clerlcal market, and
lots of clergymen can’t get any thing to do,
ean't find a place anywhers, We are sur-
prised by the news, We get it from the
New York Christian Enquirer, a Baptist or-
gan. It gives some facts which must cre-
ate & panicky feeling In the theological
semiparies. Assoon as o pulpit is vacant,
it says, forty men spring up ready to take
it. Bo greatly doss Lhe supply outstrip the
demand, that even superior preachors, men
of gifts, education, and experience, cannot
got “settlements. This Is pretty hard.
There are workingmen who complain of a
glut In the labor market, but nearly all of
them manage to got something to do most
of the time, The idle preachers are com-
pelled to stand around in despair, waiting
for & vacant pulplt, with only one chance in
forty of gotting lnto it. This Is rough. It

is discouraging. Wa were not awars of the
ocondition of the clerlcal market until we
read the report in the (Aristian Enguirer.

What s the cause of the trouble? The
Ohristian Enquirer says that [t arises from
the fact that unfit men, preachors of the
poorer quality, are allowed to crowd the
market. It s they who have brought about
the glut, under ths encouragement of
churches which are desoribed by the Chris-
tian Engquirer as “foolish and unserupulous.’
A smart fellow who was born to be s carpen-
tor, & house painter, or something of the
sort, Is selzed with the notion that he would
lilte to bacome a clorgyman; he makes ap-
plication to a foolish ohurch: he (s ordained
by an inserupulous conncil; he mounts the
pulpit, ** with a gluepot in one hand and a
limp Bible In the other:" he crowds out a
better man, n well-trainod, fully qualifled,
highly gifted man, perhaps. We cnnnot
approve of the harah and contemptuous
words which our religlous contemporary
applies to the smarties who have brought
about the deplorable glut ln the clerieal
markot; but wo admit thatitought to know
mora about them than we know.

What can we do for the multitude of
gifted preachers who cannot find employ-
ment ? We must tell thom that they should
not atand long in ldlenesa, We do not like
to hear that forty of them are hanging
around every vacant pulpit, anxious for a
job, Perhapa the very best thing for them
to do would ba to take up the carpenter’s
or palnter's or blacksmith's or tallor's trade
which thelr Ineompetent but euccessful
rivals have desorted. They can get a job
In some honest industry. There are good
and plous men in the shovel-and-broom ser-
vice of our snow-bound Street Commlis-
ploner BREXNAN,

The Sault Ste, Marle and the Suez Cannl,

Btatlaties show that more tonnage, nearly
all of which originated In the United States,
passed last year through the Bault Ste,
Marle Canal at the outlet of Laka Superior,
and algo through the Detroit River, the
outlet of Lake 8t. Clalr, than passed
through the Suez Canal.

This tonnage is also largely [n excess of the
tonnago of the Mississippl, and almost rs
great os the ontire ocean tonnage of Now
York, Philadelphia, and Baltimore, and yet
it all passes through narrow natural water-
ways, ono bank of which belongs to the Do-
minion of Canada and toGreat Britaln.

Of eourss, the transit of this tonnage enn
be easily stopped any day by n slx-gun bat-
tery planted on foreign soll. It needs but
A moment's consideration of the map of
our northern border to show toeven the
most thoughtless person that there are
many points where such a battery can be
planted and maintained, so long as the
provinee of Ontario Is held by a hostlle
force. And that it would be planted and
malntained strenuously would be an inov-
ftabla result of a war with England. which
is and must remain possible so long as her
flag I8 tho emblem of sovereignty ln the
Doininion of Canada,

We might well take a lesson from Eng-
laud hersolf, which, for the complete pro-
tection of an inferior tonnage coming from
and golog to her Indian possessions, lias
not hesltated to buy the stock of the Suez
Canal. nor to take possessioh of all Egypt.
In time of prace we, too, should prepare
for war, and In the case under considera-
tion tha only adequate preparation is the
annexation of Canada.

The Behring Sea Patrol.

The anxiety now expressed lest thers
ehould be no war vessels available this
year to look after the seal poachers is
groundless. It arises from observing the
withdrawal of Admiral GEERARDI'S sqnad-
ron {from the Pacific for the great naval re-
view, and the stationing of a ficet of obser-
vation at Honolulu, But the event will
show that Secretary Tnracy was entirely
right in taking both these steps,

To begin with, the primary resource for
this patrol duty I8 the revenue marine, and
all the rovenue cutters that performed it
last summer are available now. Aguin, of
the war ships that alded them last year,
only one, the Yorktown, has come lothe
Atlantic with Admiral GHERARDI, and ouly
one, the Mohican, is nowat Honolulu.

