The Naronlo.

We now have the evidence that the Na-
ronlc has gone down. No other lost ship
has aver given rise to the degree or sort of
speculation which must follow this calam-
ity, for the reason that none was so quali-
fled to withstand the accldents of the soa.

The Naronle was bullt with all the ad-
wvantages known to the ship-making sclence
of this day. Bho was designed with nothing

flced or endungered for the great
ppeed roquired of passonger steamers, She
could not even be subjected to the great
shocks which often follow thelr headlong
drives into opposing sens, She was sys-
tematically divided into compartments,
#0 that to somo extent breaches in her sides
might be made with impunity, and she was
equipped with two scrows, an almost cer-
taln preventive against belng lert helpless
by the fracture of a shaft. Everything that
exparience could deviso was put into her to
make her stroug and seaworthy; yet she
is lost.

Has she burnod ? Did one englne break,
as In the ense of the City of Paris, and in-
jure the other, leaving her at the mercy of
heavy woather? Was there a collision?
Has she been cutin two? Or hns tho sea
risen and smeshed her decks by falllng on
them, llke tho Pomernuia's, and swamped
her ? Could the bollers have burst ?

I$ remalns a perplexsing mystery, espe-
olally unsatisfactory from the fact that if
the Naronlo was not safe, who can say how
to bulld a ship that shall bo sufe? Shall we
always be Inferlor to the waves when

they rise o thelr full might ? We may yet
hope for tidings of the missing erow and
for answors to the surmisea which we are
forced to put to ourselves now in complete
lgnorance of ground for any of them,

The Mlsslon of Mr. Blount,

That the simpleat and best solutlon of the
Hawallan problem would have been the
ratificatlon by the Sonate, in the Fifty-
socond Congress, of the troaty sent to it by
Mr. Hanrisoy, thore can be [ittle doubt.

A striking fact is that although the fow
opponents of annexation were ready to
give that documont, ns soon as it should
appear, a severs raking, yet when its de-
falls were made known they were hardly
attacked at all. The treaty passed the or-
deal practically unscathed. The wisdom of
acquiring Hawall was stlll a subject for
debate, but at least the terms offered for
aoquiring it had been well considered and
ware not extravagant.

Yet there were obstacles to flnal action
upon that treaty. IHad the overthrow of
the monarchy oceurred three months
earllor, Hawail might to-day be a part of
the Unitad Btatos. As It turned out, the
question of annexation camoup at the end
of the short sesalon of Congress, when all
the necessary work of carrylng on the Gov-
ernment was much behind, with not enough
time left for the Senate to do that work
properly and at the gamo time to discuss
the Hawalian question in the exhaustive
way that some Benators aimed at. The
fmpending change of administration
further disposed some mcembers to
glve to Mr. CreEveEnaxp and  his
Cablnet, sloce they would bave tho
responsibility of earrying out the terms of
the proposed agreement, an opportunity to
say what those terms should be. The cer-
talpty of an extra sesslon of the Benatn
after the 4th of March, at which the
Hawallan affair could be resumed, also had
its weight, and the total result was a post-
poanement of the subject and the devotion
of the few remaining days of the Fifty-
second Congress to matters that did not
admit of delay,

But when Mr, CLEVELAXD came In, the
whole situation was changed., He was at
liberty to accept his predecessor's work
with the treaty, but was under no obligation
to nocept it. He hnd becomo responsible
far the whole buslness, because nothing had
been decided by the Benato, Tho urgency
folt by Mr. HARRISON, whose torm was end-
fng, was not felt at all by Mr. CLEVELAND.
Henoe he withdrew the treaty and sent
Mr. Brount to Hawall on a tour of ln-
vestigation, a8 & preliminary, we must
infsr, to drawing up aoother treaty.

