800 MINERS IMPRISONED.

Hemmed in by Fire and Smoke In a Wales
Conl I]n.

Loxpow, April 11.<At 2:30 T\ M. to-day the
sparks from an engine In the Tont.y-Pridd
coal mine, South Walea, ignited a pile of oot-
ton wasts. The flamas spread to the wood-
work, and finally Ignited the Inflammable gas
in the seam. Flames and smoke gave to tho
200 mon at work (n the seam the firet warning
of approsching danger. All ran toward the
ianding. Many, overtaken by the fire and
smoke, fall, and were left to thelir fate by their
comrades [n advanes of them, Comparativoly
fow of the men who were In the seam at the
time of the explosion reached the landing.

At the entrance of the shalt a resoulng pacty
was formed by the pit surveyor. The party
got as far as the landing at the seam whero
the fira started, but was driven back almost
immediately by the dense smoka Issning from
the seam. The surveyor took hls men baek
to tho surface, Aftor a hall hour's rest they
went down agaln and forced thelr way ten
yards into the workings

Later accounts from Pont-y-Pridd show the
situation to be more appalling than at firat
supposed. Three hundred miners are en-
tombeil In the mine, The engine house |8 In
finmos, and there le the greatest fear that hun-
dreds may huve porished, The rescuers who
wont down were driven back without bLelng
ableto bring up more than Ave of the doad,
and the fate of the other miners is In doubt
Tho most agonizing scenes are witneasad, and
throngs ol men, women, and children, rela-
tivea of those below, are orowded about the
mouth of the conl pit.

Later advices from TFont-y-I'ridd do not
lighten the calamity, and the worst fate is
fearod for hundrods of miners. The pit In
workod in sectlons, one seam being above
another. The fire resulting from the explo-
slon broke out In the eastern section. From
this section seventy men sncceoded in reach-
ing the surface through the main dip work-
ing. led by & miner who knew the roads.

Thoey had a terrible struggzle to get out, fore-
ing thelr way through fire and smoke. Many
ol them were scorched and all wore terribly
sxhausted when they emerged to saloty. They
brought no good news as to thoso who wero
feft behind, but, on tho contrary. exprossod

Porwt Prsasmant Crrv, N J., April 11.-John
Halloek, a brakeman on the Pennsylvanis
Haflroad trains running betwesen New York
and Point Pleasant City, made a deliberate at-
tempt Instnight to murder Dr, Frank W. Whit-
nkor, ono of the beat known phyaleians of this
patt of the northern New Jersoy const. After
shooting at She physiclan Hallock tried to
shoot his own wife. The affalr was the ont-
growth of Hallook's Insane jealonsy. Hallook
was married to Grace Woodward about three
yoars ago. She was then only 10 years old,
and was the oldest daughter of the late
Rev. Edmuod W. Woodward, s member
of the New Jersey annual Conference of
tho - Methodist Eplscopal* Churoh. The
husband was 20 years old, and of an ex-
ceadingly jealous disposition. From the
time of the marringe quarrels were [re-
quent and bitter, Twica they separated
and wors reunitod. but last Christmas thoy
sobarated for good. Kinoce then Mra Hallook
hns rosided with her widowed mother and her
younger sister in a house about hall a mile
from the one in which her husband has bonrd-
od with some of the other rallroad men, He
has been making occaslonal ealls upon his
wife, and generully he had o quarrel with her
before he loft the house. During the last
three weaks the members of Mrs. Woodward's
household have been bLothered mysteriousiy
to them nearly overy night by boys and men
who were in the habit of prowling around tho
house at unseomly hours.

Mra. Hallook, who §s a young woman with
blg brown eyes and considerabla pluck. got
out an old revolver which her father formerly
owned, and deolared that sho would shoot the
first person who molested tho houso. Last
woek Mrs, Woodward wont down to Bay Head
to nurse Wyokoff Applegate, one of the patients
of Dr. Whitaker. Mrs. Halloek, with her baby

Mﬂl’l nmr BCANDAL

The Pardoned M, Tuarpin Nreaihes Threats
of Vengennce,

Pamas, April 13.~Prosldent Carnot yosterday
pardonsd Turpin, the inventor of melanite,
who was sentenoed twonty-two months ago to
five yoars In prison for high treason. The
ground of the pardon Is the probabla inno-
cence of the prisoner. Turpin reached Parin
to«day from the Etampes prisun. His reloase
will expose another great political seandal

Heo was condemned on the chargs of betray-
ing the secrot of his explosive to foreign Gov-
ernments after salling It to the Froneh War
Department. There has always been doubt In
many mindsabout Tarpin's gullt, and now his
innosence In proved to Carnot's satisfact lon.