All the spring seal hunting goes on south
of the Aleutinn Islonds in the North Pacifle,
where, under existing laws, it eannot be
checked or regulated. Not until the Iatter
part of June or early July does the Pribylov
herd make ita way into the Behring Sea and
turn to its places of resort on 8t. Paul and
8t. Gewyge Islands. The revenue cutters,
accoraing to their custom, will go north
betimes, to be ready at Sand Polnt for
the Victorla fleet as It comes up with
the seal herd, attacking the aulmals
alopg the route; and it will take care that
no poachers slip through the Aleutian
passes into the prohibited waters, But
the naval contingent need not be at hand
before the middle of June, at earliest,
and long befors that time the fate of
Hawall will be decided, and a singlo craft,
probably the Bostou, should Le suflicient
for the station there.

Thus the Mohican and the Allisnee, both
now at Honolulu, will probably be nvailable
for Behring Sea patrol work this year. ln
addition, thers |s the Adams, of 1,375 {ons
displacement, Commander THoMAS NELSON,
now awaitlng orders at S8an Francigeo, with
bher complement of 20 officers and 160
men. ‘here Is the Ranger, Commander
E, LoNoxeckier, of 1,020 tons displace-
ment and 10 knots speed, also al Bun
Francisco, ‘There could further be assigned
to this duty the Thetis, a veteran Arctic
vessel of 1,250 tons, now engaged, under
Commander G, C. ReITER, o surveyiog
duty on the lower coast of Callfornla, As
tothe two vessels at Houolulu, the Mohi-
e¢an, Commander Niconu Lupnow, Is of
1.900 tons displacoment and 10,65 kuoots
speed, and her complement is 21 officers nnd
193 men, while the Allisuce, Commmander W,
H, WHITING, has 1,375 tons displacement, 10
knots speed, nnd 18 officers and 160 men,

Here, then, we have an availuble foree of
flve war vessels, not reckoning the Boston,
which should be kept at Honglulu, and in
any case would bardly be risked in Behring
Sew, It I8 also easy to call for ald upon
the Asistie station, a8 was dope lu &
previous year,  Admiral Hansoxy could
send porth, for a few months of mid-
summer patrol duty, the Alert, Coinmand-
er G, R, Duraxp, of 1,020 tons, 10 knots,
and 21 ofleers and 127 men, or perhaps the
Marion, Commander C. V. GriDLEY, of
1,900 tons, 11*{ koots, and 18 officers and 176
men. BStill apother vessel that could be
lent for temporary service is the steel gun-
boat Petrel of 890 tous and nearly 12 knots,
There would be left, even with all these ves-
sels detavhed, Admiral IHarMoNY's Aagship
Lancaster and the Monoecacy and the Palos,

Instead, therefore, of foellng alarm about
the Behring Sea duty, we may be assurod
that there are more than enough war ships
available to perform it. There would be
enough even should theentire foros at Hon-
olulu remain through the year. There will
be, It s true, no ship avallable this year
go [ast as the Yorktown; but pearly all
the poachers are salling vessels. The
revenue ocutters Rush, Corwin, and Bear

may be further refnforced by the Albatross,
but in Any omse they will find adequats
naval support. The Al-Ki will presumably
take her usual atation at Ounalaska as
prison ship and supply ship.

Patrol duty for protecting the seals Is
now undertaken jolntly with Great Britalo:
and the fact that eaptured British poschers
are promptly turned over to her vegsels to
take charge of, materially reduces the labor.
The British war shipa Melpomene, Daphna,
and Nymphe were in Alaskan waters lnst
year. This year every sealing cralt goes
out with full warning of the modus virendi
agreament and of the results of disobeying
it. Yearbefors last the ralense of all Victorla
sonlers that had besn seized by American
crulsers and turned over to Britlsh authori-
tler, seemed to have a Lad effect, since
there wero mnany poachera last year. Bub
the exaction of penalties against some of
the Iatter In the courts of British Columbla
at the and of the past season was a WAarn-
ing now likely tobe heeded. AL least ono
sentence of conflseation was pronouncad.
All the indications aro that the task of po-
llcing Behring Bea this yoar will be light,
and, with the May review over, there will
be n seattering of the great squadron to
reénforce the Pacific and other stations.