That this policy hus drawbaclis as well na
advantages I8 clear, Even the delay to
ratity the treaty before the 4th of March
eaused the royallsts in Hawall to pluck up
thelr spirits and to cast about for the meana
of making trouble, Wa flud seventeen per-
sops holding a meeting in the houge of one
of TaLIvoRALANI'S late Ministers, at which,
bowever, the demand seema to have been
pot for her restoration, but ooly for sul-
frage for the pative luwallans, * no texa-
tlon without representation,’ and 4 von-
tinwance of the privilege of self-government,
whether under the Hawalian or any other
flag." The policy of delay nlso led soume
royalists to suggest o compromise on
Princess Kitvrant as Queeu, upder an
American pmﬁrnu. Aud other ovils of

dolay ure sot furkh in the Liberal, the nows-
raper of Rouegr Wircox, the half-breed
leader of the party whose watchword was
* Howall for the Hawalluns,' and who once
tried Lo overthrow King KALARKAUA In Lize-
MOKALANLS fuvor:

But whils delay has its disadvantagoes for
Hawnll, the best guarantee of patience,
peace, nnd good order In the Interim ia this
prevaillng desire for annexation of which
Mr. WiLcox spenks. Tho errand of Mr.
Brovst will give an opportunity to know
whother the rights of all In Howali wers
sufficiontly eared for In the late protocol,
and to repair any defect in it that any of
the lslanders can sugrgost. Never was thore
an annexation effected without some to op-
posa it. The question which Mr. Broust
will have to consider is not whether there
aro Lwo, or Lthree, or ball & dozen views in
Hawall about annoxation, but what the
provatling view ls of those who are most
competont to Judge and who have the chisf
interesta ot stake. He cannot mistake the
Inferior for the superior opinlon any more
than he could mistake the minority for the
majority sentiment and deslre on the samo
subjoct In the United Btates. For one
renson aud another wa must now take a
littlo more roundabout course to Hawall,
but that will bo of small consequence pro-
vidod we get thore in the end.

The Senutor from North Dakota.

The extraordinary facts in the enso of
Senator Hoacr of North Dakota aro ronch-
Ing the publle. There is a diaposition on
the part of the Hepublican newspapers
to use the story for all that It Is
worth politically; and, on the part of the
Demoeratic preas, to ignore it altogethor.
Meanwhile, Mr. RoAca’s associates fn the
Sonate hardly know how to treat him
personally. Tho situation, nll things con-
sldored, |s romarkable and perhaps without
a precedent In our history. Tho ¢nse has
for the general public an Interest by no
moans limited to Its politieal aspects, or
dependent upon partlsun consideratious.

The Hon. WiLniam N. RoacH was
elected to the United States Benate,
as n Democrat, by tho present Legils-
lature of North Dakota. Ho was known
{n that State ns o prosperous and highly
esteemed citizon. He had run for Cou-
gress once on the Democratle ticket
and for Governor twice, In none of these
enmpolgns, so far as wo learn, wos the
question of his personal character ralsed.
nor was there any susplelon, on the part
either of hia friends or of hls opponents,
that the record of his past life contalned
anything discreditable.

The undlsputad facts conperning Sonator
Roacu's history previous to his election to
represent North Dakota in the SBeuate for
the next elx years are these: He romoved
from the East to that Territory about twelve
years ngo. A qulot, self-posscssed, self-
rellant man, he made his way from
humble beglouings to o position of promi-
newee and Influenco. Mr. Roacu began life
in theTerritory as a Star route mail carrler
between Grand Forks snd Fort Totten, |
travelling on sledges In winter about one
hundred miles through a wild and desolate
region. One of his horses died, and
ho would have been obliged to for-
felt Lis contract with the Govern-
ment bhad not a friend lent him
$200 on his unendorsed note, enabling him to
buy another horse. Within a year he had
paid back the money. From that time on,
he prospered. His career was uninterrupt-
edly successful. His business standing wns
excellent, and whon he went Into polities
o few yoars ago, it was as a citizen whose
personal character and stainless reputa-
tion entitled him to universal respect.