The released Inventor made a decidedly
important statement to Tnr Bux correspon-
dent to-night. He sald his conviction was
proeured by the use of forged documents by
three prominent Generals, whoss names he
gavame. He added:

“I am propared td vindicats my honor by
doeuments collocted during my Imprisonment.
I will prove & eonapiraey againat me by the
highest ofMeers in the army, who themsrelves
are guilty of the crime of whioh I was acensed,

“Y will show that Freyeinet holped condemn
me, knowing that T was Innoeent. Not one of
tho highest oMecers of thoe artillery departmaont
s Ignorant of the fact that melanite from the
national stores has been sold to forelgn pow-
ers, chiefly Chill, Bwedon, and FPeru, and the
secret of Its manufacture has been sold to
othars, no that It s no longer a seeret.

“1t was becnure of tho fear of an exposurn
of the scandal that tha conspirner wns made
for my eondemnnation."”

Turpin willundoubtedly exscuts hia threata
of exposure, and there s good reason for bo-
lioving that the effects of tho new soandals In
the War Department of the Government
will be far reaching.

Little lnformnation can bo secured from the
direct path of the storm, owing to the pros=
trated wires, but dotalls from the outsklrets of
the track of the tornado indleste many pao-
ple have beon killed and many houses torn to
pocos,

Pago. nsmall town of 102 paople, in the exs

tremo northern portion of the te, Was
the first place struck by thé hurrls
eanc. Mrs. Harry Ellla and two ehll-

dren wers blown. from the doorway some
distance into the prairle. Tho mother was
killed and the two children fatally ' jojured.
Many other people In the town wers injured
by the flylug débrls, and odearly all of the
hiousea were more or less damaged.

The (nhalitants report the tornndo earrying
with it muny articlos of househeld furniture
and pleces of houses, indieating that some
towns further west have auffered o greater or
less dogres.

For n hundred miles the tornade passad
down & valley oceupled by f armhouses. The
damnge In this distriet was great.

CexTiALIA, 1L, April 11.—A cloudburat in
this eity at 3 o'clock this morning eaused the
entire city to be submorged. doing thousands
of dollars’' damagea. A littlo river winds
through the thickly setiled part of the eltr.
along which are s number of cottages with
basements, all of which were flooded and the
contents totally ruined.

The lower floors of over twenty houses were
flooded, mnany to the depth of five fest. The
eloctrie light ecompany In the heaviest loser.
The wuter stood thirty-elght Inches deep In
the powor house. A large quantity of flour
and wheat was ruined in Kaiser Brothers'
mlillL

Denson's machino shop was flooded puffls
eiently to eover all the laths and machlpnery
The lme house belonging to the Johnson
Company wns set on fire by the slacking of
several hundred Larrels of lime and was de-
stroyed.

The Illinols Central yards were nine feet
deep In water, carrying lumber. laths, and
anything that would Aoat. The extraordinary
downpour was more than the little stream
anuld carry off, and backed the water up Into
A lake fifteen feet deep In placos.

Bruanariern, I, April 11.—A very severe
eloctrio storm, accompanied by a heavy fall of
raln, swept over central lllinols to-night. In
this elty the electrie lights were put out and
streot-oar service Interrupted. Passengera
arrlving from the Bouth reportthe country be-
tween here and Bt. Louls flooded.

Kaxsas Crry, April 11.—This city was visited
at Ok o'clock to-nlght by one of the heavieat
raln and hall storms known for years. The
hnll stones were as Inrgo as hens' egge. The
hall lasted about flve minuten, and was fol-
towed by u heavy fall of rain that drowned out
many of the cellars In the bottoms. The
storm came from the southwest, and many of
the windows facing that directlon were shat-
ternd.

The windows on the west side of the new
City Hall were nearly all broken, and the floors
were flooded with water, causing considerable
damage. Many telegiaph and telephone wires
were prostrated.

The storm ls raported to have been unusual-
Iy heavy throughout Kansas, especially slong
the Banta Fé Rallroad. A number of small
bridges were washed out, delaying trains.

Broux Faris, 8, D, Aprll 11.—A despateh
from Mitchell says that this afternoon nsovere
storm passod over that olty, accompanied by a
bigh wind and tremendous hail. and that
great damage was done to the bulldings and
the freshly seeded Iand.

The same storm visitad Akron, lows, forty
miles south of hers nnd took the nature of &
tornndo, destroying o number of bulldings,
lovelling the wires and washing out the rall*
rond.