A Poet In Politics,

From time to tima the newspapers have
chronicled the interesting fact that Mr. R.
W. GiLpeR, the editor of the Cinlury maga-
zine, has been travelling with ** Mr. CLEVE-
LaNpand suite.” In viewof this announce-
ment an Impression has galned ground
among the editor's friends that he has ab-
sorbed a great deal of political wisdom, and
that ho may eventually divert his efforts
from llterntura to stateeraft. That there
ia somo basis for the Impression ls
clear from the discussions of publie ques-
tlona with which Mr. Giupen edifles the
readers of his magazine, under the caption
of ' Topies of the Time."

We regret to observe, however, that the
stores of knowlodge acquired by the poet-
editor through intorcoursa with his llus-
trious friend do not include adequate infor-
mation regarding the Constitution of the
United Btates. In an article contributed to
the March number of the Century, under the
heading, **How Can We Securs Better
United States Senators 7" Mr. Giupen in-
dicates & wish that the States might have
in the Fedoral Senate reproseptation pro-
portioned to their population. There Is no
harm in the expression of a wish, however
futile it may be: but, unluckily for his
agsumption of the réla of expounder of the
Conslitution, the poet in politics goes on to
sayv: * Thesmaller States will never con-
sent to any diminution of thelr power. and
as such diminution could be brought about
only by a conatitutional amendment, for the
adoption of which a vole of three-fourtha of
all the States wonld be necessary, they could
defeat it easily."

If the words {talicized mean anything,
they slgnify that in Mr. GILpER'S opinion
the representation of States In the Senate
could be proportioned to population if an
amendmeoent to that efMeet woron adopted by
three-fourths of all the States. This does
not happen to be the case, If the poet-
editor had ever en=t his eye upon the Fed-
eral Constitution, he would know that one
foaturo of the orgzanic Iaw |3 exprassly de-
clared unalterable by the eonstitutional
machinery which sufflces to niter every
other feature. He would know that no
Statn can ba deprived of equal representa-
tion in the Senate without its own consent.
Thut is tosay, if every member of the Union
except oue should demand proportionate
representation in the Senate, and a slogle
State should stand out against it, tha exist-
ing method of composing the Senate could
not be changed by one iota. Buch belng
the flat of the Constitution, we trust that
Mr. Ginper will next mooth inform the
readers of his magazine that he was mis-
taken in assuining that representation in
the Senato proporLionats to population
could be secured throngh an amendment
adopted Ly three-fourths of the States,

Of this ignorance respecting o fun-
damental restrietion upon constitutional
amendments Mr. Ginven might be con-
gidered a unique vietim, but for the fact
that the World newspaper has betrayed a
similnr lack of aequalntance with our or-
ganic law, It was about the time when it
addressed its earnest butabortive ** Don't "
appeals to the New York State Damocracy.
With a startling display of typographical
and rhetorienl emphusis It suddenly one
morning called upon the members of the
House of Representatives to set in motion
the machinery requisite to secure the assent
of three-fourths of the Btates to a consti-
tutional smendmeant making representation
in the Senate proportionate to population.
We eyed with considerable amusement this
exhibition of the press in the réle of pullic
Instructor, anid refrained from comment,
belng curious to sea how long the author of
the article would contioue to wrlte himself
down an ass. It was soonmade evident,
however, that a private admonitory letter
had been recelvad at the office of the news-
paper, for the vigorous campalgn In favor
of proportionate representation In the
Sennte abruptly ceased. IU secms, never-
theless, that the sesd sown by the World
lodged in the mind of My, GiLpel nnd bore
fralt, for he would find It Impossible to ad-
duece any other authority for his pecullar
sview of constitutional law.

A New Adventurer in Africa,

The Khallfa ABDULLAH, who occupies the
Iate Mahdi's seat of power in the Egyptian
Soudan, Is perturbed by reports from the
south of his dominlons, He has sent north
to Berber and east to Kassall for reéinforce-
ments “to drive back an Invading force
which 18 advanclng on his territory from
the south under the leadership of several
white men,"

This despatch oan refer to no white men
except Capt, VAN DER KERCEKHOVEYN and his
comrades, whose strange dolngs in Central
Africa for the past six months have not yet
been explained.