Sincy Mr, RoacH has roturned to Wash-
ington with the highest polltical honor that
his Btate can bestow, his constituents have
learned for tho flrst time of the circum-
stances undor which he left the natlonal
capital, a dozen years ago, to begin life
auew In Dakota. In 1878 and 1878 Mr,
Roacn was Cashier of the Citizens’ Na-
tlonal Bank of Washington, of which the
Hon. Jonx A. J. CnesweLn, Gen. GRANT'S
Postmaster-General, was President. In
August, 1879, Mr. CnesweLL discovered, as
itls now alleged, that tho Cashier Roacu
had for some time been taking money from
the bank's vaults, applylng It to his own
purposes, and altering his accounts to
cover the embezzloment, Accused of
this crime, Roacu practically confessed
ft, Tho amount of his defaleation
was stated at $64,000. The bank recov-
ered about $16,000 from property in Roacu's
possossion at the time of the discovery.
His bondsmen were held for $25,000, the full
amount of thelr bonds, And In October,
1479, the report of the Comptroller of the
Currency presented the sworn statement
of the officers of the Cltizens' Nutlonal

Bapk containing this item: * Defaleation
of late Cashler, $18,433.64." The exact
amount which the bank lost by

Roacu's defalcatlon has nmnever been
publicly declared. The bank did not prose-
cuto him, He was not imdictad. A month
after the discovery of his dishonesty he
departed from Washington, to reappear in
North Dakots, with the subsequent career
recited above. The defaulting Cashier
Roacn returns to Washington ns United
Btates Beoator,

The etory Is dramatic and sensational
enough to command universal attentlon,
and Senator Roach's present demeanor
adds to its surprising features. IHe neither
denles the main facts as stated, nor at-
tempts explanation or defence. He tukes
questions concerning his gullt very calmly.
Here i8 a sample of the interviews held
with him on the subjoct:

1 sae no reason for reviving this now. If T had any
oontroveray with the hank |t has all boen settiod. The
offesrs of the bank bave no ferling agains me. I have
seen them sinee my return to Washington, and thers
mro no differences betwesn us. Many of the friends
who knew tme when I lived here have gome to me and
exprossed plessurs that I have succeeded in the West
They ars apparently pleased that I bave reaohed my
present position,"

Such trapguillity under the circumstanoés
{8 quite conslstent with Mr., Roacu's readl-
ness to return to Washiugton as HBenator
and Ince the certalnty of a revival of the old
poandol. Thirteen years Is a sliort time,
and he must have Enown that his
erime had pot been forgotton lo the
city where Il was committed, Is It
effrontory that sustaing hlin now in his
astonishing attitude, or the consclonsness
that his moral guilt ig not just what the
techoiceal rocord lndieates ¥ This queation
ecannot vet be suswered, and the current
stories which represent Cashler RoACH as
perhapa the victim of others, and even the

——— -

nary criminsl, rest on nothlng better than
surmise and loference,

Wa note some foatures of thie caso which
may or may not be sigoifioant. RoAcH waa
not prosecuted. He did not changoe his
name whon he went to Dakota to begin life
over agaln, He says that the bank officers
were always Informed as to his where-
abouts, His first employment in the Terrl-
tory was under a Government coniract, In
that department of which the President of
the bank had recently been the head. He
lived n squaro and upright 1ife In the Weat,
Ho did not hesitats to come back to Wash-
Ington to oceupy n post where there was no
poesible cseape from Ildentifloation as the
embozzler and fugitive of 1870, He is not
groatly disturbod now by the publieation of
tho facts now known to the publio. Isthere
unything behind the published record? If
not, Benator Nloacn's course la one of the
most extraordinary Instances of audacious
recklogsness or cool solf-rellance on record.
Some men would shoot themeslves before
thoy would face whut he Is confronting.

One other question of grent moral and
soclal Importance {8 suggestad by this case.
Wo shall put It without attempting to sn-
gwor it, Buppose that Benntor RoAcH's
criminality fourteen years @go Waa
all that the record implies; that he
was an embozzler and a fugitive, who es-
capod the penitontlary through tho merey
of those who might have prosccuted him,
and not beeausa thore wera qualifying or
mitigating clroumstances in his case. Bup-
pose that his now life in Dakota
has bLeen all that It appears to have
been, durlng the past thirteon or
fourteon yoars: honest, upright, eredit-
able, and in every way beyond ro-
proach. Do tho interests of public moral-
Ity raquire that the defaulter of 1870 should
be hunted out of the United States Senate
in18087 When does the statute of limita-
tions begin to apply, morally, soclally, and
politically ?