Vay v KERCEHOVEN 18 one of the bLest
known ofeers in the servico of the Congo
Free State. Nearly two vears ago he was
despatehed with & strong force up the
Mobapgi-Mekus river to take efMective
possession of the northeast territories of
the Free State, We heard of litm for months
as he slowly made his way Ioto the new
reglons, collecting large quantities of ivory
and driving the Arab siavers before him.
Then, after o long poeriod of sllenes, came
the astoundiog news that vax pEn Kenok-
HOVEN and his army had shaken the dust
of the Congo Freo State from thels feet, snd
wero on the Nile in the British Sphere of
Influence; aud that after occupying EMIN's
old beadquoarters at Wadelul bho had ad-
vaneed far down the Nile to the old head-
quarters of Gen, Gorpox at Lado, He was
reported to have with him a fores of 8,000
men, well armed, and carrying twenty large
boats for river navigation. Nobody scemed
to know his destination, but it was surmised
that he might mean to overthrow the wan-
ing power of the Mahdl's successor.

This news came in the last days of De-
cember, and sinos then we have haard noth-
fng of the new adventurer in Central Afrios,
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The British Government lost no time In
asking the Congo Btate nuthorities at Brus-
sols to explain the remarkable proceedings
of thelragent. If Downing Streot recelved a
satlafactory answer It has not been made
publie. The Free SBtate may have replied,
a8 Germany did when Great Britain asked
why EMIN had lnvaded the British Sphore:
that EMIN was a pald officer in Germany's
sorvios, but that as e had abandoned his
duty and gone, Germany knew not where,
his Government must decline all responsl-
bility for his vagaries.

Vax pEr Kxncknoves ssems to have shot
out of his orbit like a derelict comet. Un-
less lio Is acting under orders from his Gov-
ernment he I8 pushing some project of his
own, knowlng well that ho I8 bayond the
reach of stern admonition, At any rate, he
seoms Lo be vexing the soul of the Khalifa,
who sees himself suddenly threatened by a
most unexpected enemy In the rear.

CanTEn HARRISON has got himsel? nomi-
nated for Mayor of Chieago, and porhaps he
will got himaell elected, and parhaps he won't

Thore is not the
alightlest svidence in all the discovorles ever
made In Fgypt, that the anclent Fgyptians
undaretood the nses of slectriaity, or wern alls
to use it, as AMr. Eopisoy doss.  They never
knew of the other natural potencies or me-
ehanical agencles with which Episox's name
s mapociated In cur times.

We do not know thut P'rof. Prazzr SMyTa ever
mado the remark here attributed to him about
the Pyramid of Cheops: but, It he made it, he
epoke without knowledge and unwisely and
absurdly, The anclent Fgyptians were o re-
markable psople, who knew some things that
are unknown to us; but they did not know a
good many of the other things that ure known
by us

We declars
Itto be n fundamental principle of the Demo-
oratio party that the Federal Giovernment has
ho constitutionnl powar to enfores and colloct
tarilf duties, except for the purposes of reve-
nisonly,” ]

That was not the tarlff plank put into the
platlorm originally framed by Mr. Cleveland's
pareonil and political representatives in the
Clilengo Convantion; that plank. which elearly
expressed his convictions upon the aubject,
declnred: “In making reductions in taxes it
18 not proposad to Injurs any domestie [ndus-
tries, but rather to promote thele healthy
growth, Firom the foundation of this Govern-
ment the taxes collacted atthe Custom Hounes
have been the chiof sourcs of Federal rovenue.
Bueh they must continue to bs. Moreover.
many industrien hava come to rely upon legia-
Iation for successiul continuance, so that any
changes of law must beat evory step regardful
of the labor and ecapital Involvel. Tho process
of reform must be subject In the execution to
this plain dictate of justice.'

That was Mr. Cleveland's tariff platform.
but it was rejected, and a wholly different one
substituted for It by hia politienl enomies, who
hoped nnd expocted thereby to nwocomplish hin
defeat. Tt In sald, however, that Mr. Clavaland
endorsed the adopted. not the rajected. plank.
Thera In no evidencs whatever to sustain that
statement. From the first to the last line of
hin lotter of moceptance the word * platform **
or “endorss " does not once ceour, and his
eoncluding remarkn upon the tariff question
were an followa: **We belleve that the ad-
vantages of free raw materinls should be ac-
corded to our manufacturers, and we con-
template n falr and careful distribution of
nucessnry tariff burdens rather than the pre-
oipitation of rree trade, " ‘

Me. Clavelnnd has naver endorasd the tarif
plank of the Chiengo platform, nor hans he ever
entartained the idea of " smashing the tarim"
and bringing destruetion upnn the country's
industries. When hie selected such eonserva-
tive statesmon as Gresham and Carlisle for the
chief places in his Cabinet, lie gave to his
countrymon assurances of his own conserva-
tism and caraful regard for vested Interests.