‘The ** color scheme" I8 not suseeptible to
tho judgment of persons outside of Cook
county, The deslgn, however, as evident
in black and white and photography, roeks
with interest. The trouble s that one can-
not decide, swithout long cogitation, be-
tween conceptions so noble and original.
All the “MIEE" AxaELos and " LEN' DA
Vixcis lo the world seecm to have been dis
verted to Cook county. At least the scheme
of decoration adopted for the Governmont
bullding indleates as much.

Tako ' the East,” for Instnanee, asa concelved
by the pre-Raphaelites and Postmortems of
Chicago. A lady with legs exactly the size
of hier body is putting her dextor hand, con-
slsting of a conventlonal thumb and two
flngers, upon a directory of Chicago, while
with her right she jabs hersel! with a puir
of compasses, or a fan, or a harp, or some-
thing.

A lady with an arm
Ligger than her head s playing with mint
juleps and snakes, a beaudlful lady. When
she puts her arm down it will be about two
foet in the ground. A neutral figure 16 yell-
Ing soft clams on the right, while Hysterin
with two toes nnd Hiteen lingera s looking
at the Illinols Centrul luke view. Itls very
beautiful, entrancing. It remiods us of
Canten HARRISON.

So many things to linger over! The West
s our favorite, In the right the Babe with
the Big Head Is reading Ricuanp WATISIT'S
sonnets, while ln the left the Sweet Sonnet-
eerof Civil Service Reform, a sheep ln ap-
pearance, s bang upon his reforming fore-
head, tries to forget his Chippendalo legs.
A lady with one leg a half mile longer than
the uther, holdsashovel In the left hand and
a minp of Loog Island Clty fu tho right. Her
eyes aro closed. Wo congratulate her. Bhe
cannot see her ball-and-claw lower left leg,
Why the Government should reproduce Mr.
Evaese Fitup's private stock of manufac-
tured colonial furniture i8 unknown to us.

On the whole, the Government bullding
fn Chicago must be very sweot,

The Threatened Rebellion In Ulster.

Is thers the wlightest likellhood that
Ulster, or rather the slx counties of Ulster
In which tha Orangemen are particulurly
strong, will attempt to resist by open insur-
rection the euforcoment of & Home Rule
act? At the first glance nothlug seems
more lmprobable, Yot it cannot be denled
that mavy Englishmon take o difforent
view of the matter, Men llke Lord Bavis-
wuRry, Mr, Banrous, und Lord Raxponrn
CHURCHILL, Who have been and may agaln
beeomo Minlsters of the Crown, do not hesi-
tato to expross & conviction that the Prot-
estonls of Ulster will defy the authorlty of
a Dublin leglslature, and they sllow it to
be understood that, in their opinfon, such
Geflsnee would be justified. Even the Lon-
don  Spectator, which I8 usually dis-
Upguished for sober-rindodness, avows
6 Lellef that the Ulster mon will rebel,
and will be right In rebelllng, and that
thelr rebellion will prove suecessful,

Ineredible as these assertions look, they
aro appsvently put forward in good falth,
The Spectator tLinks that the Orangemen
could and would construet what It calls a
" Plovos' eapable of withstanding all the
foree at the disposal of the Dublin Parlla-
mwent. In the defence of this Plavoa Lhey
would be asslsted, It says, by swarms of
Conadians, Scotohmen, Englishmen, and
probably Germans. It foresees that the
loterposition of the Britlsh Government

capegoat others, rather than en ordi- ! would eventually bo fuvoked for the pur-

' ¥
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pose of enforeing the Home Rule act passed
by the Parlinment at Weatminster, and 1t
acknowledges that the intervention de-
manded could not lawfully be refused, but
it enys that nn attempt to vse British regi-
ments for the purpose would prove too
heavy a draft on the loyalty of British
ofMeera, The Speetator's astonishing article
on this subjeet conecludes with the declara-
tion that “we shall be sorry to seo the
Ulster mon In insurrection, but wa ecannot
sy that, nccording to recognized morali-
ties, they wiill be In the wropg, whilo we
cnn say that we think they will try it."

This talk sounda like the raving of 8 mad-
man. There nover was a wilder notion
than that six countiea, in which tho FProt-
estanta happen to have a majority, havo
the right to thwart the wislies of the rest of
Ireland and set at naught the will of the
United Kingdom formulated in an not of
the imporial Parllament. Suppose, for a
moment, that the #ix counties had a mn-
jority of Catholles; then the threat of in-
surrection would be universally regardetd
with derislon.  For a congidernblo time nf-
ter tho Act of Unlon was passed the Irish
Catholies remalned disfranchised, although
they constituted four-fifths of the popula-
tion. No English statesman, however, and
no reputabla London journal dreamed of
alleging that, by reason of their political
disabillties, they would be justified in re-
bellion, Now, should Mr, GLATMTONE'S
Home Rule bill be paseed, the Protestants
of Ulster will be suhjected to no disabilities
whatever, whather politieal, rellgious. or
commercial. The blll bLristles with eafe-
guards and guarantees framed on-their be-
half, although thers I8 no reason to sup-
poga that the Irish Catholies would
oppress their I'rotestant fellow citizens
ovon If they lad the power. They will
pot have the power, however. They are
expresely prohibited from making any law
for the establishmont of religlon, and from
giving a sectarian bias to publie education,
They are debarred from interfering with
the corporate rights of Protestant educa-
tlonal establishmonts like Trinity College,
Dublin. But, it may be sald, tho Catholle
mujority could {ndirectly injura the Indus-
tries of Ulster by taxing the whole country
in order to encourage by means of boun-
ties the industries of the Catholic prov-
inces. How could a bill to that effect be-
como a lnw? It would have to pass the
Legislative Councll or upper House of the
Dublin Parllament, whose members nre to
be chosen by a small body of electors not
exceeding one lundred sod  seventy
thousand in  number, and possessod
of a high property qualification. Thus
constituted, the Legislativo Council is
meant to be and will be n stronghold of
the Protestant minority. Itls trus that it
it twive rejects o bill passed by the lower
House or Leglslatlve Assembly, the two
chambers mest and vote together, and, in
such a case, the P'rotestants might be out-
numbered. But they could then appeal to
the Crown to exercise i4s right of veto, and
if they could show that a bill threatened to
injure the industries of Ulster, the appeal
would probably be successful.

The truth {s that the Protestanta of Ire-
land have abgolutely nothing to fear from
Mr. GLADBTONE'S measure, and the attempt
of Unlonist statesmen and newspapers to
rekindle in Ulster the old antipathles of
raceand religion 1siniquitous and shametul,

About Barbers.

A ""monster convention® of barbers will
be worth looking at, especially If It bo held
in Chleago. The Natlonal Barbers' Unlon
has determined to hold one, and wa promise
to givo heed to the speechea made thers.
The union has just adopted a new policy
respecting the apprenticeship system, and
It permits the buss to employ one boy for
every three chalrs,

This is well, American boys find It hard
to get n chance to lrarn the barber's trade,
and the consequence Is that great numbers
of barbers are brought here from abroad
every year. During last year, for example,
as wo learn from the immigration report of
Col., WEBER, as many as one thousand
and three (1,003 of them arrived nt this
port from foreign eountries, all anxious to
Kot a job,

Why, in tho namo of combs and shoars,
must we go over the sea for barbers ? Why,
in the nume of razor, hone, aod lather pot,
enn we not train a lot of native barbers ?

The tippiog system also was o good thome
for dobate In the union, It is far more
widespread now than It was u few years
ago. Horols a true story about It:

A gentleman of this city who recently
recelved somo excellent service from a skil-
ful journeyman barber,offered hima tip, but
the barber politely declined to accept It;
and when asked why, repllied that ha hoped
he was too much of o man to take gratul-
ties for services for which he was paid good
wages. We repeat that thisis a true story;
but, for all that, there may be Larbers who
will laugh at it. The tip system Is & nul-
sance, apnd perhaps the American boys who
can now get s chance to learn the burber's
trade, even in union sliops, will Lurn ugninst
It. Tho mouster conventlon may put its
foot npon It,

Tho bdrber's trado 18 one of the most
plensant of wll the trades; apd there are
lots of intelllgent, entertaluing, clever, and
merry barbers In New York., An Ivish bar-
ber is a rarity here; but there {s one up
town Io a shop on Columbus svenue. 1le is
a man of taste, but it takes him a half hour
to shuve a customer, and that la too Jong.
We suppose the majority of the barbers of
New York ave Germans and Itallans,
